JOHN WANAMAKtR»8 KITCHEN.

It Is an Appetizer, and Is Especially 
Noted for Fine Mince Pies.

John Wanamaker has one of the 
biggest kitchens in the world. It Is 
in the basement of his Philadelphia 
store, where uo rats are tolerated ana 
no dampness is permitted to penetrate. 
Wanamaker takes great pride in this 
kitchen, as he does m everything con­
nected with his store. Often he goes 
down to the big steam cooking pans, 
lifts the lid, tastes the soup, peeps at 
boiling potatoes, or inspects the little 
porcelain pan in which the charlotte 
russe is served. Wanamaker is noted 
for hia rich charlotte russe, and the 
delicacy is made from a recipe fur­
nished the chief cook by Wanamaker 
himself. Wanamaker likes to take 
visitors thmugh his kitchen and ask 
them to sample the food in all its 
stages of preparation. His is one of 
the few great kitchens in the world 
which a man may go through and 
come out with a good appetite. 
Wanamaker’s kitchen is actually an 
appetizer. The great merchant is 
never so happy as when running a 
knife into the Lancaster county but­
ter and passing it around for visitors 
to taste. In Wanamaker’s restaurant 
from 4,000 to 8.000 persons are fed 
every day. and Wanamaker is not too 
proud to lunch in his own shop. In 
summer he makes and sells there 8,000 
quarts of ice cream daily, and in oys­
ter season fries 30,000 oysters. Wana­
maker knows his trade and catei-s to it 
as carefully as an apple woman on the 
street comer. That is the way he be­
came rich.

An instance of this is to be found in 
the orders he once gave his restaurant 
manager about mince pies. “Have 
only the best mince pies that money 
will buy,” he said, “even if you have 
to sell at a loss. I can affoni to sink 
$10,000 a year in mince pies rather 
hau have people say I ao notgive 

them good pies. The people of Phila­
delphia can't be fooled on mince pies,” 
Neither can Wanamaker, and with his 
usual carefulness in seeing that all his 
orders are carried out to the letter it 
was for a long time his custom to slip 
downstairs and sample the pie every 
day. Wanamaker is now famous for 
his mince pies.

When Wanamaker first started up 
his restaurant, then a much smaller 
place than it now is, his manager or­
dered 200 dozen assorted pies in antici­
pation of a big run by the Philadel­
phians on their favorite pastry. But the 
customers were scarce the next day, 
and when the store closed 197 dozen pies 
were still on hand. The restaurant 
manager, was in consternation. He 
at once sought Wanamaker, whom he 
found in his office after all the em­
ployes had gone home. “Are the pies 
still good!” asked the great merchant 
after listening to the manager’s story. 
“Yes; they will be good all day to­
morrow, but not after that” “Well, 
then,” said Wanamaker, **put an ad­
vertisement in every morning paper 
to-morrow announcing that for uds 
day only we will sell choice, fresh 
pies at a cent a cut See what that 
will da” Next morning the Phila­
delphians read WauamaKcris pie ad­
vertisements and by nightfall there 
was not a piece of pie left in the house. 
In telling this story Manager Gillam 
added: "That is the way with Wana­
maker. He will have only the best 
that Is to be had, ana when the goods
won’t move he makes them move.”—

THAT SURPLUS.
Our conservative friends would appear 

to be taking some satisfaction out of the 
fact that the receipts for 1888-9 were 
greater than those of last year by $2,311,- 
434, and that in the year’s operations 
there was a surplus of a nuillio», and a 
half of dollars, A surplus is not at all 
times an indication of prosperity, or of 
prudent management. It may show an 
unhealthy oomfition of affairs and very

unwise administration. It is possible
for a most extravagant government in 
their most extravagant year to show a 
balance on hand; and it is likewise pos­
sible that while general trade may be in a 
most depressed condition a government 
may be in a position to exhibit a state­
ment of increased receipts. The merit 
or demerit of a surplus, and of increased 
receipts, can only be determined by an 
analysis of the figures which go to make 
up the total. Ifj for instance, the re­
ceipts from the publie works of the 
country, its railways, canals, etc., from 
its postal and other prominent earning 
services have suffered a decrease in the 
year’s operations, while the expenditures 
in these services have been largely in­
creased, we are not to assume that the 
affairs of these departments of the pub­
lic service have been wisely administer­
ed; and when with this condition ot 
things existing we find the other 
receipts increased by an ad­
ditional levy or additional tax 
upon the business of the country, we are 

