Only a few 
months ago we were strangers to you, 
but in that short space of time, you 
have known by your sympathysing 
kindness, your keen and sincere in- 
tçpest on all occasions as well as by 
your devotedness and paternal solici- 
tudejhow to conquer our affection and 
gratitude. Since actions speak louder 
than words, these few words of esteem 
and regret are accompanied by a purse 
which we respectfully ask yoa to accept 
as coming from your friends in Camp­
bellton. You will probably meet
Parishoners who will do better, but 
nowhere will you meet any with better 
intentions to do what 'is right. Since 
we must part we say to you “Au 
Revoir’ ’ with the hope that you will 
ever remember the Catholics of this
Mission, among whom you are always
welcome.

To this Father Gauvin replied feel­
ingly, thanking the many friends for 
their kindness in tneir address and the 
purse which accompanied it and ex­
pressing his deep regret in having to 
sever his connections with them.

L. No 64
has a lot of land in n uitao'e place
for a hospital and is t n cumulating 
the building of a hall f r their own 
own convenience;

And whereas this b-vldiog can 
be made suitable t<> sirve the 
double purpose of >■,spiral and 
hall combined according to plans 
prepared by Mr Buller. architect 
for the sum of $6,50o or i ss.

Therefore resolved, that this 
Heine L. O. L. No 64 < ffer the 
citizens of the town to L>.: Id the 
hospital and hall combined accord­
ing to plans and specifications, 
aforesaid and lease the hospital
part to a board of directors ap­
pointed by the citizens of the town 
(who may be subscribers to the 
hospital) for the .term of thirty 
years for the consideration of $3.- 
000 to be paid by citizens outside 
of the Orange order to help con­
struct the building, and also on 
consideration that the directors of 
the hospital shall give the Heine 
L. 0. L. No 64, free light and 
heat in their 
terms of this lease

Further Resolved; That in case
the town accepts this proposition
this Lodge furnish three 
beds, one in private ward and one 
in each of the private wards.

Still Further Resolved; That in 
case such arrangements as are set 
forth in this resolution shall be car­
ried out satisfactorily that at the 
expiration of the term of years set 
forth in the lease of the hospital the 
lease shall be renewed as may be 
considered in the best interest of 
Protestantism ana the health of the 
community.

A disastrous fire entirely swept 
out of existence the lower end of 
Albert village Albert County 
Friday between three o’clock 
the afternoon and seven in 
evening. It was only by the 
most superhuman efforts of 
heroic people who organized 
bucket brigade and made a stand 
at the Baptist church that the en­
tire village was not destroyed. As 
it was, twenty-two buildings were 
burned, causing a loss of between 
830,000 and 840,000, with every 
insurance. A south-west gale scatt­
ered the burning embers tin every 
direction and even set fire to build­
ings one and two miles away. The 
sympathy of all will Jbe extended to 
the people of the enterprising vill­
age.

Albert, Albert Co., July 8.j—A 
south-west gale was blowing on 
Friday afternoon, when a fire from 
some unknown cause, broke out in
Brewster’s and Co’s "carriage and
wookworking factory on Bridge 
Street on both sides as far as the
McAnulty buildings was in flames. 
Under the pressure of the still gale 
the burning embers were carried 
enormous distances, ,æa^~*eyêE«ri 
buildings outside of the drstrict 
named were set afire during the 
afternoon and early t evening, but 
fortuuately were suppressed.
Clouds of smoke arose bearing (the
burning embers and scattering the 
same even as far away as River­
side at more than one mile away 
several fires were started |but for­
tunately put out without serious 
damage. Coleman Starratt’s barn,
half a mile back of the village 
caught trom an ember but the fire 
was quickly master.

The fire swept up Bridge Street 
until the Baptist church was. reach­
ed. This caught several times, 
but the bucket brigade made an 
heroic stand and by saving the 
church, it is believed saved the rest 
of the village. If the church had 
been overcome,by the flames, the 
fire would have leaped the gap and 

! destroyed the rest of the vi lage.
Within four hours, that is be­

tween 3.30 p. m. twenty-two houses 
and buildings were razed to ttie 
ground; nearly $40,000 loss sus­
tained with very jittle insurance. 
The village has suffered a severe 
blow. There were no means of 
sloping the progress of the flames. 
Men, woman and children worked 
to save their homes, and it was only 
by heroic efforts that the houses 
which remained were saved from 
the flames. There is no water 
system of fire apparatus of any 
kind in Albert, and the only manner 
in which the flames were fought by 
a bucket brigade.—Transcript.

