AFTERNOON SESSION.

The Boird resumed at 2 P. M.
Coun. Coburn submitted the report 

of the Accounts' Committee, which 
were found correct. On motion of 
Coun. Hoyt the report was adopted.

The Sec’y-Treas. read a communi- 
cation from the Deputy Clerk of tie 
Crown, Mr. E. L. Wetmore, enclosing 
the presentment of the Grand Jury at 
the opening of the Jone Circuit Court, 
regarding needed improvements in 
the jail and other county buildings.

Coun. Pinder was somewhat sur­
prised at the communication.

Coun. Calhoun was pleased that the 
matter had come before the Board. 
The charges in connection with the 
jail for the past few years have been 
greatly in excess of what it was in 
Mr. Brannen's time. He defended his 
management of that institution, as 
chairman of the committee in charge, 
and read correspondence that occurred 
between himself and the jailor, W. W. 
Long, in which the latter made ap­
plication for articles for use in the 
jail and for cleansing the premises, 
which he (Conn. Coburn) considered 
unnecessary in certain cases. It was 
for tho Board to decide whether be 
had acted properly.

Coun. Pinder gave bis experience 
when on the Jail Committee, though 
the articles asked for in the present 
instance were given by the committee 
of which be was a member. They 
were not considered extravagant.

Coun. McCormick thought the 
jailor's demands were excessive, and 
that the committee should be judged 
of what was necessary.

Conn. Colter defended Coun. Co­
burn's action, apd did pot see what 
right the Grand Jury had interfering 
in the matter.

Coun. Coburn further explained bis 
management and claimed that Long's 
demands were extravagant.

Goun. Close was chairman of the 
Jail Committee last year and knew 
the condition of affairs there. All the 
articles he bad furnished were neces 
sary, and the some amount was asked 
of Coun. Coburn. It did not pay to 
go to extremes in economizing. The 
jail was needing repairs and it would 
be cheaper in the end to make these 
to preserve the building.

Coun. Coburn did not object to the

The resolution was carried.
Coqn. Colter moved that the returns 

of the magistrates, who had tried 
three men for larceny in Douglas, be 
received, and that the amount of the 
fine collected, though not in full, be or­
dered to be received by the County 
Treasurer—the resolution was adopted

Coun. Close presented the petition 
of Jackson Adams, asking leave to 
put down a platform in front of bis 
warehouse.

On motion of Coun. Colter, a com- 
mittee, as follows, was named by the 
Warden to report on the matter to­
morrow at 10 A. M.— Couns. Colter, 
Jewett, and Hoyt.

On motion of Coun. Johnston, Gil­
bert McLaughlan was appointed 
pound keeper in the parish of Douglas.

Coun. Close asked if the committee 
on Administration of Justice bed re: 
ported.

The Warden replied no such report 
had been received.

Coun. Johnston, chairman, said the 
committee were to meet that evening, 
and would submit a report to-morrow 
morning.

Coun. Close submitted an account 
of Richard Hay, pound keeper, for $5 
for expenses in destroying a horse, 
impounded by him, which was suffer- 
ing from a contagious disease. If the 
account was correct, be would move 
the bill be paid.

On motion of Coun. Hoyt, further 
consideration of the question was 
postponed till next January Session.

Coun. Calhoun moved the Legisla­
ture be asked to pass an act reducing 
the lumber scale from 11 to 6 inches* 
—carried.

Coun Pinder submitted the report 
of the committee appointed to con­
sider the question of the proposed 
leasing of the lower flat of the Court 
House to offices for county purposes. 
The probable cost for offices would be 
nearly $2,000. This would give six 
rooms. A furnace would cost an ad­
ditional $150 or $200. The committee 
bad called on the Attorney Gênera! 
to learn what the indemnity would 
be from the government for the old 
Record Office, but no definite answer 
had been received.—The report was 
adopted. The Board then adjourned 
till the next day at 10 o’clock.

Coun. Colter, reported that Mr.

Coun. Glendening reported that the 
overseers objected to the Councillors 
for his parish interfering, believing 
that they themselves were the parties 
to settle the question.

On motion of Coun. Jewett, con­
stable Haining was ordered to be 
paid $1 per day for his services.

