The Black Calendar.
Aocording to an Ottawa correspon-

dent, thirteen persons have been con- |

victed of murder and sentenced to
death during the year 1899, and of these
all but one have been hanged. The ex-
ception was an Indian, who murdered
a womamn in a pagan camp in the un-
surveyed territory on the borders of
Great Slave Lake. He thought his vic-
tim ‘was a “wendigo,” and dispatched
her aceordingly. Under afl the circum-
stances, it was deemed just to advise

a commutation of this man’s sentence
to life imprisonment. Of the perso'nsl

executed, two were women, a very un-
usual circumstamce in Canada, for till
this year, for a quarter of a century,
no woman had gone to the gaillows,
though several were condemned to be
hanged, but had their sentemces com-
muted. Four of the persons hanged
were Indians.

Civil War, the debt of that country
had risen to nearly two billions of
dollars. This was steadily decreased
antil the beginning of the
American conflict, since which time
the debt has been jumping up, and
how high it will go, despite the numer-
ous special taxes, no one can foresee.
How costly war is may be gathered
from our neighbors’ balance sheet. For
the fiscal year ending June 30, 1899, the
income of the United States was $610,-
982,004 35. The outgo in the same . per-
fod was $700,083,564 02, leaving a deficit
of $89,111,559 67, which has to be made
up by taxation. Of the total ¢xpendi-
ture, $493,075,212 81 went for -war, in-
ciuding about $150,000,600 for pensions.
Thus there was left only $207,018,351 81
to be expended for the ordinary pur-
poses of governmend.  Not since 1382
has the national debt of the United
tates reached the amount at which
#t now stands. It is now §1,987,994,-
427 92. ‘The average tax per head in
the last five presidemtial terms was
$4 97. This, because of war expendi-
ture solely, has risen to $7 S5 in the
lagt fiscal year, and it will apparently
g0 higher bafore our neigzhi)ors manage
to re-establish peace in the possessions
they have recemtly taken under their
control.

THE DOCTORS
MUCH PUZZLED

By a Montreal Girl's Case—Bas Been
Sleeping a Week.

Montreal, Dec. 29.—The medical
profession is again being puzzled by
the case of Miss Eva Roch, a young
French-Canadian of this city, who, a
year ago, fell into a profound sleep,
which lasted 28 days. At 4 o’clock,
on Dec. 24 last, Miss Roch again fell
into a lethargic condition, and so far
has not ‘given any sign of knowing
what is' going on about her. Since
her last long sleep Miss Roch has:
been subject to frequent hemorrhage,
and has suffered almost continually |
from headaches. Dr. Rivet, who at-
tended the patient in her first leth-
argy, and succeeded in awakening her
by applying to her body the points of
red-hot needles, has again been given
the case. The father and mother of
the girl will not permit the operation
to be made for a few days, as .they
hope the girl will awaken. Naturally,
Miss Roch, in her present condition, is
insensible to the most violent shocks.
She feels nothing. ILast year’s experi-
ence shows that a needle could be
passed into her body without the pa-
tient giving the least sign of life or
pain. It is different, however, if the
head is touched. The mere applica-
tion of the hand te the head of the
pvatient causes her to move violently.
She throws her head back and her
hands twitch. When the hand is tak-
en from the head Miss Roch again
assumes perfect repose. The present
sleep into which the girl has fallen is
characterized by the same features as
her sleep a year ago.

TOOK MANY

A Filipino Mountain Stronghold Cap-
tured by U. S. Forces.

Washington, Dec. 30.—Gen. Otis
cables news of the capture of a moun- |
tain stronghold beyond Montalban,
northeast of San Mateo, formerly sup-
posed to be impregnable, and the cap-
ture of many prisoners and large
quantities of arms and ammunition.

Manila, Dec. 29.—Col. Lockett, with
his regiment, two battalions of the
46th, one of the 45th, and a company of
the 27th Infantry and two guns, at-
tacked the enemy, 600 strong on moun-
tain stronghold beyond Montalban,
northeast San Mateo. A large num-
of the rebels were ~killed and
vounded; 20,600 rounds of ammuni-
tion, 500 pounds of powder, arsenal
fortifications, all food supplies, and
coneiderable other property. This cap- :
tured point is located on a mountain
trail and was formerly supposed to be
impregnable.

THE RAILWAYS

Big Increase in O. P. R. Barnings This
Year.

