Subsequently
Mr. Parnell complained that he had been
assaulted during the progress of the afiray
by one of the residents of the town.

Sligo was crowded all day with persons
who had come to attend the market held
there. Mr. Parnell visited outlying friend-
ly districts in the morning with the object
of gathering his supporterg together for the
purpoze of accompanying tim in his formal
entry into the town.

Incrgpse of the Disease in Chicago and
New York—-A Thousand Cases in
Dubuque, Iowa,
Cuicaco, Ill,, March 28.—Damp cloudy
weather continues here, and the epidemic of
the grippe has steadily grown more severe
and more fatal since the beginning of the
present month. Officials of the Department
of Health say the death rate for the pres-
ent is unprecedented. The number of
deaths this week is estimated at 900.
New Yorg, March 28.—For the last 24
hours, ending at 9 o'clock this morning,
three deaths were reported from la grippe,
making a total of fourteen for the week.
DusuQuUE, Ia., March 28.-—~The grippe is
epidemic here and over 1,000 case§ exist.

But
with ~how much greater interest and
with more depth of emotion we look
upon our family plot in the ceme-
tery. In the one case it is a matter of
public interest; in the other ‘it is a matter
of private and heurtfelt affection. But
around the grave at which we halt this
morning there are ' gathered all kinds of
stupendous _interest. At this sepulchre.
1 have to tell_you in this sepulchre there
was buried a King, a Couqueror, an Eman-
cipator, & Friend, a Brother, & Christ.
Monarch of the universe, but bone of our
bone, and flesh of our flesn, and sorrow of
our sorrow, and heart of our heart. *‘Come,
see the place where the Lord lay.”

It has for surroundings, the manor in the
suburbs of Jerusalem, a manor owned by a
wealthy gentleman by the name of Joseph.
He was one of the court of 70 who had con-
demned Christ. He had laid out the par-
terre at great expense. It was a hot
climate, and I suppose there were broad
branched trees an winding paths under-
neath them, while here the waters rippled
over the rock into a fishpool, and yonder
the vines and the flowers clambered over
the wall, and all around there were the
beauties of kiosk and arboriculture.
After the = fatigue of the Jerusalem
court-room, how refreshing to come
out in these suburbs botanical and
pomological. I walk a little farther on in
the parterre and I come across a cluster of
rocks, and I see on them the marks of a
gcalptor’s chisel. I come stall closer and I
find that there is a subterranean recess, and
1 walk down the marble stairs and come to
a portico, over the doorway—an architec-
ture of fruits and flowers chiseled by the
hand of the sculptor.

The fact
was that Joseph, the owner of the parterre,

plot in which to wait for the resurrection!

Christ had just been murdered, and his
body must be thrown out to the dogs and
ravens, as was customary with crucified
bodies, unless there ‘be prompt and
effective hindrance. Joseph, the owner
of the mausolenm, begs for the body
of Christ, and he takes and washes the
Eoor and mutilated frame from the

lood and the dust, and shrouds it and per-
fumes it. The funeral advances. Present:
Jqseph, the owner of the mausoleum;
Nicodemus, who brought the flowers, and
the two Marys. Heavy burden on the
shoulders of two men as they carry the
Wody of Christ down the marble stairs and
into the portico, and lift the dead weight

| to the level of the niche in the rock, and

push the body of Christ into the only
pleasant r_eating-plnce it ever had. These
men coming forth, close the door of rock
against the recees. The Government, afraid
thu§ the disciples would steal the body of
Christ and play resurrection, put upon
the door the seal of the Sanhedrim. The
violation of that seal, like the violation
of the seal of the United Statés Guvern-
ment, or of the British Government,
always followed with severe penalties.
A regiment of soldiers from the Tower of
Antonio is detailed to guard that mau-
soleum. At the door of that tomb a fight
took place which decided the question for
all grave.yards and cemeteries. Sword of
lightning against sword of steel. Angel of
God against the military. The body in the
crypt begins to move in its shroud of fine
linen, and slides down upon the pavement,
moves through the portico, appears in the
d‘ool.'way, comes up the marble steps.

Death
that day, taking the side of the military,
seceived a horrible cut under the angel’s
spear of flame, and must himself go down at
the last—the King of Terrors disappearing
b'efore the King of Grace. *The Lord is
risen.”

actions and contracts which may arise from
the races given.
