Even without the map for purposes
of illustration' the claims of Italy can
be roughiy described. On her north-
western boundary the Austrian Province
of Tyrol juts down like a blunt We(izﬁ
between ILombardy and Venetia—some-
thing like the way the State of Maine
juts into Canada. italy wants this
wedge cut off clean, and- her northern
boundary rectified. Austria seems only
willing teo give a strip of land which
would only narrow the wedge, without
removing it. On the northeast Italy
wants the whele peninsula of Istria,
which comes down inte the Adriatic Sea,
thus making the Julian Alps the bound-
ary in this direction. That would take
in the port of Trieste; and as that Is
about the only seafront Austria has,
one can hardly blame her for thinking
she had better fight for it than give it
up. She is willing to cede the northern
part of t,"“’ peninsula, but not the sca-
coast and the port.

It 1s very doubtful if Ttaly will be
content with less than her full claim,
and it 1s doubtful if Austria can afford
to give all that is demanded. Denuded
of the Istrian Peninsula, Austria wou!d
be land-locked, and would cease to have
even her present small claim to be a
maritime power. The little piece of
Austrian Croatia facing the Adriatic
would not be of much service in this
respect. It would be suicidal to sur-
render, and not less suicidal to continus

the fight for retention of the disputed
territory.

It has been suggested that one rea-
son for the violent offensive measures
taken by the German-Austrian forces
of late has been to convincs Italy that
it would be wiser to take what is of-
fered rather than run the risk of being
on the losing side. But where popular
sentiment runs strongly in any one
direction the people are not easlly
frightened, and even a few German vic-
tories would hardly turn Italy from her
present course, or make her less insist-
ent in her demands. It is safe to pre-
dict that before many days the Italian
army will be fighting by the side of the
Allies, and invading Austrian territory.

mothers. The inevitable companion of

concentrated mankind is iilegitimacy,
and that these children should be given
to the world to share the fate of most
foundlings is a thought that causes
shudders in the warm heart of Eng-
land. The whole appeal is that these
children and their mothers should not
be outcasts, but that they should be
taken to a bosom of kindness and love,
and that the innocent and even the
once gullty should not suffer.

There are no feelings of character-
istic resentment to these unfortunate
persons. Rather the problem is em-
braced by the whole nation. Mrs.
Pankhurst has made arrangements for
the suffragists to become the foster
mothers of 500 girl bables. They will
be reared along eugenic lines, and
everything possible in the way of edu-
cation done for them. The famous
suffrage leader says that she hopes
they may become ‘“super-women,”” not
in the sense of German ‘‘super’ beings,
but that they may become advanced

women, intellectually and polltlcaﬂy,ﬁ

and fit to exercise a voice in the world.
And whatever one may think of the
prospect of their becoming Suffragists,
the war has won suffrage without
another window being broken, and it is
infinitely better than to have the chil-
dren thrown upon the world, to become
creatures of the poor districts, without
a home and without a name.

SWEDEN AROUSED.
HEN the war opened the Scarn-
dinavian . nations, particularly
Sweden and Norway, were inclined to
favor the Teutonic alllance rather than
the Allles. For years they had feared
Russian aggression, and it was felt
that a war between Germany and Rus-
sia would remove this menace. Now
sentiment in the two countries has en-
tir'ely changed, having swung far to the
other side, thanks to the brutal indif-
ference shown by the Germans to Nor-
wegian and Swedish shipping. Repeat-
edly they have sent to the bottom ships
of these two neutral nations, big and
little, and with typical arrogance have
refused to consider the protests from
the offended governments.

Many citizens of both nations have
been sent to their death by German
submarine or mine, and, adding insult
to injury, the German Government has
actually dictateq to Sweden and Nor-
way just what products they will be
permitted to export.

Now, there is an excellent chance
that before long the Kaiser may have
both Sweden and Norway on his back.
Smarting under the high-handedness of
Berlin, King Gustav of Sweden has pub-
licly intimated that very little more ag-
gravation will cause Sweden to take up
arms.

