Whereas His Majesty’s subjects trading to the British plantations
in Ameriea lie under great difficulties for want of more easy methods
of proving, recovering, and levying of debts due to them than are
now used 1n some of the said plantations ; and whereas it will tend
very much to the retrieving of the credit formerly given by the
trading subjects of Great Britain to the natives and inhabitants of
the said plantations, and to the advancing of the trade of this
&ingdom thither, if such inconveniences were remedied ; may it
therefore please Your Majesty that it may be enacted, and be it
enacted by the King’s Most Excellent Majesty, by and with the
advice and consent of the lords spiritual and temporal and Commons,
in this present parliament assembled, and by the authority of the
-same, that from and after the twenty-ninth day of September, which
shall be in the year of our Lord one thousand seven hundred and
thirty-two, in any action or suit then depending, or thereafter to be
brought in any gourt of Law or Equity in any of the said planta-
tions, for or relating to any debt or account wherein any person
residing in Great grita.in shall be a party, it shall and may be
lawful to and for the plaintiff or defendant, and also to and for any
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witnesa to be exsmined or made use of in suech action or suit to
verify or prove any matter or thing by affidavit or affidavits in
writing upon oath, or in case the person making such affidavit be
one of the people called Quakers, then upon his or her solemn
affirmation made before any Mayor or other Chief Magistrate of the
city, borough, or town corporate in Great Britain, where or near to
