The Canadian Pacifie Railway Company deposited, during the fiscal year, a
further amount of $,600,000, being the equivalent of $5,000,000 Land Grant Bonds
Placed on the market at 92, thus completing an issue of $ 10,000,000. The balance
of the bonds remaining unearned on the 30th June last was $2,694,186.15,
which amount has since been re-paid. I may further add that the amount paid to
the Company during the year, for subsidy earned, was $5,323,076.60.

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In my list year's Report i called attention to the large volume of indebtedness
imaturing on the lst January, 1885, for which arrangements require to be made.

The receipts on acc:unt of Dominion Lands, during the year, were
1,009,019.15; the surplus revenues amounted to $7,064,492 35, and tho investments

for the several Sinking Funds to $1,290,153.33. The addition to the debt during the

year was $4,805,063.68.

The debt paid off during the year, bearing interest at 5 and 6 pr cent., amounted
to $6,956,925.07. On the other hand, the circulation of Dominion notes shows a
slight increase of $ 189,943, and the deposits in the several Government Savings
Banks increa.ed $ ,445,445.86. The balance standing at the credit of the depositors
in the Savings Banks, on the *Oth of June last, was $26,219,107.55.

As a consequence of the re-payment of debt bearing a high rate ofinterest, and an
increase in debt bearing lower rates, the average rate of interest payable on the net
debt decreased during the year from 4-42 to 4-16 per cent., and on the debt payable
in England, from 4-39 to 4-37; and a further reduction has takeri place in the
amount paid for interest on public debt, less interest received on investments, of
$159,435.27. In connection with this subject, it may be interesting to notice the
fact that during the last few years the debt payable in England has steadily
decreased, ard that the propoition of the debt payable in Canada bas largely
increased.
