THE CITY OV HAMILTON.

It is k,roper in issuing th(! first ut what we hope will b« a regularly continued

nerics of the Annual Review oftlie Trade, Coiu.aerce, and Manufactures of the

City of Hamilton, that we ftl'ouhl say a word as to the City itself. To this end

we avail ourselves of llu^ assistance of a brochure issued in 18G2, during the visit

of His Fvoyal Highness the Prince of Wales, by the Directors of the Mechanics'

Institute, and whk;h contained a great deal of inforuiatiou, in reference to the

City, of a valuable descriptio.i.

Hamilton is situated at the, head of Burlington Bay, on the north-western

extremity of Lake Ontario. This beautiful sheet of water is in reality a s
,

'il

lake nearly 20 milt^s in circumference, and one; of the safest and most capacious

harbors to be found on the mland seas of North America. Between it and

the waters of its magnificent neighbour, however, there is only a narrow strip

of land-known as Burlington Beach-about 300 or 400 feet in width and 4

miles in length. A canal without any lockage, is cut through this beach,

sutlicienily expensive to admit the largest vessels that ply between Chicago and

the Atlantic, and giving to Hamilton i direct water communication through lake

Ontario and the river St. Lawrence, with the seaport towns of Europe. Vessels

from Hamilton wharves, of 000 tons burden nd laden with cargoes of 5,000

barrels of llonr, can sail to the oeean-a distant of L'-^OO miles—without

entering any other canal than that ol Burlington Bay ;
while returnmg, they have

of canal only 40 miles, and of lockage but 150 feet to ascend. I-ast year the

steamer "Etowah," one of the line ot vessels belonging to the Messrs.

Cuuni.igham, Shaw & Co., of Liverpool, made the trip from Liverpool with goods

direct for Hamilton, and the event was celebrated by a public supper to the

officers of the ship. This year there will be two, probably three, vessels of the

same line put upon the water, and the trade is one which is certain hereafter

1 argely to increase. Hamilton has, moreover, direct water communication with



Chioiigo and tlic (,Uut lake cities of thr liir W.'.sl. To a distance of 2,000 miles
from tlie Atljuitic, vi-sst-ls of 400 tons l)urden can sail, with only 28 miles of
canal to pass tlinuigL. This canal is the Welland and connects lake Ontario
with lake Kne. i'.y rail Hamilton has, also, direct access to the American and
Canadian markets. The Creat Western connects on the East with the New
York Central, and on the West with the Michigan li-iilways at J)etroit and
Port Huron. It also .'.'nneets with the Grand Tnmk at Toronto and Giielph,

with the Biiliahj and Lake iluron at ^'aris, with iho Northern at Toronto, and
by the Grand Trunk with Portland on the Atlantic coast, and during the past
year the charter of ilh' ilamillon and Port Dover liailroud has fallen into the

hands of the (^rand Trunk ("om|ian\, iiy whom that portion of the road lying

between the city of Hamilton and the village of Caledonia, and their Amnity
with the lUitliio and Lake Iluron road, now under the control of the Grand
Trunk liailway Company, will he completed during the present year, ilins

placing the city in direct communi'ation with the gi'cat line of internal commnni-
cation, and giving to it the advantages of competing roads. I)y the completion
of this road the city will be phiced in direct communication with the fine country
lying to the north, and will become as the head of the Canadian inland navigation,

a still more impoitant point of shipment than hitherto.

The population of ;lie City has steadily increased since its first incorporation

in 1847. At that time it had a population of between 7,000 and 8,000- in

1850 it had increased to about 10,000; in 18r)2, when the Census was taken it

was 14,112; in 1801, at ihe last decimal Census, it was 19,096, and it has

continued ever since to increase in a still greater ratio, as will be seen from the

following facts :

—

In 1801, when the Census was taken, the number o( Rate-payers on the

Assessment KoUs waso,!i41; in 18t)2 tiie number had increased to 4,171 ; in

18G3, to 4,701 ;
and in 1804, u> 5,579. Assuming the proportion of Rate-

payers to the entire, population as the basis of calculation, we lind that the popu-

lation was in 1802, 20,210; in 18(J3, 23,0(ii» ; and in 1804, 27,033, But the

assessinenl is taken in the month of April ; and presuming that during the last

year the population has increased in the same ratio, us during the previons three

years, and of the fact there is mo doubt, the population of the City of Hamilton
on the 1st January, 18C5, may fairly be set down at upwards of ;30,000 souls

ft ratio of increase unequalled within the same length of time by any city in

British America.

