“ From this faverable state of things uscful Institutions have been extended,
which, it is hoped, will in their peogress prove highly beneficial to the rising spirit
of enterprize which cvinces itselt among all classes. I however regret that in this
prosperous condition I cannot include our Coast Fisheries, in which there is no
saterial improvement, but which, if rightly managed, would prove an inexhaustible
scurce of wealth.

«“ M. Spoaker, and Gentlemen of the House of Assembly,

“TIshall direet the Treasurer’s Accounts to be laid immediately before you, and I
am happy to say that you will find them to cxhibit, upon the whole, a satisfactory
sintement of our Finances, affording safe grounds for anticipating that at no very
distunt period you may be enabled, by judicious management and wholesome
economy, to make such provision as will ensure prompt payment at the Treasury,
and thus render your appropriations most available for the purposes intended.

“ Your 'll.ordships having relerred to us the annexed letter, from Mr. Hay, transmitting by desire of Mr. Sec-
retary Stanley, an Act which had been framed by 1he Legislaturs of the Province of New Brunawick, in the month
of March, 1832, intituled ** An Act to provide for the Custom’s Establishment of New Brunswick.

“ We Report, That Your Lordships were pleased, by Mr. James Stewarvs letter, dated 4th January, 1882, to
acquaint us that with the view of relieving the Province of Netw Brunswick from some portion of the anial charge
of £7,144 for maeintaining the Custom’s Establishment in_that Province, you had acceded to a proposition "which
had been made by the House ot Assembly in an Address to His Majesty, wherein they propased to make a permanent
grant of £4,250 per annum,towards defraying .the expences of the Custom’s Estahlishments at the Ports of Saint
‘John, Saint Andrews, Miramichi, and their dependencies, such grant to be made either in gross or in such other way
as His Majesty might direct, and payable out of the Duties secured by virtue of the Acts of the Imperial Parliament,
Your Lordships, at the same time, desired that we would instruct our Officers at New Brunswick to retain, in each
year, out of the Revenue which might be ccllected by them. the sum of £4,230, {or the payment of the Salaries and
expenses of the Custom’s Department, and to draw Bills on the Receiver General of this Revenue for such further
sums as might be necessary Er that parpose, and the necessary directions were according!y isaued by us to the Col-
lectors and Controllors of thig Revenue in New Brunswick. IR

¢ That by the Act of the Hougs of Assembly of New Branswick, which your Lordships have heen pleas-
ed to refer for our consideration and report, and which proposes to have been passed for the purpose of carry-
ing the aloregoing proposition into effect, it is provided that there should be annually included in the eatimata
for the ordinary services, towards the support of the Custom House Establishmentsin the Province the sum of
£4,250 sterling, out of the monies arising irom the Daties which might be collected in that Province within the year
for which such annual apprepriation should be made, the same to be applied by the Lisutenant Governor or Com-
mender in Chief for the time being, and paid quarterly by Warcants of His Excellency, by and with the advice and
consent of His Majesty’s Council in the Province, in twenty days after the payment over and account exhibifed of
sach Dauties, by the principal Officers of Customs, upon which we have to observe that the proposed enactments ap-
gcm to be entirely opposed to the principles which governed your Lordships in acceding to the proposition which

ad besn made by the Houge of Assembly at New Brunswick, in as much as your Lordships in acceding theveto
intended that the grant of £4,250 should be the first charge upon the Duties collected by the Officers ot thia Re-
venue in the Province, and he retained therefrom, in quarterly propostions of £1,062 10 0, for the purpose of being
applied towards defraying the expences of the Custom’s Department of the Province, whereas by the Act above rte-

“ We beg leave, further to state, that in the event of the annexed Bill being passed into 2 Law, the greatest
inconvenience would arise to the pablic service, ia as much as the Collector of St. John would ba under the neces-
sity of sending his Accounta to the Colonial Secrctary, who resides at Fredericion, which place is ninety miles dis-
tant from St. John, before hecould obtain the Governor’s Warrant of Payment upon the Coionial "Lreasurer,
resident at St. John ; and the Collector of St. Andrews.in like manner, and for the same purpose be required to
scnd his Accounts to Fredericton, from which place to St. Andrews, is one hundred and fifty miles distant, and
haviog obtained the Governor’s- Wurrant for payment, it would be neceasary for him to proceed to St. John, a
distance of sixty miles, before he could obtain payment of the amount - fram the ‘Colonia! ‘I'reasurer ; who as before
siated, resides at that place. Under the foregoing circumstances, we beg leave to offer our entire concurrénce in
the opmion expressed by Mr. Secrenrdy Stanley, that should the Act be confirmed, the Officers of the Customs in
the Provincs of New Brunswick would still be dependent upon the annual votes of the House of Assembly, no spe-
cific funds: under the direct coatrol of His Majesty’s Government, having been appropriated to the payment of the
Officers’ Salaries, and as the Annual Grant of £4,250, cannot inour opinion be considered as a pormanent pravision