justified in concluding that an un­
wholesome state of affairs exists. Fancy 
a capitalist alloting to a business a cer­
tain proportion of his wealth, an amount 
sufficient, with prudent management, to 
warrant his business paying, but as time 
rolls on he is forced to draw on his re­
served capital to meet obligations in his 
business and to keep up its standard. In 
this way his receipts, including his drafts 
from his reserve, will show a constant 
increase, but will any one venture to say 
that such business is wholesome ? What 
would become of a man in such a busi­
ness who had no reserve funds to levy 
upon ? The position of the dominion 
government, and its finances, is in keep­
ing with that of the capitalist and his busi 
ness. The enterprises embarked in 
show a falling off of receipts. The post 
office receipts exhibits a decrease from 
$2,352,003 during 1887-8 to $2,234,929 
last year ; public works, including rail­
ways, have fallen in revenue from $3,554,- 
794 to $3,047,771, a decrease in these two 
services of $634,000. Miscellaneous re­
ceipts, which involves in some respects a 
tax upon our people and its business ; 
and made up in part from the sales of 
certain public properties, show an in­
crease of $527,000, but even with this 

there remains yet a deficit of $107,000. 
But there was an Increase in receipts, 
and a surplus. How was it msde upT 
By additional taxes upon the reserve 
funds—upon the people. The customs 
tax amounted to $23,727,256 while the 
year previously our people were levied 
upon for $1,621,116 less, or $22,106,140 in 
all. Our people paid in excise last year 
$6,858,534, an increase of $787,048 over 
the previous year. Therefore, the 
people and business of Canada were 
taxed and paid last year $2,408,164 more 
than they were required to pay the pre­
vious. year; and with these additional 
receipts there is a surplus of but one 
million and a half of dollars. It cost 
nearly one million dollars more to run 
the county last year than it cost in 
1887-8. The exhibit is, therefore, one 
which should cause alarm rather than 
rejoicing. It shows indeed a very un­
wholesome state of affairs.

THE SUNBURY TROUBLE
Mr. R. D. Wilmot, M. P., and his 

brother Henry are still trying to smooth 
the troubled waters in Snnbury, but with 
little success. Their versions of the 
trouble differ materially. R. D. claims 
that he recommended his brother Henry 
for the position of provincial fisheries
inspector, and that when it was decided 
to divide the province into three sections 
and appoint three inspectors or guardians, 
the application and recommendation 
lost effect, and that ended the matter so 
far a. his brother was concerned ; that 
he recommended Mr. Morrow for the 
position of inspector for the SL John 
district Henry comes to the rescue in 
yesterday's Telegraph. He had applied 
for the position of provincial inspector, 
and was recommended by his brother 
the M. P.; it having been decided to 
change the districte his application was 
understood to stand for the position in 
the SL John district. And of course 
his brother’s recommendation stood 
with the application. This bears out 
the correctness of Tbs Glbanbb's refer­
ences.

The Gleaner did 
not sympathize with the persons on the 
Miramichi who used dynamite in the
fishing pools for the purpone of killing 
salmon, but condemned their conduct 
at the time. Tub Gleaner supports all 
measures and orders-in-councll having 
in view the proper protection of our 
fisheries interests5 but it is opposed to 
the provisions which surrender our rivers 
and streams to the foreigner at the ex­
pense of our own people who have 
hitherto bee u enabled to make a liveli­
hood at fishing during the salmon sea­
son. The provincial law Las opened 
avenues for the boodicre and the cor­
ruption!, ts (as shown in the ease of the 
club of which Mr. Blair is a prominent 
member) at tbe expense not only of our 
fishermen, but of the provincial treasury;