About five o’clock the races were 
started but only two had been run 
when a sudden thunder shower came 
and nobody being prepared it was 
spreading confusion all around but 
Mr Steele appearing on the scene 
kindly offered the use of his house for 
the rest of the day, this generous offer 
was speedily accepted.

Your Worship, Mr. Principal,

Fellow Students, Ladies and
Gentlemen:

Another year has 
passed, and it is with feelings ot 
mingled pleasure and regret that 
we now turn to review its record.

During the past school year we 
have been striving more or less
faithfully to maintain the high 
standard set for us by our prede­
cessors and to prepare ourselyes 
for the stern conflict of life upon 
which they have already entered.

The struggle during the past 
year has been a hard one. The 
grade, for-reasons best known to 
ourselves and Principal, was defic­
ient in several subjects which were 
of great importance to us in the 
coming examination and these 
were a source of considerable 
anxiety to us during the past year.

The issue at stake with us is 
greater than may be thought by 
most people, and fneans the advan­
tages of a normal or college course 
as set against the total çxtention 
of our dearest hopes.

Since the beginning of our school 
career we have looked forward 
with feelings of mingled pleasure 
and dread to the time when, hav­
ing passed from the jurisdiction of 
class room No. 7, we should file 
into the presence of the august 
potentate who rules the 9th, 10th 
and 11th grades. We were led to 
believe by our predecessor that he 
ruled like Tennyson’s King hold­
ing his sceptre like a pendant wand 
to lash offence, and with long arm 
and hands reached out and picked 
offenders from the mass for judg­
ment. We found this to be dis­
tinctly true in the case of those 
who failed to employ the hours 
set apart for the prosecution of 
their studies. To those who came 
determined to make the most of 
their opportunities and I think I 
may here add that we have all 
striven hard, our Principal has al­
ways beed ready to extend a help­
ing hand, and the grateful memor­
ies of advice freely and kindly 
bestowed will never part from us.

Naturally after our studies, 
attention is drawn to amusement. 
Most High Schools throughout our 
province can boast of an enviable 
record in regard to athletic sports. 
We regret to say that this part of 
our education has been seriously 
neglected, though we do not wish 
our hearers to suppose lor an 
instant that we attach any blame 
to our instructors for this ommis- 
sion. In our humble opinion the 
great majoity of our boy students, 
who leave béfor their tenth grade 
course is com pi ted, do so mainly 
because of their lack of interest in 
school life « The fault mainly lies 
among ourselves for the need of a 
good organizer—one who has been 
familiar with college life, who has 
taken part in its sports, and who. 
could awaken the interest of he 
students in this direction. A 
thorough knowledge of football, 
baseball, etc., would quicken the 
interest of the pupils and help them 
turn their minds to the broader 
future awaiting them in our coun 
try’s universities.

We are deeply grateful to the 
Chairman of the School Board and
trustees for their timely aid 
in assisting us to start our bas­
ket-ball but for their thoughtful-
ness in placing the ball at our 
disposal, we would have been de­
barred from many of the enjoyable 
hours spent last winter.

We cannot speak too highly of
the educational privileges afforded

by our high school. The ad van - 
tiges offered bv the educational | 
system of today afford a striking | 
c ntrast to the methods employed i 
for the education of the student of j 
a century ago. The Laboratory ] 
has been a source of keen interest 
and much profit to our course in | 
chemistry. The new Lunar 
Tellurian Globe provided by the 
Board a few months ago has greatly 
assisted us in obtaining a more 
complete knowledge of the Solar 
System The introduction -of the 
Sloyd System into our school lias 
been of great benefit to all. The 
keen interest shown by the differ­
ent grades is a unqualified proof of 
its success.

Campbellton may well be proud 
of a school which has sent out so 
many young men and women who 
now fill posts of honor and respon­
sibility in various parts of our 
Province. May our High School 
long continue to carry out its im­
portant part in training up the 
youth of our town, may its students 
never depart from the high stand­
ard set before them by their in­
structors and may we who are 
leaving do nothing to bring dis­
honor or discredit on its name.