On motion of Coun. Jewett, $5 was 
ordered to be paid William Billing for 
road commission in Bright, for ex- 
perse incurred in a case of review be­
fore Judge Weldon, the amount to be 
charged to Bright.

Coun. March, from the printing 
committee, reported the acceptance 
of McMurray & Fenety’s tender for 
furnishing stationery, and the Messrs. 
Fisher for printing. He also submit­
ted an offer from the Messrs Fisher to 
print the Byelaws. He moved the 
appointment of a committee to attend 
to getting the Byelaws printed.— 
carried,

The Warden named Messrs. Murch, 
McCormick, and Johnston as such 
committee, and on motion of Coun. 
Murch, the Sec’y-Treas. was added to 
the committee.

The Warden read Messrs. Fisher’s 
offer, which was to print 3000 copies 
of the Byelaws for $500 and 6000 
copies $725. It was for the Board to 
say how many copies were necessary, 

Coun. Pinder thought it was a great 
expense, and needless, and Coun. Mc- 
Cormiok presented the same view.

His Worship Mayor Fisher, coming 
into the chamber at this stage, he 
was invited by the Warden to a seat 
on the platform, and accepted.

Salting, in the mow, was formerly 
considered essential when bay was 
put in a little too green, but very little 
is said now about salt for hay, and 
comparitively few first-class farmers 
use it to any extent. Salt is not a 
preservative of bay, as it is of meet, 
and then, like pickles, it would need 
freshening before using. A little salt 
on bay may do little harm, much is 
very injurious, but none is necessary.

Experience in Hatching Chickens.

A correspondent signing himself C. 
B., gives the American Dairyman his 
experience in batching chickens:—

“I am seldom troubled with sit­
ting hens, even of those breeds called 
tho sitting varieties. In my flocks 
this rarely occurs until May—never in 
the early season; thus I have to re- 
sort to various methods to get early 
chickens batobed. Heretofore I have 
borrowed, purchased and traded with 
neighbors, but this year I provided 
myself with pallets from broods which 
for generations back, had been invet­
erate sitters. They came into laying 
early in the winter. Having a fine 
flock of a dozen or more of Brown 
Leghorn pullets, beaded by a magni­
ficent cock, I was desirous of rearing 
all the early chicks that space and ac­
commodations would allow. The 
hens laid well, as my hens always do, 
averaging from six to eight per day. 
My sitters looked well, and took good 
care of my interest in the market pro­
duction of eggs, but gave no intima­
tion of being broody. Leghorn and 
Dorking eggs accumulated, and not a 
hen remained on the nest longer than 
to deposit an egg. An old customer 
came and purchased two sittings of 
fifteen eggs each—my first .and beet 
eggs. I could not use them, for not a 
ben had any disposition to sit. All 
my neighbors had hens confined to 
break up this very propensity which 
was just then so desired by me.

" At last I concluded to exchange 
my sitters that were laying for those 
actually brooding, which Idid the first 
week in May. I exchanged four of 
my sleek, fat,clean hens even for four 
sitters, said to be three-fourths White 
Leghorns. I knew when I took them 
in my hands that they were lousy, 
and I concluded not to examine them 
for lice, which I knew by the indica. 
tions were there, for fear, if found, the 
labor of extermination would imme­
diately commence, and perhaps the 
brooding stop. They proved steady 
and persistent sitters, and did very 
well until the ehieks began to peen in 
the shell and come forth, when they 
appeared frantic, and fairly danced on 
the the eggs, crushing the shells and 
killing tho ebicks. Then came the 
dilemma in the affair. The idea of 
losing my fine chicks after all was too 
mueh. Some means of saving them 
must be invented. About a bushel 
and a half of fermenting stable man­
ure was placed in a commodious box, 
and covered with a sheepskin, the 
wool side down. Underneath this,

The York Municipal Council assem­
bled in July Session at 10 A. M. on 
Tuesday, the 5th inst., Mr. Warden 
Rutherford in the chair.

After roll call, Sec’y-Treas. Rairs- 
ford reported to the Council the death, 
since last session, of Councillor Foster, 
of North Lake, and the election to the 
vacancy of Mr. W. W. McGeorge, who 
had filed the necessary qualification 
papers.

The Sec’y-Treas. next read the mi­
nutes of the January Session, which 
on motion of Coun. Nason, seconded 
by Coun. Hoyt, were adopted.