The traffic returns of the Canadian
Pacific Railway for the month of No-
vember are as follows: Gross earn-
ings, $2,977,404; working expenses, $1,-
695,168; met profit, §1,282,2%6. In No-
vember, 1898, the net profits were $1,-
080,609. ¥or the eleven months end-
ed Nov. 50, 1899, the figures are as fol-
lows: Gross earnings, $26,259,819;
working expenses, $15,405,635; net pro-
fits, $10,854,184. For the eleven months
ended Nov. 30, 1888, there was a net
profit of $9,196,261. The increase in net
profits over the same period last year
is therefore, for November, $201,727;
and from Jan. 1 to Nov. 30, there was
an increase of $1,657,928.

The executive board of the Fedéra-
tion of Railway Employes is confer-
ring with the officials of the various
railroads in Pittsburg on the wage
question. The original demands of
the employes have been somewhat
modified, and the railroad officials are
now figuring on them.

LAND OF THE

DOLL MAKERS

Frightful Poverty of the People
in Saxony Who Make Toys.

A Wage of One Cent an Hour-12,000
Persons Are Sufforing.

Berlin, Germany, Dec. 29.—Where the
government district of Zwickau, be-
longing to royal Saxony, borders Bo:
hemia, famine stalks abroad. And
this is Doll Land, the birthplace of
“mamma’”’ and ‘‘papa’ squeakmg pup-
pets, of toy arks and wagons, impos-
sible ships. black mice that run up
one’'s sleeve, ‘jumping frogs, funny,
climbing monkeys, red sheep and pur-
ple camels.

‘““The people thereabouts,” said Relch-
stag Depuiy Rosenow, just returned
from an extended tour of the Erzge-
birge, “have never known anything
better than a potato and chicory diei.
Their highest ambition is not to be hun-
gry on high days and on holidays. If
it weren’t for an occasional hunk of
American bacon smuggled over the
frontier they <would know meat by
name only. In Dresden they call a red
herring the Doil Landers’ carp. ‘Ah,
but this ‘carp’ is almost as imuch of
a rarity on their bill of fare as salmon,
costing five marks a pound.”

Continuing, the deputy reports that
he made it his business to drop in on
the people at meal times. There was
no bread for breakfast except on Sun-
days. In the Erzgebirge the “staff of
life” is a luxury, and the first meal
of the day consists of potatoes boiled
in “their jackets,”” salt, and an in-
famous concoction styled coffee.

For dinner they have potato dump-
lings, winding up the day on indigest-
ible ““Tausch,” that is, grated raw po-
tatoes mixed with thick buttermilk and
baked in linseed oil.

‘“The season being 'bad,” the people
told Herr Rosenow, ‘‘we had to give
up buying lard or other fat months
ago. Linseed oil is all we can afford.
and many families have to go without
that”

In the village of Rosenthal the burg-
master hdas oleomargarine for break-
fast every Sunday morning-—hence he
marches at the head of local culture.
The pastor comes next, as he buys a
pound of butter each time /his salary
is paid. Then there are the ‘“regular
bacon’ families—'‘regular’ refers to
Sundays and holidays—and “lucky
hunters,” who steal dogs for food and
thrive on their meat.

“No person brought up under half
favorable circumstances can have an
idea how few wants, or what we con-

i sider necessaries of life, these people

Not only
the children, but the men and swomen,
too, wialk barefoot at home and to the
factory town where their goods are
accepted or rejected by the broker.”
SICKNESS CAUSED BY POVERTY.
The flesh of these péople is heir to
all ills, infirmities and weaknesses re-
sulting from want of sufficient nourish-
ment. Consumption carries off an un-
usually high percentage. The number
of crooked and bent legs among the
children 18 unusually large, 'their mor-
tality being large enough to attract

of Europe. Numerous babies die be-
cause their mothers can’t nurse them.
Young men and women with gray hair,
the result of anxiety and deprivations,
are everywhere. :

"The deputy happened to arrive at
Grunhainchen on the day the glass
works were closed because dolls’ eyes
are a drug in the market. The grief
of the people was heartrending, he
says. He met gloomy reports in the
villages of Waldkirchen, Bornstendorn,
Boernichen, Pobershau and others that
are hardly significant enough for any
In some of these
places the humble makers of dolls and
toys in wood, cardboard and leather-

ette were already suffering from want |

of food and fuel, 'while the staple food;
potatoes, was uncommonly high, owing
to insufficient crops. '

The Doll Liand of the RErzgebirge—
that is the frontier district between
royal Saxony and Bohemia—comprises
widely separated mountain
villages with about 12,000 inhabitants,
each village cultivating a specialty like
arm and leg making, match boxes,. toy
guns, drums, doll dresses, making arks,
animals, etc. "The workers live in little
cottages surrounded by an acre or so
of stony land, too poor to grow any-
thing but grass and herbs, and to ob-
tain the necessaries of life they must
needs adopt some industry independent
of home consumption.