Sweden would be no mean antagon-
ist. She has a compact. little army of

H

from which to draw fresh levies. But
it is probable that if Sweden were to
take up arms against Germany it would
b2 in conjunction with Norway and
Denmark. Early in the winter these
three powers held a conference at which
a pact was made to act jointly in all
matters bearing on the war. It is this
fact which makes the statement of
King Gustav of unusual interest. As
head of the biggest member of the
Scandinavian alliance the Swedish
monarch undoubtedly spoke for the al-
liance. His statement was a broad hint
to the Kalser.

war, In the west—Flanders and France—
it began with a fresh German drive at
the lines of the Allles in an attempt to

get through to Calais. The story of the
first three davs of that fighting will
forever ring through British military
history because of the splendid feat of
the Canadians who, by their valor,
saved the day for the Ailles. The
Germans, in their attempt to take
Ypres, the key to the coast campaign,
and to retake Hill No. 60, were finally
halted and held, having secured a
shightly better position for themselves
at one or two points, but having
achieved nothing of a decisive nature?®
French and Joffre straightened out
their lines and regained some of the
lost ground. All this week the Germans
have been making one drive after an-
other at Hill No. 60, and at other
points around Ypres, but have been
unable to make headway. They have
officially reported steady gains aay
after day, with heavy losses, but both
the British and French statements de-
clare these claims of the enemy are
greatly exaggerated. The French, on
their side, report advancing steadily as
a whole, while admitting losing some
ground.

The British ships were the
Edale and the Fulgent, both vessels of
small tonnage, as were the Frengh and
Russian ships. The American vanu2l
was the Gulflight, and was caught off
the Scilly Isles and sent to the bottam,
conspicuously ecarrying the
American flag. Two of her crew, xho
jumped into the sea when the explosion
occurred, perished, and her capiain
died a day later from heart disease, due
to the attack, The United States Gov-
ernment is investigating the affalr.

During the week, seventeen of the
North Sea trawlers were torpedoed, ard
three Norwegian and one Swedish ships
sent down. On Friday the Br.tish ships
Centurion and Centrigrade were sunk.

On Tuesday, there was a sharp en-
gagement in the North Sea, when ihe
British destroyer Recruit was submar-
ined, and two German torpedo boats
sent gown by the British.

Made World Laugh
Never Caused Blush

Motion picture producers through-
eut the world will find much to
profit them by studying the methods
of the late John Bunny. The big,
genial comedian—--the author of the
greatest amount of elean fun that
has been exhibited on the scrsen—
never appeared in a picture thar had
the slightest taint of coarseness or
vulgarity, The leader in what has
been called the glapstick comedy,
as well as the meore quiet and refined
sort, he never resorted te methods
that were questionable to secure a
laugh,

Coarseness and vulgarity have
no piace on the screen, There
is not the siightest excuse for them,
Whils & few peopls might lsugh,

the value, the drawing power, of the
comedian utllizing them, but like-
wise the company that permits him
to use them in its production.
Comedy is the most difficult thing
to secure for the motion picture, so
the producers tell us. They have
the greatest trouble in finding good

humorous subjects. This prob-
ably acoounts for the Imitative
character of the comedy in most
screen productions. One company
finds a character that makes a hit
with the people in the original reels
—or a set of characters. And then
most of the other companies attempt
to produce the same kind of a thing
-——usually making rather poor imita-
tions of the original. -

When unfavorable criticism has
been evoked by a broad comedy the
producers usually regard it as an
attack on the slapstick style. Slap-
stick comedy is perfectly good com-
edy, many times. It is very laugh-
able, and i{s much in demand by a
class of people representing practic-
ally every strata of soclety. Thers
is no sane reason why producers
should not turn out slapstick com-
edies to their hearts’ content, so
long as it is salable.

The objection we have to much of
the slapstick that is being shown
today is that it depends upon meth-
ods and situations that are in ques-
tionable taste, Some years ago
one of the greatest money-making
firms in the amusement business
was the Hanlon Brothers. They pro-
duced a wide variety of comedy of
the pure slapstick style. It had
the very broadest character. The
most limited mental effort was re-
quired to understand it—and yet it
was the cleanest, most enjoyable
sort of comedy, for the reason that
it never descended to questionable
methods,

There are a number of peopls of
the highest Iintelligence who like
thie sort of thing. ‘There isn’'t the
slightest reason why they shouldn't.
The most laughable situation in the
world, according to persons who
have studied the subject, is that
created by a man or woman who
elips and falls on 2 banana peeling.
Such an incident, seen on the street,
provokes a laugh from the most
saturnine. The slapstick comedy is
based upon the same principal; it
is primitive, elemental humor, but
it 18 humor. And there is every
reason why it should be continued.