As a manufacturing and wholesale omporinm, the City of Hamilton is in

proportion to its population, the most important in Canada. A glance at the

tables given in the following pages will illustrate the importance of lx)th those

sources of wealth, and a further reference to them here is unnececsary.

As to the liealthiness of the place the following table, from statistics collected

by the late Captain Sutherland in 1851, shows that Hamilton was then, except-

ing Ottawa, the healthiest (uty in Canada West.
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Since Unit timo u complete system of ilraina^e and an ample supply of fresh

water have been mtro.lnecd, which have materially iniprove<) the health of the

city.

The eity is plentifully supplied with jras and water. The Hamilton Gas Com-

pany yielded a steadv dividend of 10 percent, until the recent introduction of

coal o"il somewhat luterfered with the demand for gas. The lasf dividend which

it declared, was, howe.ver, at the vnte of 8 per cent. And of the riamilton

Water Works it is not too much to say that they are as o.'mplete as the niost

scientific ensuiecring skill could render them.

The educational advanta^n-s of the City of Haraiiton are exceedingly com-

plete. Ther(! is a lar<Te central school, and several primary or ward schools,

all under the charge of one Board of School Trustees, and one Principal, these

school'^ employ upwards of forty teachers, and some two thousand children are

receiving their education in them. Th(>. uistruction alForded comprises all the

branches from the first book of lessons to the higher schoolastic studies which

fit'student^ for honor in ..ur Universities. The schools are partially free, a small

fee of twenty-live cents, or in the primary schools twelve and a half cents per

month bein.' charged ; but for this tl- - 'hildren receive their school books ofevery

kind. Besulcs this system of pub! diools, the Weselyan Female College, an

lnstituti,.n which ompl-.ys the best talent, and in all respects is a first class

school, is located m TIamilton, and there are a number of private schools of a

superior class.

Hamilton possesses twenty two places of worship, which may be thus

enumerated : three Anglican (Church of England), two Scotch Kirk, three Free

Church, six Weslovan, one Lutheran, one Episcopal Methodist, one New Con-

nection^Iethodist,' one Primitive Methodist, one I5aptist, one Congregational,

two Roman Catholic, and one Synagogue.

Durinrv the year which has just closed the financial position of the city has

been greatly improved by the passage of the City Relief Bill, and its accept-

ance by the iMiglish creditors. For some time previous to this, llaniilton has

sufTered very much in reputation as well as in fact, on account of the serious

Municipal imlebredness which pressed upon its energies. This indebtedness was

incurred f<u' two ol)jects—one the construction of the Water Works, which have

so .uaterially improved the comfort an<l health of the city, and for the construc-

tion of the Ilainiltou and Port Dover Kailroad, .an expenditure which, while

seriously embairassing it, has up to this time yielded no return, the road having
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never lu'cii coinjilcted. It is a mutter of sonie moment, a fair subject for con-

gratuliUioii, and full of pi-oinise (or tlie hituru [irosjierity of the city, that about

simulta'ii'Mii.slv with the settlcincnt of the city debt, liie arrangements witlt the