Ezxtracls from a Despalch from the Right Hororable the Scerclary of Slate for the Colonial Depariment®
dated Downing-sirveet, 5th October, 1834, L
13 THE Representations which have from time to time been received from the Legislature and inhabitants of
several of the Colonies in North America, respecting the internal Postage in that part of the British Do-
minions have not failed to attract the serious attention of His Majesty’s Government, and 1 have now the gratifica-
tion to send you an Act passed in the late Session ot Parliament, which I hope will prove the means of settling this
important question to the satisfaction of all parties. ‘I’he Act provides that so much of the Statute 5 Geo. 8 cap.
25, a3 authorizes the taking of certain rates of inland Postage within His Majesty’s Dominions in North America,
shali be repealed from the time when 11is Majesty’s congent shall be signified to Acts ot the Provincial Legisiatures,
impasiog the same or other rates ot Postage, and making such regulations for the mapagement of the Post Office
by the Post Master General or his Deputies, as to the Legislatures may seem expedient, -
You will observe, that in order to give eflect to this Act, certain Biils must be passed by the Provincial Legisla-
tures and receive the Royal Assent; and § need scarcely add, that to establish a practicable system, it 13 essential
that a uniformity of view should pervade their Bills. His Majesty’s Government therefore, in order to secure those
important conditions, has thought it hest to direct the preparation of one common Biil to be submitted to the Legis- -
lative Council and Assembly ol each Colony aflected by the present measure.

** 1 have the honor to enclose the Drait thus prepared, which you will cause to be brought before the Assembly.
You will at the same time assure the Assembly, that the Bill has been {ramned with the most anxious deliberation on
the p:t:u of the Post Master Geaeral and my Predecessor, and with the most minute attention to every detail which
itembraces. : -

*¢ It oras found imposaible to devise any practicable’ plan for keeping separate the accounts of the Post Office
Revenue and expenditure in cach possession in North America; and when the accounts were blended, no mode of
distributing the surplus Revenue appeared to be free from serious objection, except to apportion it according to the
gross amount of Postage collected withiu each Colony. A provision therefore, to this eflect, has been made in the
Imperial Act ol Parliament. In order however, to admit of any other plan which might be preferred by the Provin-
cial Legislatures, a power has been left to them to alter this clause by local enactments. 1 should scarcely aptici-
pate that at the present time any more cligible expedient is likely to be suggested than the one adopted by the Im-
perial Act ; and as any alteration of it could not be carried into effect until agreed to by each separate Legislature;
1t is perhaps to be wished, that at any rate, for a period sufficient to try the remainder of the proposed measure, the
provision made by Parliament on thia point should rémain untouched, ™ . .

** The projected ‘Taritl” of Pustage effects a considerable reduction upon the existing Rates, more especially in.

'T'he tcndency of this arrangement o encourage intercoutse between the mose widely separa-
ted portions of His Majesty’s extensive Territory 1 North Ameriea, twill not fail, I feel assured, to meet the appro-
bation of the Legislative Council and Assemblv, In settling the scale of postage, His Majesty’s Government has
been guided in a great measure by the Report of a Committee of the House of Assembly in Upper Canada, which
sat avout three years 3go, and which is undelstood to have founded its recommendation chiefly on the 1ates-of
chargein the United States, ~ .

**In the mportant matter of the charges on the conveyance of Newspapers, and printed periodical works; His
Majesly’s Government has not been unmindful of the representations which it has from time to time received of the
wishes of Lthe people in British North America; a rate of Postage is proposed in the present Bill, which is little more
than one hall of the rate charged in the United States, and which is as low as it cou!d be, unless the papers werecon-

‘¢ 'I'his power is desigined to spare the necessity of tedious actions in law, to ascertain doubtful points, and _ia
coniormable with a power which has hcen given to the Post Master General in thia Country, in concurrence with
the Lords Commissioners of the ‘[reasury, by the late Act 4 and 5 WV, 4, cap. 44, T

I have now to draw your attention to a very important part of ‘the Bill :—should the Post Office' Revenuo
prove unequal to the expenditure, it is obvions that there must be some immediate menns of supplying the want 5
a temporary deficiency in the Post Office Revenue, however short, must be attend2d with the most serious_iacon-
venience, as affecting a service which could not stop for a day without injuring the Commerce, and confounding the
general transactions of the whole Countty. Impressed by this view, His Majesty’s Government has determined:

Sacramental Test, as prescribed by the 2d Section of the Act 1S Geo. g, cap. 7. .

« His Majesty’s Government feels itselt’ precluded from aceeding to the suzgestion that it should recommend the
Repeal of this Clause by Parliament. In order however to afford relief to persons of foreizn birth who have been
long resident in the Colony, with the wish to be deemed British Subjeets, there will be no objection to consent ton
Provincial Law enacting that individuals who have had their settled place of abede in New Brunswick for seven years
or rore, previous to the passing of the Statate, may become entitled to the privileges of natural born subjects by tak-
ing the Oath of Allegiance within three vears alter the passing of the Act, if they be of the {uil age ol 16 at that time;
if not, within threc years from their attaining that age. The Oath of Allegiance administered under any such Pro-
vincial Act might also be made to include a Deciaration that the party had been an actua! resident for seven years,
according to the intention of the Statute. Iannex the form of an Oath which would meet both objects. 1t must be
understoad, that no Bill of the nature in question could be assentcd to unless it were entirely retrospective—neither
could any provision be admitted respecting the renunciation of any allegiance, or supposed allegiance, to any-foreign
State. That question must be decided by the general Law of Nations, without heing made the subject of any enact-
ment, either remedial or declaratory.  Finally, you will not be at liberty to assent to any Act on the present important
and dilficult subject, unless it contain a clause suspending its operation until the pleasure of His Majesty be significd.