. BRITISH POLITICS.
Mr. Chamberlain Thinks the llnlonlst-Tory 

Alliance will Continue Until the Home 
Bale Agitation Is Over.
London, Sept. 18.—Speaking at a po­

litical meeting last evening Joseph 
Chamberlain predicted that the alliance 
between the Liberal Unionists and Con­
servatives would continue until the agi­
tation m favor of the separation of Eng­
land and Ireland was killed.He thought at 
the time alliance was formed that it meant 
his sacrificing for a long time many cher­
ished political objects, but he had found 
that he had not been called upon to 
make any sacrifices. The Government 
was carrying much liberal legislation 
through parliament. The Unionist lead­
ers had learned to work together and to 
trust eachgother. He agreed with the 
suggestion of Lord Hartington that a 
new national party ought to be formed

Sledged to effect internal reforms in 
rreat Britain and Ireland, arid whose 

policy should be the maintenance of unity 
and strengthening of the Empire. The 
Gladstonians, he said, were breaking up.

AFTER THE STRIKE.
Work on the London Docks Assuming Its Normal Aspect.

Londos, Sept 18. Work on the docks 
is assuming its normal aspect. Fewer 
non-union men are employed and many 
of the men engaged to fill the places of 
strikers are joining the union.

There have been no attacks this morn­
ing upon “ blacklegs.”

Three thousand men assembled outside 
Victoria dock this forenoon and demand­
ed the dismissal of the men taken on 
during the strike before they returned to 
work. The directors of the company re­
fused to grant the demand. The men at 
work are guarded by policemen.

London, Sept. 18.—The directors of the 
dock companies have sent a protest to 
Cardinal Manning and the lord mayor 
pointing out the cases of violence on the 
part of the strikers since the agreement 
for the settlement of the strike was ar­
rived at and stating that a number of 
men are refusing to submit to the terms 
of the agreement. They ask the cardinal 
and lord mayor to use their influence in 
the interests of peace. A conference 
was held between Cardinal Manning, 
the lord mayor and the directors of the 
dock companies, relative to the attitude 
of the strikers. Cardinal Manning 
promised he would urge on the strikers 
to observe the agreement, and not to 
molest the “ blacklegs.’’ Tbe lord mayor 
said he would issue a proclamation 
against riotous demonstrations by 
strikers.

Bride* and Orange Bloeeome.
Why do brides wear orange blos­

soms?
The Saracen brides used to wear or­

ange blossoms as an emblem of fe­
cundity. In that sense it is peculiar­
ly appropriate, as both blossoms and 
fruit are often on the tree at the same 
time. The same emblem may have 
been occasionally worn by European 
brides ever since the time of the cru­
sades: but the general adoption of or­
ange blossoms for brides Is compara­
tively a modem practice, probably at 
first adopted because the orange flow­
er was rare and costly and it has al­
ways been the custom to be expensive 
at weddings. Tbe orange blossoms were 
found appropriate and suitable, the 
sentiment under which it. was used by 
the Saracens was approved, and it be­
came the fashion for brides to wear 
the orange blossoms.

The orange fruit was brought to 
England as early as 1290, but it was a 
long time before there was really any 
cultivation of the orange. The tree is 
supposed by many to have been 
brought into England by Sir Walter 
Raleigh, and the statement is made 
that it was not adopted from the Sara­
cens, but probably from India, or at 
least from the fur east. It owed its 
adoption first from the fact that it 
was both a rare and a scented flower, 
and was introduced without any re­
ference to its symbolism.

It was u universal mediaeval custom 
to wear flowers for a bridal wreath. 
Orange flowers seem to have been 
first used in Spain for that purpose, 
and to have come to England by the 
way of France. Some of the corre-

—1er the introduction to have been a 
device of French millinera They are 
superior to roses in being thornless, and 
both color and scent were in their fa­
vor.—Bibo ta in Lippincott’s Magazine.

Artificial Whalebone.

sede natural by artificial products. 
The supply of whalebone has for some 
time been gradually diminishing, and 
now an artificial whalebone has been 
produced which is said to be a perfect 
substitute. It can be produced very 
cheaply, as the process of its manu­
facture is a very simple one. One 
part of soaked and softened India rub- 
Dor, one-fourth part of shellac, one- 
fifth part of magnesia and one-fourth 
part of brimstone are mixed together. 
They are then heated in an oven at 
120 to 150 degs. Celsius, and the ma­
terial is ready for the market—New 
York Telegram.