The Warden said that since the 
last meeting of the Board, Coun. Fos­
ter bad departed this life. He knew 
he expressed the feeling of the Board, 
when be said that Coun. Foster was 
an honest, upright, and well meaning 
man, and that all would regret to hear 
of his death. He hoped that what 
was the Board's loss, was Coun. Pos­
ter’s gain.

The Warden also called the atten­
tion of the Board to a Bill, which had 
passed the Legislature, protecting 
County rights against the City.

The Sec’y-Treas. submitted a com. 
munication from the City Clerk, 0. W. 
Beckwith; Esq., relating to market 
affairs, and asking for action of tbp 
Council to make an amicable arrang. 
ment.

Coun. Pinder, seconded by Coun. 
March, moved tho request of the City 
Council be complied, with and a com­
mittee be appointed to meet the com­
mittee from the City Council.

Coun. McCormick moved in amend, 
ment that the communication be laid 
on the table. He did not think the 
City authorities had anything to do 
with the County Market House.

Coun. Colter did not understand the 
object of the City Council in asking 
for a conference on the market ques­
tion.

Coun. Pinder thought that it would 
be only a matter of courtesy to ap­
point the committee,

Coun. Calhoun expressed a similar 
view. He favored a free county mar­
ket, which also had the effect of mak­
ing the city market freer.

The Sec’y-Treas, considered the 
market question already settled, and 
if this Board appointed a committee, 
it would be virtually opening up the 
question again. He would advise a 
courteous reply bo returned to the 
City Council, but that the request for 
a committee be refused.

The Warden followed in the same 
strain.

Coun. Pinder farther supported his 
resolution. He did not see that the 
appointment of a committee would 
commit the Board to any course.

Coun. Coburn saw no ground for the 
appointment of a dommittee, and be 
would oppose the resolution.

On motion of Coun. Mastin, a li­
cense was ordered to issue to J. W. 
Lementine to run a ferry between 
Canterbury and Southampton for 
three years, at a fee of $1.50 per year.

On motion of Coun. Close, the ap- 
pointments of Geo.

Coun. Jewett reported from the 
committee authorized to lease land at 
Crock’s Point, recommending the 
lands bo leased to Enoch Lunt, except 
between the road and tho river, which 
the committee wished reserved.

Coun. Pinder claimed the resolution 
was out of order. The Sec’y-Treas. 
read the law which bore out Coqn, 
Pinder’s view, The mileage by sta­
tute is to be paid ont of the County 
Contingent Fund. The Warden ruled 
the resolution out of order.

Coun. Close introduced a Bye Law 
relating to the running at large of 
cattle, which was adopted,

Coun. Close also moved the adop­
tion of a Bye Law relating to taking 
down fences in winter. The Bye 
Law authorizes the expenses to bp 
borne by the Parish in which the 
work is done, and allows parties to 
cross any lands to avoid snow drifts.

Conn. Pinder opposed the latter seo- 
lion as promises would be injured by a 
free license to travel over people’s 
property.

Coun. Nason was willing that the 
Bye Law should be made to apply to 
St. Mary’s along.

Coun. Close was anxious that it 
should be adopted at least for his 
Parish, as it was for St. Mary’s es­
pecially ho had prepared it.

Coun. Hoyt believed Coun. Close’s 
intentions were good, and his propo­
sals to a certain extent were necessary.

The Sec’y Treas. said as the Bye 
Law would effect property and rights, 
ha would advise the Board not to ex 
coed the authority given them.

Coun. McCormick, believed the 
Bye-Law would be beneficial, bnt the 
expense of taking down and putting 
up tho fenços would be considerable. 
He believed however it was necessary 
in St. Mary’s.

Tho Warden supported the Bye- 
Law, but he thought certain premises 
including gardens and orchards should 
be exempted.

Coun. Murray discussed the ques­
tion of damages to property in conse. 
quence of fences being taken away.

Coun. Everett said the Bye-Law 
would be satisfactory to some parishes 
bnt it would not suit Kingsclear.

Conn. Colter thought the supervi­
sion had power to take down fences 
along great roads.

Coun. Nason did not believe the 
Council had power to authorize such 
encroachments on private property.