So all the men are “masters’” of one
or another of the artifices mentioned,
while wives and children help, as witn-
out additional hands paterfamilias
would be wholly unable to provide for
The investigator from the

trade or business -where women and
children’s work is so shamelessly ap-
yropriated as in the toy-makimg in-
dustry, which means long hours and
slow starvation to all engaged fin {t.

Jay J. Axtell, a Royal Oak, Mich.,
Congregational preacher, leaped from
comparative obscurity to fawe in a
five-round prize nght with a saloon-
kecper.

If reports be correct the parson has
l"ubbed up against the seamy side of
life with anything but pleasant ex-
periences. After he had spent his
patrimony in assisting promoters of
warious enterprises, he gathered his
wife and two bright children to him
and wended his way to Royal Oak,
where he found a church with a Va-
gant pulpit.

He asked the poor privilege of be-
ing permifted to preach to carn bread
‘or himself and family, which Wwas
accorded kim.

Without license or consecration he
mounted the pulpit the following
Sunday and preached a sermon which,
for scholarliness and deep sincerity,
had never been surpassed in that vil-
lage.

After the scrvice he was unani-
mously invifed to remain and preach
to the congregatiom, which he con-
sented to do, but mot until after he
bad told the communicants who he
was and what his previous career
had been.s

But the popularity of the new
preacher waned eerly, and he noticed
after awhile that his congregations
began"‘,o grow merkedly smaller in
size, and finally fournd himself preach-
fng to none but women.

He determined to investigate. One
Sunday evening, before services at
church, he dropped into the saloon
kept by Hupert, and therc he found,
leaning against the bar, the marshal
and the president of the ilage, and
seated about the room several pil-
lars of the church.

The preacher called for a bottle of
socktails, tvhich was prepared and

aanded to him, the saloonist waiv-
mg the price because it was for the
“village parson, who is a devilish
good fellow.”’

Axtell chatted with the men in the
saloon and departed, carrying with
him the admiration of the motley as-
secmbly, Wwhich affirmed that, al-
though ‘‘a pious cuss, he was not a
Puritan.”

Axtell took the bottle of cocktails
to his home, and, as he says, prayer-
fully debated with himself what his
duty was. His decision was that he
must, as a God-fearing and serving
man, expose the wickedness of the
saloonist and the men who broke the
Sabbath by lounging in his place and
drinking becr.

On the 19th of November he went
to his church, carrying with him the
bottle of cocktails, and in a power-
ful sermon-lecture arraigned the sa-
loonists for violating the law and en-
ticing away from the house of God
those who had previously been regu-
dar in their attendance.

This sermon was like a cyclone im
8 calm—it cveated consternation im
‘he church and indigmation in the sa-
loons.

The women of the church rallied
about the preacher and pledged him
their undivided support in a crusade
to close the two saloons on Sunday.

The saloonists sent him word that
he nrust give an account of himself
or they would ride him out of town
on a rail.

He accepled the profiered co-opera-
tion of the women and at once ser-
ved notice on the saloonists that if
they kept open saloons again on Sun-
day he would file complaints against
thewmn.

The saloonist, Dondero and
were wroth.

Dondero told Dick Kenney, the only
friend the preacher had left remain-
ing among the ire juenters of the sa-
loons, that he would ‘‘tweak’ Ax-
tell’'s nose if he met him on the
street.

To =all this Axtell made no reply.
His frgf,n_, Kenney, was one day ac-
costed by Dondero, who boasted that
he could whip the preacher,
he would do it if the preacher would
wigtand for a fight.” ¥ ennev, there-
upon, without consulting Axteli, wa~
gered €10 that Dondero could not put
him out.

DRIFTWOOD

Finds a Rest From All Over the World
in Alaska,

One of the greatest curiosities |
noted by travellers in Alaska is the
wonderful haven of driftwood on the
coast between Yakatag and Kyak
islands, some 1,200 or 1,500 miles
northwest from Victoria, B.C. The
constant deposit of logs and drift-
wood in this particular spot, which |
has been going on for hundreds, nay,
perhaps thousands of years, is due |
to the phenomena of the tides, the
Pacific gulf streain, the mysterious
ocean currents and the peculiar for-
mation of the shore lines at this
point. Logs and timbers are readily
identified there as having come from
Japan, China, India and other parts
of Asia, as well as from Caliiornia,
Washington and other parts of the
American continent. There are flie
logs of the camphor tree, the maho-
gany, the red wood and the pine in
this driftage. Some of those {from
the State of Washington contain the
name of the men Wwho felled the
trecs and of the sawmills for which
they were destined, but never reach-
ed.

“By my calculations this collision
will occur in the middle of Novem-
ber, 1900. Then the resultant dis-
play of burning meteors will be as
brilliant as the onec observed by
Humboldt in Venczuela in 1799.