In his lifetime John Bunny real-
ized this. Max Linder, the French
comedian alsp realized it. And yet
neither of them ever stopped to
make anything else of {t. They de-
veloped it, twisted it, revamped it,
and got laugh after laugh of pure,
innocent amusement. There 1s an-
other comedian on the ecreen today,
who, by his quaint figure, his ridicu-
l lous mannerisms, and his real com-
{ edy walk and general make-up,

NEW YORK, May 85.—The first news
of the torpedotng and sinking of the
Cunard liner Lusitania came shortly
after 1 p.m. today through an announce-
ment from the local office of the Cunard
I4ne, which stated that an unconfirmed
rumor to that effect had been received
from abroad. I.ess than an hour later
the company made public additional

, oonfirming the report, which,
fn the meantime, however, had been
verffied by newspaper dispatches from
Jondon,

Conflioting reportg came in during the
afternoon, to the line, and to news
agenciea, in regard to the safety of
the passengers, many of whom are Can.
adians, but up to the early hours of
the evening no definite information as to
their fate had been received here.

The publication of the news created
tremendous excitement in Wall Street |

Recalls Titanlc Scene,

Officials of the Cunard Line announced
tonight that they had received more
than &60¢ telephone and telegraph in-
quiries relative to the safety of pas-
sengers.

The first
of these was a wireless, direct from the
Lueitanla, calling for assistance; the
other from Old Head, Kinsale, stating
that boats belonging to the Lusitania
were ‘“in the vicinity where sunk.”

Subsequent messages told that all the
available craft in Queenstown weres g0~
ing to the rescue, and that a Greek
steamer was in the vicinity. Another
message received at about 4:30 o’clock,
said that according to a Cork news-
paper, 300 passengers had been landed
at Clonakilty.

Torpedoed Without Warnigg.

“The Cunard Company’s whole con-
cern,” sald a message received about
5:30, “is with regard to the possible
loss of life of passengers and crew. The
material loss {8 covered by insurance.
According to the meagre messages SO
far received, the Lusitania was tor-
pedoed without warning, and sank
within a very short space of time. A
large number of the ship’s boats are
known to be afloat, and the weather is
reported to be fine and calm. Every
effort is being made to obtain further
details, and all information will be pub-
lished without delay.”

As the night wore on, only & hand-
ful of persons remained or visited the
Cunard office, inquiring for informa-
tion. A cabled newspaper report that
everybody was safe, received late in the
afternoon, it was thought at the office,
was responsible, in a measure, for this
situation, The Cunard officlals had no
confirmation of the report that all were
saved, though they expressed the hope
that it was true.

Announcement Regarding Survivors.

{ The first definite announcement re-
| garding survivors came after 9 p.m., in

a message from Liverpool, which was
immediately made public. It read:
‘“The Admiraity have had a mes-
sage from Queenstown saying be-
tween 500 and 600 landed at Queens-
town, Including many hospital
cases, some of whom have dled.

(Signed) “CUNARD.”

| quiries were made at the Cunard Line’s

oifice tonight, was Dr. T. Houghton,
said by the officials of the company to
be the son of a former supreme court
justice.

Thirg Big Liner Lost.

The Lusitania is the third big trans-
Atlantic liner lost since the war start-
ed. The others were the White Star
Liner Oceanic, wrecked off the North
Scotland coast, September 8 last, and
the North German Lloyd steamer
Kaiser Wilhelm Der Grosse, converted
into a German auxiliary oruiser and
sunk by the British cruiser Highflyer,
August 27.

A fourth big steamer, the mammoth
Cunarder Aquitania, was severely dam-
aged in a collision with the Leyland
liner Canadian, off the coast in the lat-
ter part of August.

The Oceanic was taken over by the
British Government and made an armed
crulser upon her arrival at Southamp-
ton, August 8 from New York. 8he
ran ashore on the coast of Scotland and
was a total loss. All her officers and
crew were saved.