Grand Tiunk liailway Company for tlie completion of the road as liir as Cale-

donia, and ai tiiat pci.nl cnnni'ctinij; with liie liiitValo and liuke Huron liailway,

have lieiii elllcled. I his load will, ns W'e have alruadv remarked, briuir the

city into ci nni'etioii with ihe (irand 'IVunk line of railway, and, by the comple-

tion ol till inicrnalionid luid;,'e, will jiive to ii direct connection with the New
York and Eric Railway vi\ the one side, and the magnificent new .settlements of

the iluicn trad on the other, so that it will rea[> some return lor the great

outlay Nvhieh \i has incurred, and which henitofore has been so heavy a tax upon

its industi \ and prusperitv. The debt ol the eitv was made up of the Ibllowintr

amounts :—X'104.(J0(J sltrlingand iJOlj^TO curiency, mcurred in the construction

of the Great Western, (Jalt arid Guelph, J^reston and Berlin, and Hamilton and

Port Dover Railways, which from vaiious causes have proved to be unrcmune-

rativr; and in .Ddjchiiircs (iir .l'll7,5r)0 sterling, and X'4(),7Sl) currency, for the

constrnetiun of Water Works, to which had to be added a considerable sum
which had accrueil, due lor arrears of interest. The llelief Hill authorizes the

Corporation to issue debentures to the extent of ±'(500,000 sterling. On these,

(.ir so much of them as have bei'U issued to reduce the outstanding debentures,

the interest is lixed at the rate of fmir per cent, until the ;31st March. 1874,

iheieatter live per cent, until the ;5ist March, 1884, and thence until maturity at

the rate of ^ix jicr cent.; and in order to secure ju-oniptitude in the payment i^f

interest, it is dcdared iliat in the event oi' coupons not being paid within forty

days of their laliinu due, the lull rate of Intercast of six jie-r cent, will at once

revive.

I'lidcr thi^ arrangeiu'iit with the cn.'ditors, there will be no dilllcuUv in the

city mi eting its liabiliiies [)roniplly and without any serious amount of taxation,

certainly witlim the taxation which exists ui any oilier leading city in the

Province.

«• Notwith.standing the dreary catalogue

which we have had to enumerate, it is a

matter of congratulation that thus far these

dirticulti-s have I'ecn met without serious

disaster. It is true a considerable number

of failures have occurred in llio country,—

statistics of which we append,—but happily

these easuaiities have b. en confiried to the

weakest class, while many who have been

insolvent for some time were w.iiling only

for the enactment of ihe ]?ankrupt Law

which went into force in September of last

year. The losses to our Wholesale Mer-

chants, by bad debts, as a. whole, have not

been in excess of (U'evious years. It is

certain the number engau'cd in retail trade

in the country is excessive, and though it

may cause temporary ineonvenienoe and loss,

MUTUAL COMPANIES.

Hamilton possesses two Mutual Fire Insurance Companies, which originated

in the place; the Canada Wi:-t Farmers' Mutual, and the Victoria Mutual.—

The former has been established several years and has a wide-spread repu-

tation among the farmers throughout the country. The latter, althougli but

a year in existence, is rapidly increasing, having laid the foundation of a good

busiiu'ss. Objections have o^fteu been urged against certain ]\Litual Insurance

Companies, that fairness has not always characteriz(,'d their dealings with

insurers, and this chnrge has been answered by reference to the " Act Itegulat-

ing Mutual Insurance Companies," certain clauses of wliich, it was said,

deprived Din'ctors of any diijcretionary power whatever, even when lenient

action was morally justitiiibl. This plea has, however, been entir(dy removed

by an alteration in the act made hist session, which enables Directors of

Mutual Insurance Companies to take an equitable view of any case that may

come bctbre them. It is but fair to add that this important change owes its

origin to Mr. Simons, the Secretary of the Victoria.

The European Assurance Society also deserves special notice, from the

fact that it is the only Company in Canada whieh guarantees the fidelity of

persons holding situations of trust. The premiums of this Society are appli-

cable to all ordinary classes of risks, and the rate in each case is dependent

upon the nature of "the duties and the extent of the responsibility. An Act of

the Provincial I'arliament, passed last session, empowers the European to

become the sureti(!S ot public officers in certain cases,—tor, a^ stated in the

preamble to the Act, " the collection or enforcing of bonds forfeited to the

Crown, from private j)arties, is olten diilicult and sometimes impossible."

This is a very useful Society, and so palpable are the advantages which it

offers that we should not be surprised if the private bond in a short time be

entirely superceded by the more satisfactory bond of the European, or some

other Society similarly constituted.