DEATH OF CHAS. BRODIE.
The Community Shocked With the Sad 

r Mew* This Morning.
“Poor Charlie Brodie” is an expression 

that has been on the lips of hundreds of citi­
zens since noon to-day, caused by the sur­
prising and painful news of his death at that 
time. The case is a very sad one indeed, 
and seldom hae an event produced more of 
real heart-felt sympathy than is expressed 
on all sides to-day for the bereaved family, 
who have thus been thrown into the deepest 
grief. Charlie was a young man of ex­
cellent qualities, and universally 
esteemed. His obliging and gener­
ous nature manifested itself at every turn, 
and established him high in the estimation 
of a host of friends. He was always ready 
to do a good turn lor some one, and there 
are many who will ever remember him for 
the service he has done them. From his 
long connection with Neill’s hardware es­
tablishment, as head book-keeper, and with 
other well-known bneiness houses, the 
circle of his acquaintances extended 
to all parts of the country, 
where he was likewise favorably known, 
and where the distressing news of his death 
hae yet to be received. Some years ago, 
when but a young lad, living with his father 
below town, deceased met with an accident 
which at the time was considered of little 
consequence, but the injury received, in years 
afterwards, was the cause of a great amonnt 
of trouble and pain, and of his sad death 
this morning. A few years ago he under­
went a very painful operation in the city, 
by which it was hoped all trouble would be 
removed, but the injury assumed a new
character, and gradually grew worse until 
ten or eleven weeks ago he was compelled to 
give up, and await in his bed another opera­
tion. The physicians found it necessary to 
amputate his left leg at the knee, and did so 
a few weeks sgo. The patient seemed to be 
doing well until within the last few days, 
when it was evident that an extra piece of 
thé bone would have to come off. This 
morning before noon the doctors visited bis 
room at the Royal Hotel for that purpose, 
and anticipated no trouble, as deceased had 
withstood the previous operations with re­
markable fortitude. The patient was placed 
under the influence of chloroform, and in a 
few minutes was dead. When the dreadfal 
news was communicated to the 
deceased’s sister, who has been 
attending him in his affliction, and expect­
ed soon to see her brother well again, she 
became frantic, and could scarcely be con­
soled. It was a fearful blow to her. The 
news waa at once telegraphed to the de-
deceased's patente at St. Joha. Mr. Brodie
was a member of Hiram Lodge of Free 
Maaons, and held the position of secretary
lor some years.

MONCTON’S EXHIBITION.

The Opening Yesterday-Some of She Prise 
Winner* -Fredericton to the Front.

The maritime industrial and agricultural 
exhibition was formally opened at Moncton 
yesterday morning by Sir Leonard Tilley in 
the presence of a gathering that packed the 
main hall and extended well over the 
grounds. In his speech Sir. Leonard refer­
red to the wonderful progress of the town 
during the past few years, and to the im­
petus which such exhibitions give to the 
two great industries, agriculture and manu­
facturers.
There is an enormous crowd of visitors in the 

railway town, all the hotels and many private 
boarding houses being taxed to their utmost. 
The weather so far has been very favorable. 
With the exception of a slight shower, 
which fell Tuesday night and laid the dust 
nicely for yesterday morning, there has
been no rain to keep the people indoors. 
The grounds cover about eight acres and 
are well adapted for the purpose, being 
within easy distance of the railway station. 
In the centre stands the exhibition building 
proper, a temporary wooden structure 180 
feet long by 60 feet wide, with monitor, 
roof, so as to admit of a wide gallery 
running around the four aides of the interior. 
Along the northern boundary of the en­
closure run 10 horse stalls, 34 cattle stalls, 
the poultry stands and the pig pens ; 
the western side are more box
stalls, a fodder bam and water 
trough ; at the south west corner 
are 80 horse stalls, and along the south­
eastern section, commencing almost at the 
main entrance from Highfield street, are the 
lean-to sheds for the exhibition of carriages 
and sleighs. It will thus be seen that three 
sides of the grounds are devoted almost al­
together to horses, homed cattle, pigs, 
poultry and carriages. It was at first in­
tended to place the carriages in the main 
building, but the rush of fhncj articles, 
agricultural products and general exhibits 
Was so great as to overflow the entire space 
at the disposal of the management A show 
ring 100 feet in diameter is placed midway 
between the main building and the western 
fence, affording ample opportunity for the 
spectators to see the horses to the best ad­
vantage.