Coun. Murch, had introduced a Bye- 
Law similar to the one now before the 
Board, a few years ago. Speaking of 
Kingsclear, he reminded the Council- 
lots from that parish that the Bye 
Law was quite necessary.

weather much less than that which is , 
over-ripe. Early out grass is so full 
of gum that it absorbs water very 
slowly, while ripe grass takes it in 
like a sponge.

However much farmers may differ 
as fo the best time for cutting grass, 
almost all agree that hay doos not 
require the amount of drying that was 
formerly considered necessary. After 
the first week iq Jqly there is very 
little grass so green that it cannot be 
sufficiently cured in one good hay 
day, provided one has suitable machi­
nery for cutting and handling it. By 
one day’s sun, we do not mean the 
two hours between 11 A, 3. and 1 p. M. 
If one cuts his green, dewy, grass 
with a hand scythe, and leaves it in 
the swath unspread till nearly neon, 
be can not expect it to bo fit to cart to 
the barn by one a’clock in the after, 
noon i nor will rules applicable to fair 
weather bold good when the sun is 
obscured by clouds, or when sudden 
showers are frequent. Hay m at bo 
cured well to keep well, but much less 
sunshine is required for curing it than 
was formerly believed.

Grass cut in the afternoon after 
four o'clock, and well stirred by the 
tedder early next forenoon, will, in 
good weather, be amply cured, and 
ready for carting in the afternoon. 
Hay cures all the time from the mo­
ment it is out till many hours and 
even days after it is stowed away in 
the mows. It is not necessary that it 
be so dry before carting that it will 
break and crumble while being han- 
died. It is far belter to put it in the 
barn while somewhat tough and withy 
and in catching or doubtful weather, 
safety is almost always on the side of 
carting to the barn while still under- 
cured. Nor is it necessary to overhaul 
and pitch over hay that heats slightly 
in the mow, from fear of burning tho 
barn. It is a better way to tramp it 
down hard, and keep tho air out as 
much as possible, instead of letting 
frosh air in.

A new pest has appeared in the 

grain fields, described as a small moth 
about the size of the common clothes 
moth. The larva burrow into and 
eat out tho centre of the infested 
grain. It appears to prefer Indian 
corn, and is now pretty well distribut- 
ed over the country, but is more abun­
dant in the middle and southern States 
than in the northern. This pest is 
one likely to destroy annually mil­
lions of dollars’ worth of corn and 
other grain, unless measures arc 
adopted to check its increase. It at­
tacks corn in the ear, or when shelled 
and put in storehouses; and, as the 
moth readily flies from place to place, 
its dissemination is ready and certain.

The Vice Regal Tonr.

The coming tour of the Governor General, 
accompanied by a select party, through the 
North West, will advertise the country. 
The London Times has condescended to take 
an interest in it, and some of the graphic 
letters from some of the tourists which will 
appear;in its world-wide read columns, will at­
tract attention, in England and elsewhere, 
to the Dominion’s “ Land of Promise.” Innu­
merable descriptions of the North West have 
appeared in the press of Canada and Great 
Britain, and we suppose, that, they have bad 
some effect in making the country known, 
but, they have been little read in Eng­
land, save by those who were contemplating 
trying their fortunes in a new country. The 
Rev. Sydney Smith said, that the English 
people would never arouse themselves to 
take steps to preserve themselves from rail­
way accidents, until a bishop was killed; by 
parity of reasoning, it may be said, that the 
English people will not trouble themselves 
about the North West, until they see that a 
Marquis and Governor General thinks the 
country of sufficient importance to induce him 
to spend a month or so in it, and, that an 
organ of long established importance, like 
the Times, is willing to give columns to the 
descriptive writings of the Marquis' com­
panions, and probably to some of his ewn. 
Nothing new will be made known by the 
Vice Regal party concerning the North West, 
but, they will help to quicken interest in the 
country. We cannot see, with the time 
and means at their command, how they 
can, as the Times hopes they will, do anything 
towards classifying, according to their diver­
sity of soils, and circumstances, and climates, 
the huge expanses of territory comprised in 
Manitoba, and the Saskatchewan, so as to 
prevent Englishmen, who may determine to 
try their fortune there, from making a choice 
of land for settlement blindly and ignorantly.