Destruction of the Kaiser Wilhelm
Der Grosse was announced by Winston
Churchill in the House of Commons.
The steamer, a vessel of 14,000 tons,
had been fitted out with ten 4-inch
guns. Her survivors were saved before
the vessel sank. The Highflyer had
one killed and five wounded.

The Aquitania collided with the
Canadian, also fitted out as an auxil-
fary cruiser, while both were patrolling
the coast of Ireland. So severe were
the Aquitania’s injuries that she was
laid up undergoing repairs all winter.
She was reported recently to be in
shape for service.

“Today we are entitled to ask the
qQuestion: ‘What has the British ad-
miralty done to protect the Lusitania
and her passengers? Does England still
consider the German submarine block-
ade a bluff, or is the British fleet afraid
of the German flest and its submarines?

‘““National Existence’” Again.

““Regrettable as the attack upon a
paseenger ship of the type of the Lus-
itania is, it must not be forgotten that
this war is being waged for the national
existence of a whole people, which Eng-
land is trying to starve out because it
has realized that it cannot subdue it by
fight. Against these illegal methods
Germany is fighting.

‘“When the United States protested
against the establishment of a war zone
around the British Isles, Germany con-
sented to relinquish her determination
to establish the zone, provided that
Great Britain would consent to importa-
tion of foodstuffs for civillan population
of Germany. Against this Great Britain
protested, and announced that she would
adhere to her policy of starving out Ger-
many,

“In this war none of the belligerent
nations recognize consideration.

TRIP ALMOST AT AN END
WHEN TERRIFIC CRASH COMES

[Canadian Press.]

LONDON, May 8.—The Cunard Liner Lusitania,
which sailed out of New York last Saturday with more
than 2,000 souls aboard, lies at the bottom of the ocean
off the Irish coast. She was sunk by a German sub-
marine which sent two torpedoes crashing into her side,

while the passengers, seemingly confident that the great
swift vessel could elude the German under-water craft,
were having luncheon.

How many of the Lusitania’s passengers and crew
were rescued cannot be told at present, but the official
statements from the British admiralty up to midnight ac-
counted for not more than five hundred or six hundred.

A ship’s steward, who landed with others at Queens-
town, gave it as his opinion that 900 persons were lost.

DIE AFTER RESCUE.

There were dead and wounded among those brought
ashore; some since have died. But not a name of res-
cued or lost, of dead, or injured, has yet been listed.

The Lusitania was steaming along about ten miles
off Old Head, Kinsale, on the last leg of her voyage to
Liverpool, when about 2 o’clock in the afternoon a sub-
marine suddenly appeared, and so far as all reports go,
fired two torpedoes without warning at the steamer. One
struck her near the bows, and the other in the engine
room. The powerful agents of destruction tore through
the vessel’s side, causing terrific explosions. Almost
immediately great volumes of water poured through the
openings and the Lusitania listed.

Boats, which were already swung out on the davits,
were dropped overboard, and were speedily filled with
passengers who had been appalled by the desperate at-
tack. A wireless call for help was sent out, and imme-
diately rescue boats of all kinds were sent out, both from
the neighboring points along the coast and Queenstown.

GONE IN FIFTEEN MINUTES.

But within fifteen minutes, as one survivor esti-
mated, and certainly within half an hour, the Lusitania
had disappeared.

Where (Great Britain’s fastest merchant vessel went
down—Old Head Kinsale—is a landmark that has
brought joy to many travellers, as it has always stood as
the sign from shore that the perils of the voyage across
the Atlantic were at an end. The line, whose boast has
been that it has never lost a passenger in the Atlantic
service, has now lost the ship that dodged the lurking
enemy off Nantucket light the day after war was de-
clared, and later startled the world by flying the stars
and stripes.

The British admiralty is diseouraging the publica-
tion of surmises and guesses regarding the dead and in-
jured. Even before the crude details are known, ,the
British press is asking editorially what the United States
will say to this event and how she will hold Germany to
the “‘strict accountability” mentioned in perilous diplo-
matic correspondence.

SIX HUNDRED LANDED.

LONDON, May 8.—1:05 a.m.—The admiralty states
that between 500 and 600 survivors from the Lusitania
have now beend landed, many of them hospital cases.
Several have died. Some also have been landed at Kin-
sale, the number not having yet been received. No names
have yet been received.