The flower stand is an attractive feature 
of the show, and the Sun says that Moncton 
in the matter of flowers bids fair to rival 
Fredericton at an early date.

A great variety of vegetables and fruit is 
exhibited in the main building. The exhi­
bits of Moncton merchants and manufac­
turers occupy moat of the space.

There is some virgin honey on exbibiti on 
from the Goverdale apiary of W. D. Black,
Truro, N. 8., which is said to equal the for- 
famed bee fruit gathered in Stanley, York 
Oo.

It is estimated that the attendance at the 
exhibition yesterday reached over 4,000.

THE RAIN AND ITS EFFECTS.
The Forest Fires Reported Com­

pletely Extinguished.

The Condition of Things on 
the Upper St. John.

The Lumber on the Main River 
and the Naehwaak.

The much wished for rain has come in 
earnest and a long felt need is now being 
supplied. The heavy, threatening clouds, 
which made their appearance on Sunday, 
continued obstinate all day yesterday, and, 
with the exception of a light drizzle or two, 
no rain fell in the city until after six o'clock, 
when quite a heavy shower set in. After 
this, rain fell at intervals all evening, and 
during the night came down very steadily and 
in large quantities. It has continued with 
few let-ups all day to-day, and at 3 o’clock 
this afternoon was pouring down in good 
style. While the dust waa flying in town 
yesterday morning it was raining hard in 
several sections of the country. At 8t. 
John and McAdam Junction and all along 
the railway line in that direction, it came 
down steadily, while heavy showers were 
reported only a few miles from the city. 
Down in Lincoln there was a regular down­
pour during the forenoon, and other sections 
were favored likewise, but it was not until 
the evening that Fredericton came in for its 
share.

Tke Bain and the Lumber.
A telegram from up-river to-day states 

that it has been raining at Edmundston and 
Grand Falla steadily for three days, and all 
day yesterday and this morning at Wood- 
stock, and that the water had risen six 
inches at the latter place, with prospects of 
a much further rise. This is most welcome 
news to the lumbermen, and they are hope­
ful now of getting down safely most of the 
logs hung np in the main river between 
Woodstock and Grand Falls. The rain 
will not effect the lumber hung up in the 
streams which will in all probability remain 
in its present condition until next spring.

The water in the Naahwaak is rising 
rapidly to day, and it is expected that the 
lumber hung up in that stream will be 
started down, and the Marysville mill* in 
operation again in a day or two.,

Tke Bala and tke Fires.
Reports from all parts to-day state that 

the rain is general throughout this section, 
and has checked the advance of, if not 
completely extinguished, the forest fires, so 
that all danger of any further damage from 
this cause Is over. The Flanagan Road and 
Doak Settlement fires, and those in the 
upper part of Maugerville had burned 
themselves pretty well out before the 
rain set in, and are now a thing of the past 
Up in the Hanwell district and at Mount 
Hope, the rain has had the desired effect, 
and the people in these sections, who have 
been fighting so hard for weeks past protect­
ing their homes from the approach of the 
fires, must feel a great relief.

Before she Rain Game.
The following reports received from sev­

eral places, before the rain set in, give an 
idea of the damage the drought snd fires 
have caused :

Tke Droutk on Ike Washwaak,
Our Naahwaak correspondent sent the 

following report under date of Monday 
The wells and springs of water in this place 
have nearly all pone dry, and some farmers 
are obliged to haul water a long distance. 
If rain keeps off much longer the whole 
place will be burnt up. The smoke is terri­
fying. We rot a slight shower of rain here 
on Sunday evening, which was gladly re­
ceived, and Monday showed signs of more,
bat It feiM to come.

Tke Damage la Soatkamptoa.
The report from our Southampton correa- 

pondent, received yesterday, says; The 
forest fires are still raging in this section. 
They have destroyed a great amount of lum­
ber and bark. Prayers were offered for rain 
on Sunday by the Rev. D. Brooks, and It to 
sincerely hoped that the answer will not be 
long in coming.