The Governor General will be accom­
panied by a party of sixty. Two or three 
representatives of London papers will be of 
the company, but they go as friends of his 
Excellency. No paper—English or Cana­
dian—will be permitted to send correspon­
dents. The Canadian press will be regularly 
furnished with accounts of the journey, by a 
member of the Governor General’s staff, 
through the Associated Press.

The Vice Regal party will leave Colling­
wood, by steamer, on the 21st of July. 
“On arriving at Thunder Bay the party 
will proceed via the Canada Pacific Railway 
as far as practicable to Winnipeg. It is 
understood that Mr. Thomas Marks, one of 
the contractors for Section A has been 
making arrangements for the visit of the 
party to Prince Arthur’s Landing. He has 
ordered a number of canoes from the Indians 
for use on the trip to Winnipeg. Several 
days will be spent in Winnipeg, and the 
journey thence westward commence about 
Aug. 1st. The party will proceed westward 
to Edmonton, via Battleford. It has not 
yet been decided what the subsequent part 
of the programme will be, either in the 
vicinity of Edmonton or on the return 
journey, but it is probable one of the more 
southerly trails will be selected.”

A Fishery Fracas.

The city was startled on Thursday night, 
by a report that, a fracas had occurred be­
tween a triumvirate, connected with the 
bench and the public offices, who were fish­
ing on waters running past their own lands, 
and lying on a branch of the Southwest Mira- 
michi, and the Inspector of the Fisheries. 
Rumor with one or two of its myriad ton­
gues noised it, that the Inspector and his 
myrmidons, alias wardens attempted to dis- 
rod “ the fishers three,” for breaking the 
fishery laws of the Dominion, and catching 
salmon without licence. Finding that the 
Inspector was totally deaf to his legal argu- 
ments, and to all fair remonstrances, the 
Judge discharged the contents of a revolver 
into the bodies of two of the aforesaid myr­
midons or wardens. The report wanted de­
finiteness, and left its amazed bearers in 
doubt whether the Inspector or the trium­
virate had got the best of the fray, but as 
one of the fishers three was said to have fled 
into the woods, it was feared that bis col­
leagues had come to grief. The appearance 
of the officially determined, but socially gen­
ial, Inspector in Fredericton next day, hale, 
hearty and sun tanned, showed that he 
had sustained no damage, and the tale he 
told quite took the sensational element of 
blued and blows out of the fracas. The 
Judge it appears made a vigorous protest 
against the interference of the Inspector, and 
maintained that he and his colleagues were 
pursuing their sport in a legal manner, in 
their own waters, and that they would bring 
their case before the proper Court, and have 
their rights vindicated, and the Inspector 
punished for illegal interference. Satisfied 
with having made a protest and indignant at 
this spoiling of sport, the fishers three de­
livered up their rods. The Inspector has 
summoned then before a magistrate in this 
city for an infraction of the Dominion law, 
and the trial takes place to-day, before Mr. 
Ingraham. The question of the right of ri­
parian proprietors to fish by right in their 
own waters is directly in question. The 
disputed point is, whether the Dominion 
Government has the right to demand that 
riparian proprietors who leased or purchased 
lands before confederation with privilege to 
fish in the river or streams running past, or 
through them shall take out a fishery licence. 
To concede, that the government has a right 
to require in such cases, the taking out 
of licences, even though no money is asked, 
would be a virtual concession of the claim of 
the said government to impose licences on all 
riparian proprietors whether their lands were 
leased or purchased before or after confeder­
ation. The highest Court in the land has 
not decided this question yet, and our fish­
ing triumvirate are so sure of their right as 
riparians before confederation, that they are 
bold to try legal conclusions with the Domi­
nion Government.

A Scene in the London Camp.

Major General Luard is being drawn over 
the hot coals by the press of Canada for giv­
ing away to his choleric temper at having 
his martinet notions of discipline outraged, 
when inspecting the 27th Lambton Battalion 
at the late camp in London. The General 
can never forget that he is a British officer, 
though now only in command of the Cana­
dian militia. Perhaps the onslaught that is 
being made on him, will force him to take a 
lower view of bis position, to make allow­
ance for the independent spirit of the Cana­
dian volunteer, and to abate the vigor of his 
language. He cannot make a regulation 
British soldier out of a Canadian volunteer 
under the conditions of the Canadian Militia 
system.