Toronto, May S8.—That the torpedo-
ing of the Lusitania is not an act of
war, in the technieal sense., committed
by Germany as against the United
States, is the view of McGregor Young,
professor of international law in To-
ronto University.

“Certain acts,”” he said, ‘‘are acts of
war in a technical sense, acts, that is
to say, which touch the status quo
of the state. But the torpedoing of
the Lusitania does not come within
that category, so far as the United
| States is concerned. It is not an act
such as is not compatible with friendly
relations between that country and
Germany. The Lusitania was a Brit-
ish ship and American passengers on
board her were really an incident, as
it were.

“Whether it would be consistent
with United States’ self-respect to put
up with the Germans’ action is an-
other matter.

Little children |
clung to their parents and cried bitterly.

Sent in February to Germany

OLILOWING := the full text of the note of
warning sent on February 10 by the state de-
partment ta Germany:

“February 10, 1915

“The Secmtary of State hag instructed Amnbas.
sador Gerard, at Berlin, to present to the German
Government a nota to the following effect:

‘The Government of the United States, having
had its attention directed to the proclamation of
the German admiralty. jagued on the fourth of
Febrnary, that the waters gurrounding Great Bri
tain and Treland, iIncluding the whole of the Eng
lish Channel, are to b= considered as comprised
within the seat of war; that all enemy merchant
wvesselg found in those waters after the eighteenth
instant. will be destresed lthough it may not
always be possible to msve erows and passengers,
and that neutral vesecia erpose themselves tn
danger within this zons of war, because, in view
of the misuse of neutra! flags said to have heen
ordered by the British Covernment on the thirty
first of January and of fthe coantingencies of
maritime warfare, it may not s possible alwavs
te exempt neutral vessels from ¢ttacks intended
to strike ememy ships, feels it to b« its duty to
call the attention of the Imperia] Ger ran Govern-
memnrt, with sincere respect and the m. st friendly
sentiments, but very candidly and eartesily, to the
very serious possibilities of the eourSe ~f action
apparently contemplated under that proci=mation.

VIEWS QUESTION WITH GRAVE
CONCERN.

““The Government of thé\ United
States views these possibiliting with
such grave concern that it feels it to
be its privilege, and indeed its duiy in
the circumstances, to request the Im-
perial German Government to consider
hefore action is taken the critical situi-
tion in respect of the relation betweem
th.is country and eGrmany which might
arise were the German naval forces, in
carrying out the policy foreshadowed
in the admiralty’s proclamation, to de-
stroy any merchant vessel of the United

States or cause the death of American
citizens.

“ ‘It is, of course, not necessarv tp yemind the
German Government thas the gole right of  a
belligerent in dealing with neuntral vessels on the
high seas is limited to visit and search, unless
a blockade is proclaimed and effectively main-
tained, which this Government does not under-
stand to be proposed in this case. To declare or
exercige a right to attack and destrov any vessel
entering a prescribed area of the high seas with-
out firet certainly determining its belligerent
nationality and the contraband character of its
cargo would be an act so unprecedented in naval
warfare that this Government is reluctant to be-
lieve that the Imperial Government of Germany
in this case contemplates it as possible. The
suspicion that enemy ships are using neutral
flage improperly can create no just presumption
that all ships traversing a prescribed area are
subject to the same suspicion. It is to determine
exactly such questions that this Government ufi-
derstands the right of visit and search to have
been recognized.

DENIES ACQUIESCING IN BRITISH
RULES.

* #'his Governme=nt- has -ecarefully noted !
explanatory statement issued by the Imperd
German Government at the same time with

proclamation of the German admiralty and takes
this occasion to remind the Imperial German
Government very respectfully that the Govern-
ment of the United States is open to none of the
eriticisma for unneutral action to which the Ger-
man Gowvernment believes the governments of
certain other neutral nationg have laid them-
selves open; that the Government of the United
States has not consented to or acquiesced in any
measures which may have been taken by the
other belligerent nations in the present war which
operate to restrain neutral trade, but has on the
econtrarvy  taken in all such wmatters a position
which warrants it in holding those governments
responsible in the proper way for any untoward
effects on American shipping which the accepted
principles of international law do not justify, and
that it therefore regards itself as free in the
present instance to taks with a clear conscience
and upon accepted principles the position indi-
cated in this note.