Up la Garleton Geuaty.
Our Rockland, Garleton Co., correspond­

ent writes nnder date of Sept. 14 : The 
smoke from forest fires is stifling. The 
greater part of the plains ef Oloverdale has 
been burnt, and, when the smoke rises as it 
has at some time during the last few days, 
it can then be seen that forest fires are all 
around ns. The nearest one to our village 
is âbout two miles off. So far no buildings 
have been reported burnt, but there have 
been narrow escapes. A full week has now 
passed, and not a drop of rain has fallen, 
in fact very little rain has fallen for six 
weeks. Wells, and what were supposed to 
be never failing springe are drying up, and 
in fact the Becaguimic is nearly dry.

Cattle drinking Milk for Water*
A Quebec despatch states that the 

drought at Magdalen Island has been so 
great that farmers have had to give their 
cattle milk to drink.

lively Eaeomnter with Four Bears.
The appearance on Sunday of four bears— 

an old one and three cubs—near Mr. Ohas.

RE-MARRIAGE AFTER DIVORCE.
An Interesting Discussion In tke Provincial

Synod—«tker Hatters of General Interest
Taken Cp.
At Monday’s meeting of the Provincial 

synod the following canon was moved by 
Rev. Oanon Partridge, D. D. ; “No clergy­
man of the Ecclesiastical Province shall 
solemnise marriage in any case where there 
to a divorced wifeor husband of either party 
still living.”

Oanon Partridge spoke at some length, 
and contended that the fathers of the church 
were in favor of the canon proposed. The 
marriage service of the church read “Till 
death us do part.” What was the meaning 
of these words, repeated by the contracting 
parties ? They meant that it was not in the 
province of any clergyman to remarry any 
man or woman who had been divorced by a 
court of law. If they passed the canon 
before them it would have great moral 
weight and they would find that in the 
future men and women would no longer 
seek for excuses to get a divorce.

Hon. D. L. Hanington had a strong con­
viction that it was inadvisable to pass any 
such canon which was in direct opposi­
tion to that passed by the Bishops at the 
Lambeth conference. Let them pursue a 
medium and conservative course, which the 
Ohurch of England had always done. Where 
there was a doubt in the mind of the Ohurch 
and the nation, then the parties accused 
should unhesitatingly have the benefit of the 
doubt.

The first business yesterday after the 
minutes were read wae the appointment by 
the lower house of a committee to consider 
the question of re-marriage after divorce. 
The members appointed are Oanon Patridge, 
Dr. Garey, Archdeacon Roe, Rev. E. Harris, 
Sir John O. Allen, Hon. D. L. Hanington, 
Messrs. Worrel, Jenkins and Walkem, Q. 
O. The upper house appointed the bishop 
Coadjutor of Fredericton on the same com­
mittee.

On motion of Rev. Dr. Carey, seconded by 
Oanon Brigatocke, the advisability of pub­
lishing a year book to contain information 
on all matters pertaining to the church’s 
work was considered, and after much dis­
cussion as to the pecuniary ability of the 
synod to publish each a book, the matter 
was put into the hands of a committee with 
power to act if considered possible. A sub­
scription list, now amounting to $170 and 
still increasing, is being privately circulated 
among the members to meet the expenses of 
publication.

The upper house has concurred in the 
matter of asking the passage of an act in the 
dominion parliament constituting the Metro­
politan a corporation sole for the conferring 
of divinity degrees.

A resolution moved by Hon. G. W. Allan 
that the synod do petition parliament at its 
next session to enact such laws as will se­
cure the better observance of the Lord’s 
Day in the dominion in all matters pertain­
ing to general railway traffic, postal service 
and management of rail ways and canals, was 
passed unanimously.

Cable.
Mr. Redmond, Nationallet II. P , waa ar- 

rested at Annamore, Monday, on a charge 
of conspiracy. He was admitted to bail.

Advices from Montenegro are that 26,000 
families in the country are likely soon to be 
suffering from famine. Prince Nicholas in­
tends to visit the famine stricken districts.