The appearance of the 27th must have 
been, no doubt, sufficiently irregular to throw 
a conscientious martinet into convulsions of 
rage, but under the circumstances a private 
remonstrance in a friendly spirit would have 
been less galling and more effective for re­
form than open abuse.

Gen. Luard found Col- Robert Campbell 
at the head of his regiment with hie horse 
facing it. The London Advertiser gives the 
following account of the extraordinary scene 
which ensued :—

“ That is no position for a colonel to be in- 
Face around, sir !'’ said the Major-General, 
in a very peremptory tone “That’s not your 
place. Come here, sir ; turn your back to 
your regiment.”

The Colonel promptly and meekly obeyed 
the order.

The Major-General then made enquiries 
as to the absence of water bottles and haver­
sacks, which he noticed in many cases in the 
battalion.

M. BRACE.
Water Works.

To the Editor of the Maritime Farmer:
MR. EDITOR,—Although the question of 

introducing water into this city has been 
frequently discussed, 1 cannot see that any 
progress has been made. Such matters often 
suffer from want of information, or from be­
ing of questionable value. This cannot be 
the case in regard to giving Fredericton an 
ample supply of pure water. Engineers, 
Professors, medical men end citizens who 
have knowledge of such matters have spoken, 
ject, so much 80, that almost every man in 

the community thinks himself able to give 
an intelligent opinion on the best mode of 
accomplishing the object. As to the value, 
of an unfailing supply of good water, there is 
surely no question. The health of the peo­
ple should be sufficient answer to this, if not, 
the lose of property by fire should convince 
all who have anything to lose. In addition 
to all this, the city is sending away enough 
money every two er three years for insur­
ance premiums, to pay the cost of bringing 
water in. True, the money for insurance 
would not be all saved when the water was 
introduced, but a large part of it would, and 
the extra safety would be worth a great deal.

The risk of heavy loss was very apparent 
the day Mr. Anderson’s storehouse was burn­
ed. The Engines were all engaged, when 
three or four houses a long way from the fire 
were found to have caught from sparks car­
ried by the wind ; the Jarvis house on Queen 
Street, was one, the McPherson barn at the 
Ferry was another, this was at the extreme 
limits of the city from the fire. And no help 
could be given by the engines. What may 
be the result of a fire getting beyond the con- 
trol of the firemen, when a strong wind is 
blowing and the city as dry as tinder! How 
many of our people who are now in comfort­
able circumstances would be reduced to 
poverty the remainder of their lives 1

I [have spoken to a number of business 
men and property owners on this subject, 
and every one has acknowledged the neces­
sity of action, but none seem willing to take 
the lead. The great number say the City 
Council should take the business in hand, 
but it is useless to look to that quarter for 
anything beyond some little petty personal 
jobbing. There are some good men at the 
Board, but they are out voted by the others.

This being the case, why not form a Com- 
pany,and proceed without the Council? The 
Council won’t let a Company do it, or if 
they do, they will put so many conditions 
and obstacles in the way that no Company 
will submit to them.

I do not expect much from the majority of 
the present Council, Mr. Editor, but surely 
there should be enough sensible business 
men in it who would see the necessity of 
taking this matter in hand, and if they can- 
net see their way clear for making it a city 
business, take the lead in forming a Com­
pany on proper basis and aiding it to carry 
this great work to competition. What is 
our new Mayor doing P He hasnew been in 
office some time, and I am not aware of bis 
having done anything very startling yet. I 
hope he will not allow more time to pass 
without making a move. The old adage 
about a new broom, does not seem to apply 
in thia instance.

The French in Tunis.