“ “If the commanders of German ves-
sels of war should act upon the pre-
sumption that the flag of the United
States was not being used in good faith
and should destroy on the high seas an
American vessel or the lives of Ameri-
can citizens it "vould be difficult for the
Government of the United States to
view the act in any other light than as
an indefensible violation of neutral
rights which it would be very hard in-
deed to reconcile with the friendly re-
lations now happily subsisting between
the two governments.

One of the most striking characteris-
tics of the modern British destroy-
ers is that they burn nil alone .m
their furnaces.

LUSTTANIFS SIAKING
5 CALLED MURDER
BY EMERICANS HERE

Pirate Act Arouses Ire of U. 8.
Citizens—Up To Presi-
dent Wilson.

A number of prominent United States
citizens living in London were inter-
viewed by The Advertiser last night
and asked to express an opinion of
the sinking of the Lusitania. None
of them would commit himself to any
statement for publication, the ex-
planation for the refusal in every case
being that, as citizens of a neutral
country, Americans could not criti-
cize the actions of one of the belli-
gerents without heing guilty of a grave
indiscretion.

Indignation Aroused.

Several of them, nevertheless, made
no secret of the fact that the latest
act of piracy en the part of Germany
had arousaed their findignation, and,
although they stipulated that their
names must not appear in connection

with any utterance bearing on the
suybject, they voiced the opinion that
Germany had outraged all the ethics
of civilization and that her sub-
marine campaign was not war at all,
but murder.

Up To Wiison.

One man who rang up on the tele-
phone to ask if the news of the sink-
ing of the great vessel were true,
when assured that it was, stated that
he was a citizen of the republic and
declared: “If Wilson does not get into
the fight against Germany now, I have
no further use for him.”

Other Americans were rather more
moderate in their language, and most
of those interviewed, although as stated,
some of them were stirred to indigna-
tion by the news of the torpedoing of
a ship carrying passengers, many of
them neutrals, were of the opinion
that, as all those who sailed on the
Lusitania had been warned before-
hand that the ship might be sunk, they
travelled on her at their own riek and
the matter was a personal, not a na-
tional one,

BOARD OF TRAE

' Their Good Work Resulted in
Camp Remaining in
This City.

NEARLY LOST TO LONDON

Had Not Board Acted Quickly
Camp Would Have Gone
To Guelph.

Quick action of the board of trade
members, which resulted in the mobil-
ization camp remaining here, and an
additiona! body of soldiers to be brought
to London from Guelph, came ir for un-
stinted praise at the annual meeting of
the board of trade last night.

Ex-Mayor C. M. R. Graham advised
that the board assume further lability
for the cost and establishment of facli-
ities for the soldiers at camp in this
city, not with the idea of selfish gain
only, but to show that Loondon is patri-
otic enough to do ail in her power i¢
heip the men who are going to the fight
from London.

Camp Matter Reviewed.

The newly-elected president, T. W.
McFarland, reviewed the camp matter in
detajl. He said: ‘“In preparing the neces-
sary documents describing the land in
question in the proper legal way, the
committee of the becard gratefully ac-
knowledges the assistance of Controller
J. P. Moore; also J. M. Maore, architect,
‘who prepared the plans of the property
for the camp.”

The committee have up to the present
paid $900 or $1,000 in carrying out the
instructions of the executive of the bosrd
to secure the land in London for the
camp. Of this sum  $500 has already
been subscribed by citizens who would
benefit directly by the camp. The pres-
ident declared that undoubtedly, with-
out the quick action of the board mem-
bers, the camp would have been lost to
London.

Metion of Thanks Voted.

A motion of thanks was voted to the
men who had been responsible for the
camp remaining in London, and Gen.
Sam Hughes will be asked to explain
Just what he wants in regard to the
camp, so that I.ondon may comply with
any demand in reason. The report of
the president read: “In consequence ot
the united effort of the board, Mayor
H. A. Stevenson, Frank Glass, M. P.,
and Controiler J. P. Moore, who visited
the minister at Ottawa, the order io
move the camp to Guelph was countei-
manded.”