Sexton is preparing a speech which he 
will deliver before the Parnell commission 
when it resumes its session next month. It 
is expected the speech will occupy four days 
in delivery.

A letter signed “Jack the Ripper” was 
received "at a news agency in London in 
which the writer states that in about a week 
another murder will be added to the list of 
Whitechapel horrors.

Several London newspapers charge a 
Scotch peer with having committed an in­
decent assault upon a child. Testimony, 
they eay, was given to show that the ac­
cused was guilty of the crime, but the mag­
istracy were afraid to take action.

At Fermoy, Tuesday, Father O’Dwyer 
was sentenced to five months’ Imprisonment, 
and several companions, to various terms 
for offences nnder the crimes act After 
the sentence had been pronounced the 
prisoners sang God Save Ireland.

The captain, four sailors and one passen­
ger of a Spanish vessel, captured by nati­
ves off the coast of Morocco, have been 
carried into the interior with the object of 
selling them into slavery. The Spanish 
government will make immediate demand 
on the Saltan of Morocco for the release of 
the prisoners.

The English and Italian government have 
signed a more stringent anti-slavery con­
vention than hae hitherto existed. The new 
convention declares the slave traffic to be 
an act of piracy and enables cruisers to deal 
more promptly with the captured slaves. 
The Mediterranean is excluded from the 
operations of the treaty.

A large portion of the town of Seaford, 
Del., was swept out by fire yesterday.

At a prize fight at St. Louis Tuesday, in 
which Bd Ahem and Thoe. Jackson were 
the contestants, the latter was killed by a 
blow in the 12th round.

A negro named G us Reed was arrested at 
New Orleans Tuesday, charged with having 
kept in imprisonment Louise Schoemaker 
a pretty blonde of 15 years, who has been 
missing for over a year.

The trial of Mrs. Robert Ray Hamilton, 
indicted for an atrocious assault upon her 
child’s name, Mary Donnelly, was begun at 
Mays Landing, N. J., yesterday. Mrs. 
Hamilton looked pale and wan and her 
face showed evidence of dose confinement 
Robert Êay Hamilton was also present, but 
did not look towards his wife. Mrs. Hamil­
ton frequently sobbed aloud daring the 
selection of the jury and her condition ap­
peared to be one of hopeless despondency.

Chicago detectives are in Winnipeg fol­
lowing up dues In the Oronin murder case.

George Seely, dominion express and 0. 
P. R. agent at Stonewall, Man., has skipped, 
but is not known to what amount he is a 
defaulter.

Kidd’s islt block, st Goderich, Ont, one
of the largest in Canada, was burned Tues­
day morning by an incendiary fire. Loss 
$10,000 ; insurance $3,000.

Theodore Everitte, of Halifax, N. 8-, was 
attacked by two highwaymen at Point St. 
Ohsrles, Quebec, Tuesday night, and robbed 
of hie gold watch and chain worth $185.

It is stated that the a teams hip Alberta, 
which passed up the St. Lawrence on Mon­
day to Montreal, had a case of supposed 
cholera on board, which it was obliged to 
land at Groose Isle.

R. W. Stoddard and $1,600 worth of 
jewelry and watches, from the store of R. 
W. Stoddard k Oo., Montreal, of which firm 
he waa a member, are missing. Detectives 
are searching for the man.

The inquest on the body of W. Watson, 
who was shot at Lanark, while with others 
assaulting a young girl, by B. Cameron, 
resulted in a verdict to the effect that death 
was caused by “casual misadventure.”

The Venerable Archdesoon Reeve, who 
has a mission in Arthabaska district at Fort 
Ohippewayan, five hundred miles north of 
Edmonton, reports that thirty Indians in 
that district died two months ago from 
starvation.

On Saturday the sum of $425 was stolen 
.from tho palace of Cardinal Taschereau, 
Quebec ; $400 was taken from a desk in the 
office of Mons. Maroise and $26 from the 
office of Rev. Abbe Gagnon. In each case 
the locks were forced.

Twenty immigrants, passengers on the 
Circassian, refused to be vaccinated by the 
port physician at Rimonski, were landed at 
the quarantine to be retained the regular 
length of time. Hewever, three of them got 
tired waiting and were vaccinated and sent 
to Quebec.