“ The Eastern question” which has many 
phases, is looming up again. France by the 
establishment of her protectorate over Tunis, 
has angered and alarmed Turkey, and roused 
up the fanaticism of Mahomedan tribes in 
Tunis and Tripoli. A horde of Arabs and 
Mahomedans have seized on the fortress of 
Sfax and a French force has now bombarded 
it, and this may be the beginning of troubles. 
English papers assert that France intends to 
send 120,000 troops to north Africa, for the 
purpose of completely subduing the wild 
tribes, and that she has notified the Powers, 
that she intends to take all further measures 
requisite for the potection of her interests, 
wherever menanced. Official denial is given 
from Paris to this statement, which is be­
lieved nevertheless, French faith is in as bad 
order now, as Punic faith once was. France 
has offended all the Mediterranean powers, 
by her too clever move upon Tunis, and by 
her audacious insincerity in carrying it out. 
But Germany, or rather Prince Bismarck, is 
pleased. He has no objections to her send­
ing a large part of her military force out of 
Europe, and to her offending England, Italy 
and Spain, for in the event of complications 
she would be all the easier to handle. It was 
remarked by a German statesman about the 
time when the brilliant Francis I of France 
was taken prisoner at the battle of Pavia, 
that French statesmanahip was wanting in 
calm prescient judgment, and grew giddy 
under the intoxication of any success, and 
gave its enemies an advantage, and probably 
the great modern German statesman is very 
much of the same opinion.

The address to Sir Hector Langevin, was 
quite an extempore affaire, got up in a hurry, 
but with the beet intention, and it was ac­
cepted in the spirit in which it was given. 
Sir Hector in thia matter was not “exigeant.’’ 
It was a novel idea to present the address on 
the steps of Government Houses, and in one 
way a brilliant one. When the front door 
was thrown open, and Sir Hector, hat on 
head, stepped out, brisk and alert, followed 
by some of the Governor’s guests, the scene 
that met his eye must have seemed to him 
very picturesque. He would not at first ob­
serve the Mayor and Aldermen standing in 
the cool shadow of the portico, but his eye 
would have taken in the beautiful hedges 
shrubberies and trees, the band with flaming 
torches in their caps, the play of light and 
shadow on the crowd, and beyond the sum­
mer moon sailing in the soft fleecy sky. The 
address, being-one of congratulation and wel- 
fare, without the most distant allusion to 
politics, and containing nothing that could 
be, by the thinnist skinned partican con­
strued te be offensive or irritating, might 
have been endorsed by the "presence of a 
greater number of the responsible voters of 
the city. Perhaps a number of them did not 
like the idea of standing outside Government 
House, end being looked down upon by Sir 
Hector and the guests plenicibi et we wont ray 
“Bacchi tor it would not be true or in good 
taste. Sir Hector made a capital reply to 
the address, (which was delivered in the 
Mayor’s best manner,) and it showed that he 
had net gained hie reputation as a politican 
for nothing. He is the first Quebec French 
Canadian of eminence, whom our citizens 
have had the pleasure of hearing; and if 
that race bad many as capable public men, 
they would not have to complain of not 
having justice meted out te them, for they 
would get more than justice. He apologised 
for his English, but many English speaking 
politicians might envy his fluency in their 
own language, and utterly despair of hie 
brilliant rapidity in bis proper tongue.

Sir Hector said that we in this part of 
New Brunswick were a very exigeant people 
and pointed to the new Post Office and Cus­
tom House, and the splendid breakwater at 
Oromocto, as proof of the success that has at­
tended their pressure on the government. 
Our people no doubt are thankful for their 
favors, but public gratitude is “ thanks for 
favors to come,” and we hope, that the powers 
at Ottawa, (aided as they will, now, be by 
the intelligent observation of the Minister of 
Public Works,) will set their engineers to 
work, with a liberal grant of "money to over­
come the shoals and improve the navigation, 
of the river St. John. It would have done 
anyone good who is apprehensive of the 
future of Canada, to hear with what uncom- 
pricing confidence Sir Hector spoke of it. 
Let it but be true to itself, and Canada with 
as greet a country, and as free institutions as 
the United States, would in time rival that 
great nation, besides having the grand pro­
tection of the army and navy of Great 
Britain.

Fredericton, July 7 The Americans, it must be admitted, some­

times do things on a grand, a magnificent 
scale. The American nation is, as Sir Hector 
would say, exigeant both those who are défut- 
ed to act for it, and those who elect themselves 
to speak for it, speak up for its rights, or 
what they conceive to be its rights, with a 
coolness and rapacity that is, it must be con­
fessed, exasperating. But, this people, with 
all its love for a bluff transaction—a sharp 
bargain—is very generous and sympathetic 
to distress. A number of instances might be 
given of it. The latest is a very magnifi­
cent one, the gift of the New York Chamber 
of commerce of $250,000 to Mrs. Garfield. 
If anxiety for the futnre of his family dis­
turbs the mind of the stricken President, and 
helps to retard his recovery, this gift, this 
great practical proof of sympathy will act as 
a strong restorative. We can almost now 
forgive the nation for taking lately $75,000 
from the British treasury without much war­
rant, and making such a terrible fuss over 
their payment of $5,500,000 of the Halifax 
award, and retaining the millions overplus 
of the Geneva award paid them by Great 
Britain.