Following an address by Mavor Stev-
enson, the board passed a resoiution |
indorsing the action of the city council |
to adopt the daylight saving scheme, |
which has been agitated by cities ail
over the Dominion.

STORIES FROWNED UPON

Letters From Men At Front
Not Censored Now By Regi-
mental Officers.

- 1 certify on my honor that
the contents of this envelope refer to
nothing but private and family mat-
ters.

This certificate, quly signed. which
appears on th: back of new-style ac-
tive-service envelopes for British and
Canadian soldiers at the front is elim-
inating the censoring of all mail from
the firlng line, and does away with the
reading of all letters by the officer com-
manding the detachment, or unit, to
which the writer belongs.

According to Pte. Roy McLeod, for-
merly of The Advertiser staff and now
with the Army Service Corps in France,
who sends one of the new-style en-
velopes to this office, the *“honor’ plan
was designed to prevent the command-
ing officers from krowing all personai
affairs of the men under his charge. In
describing them, he says further that
they are, byt an experiment for reliev-
ing the burden on the censors.

On the face of the envelope appears
the following:

ON ACTIVE SERVICE.
Note.—Correspondence in this en-
velops need not he censored regi-
mentally. The contents are liable
to examination at the base.
The certificate on the flap must
be signed by the writer.

In presenting his report, and review- |
ing the work of the board in the past:
vear, E. C. Mitchell, the retiring presi-
dent, said: *‘The year 1914 will be one'
long remembered in business and finan- |
cial circles. Following the general de- |
pression in business throughout the
world, came this terrible war in which
we are engaged; a war that was thrust
upon us by a military despot thirsting
for world power; a war that we must
prosecute with all our resources until
victory is finally won, the German mili-
tary party shorn of its power and so
crippled that never again will it be pos-
sible to attempt to dominate the world,
disrupt commerce, devastate homes, and
make desolate the fair face of Europe.

Duty of Those at Home.

‘“We who stay at home through
force of circumstances have a duty to
perform for our country and Empire
We must give liberally of our substance
to aid the dependants of those who
Lhave gone to the front to fight our|
battlee. London has done well already
in this respect in the campaign which
the board of trade inaugurated and car-
ried out so successfully last fall. We
succeeded in raising upwards of $130,000,
a larger sum per capita than any other
city in the Dominion. The various teams
were captained exclusively by members:
of the board of trade, and the teamis were |
manned almost entirely from our |
ranks.” |

Clty Forging Ahead. |

Thanks to the rich agricultural dis-
trict in which London is situated, and
to the stability of the institutions in
London, the city is suffering less than
any city in Canada, it was stated. This
is emphasized by the bank clearings,
which were only 5.4 per cent less than
in 1918, which was the high water mark
year for London. Customs returns
showed only a slight decrease, while
building permits actually increased by
$47,815. Population also shows a steady
growth, estimated now at 56,358.

“The last ten years have been a
period of construction; our railroads
cross the continent three times; and
we can look forward to a perfod of pro-
duction. ‘Increased production’ should
be our slogan; increased production of
our farms, our factories, our work-
shops, purchasing of ‘Made in Canada’
goods. To overcome the discrepancy of
the $150,000,000 each year. Canada must
pay on her borrowings for interest we
must export more than we import. Our
people must be educated to buy goods
made in Canada, as therein lies the
solution of Canada’'s financial problem.”

' TO REDUCE TAX RATE

Board of Control Has Cut $50,000 From
Draft Estimates to Date.

Midnight hydro is still being burned
by the board of control in order to re-
duce the city tax rate. Approximately
$50,000 has been cut from the draft esti-
mates to date. That much more will
have to come off before the mill rate is
down to the 28 that has been 'decideu
on as the 1915 standard.

From present indications there will not

be a special meeting of the council on
Monday evening to officially strike the
rate. The controllers have still consid-
erably more work to do before the esti-
mates are in shape for presentation to
the council.

Some material reductions in the board
of education appropriation are slated to
be made. The board has a meeting on
Monday afternoon to go over the situa-
tion with the controliers. Last night,
at a preliminary canter over the board
of education appropriation course, it
was found that $2,500 had been appropri-
ated for examinations at the Collegiate.
Last year $1,200 was spent, and thie
vear $1,300, and other items of like na-
ture will be struck out when the two
boards get together.