Stock Farm.

At the last meeting of the Board of Agri­
culture, a committee was appointed to ex­
amine several properties that were approved 
of for a Provincial Stock Farm. The com­
mittee returned to Fredericton on Monday 
last having visited the counties of St. John, 
King’s, Albert, Sunbury, York and Carleton, 
for the purpose for which they were appoint­
ed. As the Board meets shortly, the com­
mittee will soon be able te submit their re­
port.

We cannot, at present, state the conclusion 
that the committee have arrived at, as to the 
particular farms they will recommend, or 
whether they will confine their recommenda­
tion to one farm, but we learn that they were 
well pleased with several properties that can 
be obtained on favorable terms. When their 
report is made to the Board, and the recom­
mendation of the Board is submitted to the 
Government, there will be no difficulty in 
selecting a suitable farm. We are very much 
gratified at the result of the labors of the 
committee as it is now beyond a doubt, that, 
after so many years agitation, a first class 
farm will be obtained. That being the case 
it would be ill done to make difficulty by 
proposing any particular County. We think 
of course that the nearer the seat of govern­
ment is to the farm, the better for its fu­
ture working, and its more immediate in- 
spection by the government and Legislature. 
But the great point is to get a farm and a 
good one; thia being obtained, its situation 
need not troubles us.

The question of the farm being so far de­
termined, definite instructions were sent to 
England, by cable, to purchase the stock, a 
large portion of which will be placed on the 
farm, and the balance sold as soon after its 
arrival here as possible.

It is probable that the stock will be ship­
ped early in August, and reach St. John or 
Halifax, by the middle of that month.

The order includes Short Horn, Ayrshire, 
Polled Angus, Red Norfolk and Hereford 
cattle, Shropshire, Oxfordshire Devon, Lei­
cester and Cotswold sheep, and Berkshire and 
Yorkshire swine. This selection will give 
a very good variety, and leave quite a num­
ber of each kind for sale after the wants of 
the farm are supplied. We congratulate the 
farmers on their interests being so well 
looked after, and think that both the govern­
ment and Board are deserving of great credit 
for their attention to agricultural interests.

Dun Wiman’s circular speaking of the out­
look of business in Ontario, says that, it with­
out being extravagantly rose-coloured, is 
sufficiently good to satisfy most reasonable 
business men. The lumber trade is active, 
and good prices are being obtained for our 
sawn and hewn woods both in the United 
States and Europe. Our cattle are being 
exported year bv year in increasing numbers 
to England. Dairy products are already 
finding market, and will be plentiful, the 
pasturage being good. Railway receipts 
from traffic show an increase over last year, 
while steamers and vessels find it hard to 
earn a profit. Manufactures have received a 
marked impetus from the 1878 tariff, and, 
in every city end considerable town, cotton 
or woollen mills are being built, and factories 
of various wares are projected. All thia 
tends to lessen the proportion of English or 
American goods we import. The improve­
ment in business in the United States has 
affected this province favorably, and we con­
tinue to export much te that country. The 
unfavorable features of business are the toe 
great number of people selling goods, the too 
great cheapness ef credit, and the small pro­
fits to which shop-keepers are being forced. 
Crop prospects vary in differeht parts. In 
northwestern and north Ontario much of the 
fall wheat has been winter-killed, and on 
low, lying lands elsewhere, replanting bas 
been necessary because of the wet and cold 
spring. The yield of this grain is not ex­
pected, therefore, te be a full one. Other 
crops promise well, so far as can now be 
judged. Farmers are hopeful about barley 
and oats, while spring wheat foreshadows a 
moderate yield. Hay will be abundant, and 
root crops can hardly fail to be successful. 
The petroleum interest in the west, and the 
iron and phosphate mines in the cast of the 
Province, are active.
