In an interview in the Toronto World,
Mr. Blackstock, who holds one of the
largest interests in the War Eagle,
stated in reply to a series of queries;
that arrangements were being made
with the O. P. R. whereby War Eagle
ore would likely be transported to the
smelter at the rate of 50 cents per ton,
and treated there at $7 per ton.

At present the War Eagle is in a posi-
tion to turn over to the smelter 100 tons
a day, or about 3000 tons per month.
The output of the mine is, moreover, to
be at once increased. The company is
contracting for a new forty drill air
compressor with which to supplement
20-drill compressor now ai work on the
property. The new compressor, to-
gether with a fresh electric hoisting ap-
paratus and other machinery, will, it is
expected, be in place by about July 1.
With the new plant Mr. Blackstock
estimates that the War Eagle’s output
will equal the Le Loi’s. It will be about
200 tons a day, or 6,000 a month. The
capacity of the Trail smelter being about
10,000 tons a month, the War Eagle will
thus be in a position to supply three-
fifths of the total amount of the ore re-
quired to keep it going.

Kootenay Light & Power Co. to
Build a Power Station.

THE NEW SCHOOLHOUSE

The War Eagle to Put Up a Boarding
. House of Dressed Stone That Will
Cost $8,000—-Presbyterians to Erect

a Church—Other Structures.

The operations of the British America
corporation, promised the inauguration
of electricity in working mines and the
development of numerous properties, are
showing their good ‘results in the much
better feeling which exists in business
circles and permanent improvements be-
ing made in the way of building. Two
large structures—the War Eagle build-
ing and the Light & Power sub-station—

A BIG SUB-STATION.

Substantial Fireproof House For the
Electric Power Plant.

Tenders are being called for the con-
struction of a permanent sub-station for
the West Kootenay Light & Power
company, which will be one of the most
substantial buildings In Rossland. The
gsite selected iz near the Red Mountain
depot. The building will be of brick,
with a galvanized iron roof, thus making
it practically fireproof. It will be 47 by
33 feet, and will contain the transformers

and other apparatus for the distribution
of power.

he building will be provided with
cement floors, one part being arranged
with piers for the support of the trans-
formers. Under these will be air ducts
for supplying air for cooling purposes.
The construction throughout will be
very heavy and the building will be one
of the most substantial ever erected for
the purpose intended.

New Presbyterian Church.

The trustees of the Presbyterian
church have decided to proceed at once
with the construction of a mew edifice,
and a building committee has been ap-
pointed for that purpose.

* A Two-Story Frame.

The following year he came
to British Columbia and went to work
at his trade in Victoria. His first posi-
tion as a peace officer was on the. police
force of Victoria.

His
duties as a government officer brought
him to the Knotenays, where his name
and fame became a warning to evil doers
and a guarantee of law and order to all.

He remained there till March 4
and then went to Spokane, where he re-
mained until Wednesday last: Mr.
Woodhouse is not an enthusiast, but he

goes into raptures when he speaks of the
Republic mine at Republic camp. He
gays that at the 250-foot level the ore
body of the Republic is seven feet wide
and assays go as high as $400 in gold
Messrs. Robbins & Long of this city own
150,000 shares of this stock. Two or
three-days before this rich ore was found
he took a cross section of /the ore body
for the purpose of havingit assayed, and
he bet the foreman of the mine that it
would not go over $250 to the ton. Mr.
‘Woodhouse caused the assay to be made
and found that he had lost the bet. In
addition’ to the Republic work is being
pushed on other mines in that vicinity.
The people there think they are going
to have quite a camp in time, but they
do not realize how big it will be.

The premier and
other members of the government ex-
pressed themselves in hearty sympathy
with the idea, and declared that the
subject has for some time been engaging
the attention of the government with a
view to action as soon as a practicable
scheme can be devised.

NEWS OF NELSON.

Annual Meeting of the Kootenay Gen-
eral Hospital Society.

NeLsoN, March 10.—[Special.]—The
annual general meeting of the Kootenay
Lake General Hospital society was held
on Wednesday afternoon. In the ab-
sence of President Buchanan at Victoria

Vice-President Hamilton acted as chair-
man and submitted a detailed report
showing that the receipts for the year
have been $5,867.24, of which the gov-
ernment contributed $2,5600 and the C.
P. R. $1,214.80 and the Whitewater mine
$442, the balance being made up of pay
patients’ subscriptions, donations, col-
lections, etc. The cost of maintenance,
attendance, etc., amounted to $4,669.40,
leaving a balance of $392.23. During
the year 109 patients were treated at the
hospital.. Supplementing the president’s
report showing a balance on hand the
gecretary made a statemént showing
that with last month’s accounts just
passed and another account of $75 there
was a deficit of $222.09. The report was
received and adopted and a committee
" was appointed to draw the attention of
the Dominion and Provincial govern-
ments to the urgent necessity for further
accommodation for the hospital. The
president did not offer himself for re-
election and the following officers were
appointed: J. A.Turner, president; W.
A. Jowett, vice-president; % McArthur,
secretary, and A. H. Clements (re-
elected), treasurer.

The city council has instructed the
city engineer to obtain estimates of the
cost of a pavement either of blocks or
asphalt for Baker street, between Koot-
enay and Hallstreets. If thecost be not
too high, the property owners along the
street have expressed the willingness to
have it defrayed by a frontage tax.

THE BOUNDARY QUESTION

It Has Been Settled By Concessions
to the United States,

Contention of the Americans That the
Three Marine Leagues Begins at
the Shore Acceded to.

New York, March 10.—The Press has
the following from Ottawa: Sir Julian
Pauncefote has informed the Canadian
ministers officially that he has arranged
a convention with the United States
whereby the Alaskan boundary dispute
has been settled. Under the terms of
the convention the British government
has conceded the claim of the United

States that the three marine leagues
should be measured from the shore of
the mainland, and should proceed along
the shores of the inlets, which are thus
recognized as arms of the ocean and not
as rivers. The contention of the Brit-
ish and Qanadian governments was
that the three marine league
limit should begin on the oceanward
gside of the islands and that the delimi-
tating line should be run across the in-
lets and not follow the configurations of
the shore. These inlets are numerous
and extend into the mainland a great
distarce, and the decision therefore is of
much importance to the United States.
The United States has agreed to the
British retaining the boundary on
the - limit of Chilcoot Pass and
the White Pass, because in the
Russo-British agreement of 1825 the
line of demarkation was flxed as one
running along the tops of the mountains.
The decision, while not entirely unex-
pected by the cabinet, is regarded with
disfavor. It was understood that the
British government was irritated at the
forwardness of the Canadian ministry, |
but it was not thought that the sur-
render would be so sweeping as it is.

THE DAVIE OBSEQUIES.

Thousands of Mourning Citizens Pay
the Last Tributes of Respect.

Vicroria, March 11.—Thousands of
citizens attended the funeral of the late
Hon. Theodore Davie, chief justice of
British Columbia, whose remains were

buried in Ross Bay cemetery. The
funeral took place from the residence of
Mrs. A. E. B. Davie, sister-in-law of the
deceased, on the George road, whither
the remains had been removed from St.
Joseph’s hospital. The casket was sur-
rounded with floral offerings, and among
them a very beautiful standard from the
Chinese Benevolent society.

The pall-bearers were: Hon. J. H.
Turner, premier; Ilon. C. E. Pooley,
president of council; Hon. James Baker,
provincial secretary ; Hon. G. B. Martin,
commissioner of lands and works; Hon.
D. M. Eberts, attorney-general; Hon.
Mr. McCraight, Mr. Justice Drake, Sir
Henry Crease, Mr. Justice Walkem and
Mr. Justice Irving.

TOWN OF EKUSEKONOOK.

It Promises to be Lively During the
Railway Construction Period.

S. A. Hartman, who left here some
weeks since for the purpose of establish-
ing a branch of his Rossland store in
Kuskonook, has returned. Mr. Hart-
man says that the new town on the lake
has been a lively place and that he in-

tends to keep his store there. He ex-
pects that it will be much livelier than
it is at present for the reason that the
'C. P. R. supplies for the west half of
the Crow’s Nest railway will have to be
shipped through that place. One of the
large tasks is-the construction of a bridge
across the Kootenay and Goat rivers and
a marsh. This bridge will be four miles
in length and will be one of the most
important and difficult pieces of work on
the Crow’s Nest branch. The O. P. R.
has advertised for 300 men to work on
this structure. The contract for furnish-
ing 1,500,000 feet of lumber to be used
on the construction of this bridge has
been let to the Sayward Lumber com-
pany. A partg of surveyors for the pro-
posed Nelson & Bedlington railway, vis-
ited Kuskonook a few ‘days since and
reported that the intention was to build
that road from Bonner’s Ferry to Kus-
konook during the coming dry season.
Next dyea.r they declared that the road
would be extended to Nelson. It is Mr.
Hartman’s intention to return to Kus-
konook within a few days.

Costello’s Low Bid.
Peter Costello, who built the Rossland
sewers, has been awarded the contract
for the construction of the sewer on

Riverside avenue, Spokane. His ex-
tremely low bid created surprise, and
was less than half of what the city en-
gineer figured it would cost, and was
$3,000 below -any of the other bidders.
Costello offered to do the work for $8,974
and he has put up $2,300, which he for-
feits in case he fails to enter into the
contract.

A SLANDERING SNOB.

. The British Columbia Mining Review,
through its Nelson correspondent, has
made a second attack on the British
America corporation .and Hon. Charles
H. Mackintosh, its managing director in

“ British Columbia. By means of inuendo
" the correspondent endeavors 10 throw
" cold water on the properties purchased

by the company in this camp and gener-
ally tries to decry the merits of the Trail
Creek district. This long range critic
talks like some one who had never
visited the camp, for among other things
he says:

“The country is still agasp at the pro-

" ceedings of the British America corpora-

tion. Of the properties announced on

‘their wonderful prospectus they have
_littie left besides those Chateaux en
- Espagne, which are going to be discov-

ered by the parties sent out to prospect
True they have the
Josie and West Le Roi, and the Nickel
Plate. The latter is (or was) the prop-
erty of one of the most astute mining
men in this country, and if the B. A. C.
has acquired it you may be sure that
they have paid its full value to the utter-
most cent. They have also remaining,
ostensibly, several other pieces of land
known here as claims (in the prospectus
they are called mines). ~As no work
whatever has been don& on them it is

jmpossible to say whether they are

worth more than the value of the dead
trees and scrub with which they are
covered. The recent proceedings of Mr.
Mackintosh are too much on the lines
followed by his notable predecessor, Mr.
Horne Payne, to encourage any confi-
dence whatever in their success by con-
gervative mining men in this country.”

The correspondent evidently is too
swift a witness against those whom he
geeks to injure. He says not a word
about the Columbia.& Kootenay group,
from which thousands of tons of ore
have been shipped and which is a mine,
notwithstanding his innuendoes to the
contrary. Then there is- the Great
Western group. This is one of the
promising properties of the camp, and
apparently only needs the expenditure
of alittle money to make it yield its
golden tribute. The Josie property
yielded 385 tons of ore in 1897, and is a
mine and a valuable one. The other
purchases of the British America corpo-
ration are properties which were passed
upon by experts whose reputation is
fixed upon such a sure foundation that
nothing that the envious and very
poorly informed Nelson writer can say
can harm. The best answer that has

. been made to the carping critics of

whom the Nelson man is one, is that
made by Mr. Durent, the manager of
the corporation. Through him the
British America Corporation says that
it has the utmost confidence in Mr.
Mackintosh and that it is prepared to
gpend millions of doHars in developing
what he has bought. The -company
ought to know its business ‘better than
the Nelson man, who, it is more than
probable, has never visited this camp
and writes altogether on hearsay. The
sthtus and footing of the-Nelson ecritic,
however, is fixed by the scurrilous and
snobbish attack that he made on Hon.
Oharles H. Mackintosh because he was
entertained at dinner by Mrs
and Mrs. G. W. King of the
hotel of this city. There
was nothing that called for an attack in
this. On the eve of Mr. Mackintosh’s
departure for England the popular host
and hostess of the Allan house gave Mr.
Mackintosh and three or four of his
friends, among whom were some of the
most respected men in thecity,a dinner.

. That’s all there was to the matter, and

yet this pharisiacal critic of Nelson en-
deavors to make out of it a bacchanalian
revel. The article taken all together is
cowardly, malicious and unwarranted,
and the entire animus is probably. due
to the fact that Mr. Mackintosh pre-
ferred Trail Creek to Nelson as a place
in which to invest the millions entrusted

to Lhim for investment.

DISCRIMINATING FREIGHT RATES

There should no longer be any doubt
concerning the desire of D. C. Corbin to
operate his railways so as to discrimin-

ate- against-the Kootenay smelting in-
dustry and in favor of ore reduction
works in the United States. A commit-
tee of ‘the Nelson board of trade, ap-
pointed to look into the question of local
freight rates, has reported as follows:

1. The rate on ore from Hall Siding,
11 miles, (or any other point on the N.
& F. 8. railway) to Nelson, is $2.25 per
ton. : '

9. The rate on ore from Nelson. 55

miles (or any other point on the N. & F.
S. railway) to Northport, is §1 per ton.
- 8. The rate .on ore from Rossland to
Northport, 18 miles, 75 cents per ton.

4. The rate on .ore from the Velvet
mine, on the Red. Mountain railway, to

Nelson is $2.75 per ton.
5. The rate on ore from Robson to

Nelson, 28 miles, is $1 per ton.
6. The rate on ore from Slocan City to

Nelson, 45 miles, is §3 per ton.

7. The rate on ore from Sandon and
intermediate points to Kaslo, which is
being shipped to United States smelters,
is $3 fer ton.

8. The rate on ore from Sandon and
intermediate points to Kaslo, which is
being shipped to Nelson, is $5 per ton.

9. The rate on ore from Nelson to Ta-

coma is $8 per ton.
10. The rate on ore from Hall Siding
and other points on the N. & F. 8. rail-

\

way south of Nelson to Tacoma, is $6.25
per ton.
A glanceat 1and 2 in the above re-

one that this is a serious discrimination
against Nelson and in favor of North-
port. The same thing applies in 7 and
8, which .is clearly a discrimination
against Nelson and Pilot Bay and in
favor of United States smelting points.
The committee points out that the
Nelson & Fort Sheppard railway was

recommends that a letter, setting forth
the above facts, be forwarded without
unnecessary delay, to the lieutenant-
governor-in-council. .

Instead of discriminating against the
smelting industry of Xootenay, Mr.
Corbin’s railways ghould be compelled
to discriminate against smelting points
and business centers in the United
States and in favor of Kootenay smelters
and Kootenay merchants. This can
easily be done if the Provincial and Do-
minion governments make a proper bar-
gain in granting the Kettle River Valley
railway charter. T

SATISFACTORY SMELTER RATES.

Tae MiINER has been asked to explain
the reason why all the mines of this
camp which are in a position to _make
shipments of ore do not take advantage
of the $7.50 freight and treatment rate
quoted by the Trail smelter.

In the past the cry of Rossland mine
owners was that the cost of smelting was
too high, but it cannot be said that the
rateis exorbitant now. We have been
given to understand that geveral com-
panies have already contracted to sell
their orejat Trail, and;that regular ship-
ments will be made by them in the near
fature. ‘'There are, however, several
mines with shipping ore ready for
stoping that have not taken advantage
of this low rate. We do not know what
excuse they have for so doing.

It is hoped for the general advance-
ment of the camp that every mine
capable of producing ore of a shipping
grade will make arrangements for
the disposal of it. There is now no rea-
son why the present ore output of the
Trail Creek division should not be
trebled within the next 30 days. If this
was done Rossland would at once be-
come the most prosperous city on the
Ameérican continent, and several mining
companies in this camp would quickly
be in the list of dividend payers.

THE K. R. V. RAILWAY.

As the discussion progresses concern-
ing the advisability of granting the char-
ter for the construction of the Kettle
River Valley railway, it becomes more
evident that that privilege, if granted
on the terms suggested by D. C. Corbin,
would be a very valuable concession and
would result in the commerce of the
United States and particularly the smélt-
ing industry of the State of Washington
being very considerably advanced at the
expense of the merchants and smelters
of southern British Columbia.

To all familiar with the policy of Mr.
Corbin, it is & well known fact that heis
determined to make Northport,a point
geven miles south of the International
boundary, an important business center.
It is quite natural that he should direct
his energies to that end. *Northport isa
center from which his railway system
already branches out in three different
directions and, if he can but secure from
the Dominion government his charter to
tbe Boundary Creek country, there
will be a fourth spoke to this hub. It is
at Northport that the Red Mountain,
the Nelson & Fort Sheppard and the
Spokane Falls & Northern railways meet.
There is ample evidence of Mr. Corbin’s
attempt to build up Northport. Through
his instrumentality the Le Roi smelter
was erected there instead of at Sayward,
a point three miles on this side of the
Forty-ninth parallel, and where there
are as many natural advantages for
the economical reduction of ore as at
Northport. Mr. Corbin’s expenditure
of an enormous amount of money on the
construction of a bridge over the Co-
lumbia river at Northport is another in-
stance of the favoritism that he has
always evinced towards that town.

On the other hand Mr. Corbin has
never gone out of his way to promote
the prosperity of the towns in British
Columbia which are reached by his rail-
ways,

Oonsidering all this and bearing in

mind that he has not constructed a foot

‘port should be sufficient to convince any-

heavily subsidized by the Province, and |

of railway in the Province without a
princely subgidy, it is plainly apparent
that Mr. Corbin has made up his mind
to foster the prosperity of the country to
which he owes allegiance as a citizen,
and at the expense of the prosperity of
British Columbia. What is there to
lead any one possessed of ordinary in-
telligence to believe that what he has
done in this respect in Kootenay will not
be re-enacted in the Boundary Creek
country as soon as he obtains a charter
for the construction of the Kettle Biver
Valley railway?

Mr. Corbin’s hired lobbyists at Otta-
wa may place great stress on the fact
ihat he is willing to quote the same
rates for hauling merchandise and ore
between Kootenay points and the
Boundary Creek country as he would
between the United States towns of
Northport, Bossburg, Marcus and Spo-
kane and points reached by his railroad
in South Yale district, but their sophis-
tries will have no influence when it is
explained that the American towns just
named completely control the. trade of
the Kettle river valley. ~

If Mr. Corbin was not disposed to dis-
criminate against Kootenay merchants
and smelters he would have long ago
placed Rossland and Nelson on an equal
basis with Northport, so far as local
points along his road are concerned.
That he has not done so has been prov-
ed by the recent startling discoveries of
a committee of the Nelson board cf

trade.
Trr MINER sees but one way to place

an effectual check on Mr. Corbin’s pol-
icy of bleeding the business men of this
country for the benefit of towns. in the
United States. He is desperately anx-
jous to get the Kettle River Valley
charter ; at his own terms, if possible, but
at a considerable sacrifice, if necessary.
In granting the charter, it is within the

power of the Dominion government to

force Mr. Corbin to quote lower traffic
rates between the Boundary OCreek
country and Kootenay points than to
any town in American territory. It is
only necessary for parliament to take
thisstand and maintain it firmly, and
Mr. Corbin will gladly accept the terms.
Thus would the Boundary Creek country
be connected with Kootenay by a rail-
way which would be constructed without
a subsidy and fer the direct benefit of

this country.

THE OITY DEBENTURES.

The city council has acted wisely in
finally disposing of the question as to
the sale of the $65,000 in ‘municipal de-
bentures to the Bank of British North
America. The price paid for these
bonds was better than could be then ob-
tained elsewhere and the bank rendered
a good service to the city in making the
offer at the time it did. It is “geHierally
conceded that by buying the b nds when

~ .

it did the bank helped to establish the

credit of the city in Eastern centers.
While it is true that Mr. Magor’s offer
for the purchase of the debentures was a
trifle better than that of the bank, it
must be remembered that his tender
was submitted after the bid of the bank
had been made public and accepted.

It is hoped that the affairs of the city
will never again be so mismanaged that
the need to borrow money without first
calling for tenders will arise., If the
existing and succeeding city councils of
Rossland continue to safeguard the in-
terests and the credit of the municipal-
ity as conscientiously as has been done
since the last eléction there need be no
alarm on that score; but if some unfor-
seen emergency should demand the hur-
ried negotiation of a loan, the city will
be fortunate if terms can be made as
good as was the case in this instance.

A CANADIAN MINT.

The Dominion minister of finance, in
reply to an ad captandum question in
the house of commons, the other day, as
to the matter of establishinga mint in
Canads, replied: ““The government has
not yet decided that it would establish a
mint in this country.” Mr. Fielding’s
answer should have been that the gov-
ernment intended to establish a mint in
Canada, and, in the opinion’ of THE
MINER, this would have been the proper
reply, if the government had thoroughly
studied the mintage question, go far asit
relates to Canada. While it is true that
the government has made a profit of
about & million dollars by having its
gilver and copper money coined in Eng-
land during the period between 1881 and
1896, it is equally so that there is a great
loss in another direction, which,
if not allowed to exist, would
more than equal - this profit,
and at the same time keep
more meta] money in the Dominion.
The gold production of Canada during
the past 31 years has, in round figures,
been about $80,000,000. Practically all
of this vast sum has been shipped out of
Capada to the United States at a loss of
over five per cent to the producer. This
alone represents a loss of $4,000,000 to
the Canadian producers and incidentally
to. the Dominion. At ‘present there is
some $10,000,000 in gold in the Domin-
jon treasury, nearly every dollar of
which is in coin of the United States.
The chartered banks have some $8,000,-
000 in gold in their vaults, principally in
United States coin.  Then there is
probably $1,000,000 1n gold floating
about in general circulation. This
makes a total of about $19,000,000 in
gold in the Dominion, all of which is of
the mintage of other countries. There
is $5,000,000 in silver and $35,000,000 in
paper. The system of having silver and

copper coined in England and gold in

thé United States is all wrong.

It has been claimed that the expense
of erecting and maintaining a mint
would be too great ; that it would cost in
the neighborhood of $100,000 per annum
to do this. We believe that this esti-
mate is excessive for the amount of
money that Canada would find it neces-
gary to have coined. If the British
authorities can make money by coining
gilver money for Canada for a compen-

‘sation of three per cent, and the Birm-

ingham firm that coins copper for us can
make a profit out of the undertaking,
and the United States can make some-
thing on seigniorage on the gold and
the charge exacted for its coinage, Can-

ada could also make something out of

the business of coining money for her
people. '
Canada is 8 nation now in size and
importance, with a population of 6,000,-
000, and should have a distinctive gold
coinage of her own, and surely there is
sufficient patriotism in the country to
compel the powers that be to give this
very important m#tter serious attention.
As the country is developed this neces-
gity will grow. Another important ‘ea-

ture that should not be overlooked in

this matter is that the gold, silver and

‘copper are among the important pro-

ducts of the country, and that if there
was more metal money the security of
the paper in circulation would be given
even greater stability than it has at
present. The making of money is a
governmental function just as much as
the making of laws, and the people of
Oanada should not allow the authorities
to continue to farm it out to other
nations. Let Canadian gold be made
into Canadian coin on Canadian soil.

GOCD TIMES AHEAD.

From now on it is a certainty that the
general condition of business in Ross-
land will steadily continue to improve.
The outiook for the immediate future is
particularly encouraging. Through the
efforts of the deputation recently sent to
Victoria by the city council, nearly $40,-
000 will be expended in the camp within
the next six months by the Provincial
government, This large sum will be
distributed in constructing roads and
trails and in theerection of a court house
and another school house. Another ex-
penditure almost equal to this will be
made by the municipality in street im-
provements and the|completion of the
sewage system. But by far the great-
est item of increased expenditure will be
found in the additions that will be made
to the payrolls of the mines. The reduc-
tion of freight and treatment rateg on
ores to $7.50 per ton, the consequent de-
termination of nine or ten companies to
make regular shipments of ore without
further delay and the operations of the
British America corporation and half a
dozen other wealthy syndicates, which
are preparing to do extensive develop-
ment work, should double the present
force of miners in this division, which
means a disbursement of more than
$100,000 every month. Of course this
is as nothing when compared to the con-
dition that will prevail here as soon as
Rossland boom commences in London;
nevertheless, Rossland at present has no
cause for complaint, for there are
few places in the world where there will
be such general prosperity as will' pre-
vail in Rossland during the coming sum-
mer, '

EDITORIAL NOTES.

Tae local smelting situation is now
sich that there is no reason why the ore
shipments of this camp should net be
made to amount to treble the present
output in a very short time.

It is very satisfactory to know that
the Sisters in charge of the Mater Miser-
cordia hospital are willing to share the
management of that institution with the
Provincial government and the city
council.

Tae stockholders in companies own-
ing mines in and around Rossland that
are capable of producing shipping ore are
tired waiting for dividends. There is
now no reason why they should suffer
from further delay.

Mz. W. B. McInNEs has introduced a
bill into parliament to provide for a $500
poll tax upon Japanese as well as
Chinese. We have no idea that the
measure will become law, and Mr. Me-
Innes can hardly expect that it will ;
but its introduction will serve a good
purpose by forcing the Dominion gov-
ernment to define its position upon this
important question.

Tae Spokesman-Review of Spokane,
has rushed to the defence of D.C. Cor-
bin in the matter of the Kettle River
Valley Railway charter. The Spokane
paper evidently is fearful lest that town
will not be given (fi opportunity to ob-
tain the trade the rich Boundary
Oreek country. No greater evidence is
required to prove that Spokane will reap
the chief benefits arising from the de-
velopment of South Yale if proper care
is not exercised in the granting of the
Kettle River Valley Railway charter.

Lorp GrorgE HamiLToN, who is men-
tioned as the probable successor of the
Earl of Aberdeen as governor-general of
the Dominion of Canada, is the son of
the first Duke of Abercorn, an Irish
peer. He was born in 1845. The Ham-
ilton family is a very ancient and honor-
able one. Although the present title of
Duke of Abercorn, which the head of
the family holds, it is of recent creation,
the duke’s title of Baron of Strabane

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Union Men Will Not Patronize Those,
Who Employ Asiatics.

RESOLUTIONS  ADOPTED

One Is Against Advertising in Foreign
Countries for Work to Be Performed
Here—Labor Men May Run a Par-
liamentary Candidate.

At the meeting of the Trades and
bor council, held Saturday evening,
many questions affecting labor interests
were discussed, and it becomes more ap-
parent at each meeting that greater in-
terest is being taken by labor men in the

proceedings of this council.

A communication from the Western
Federation of Miners, Butte, was re-
ceived, asking that delegates be elected
to attend a convention at Salt Lake City,
in the early part of May, at which ques-
tions affecting labor in the west will be
discussed and a scheme formulated by
which all trade unions and labor organi-
zations in the west will combine with a
view to protecting their mutual interests.

The Cigarmakers Union of Kamloops
asked that all union and labor men in
this camp be asked to buy nothing but

. union-made cigars, which ought to bear

a blue label.

The following resolution was passed by
the council :

Whereas, ‘It having come to the
knowledge of this council that barely
one-tenth of the cigars used in thiscamp
are made by union labor; therefore be it

Resolved, In the best interests of
unionism, that all labor men are earn-
estly desired to smoke only those cigars
which are made by union labor, each box
of which should bear the blue label of the
Cigarmakers’ union.

The employment of Chinese and Jap-
anese 1n any form was strongly con-
demned, and the secretary was directed
to inform the Victoria Trades & Labor
Council of the hearty support of this
council to the new act at present before
the provincial legislature called the alien
labor act. This act makes an employer
of Chinese or Japanese labor on a fran-
chise granted by the government liable
to a penalty for every offense.

The following resolution with regard
to the employment of Chinese in hotels,
restaurants, private families, etc., was
also passed : :

Whereas, It has come to the notice of
this council that the employment and
patronage of Mongolians 1is gradually
becoming more extensive in our city;
and

Whereas, The evil effects upon the
business interests and the laboring ele-
ment of a community (as exemplified in
our coast cities) that are the natural re-
gult of the introduction of this class of
coolie competition are to be deplored
and if possible avoided, therefore be it

Resolved, That in the opinion of this
council the time has arrived when or-
ganized labor, and its friends sbould be-
stow their patronage upon white laun-
dries, and such hotels and other business
firms that employ white labor only,
gince it is obvious that there is practic-
ally an unlimited supply of cooks, wait=>
ers, laundry men and women, laborers,
domestic servants and other workers
that immediately feel the blighting
effects of this unfair competition.

The attention of the council wasdrawn
to the faet that tenders for certain
buildings to be erected in the camp were
being asked for in Spokane and as this
was only a precursor to such contracts
being awarded to foreign contractors
thereby taking work away from the
people of this camp, the following reso-
lutions was carried without a dissenting
vote:

Whereas, The War Eagle Consolidated
Mining & Development company, lim-
ited, has advertised for tenders in Spo-
kape for the materials and construction
of their proposed new boarding house to
be erected at Rossland ; therefore be it

Resolved., That the Trades & Labor
Council of Rossland condemn the prac-
tice of taking work into a foreign coun-
try to be figured on, when there are
competent contractors and mechanics in
this city to do the work.

The approaching provincial election
was extensively discussed,and as the
greater portion of union men in this
camp are already on the voters’ list, it
;s believed that the working men will be
able to run a candidate of their own with
every prospect of success.

The organization committee reported
that a preliminary meeting of engineers
and firemen with a view to forming a
union, will be held this week. When
the barbers and cigar makers form
anions, which will no doubt take place
in the near future, Rossland will be the
strongest union town in Canada, almost
every branch of labor being organized.

In future the meeting of the Trades
and Labor Council will take place on the
second and fourth Tuesdays in each
month, instead of Saturday as formerly.

VAN HORNE’S PLAN.

C. P. R. Intends to Build Three Steam-
ers for the Asiatic Trade.

MoxTREAL, March 16.—While in New
York Sir William Van Horne is reported
to have made the following statement in

interview: ‘The C. P. R. expects at
early date to build three big ocean
liners about the size of the Teutonic,

and place them on the route between
Vancouver and Yokohama when they
‘are ready. It isthe intention to utilize
the boats now running between these
ports for passenger and freight service
between Vancouver and Australia.
When thisis donea fast line will be
established between Quebec and Halifax
and Liverpool, reducing the time of pas-
sage to three and a half days. The C.
P. R. will then be able to take passen-
gers at Euston and land them at Yoko-
hama without transferring them to any
other line.”” This, Sir William says, it
will be able to do by 1900.

iT IS A CANARD.

Shaughnessy Says C. P. R. Bondhold-

ers Are Not Interfering i1n Rate War.

Mon~TREAL, March 16.—Mr. Shaugh-
nessy, vice-president of the C. P. R,,
emphatically denies the report going the
rounds of the United States press to the
effect that a majority of the European

bondholders of the C. P. R. are dissatis-
fied with the position taken Dy the
officials here in the present rate war,
and have brought influence to bear on
the management in Montreal to force

the C.P.R. into line and restrain it
from further wasting revenue. “There
is absolutely no foundation for such a re-
port,”” said Mr. Shaughnessy, ‘‘the
bondholders in -England and Europe
have expressed no dissatisfaction with
oar management and our position has
received the sapport of such people, and
the report to the contrary is simply a
United States newspaper story.”

Chance For Settlement.
MONTREAL, Que., March 16.—The fol-
lowing was given out today here by the
railways interested in reference to the

meeting of the Joint Traffic association
at New York yesterday: ‘The meeting
was fully attemded by representatives of
all the lines interested, and after a dis-
cussion of all matters in dispute a sub-
committee was appointed to consult
with the American lines and the Can-
adian Pacific railway, at which confer-
ence the Grand Tfunk railway was also
represented. The¢ various features cf

ELONDIEKE TRADE.

It Is So Great That Is Is Hard to
Handle.

Vicroria, March 16.—The steamer
Islander will sail for Skagway, Dyea,
Juneau and Wrangel this evening with
350 gold seekers and a full cargo of out-
fits and general freight.

The importations of eastern goods into
Victoria have become so heavy in conse-
quence of the Klondike outfitting trade

that the daily mail stéamer Charmer is
unable to bring over all the merchandise
brought for this city over the C. P. R.
In consequence the C. P.N. Co. has
decided to make extra trips with the
Yosemite and Willapa until the rush of
freight is over.

In the legislature today the motion by
Mr. Adams for crown granting the placer
mining lands of the province was ruled
out of order as beyond the jurisdiction
of a private member to deal with. The
government announced, bowever, - that
guch a step is now under consideration
and a scheme will be submitted to the
mining committee.

LATEST FROM DAWSON.

Plenty of Food and New Strikes of
. Rich Placers. '

Vicroria, March 16.—The steamer
City of Seattle arrived from the north
this evening with the latest news from
Dawson, showinz that everything was

orderly, as usual, and there is an abun-
dance of food.’ It is reported that in
January there were very promising finds
on the Alaskan side of the boundary
line, & stampede from Circle City to
Americah creek resulting, while the
Manook creek claims, also in United
States territory, continue to do well.
The theory is advanced that the reason
for Major Walsh’s sudden change in
plans, and his return to the post at Big
Salmon, is in the belief that the recent

iscoveries on Walsh creek, near there,
justify the “belief in a ‘gettlement there
in the near future rivalling even that at
Dawson. .

Looking for His Daughter.
Victoria, B. C.. March 16.—William

Lynch is in the city looking for his

daughter Irene, a girl of 14 years, who
left her home in San Francisco on Wed-
nesday and is supposed to have come
north on the steamer City of Puebla,
which arrived yesterday. It is
thought that she was abducted
by ¢ a procuress. Irene, who is a
musical prodigy, left her home Wednes-
day last to purchase some music. Since
that time she has not been seen by her
parents. Detectives Perdue and Palmer
met the City of Puebla upon her arrival
from San Francisco. A thorough search
was made, but the child could not be

found.

FIFTEEN LIVES LOST.

A Destructive Fire Yesterday After-
noon in Chicago. \

CHicAGO, March 16.—It required just
90 minutes this afternoon for one of the
most savage fires Chicago has geen since
the cold storage fire on the world’s fair
grounds in 1893 to take from 10 to 15
‘lives, maim 15 persons and reduce a six

story brick building to a pile of blazing
timber, red hot bricks and twisted iron.
The number of dead is still in doubt and
probably will not be definitely known
until the debris of the building is suffi-
ciently clear to admit of a search being
made for the bodies of those who un-
doubtedly are in the ruins. This will
be two days hence at least. Three men
are known to be dead. The
missing number 12, who are without
question buried in the wreck of the
building. The building was gix stories
high and bad a frontage of 58 feet on
Wabash avenue, and extended back 160
feet to an allev. The-origin of the fire is
in dispute. By some it is gaid  to have
been caused by an explosion of collodion
in the wallpaper warerooms of Alfred
Pear, on the third floor, and by others
to have been the result of an explosion
among some photographical chemicals
in the photographical house of Sweet,
Wallach & Co. The employee of both
concerns deny that there was an explo-
gion in their vicinity. The weight of
evidence seems to be, however, that the
explosion was in the lower part of the
building, for the flames shot up the
lightshaft at once.

ONTARIO CONTESTS.

Recounts Have Made No Changes in
the Result of Elections.

ToroNTO, March 16.—All the recounts
in the recent elections are now con-
cluded, and the result is to leave things
as before, in spite of the expectations
aroused for a day or two that the Lib-
erals would lose West Elgin, and subse-

quently that the Congervatives would
Jose West Huron or Ottawa. There are
appeals, however, to the high court in
the cases of West Elgin, South Perth,
West Huron and Ottawa, but it is gen-
erally conceded that things will remain

as they are.

CITY DEBENTURES

Council Unanimously Awards Them
to Bank of B. N. A.

SUNDAYOBSERVANCELAW

Steps Will Be Taken to Have Labor
Suspended and Places of Amuse-
ment Closed—License to Brokerl-—'
Other Matters Disposed Of.

The city council, as a committee of
the whole, Tuesday evening ratified and
confirmed the agreement of the former
council, for the sale of the $65,000 of
Rossland debentures to the Bank of
British North America, in accordance
with & resolution passed by the city
coancil on December 22, and directed
that the debentures be delivered to that
bank. The resolution referred to was,

briefly, that in consideration of the
bank advancing $14,000 at that time, the
city would sell to the bank the $65,000
of debentures, drawing 5% per cent. in-
terest at par.

The matter has been one of much
interest for the reason that after the
Bank of British North America had
offered to take the bonds, Victor Magor,

as agent for an eastern firm of bond buy-}

ers, offered the city six per cent, and
then arose the question as to whether
the council should stand by its agree-
ment with the Bank of British North
America or accept the subsequent an
beiter offer of the eastern buyers. Sev-
eral letters have passed on the subject
and action has been deferred in order
that so important a subject ghould come
before the council when every member
was in attendance.
The Bank’s Statement.

The position of the bank was exhaus-
tively presented 1n a letter from Man-
ager Oliver, in which it was stated that
if the bank had only itself to consult,

the matter of relinquishing its claim to

the bonds would be a very simple one.
He answered the council that finan-
cial institutions -do not speculate in
securities, but when making an offer,
have already arranged for the sale of the
securities. “‘This bank,” Mr. Oliver
says, ‘‘had opportunity of placing Ross-
land bonds at a rate which it thought of
benefit to the city.and consequently

made an offer which was accepted and

since confirmed and ratified by rate-|po

payers, after which the bank closed the
transaction.” -

The bank is not in a position to waive
rights. Having contracted to deliver,
the bank did not act hastily, but waited
till the ratepayers had ratified the by-
law authorizing the issue, and when all
details were known to ratepayers. The
bank recognizes that the council de-
gires to make the best possible bar-
gain -for the city, but it also regrets
that it is unable to waiveits rights to the
debentures, being confident that the
council will adhere to the agreement
entered into in good faith.”

For the reason that a subsequent offer
was made, the letter goes into the gen-

‘eral aspect of the case. ' Attention was
called’to thefact that it had been a very
‘dall summer and fall; that business had

been' quiet and the future uncertain..

| The late mayor stated that, after in.
quiry everywhere in eastern Canada,

the best offer he could get for 6 per cent
debentures, was Ppar. This company
afterwards indicated its desire to with-
draw from the-agreement, and the bank
then made its offer. which was accepted
bv the council, and Mr. Oliver says in
his letter, that he does not think there
is a citizen who will deny that, at that

time, it was a good bargain for the city. |

By its action in agreeing to urchase the
debentures, the bank, Mr. liver claim-
ed, helped to es:ablish the credit of the
city of Rosslandin the financial centers.
Being largely interested in the future of
the city, the fact that it was willing to
buy its debentures gave a standing to
the city that it did not before possess,
and one result was that a higher offer
was afterwards made.

«“The bank believes that it rendered
good service to the city in making an
offer for the bonds at the time it did,”’
concludes Mr. Oliver, “and has perfect
confidence that the council will adhere
to the agreement.”’

Sunday Observance.

In behalf of the Sunday Observance
league, a delegation appeared before the
council with a petition of 500 names, re~

questing that mining and building op-
erations be suspended on Sundays, and
that stores and business houses and
other places of business, and skating
rinks and places of amusements be
closed. Mr. Mills, the Rev. Mr. Gan-
dier and Rev. Mr. Ladner addressed the
council on behalf of a Sunday closing
measure. .

Steps will be taken to secure copiee of
the Sunday observance laws. Mr.
Clute stated that he, for one, would sup-
port such a measure, 80 far as it was
reasonable and essential.

Public Works.

The board of works has elected Alder-
man Lalonde chairman for 1898, and has
decided to meet every Monday at 3
o’clock for the consideration of matters

coming under their jurisdiction.

The board recommended the engage-
ment of Arthur Dutton as street fore-
man at 35 cents (i)er hour, while on duty.
It was reported that the snowbanks
were moved during the month of
February at a cost of $147, and that men
have been put to work clearing gutters
to prevent the flow of water on side-
walks; that two catch basins have been
put in, one at the corner of Columbia
avenue and Washington street and the
other at the corner of Washington and
First avenue; that more catch basins
will be made as soon as the frost is out
of the ground. The board also recom-
mended to the council that hydrants be
placed in the following localities: Omne
at the corner of Washington street and
Second avenue; corner Davis street and
Le Roi avenue ; corner Davies street and
Thompson avenue, and that the clerk
correspond with the Rossland Water &
Light company, requesting them to ex-
tend their mains in order to have the
water supply at the points above men-

tioned. :
Views of Councilmen.

Mayor Wallace, as a member of the
old council, favored the position of the
bank and said he came to the meeting

determined to defend that position, but
that Mr. Oliver’s letter covered the case

e

filly. On - this point every member of
the council concurred, and Mr. Lalonde
said he believed the bank’s offer, in the
first place, was the means of getting a
better offer,and that the bank,in coming
to the rescue, established the credit of
the eity. George Fraser,asa member
of the old council, and chairman of the
finance committee, was asked to speak
on the matter, and stated that at the
time the debentures were issued the
best bid was from the Toronto Loan &
Trust company, but they. afterwards
wanted their bid cancelled. No other
offer was made at that time except by
the bank, and not until the bank came
to the rescue, was another offer made.
At that time the city .required money
and a further consideration was that the
bank advance $14,000, and they be given
the bonds. Mr. Fraser thought that
the action of the bank was conducive to
establishing the credit of the city.

Without further discussion the report
of the committee of the whole was pre-
sented and adopted.

" License for Brokers.

The committee to which was referred
the brokers’ petition for the imposition
of a $25 license on all realty, stock and
mining brokers, reported that there is
already a tax under by-law 5, section
50, of $25; thut the inspector be in-
structed to collect the tax and that the
inspector be instructed to proceed at
once against any unlicensed broker.

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OUR WORKING MINES

Active Development of Many of
Rossland’s Properties.

THE B. A. CCOPERATIONS

The War Eagle Getting Ready for
Shipment of Ore—Work Resumed on
the OCity of Spokane—A Week of
Progress.

(From Sunday’s Daily.)

The British America corporation has
been the chief topic of interest this
week in mining circles, and its plans
and operations, as outlided by Edwin
Durant, the office manager, has had a
most stimulating effect, not only upon
stocks and mining operations, but upon
all lines of business in the camp.

Mr. Durant’s statement that British
Columbia as a mining country is, in the
minds of English capitalists, the most
likely one in which to invest money, is
encouraging, indeed, and as much 80 is
the fact that his company is prepared to
spend $8,000,000 in the acquisition and
development of properties here. They
have spent more than $1,285,000 already
for properties, and as Mr. Durant says,
a policy of vigorous development will be |
immediately proceeded with. This policy
has already been inaugurated. The
Great Western, Josie and Poorman are
being developed, and other properties
are being prospected. The ‘shaft on the
Great Western has been straightened,
and sinking is now in progress. The
Poorman will resume shipments this
week, and work is still in progress on the
Josie shaft. Four men have been put to
work on the Black Bear prospecting, and
plans for other operations will be out-
lined within the next few days. ;

At the War Eagle mine there is great
activity, and preparations are being
made for the shipment of ore to the
Trail smelter, a contract for the treat-
ment of 100,000 tons having been entered
into. With this good news also comes
advices that the company contracted for
the operation of its property by electric-
ity, and it is fair to assume that before
the summer is over a majority of the
mines of Rossland will be receiving
power of the same kind. As it is appar-
ent to everybody that cheaper power
means more exfensive development, and
renders possible the treatment of low
grade ores, so it is also clear that these
two are fundamental factors in the pro-
gress of the camp. i

Many other events have made the past
week a notable one, among’which is the
sale of the Big Three, comprising the
Southern Bell, Snowshoe and Mascot.
As is known this deal was consummated
by O.G. Laberee and Jay P. Graves in
Montreal, at a consideration of six fig-
ures, and there is plenty of capital for
development. Work has been resumed
on the City of Spokdane, and this partic-
ular case has been a matter of comment,
for the reason that the Lillooet, Fraser
River & Cariboo Gold Fields company,
limited, which owns the Spokane,
stopped work last year in order to give
attention to their properties in the
north, but they have deemed it wise to
return to their operations in Rossland.

And now, with all these encouraging
conditions is the pledge of the govern-
ment that Rossland is to have $20,000
for the building of roads and trails, and
it is to have a court house and more
money for schools. On all sides the
same spirit of progress and prosperity is
evident. Buildings,churches and houses
are being erected, and mining compan-
ies, business men and others are pos-
§essed of a spirit of determination which
indicates that Rossland will be in the
midst of prosperity when Klondike shall
have passed into history.

The City of Spokane.
E. A. Bennett, managing director for
the Lillooet, Fraser River & Cariboo
Gold Fields company, limited, .which

owns the City of Spokane property on
the east slope of Monte Cristo mountain
and west slope of Red mountain, has
been in the city for several days for the
purpose of arranging for the resumption
of work upon that property. Yesterday
Lars Pearson and a force of six men
started to work on the property. There
is a b0-horse-power boiler, a four-drill
compressor and three sluggers on the
City of Spokane. There has been no work
since May, 1897, when the company
ceased operations for the purpose of pay-
ing more attention to the mining claims
that it owned in the north country.
The reason that operations has been
resumed is because of the encouraging
showing that has been made in the ad-
joining properties. There has been a
change, too, iu the policy of the com-
pany since E. A. Bennett was appointed
managing director in the place of F. 8.
Barnard. The tunnel on the City of
Spokane had been driven a distance of
300 feet when work was abandoned.

Government Has Promised West
Kootenay Over $100,000.

THIS IS NOT AT ALL BAD

There Is to Be Appropriations For a
Courthouse, Hospital, Trails and
Roads—District to Have a Member.
Disposition of Sewage.

H. 8. Wallace, mayor, and Dr. Edward
Bowes, the first two members of the
Rossland delegation to return from Vie-
torio, Saturday furnished TEE MINER
with the rollowing account of the result
of the visit of themselves and their con-
freres to Victoria and of their con-
ferences with the government:

« To explain the result of our mission
clearly to the minds of our citizens we
must state that our first interview with
the government proved to us most con-
clusively that the needs of the Trail
Creek district had not received the con-
sideration at their hands that the situa-
tion demanded. So much was this the
case that all our demands met with am-
biguous replies, and the attitude we had

to assume from the outset wWas one of

aggressiveness and firm insistence on
our rights. Our second interview yielded
little or no better results, though it was
evident that our arguments had begun
to carry weight, as the erection of a
court house and a grant for the fire de-
partment were promised to us. It was
not, however, until our third and final
interview that the attitude of the minis-
ters became what we considered genu-
inely satisfactory. On this occasion
they agreed to give us $20,000 for roads
and trails in the immediate vicinity of
Rossland. A wagon road is to be con-
structed around Red mountain, another
around the South Belt, a trail to be cut
from Murphy creek to connect with
trails to Sheep lake, and also improve-
ment of the road to Sophie mountain. An
engineer is to be sent at an early date to
report upon roads and outline the work
to be done under a government agent.
A Court House For Rossland.

« An appropriation was placed in the
estimates for the construction of a court
house, to cost not less than $5,000. An
appropriation was made for the comple-
tion of schools. It was stated that if this
was not sufficient just as soon as the
government was notified that more ac-

commodation was necessary special war-
rants would be drawn and money ob-
tained in a week’s notice for improve-
ments required. The claim was ad-
vanced by the local board that there
would be 600 children on the school roll
by May. Colonel Baker brought down
the report showing that only 268 were in
daily attendance. We had to explain
away the discrepancy in numbers
by pointing = out that some chil-
dren were sick and others are
gent to Spokane, and appealed to
them on the grounds of patriotism to
keep them at home and educate them
here. These arguments finally prevailed.
The fire department also secured $200
appropriation. on e s

“The hospital question was found to be
a very delicate one, as the Sisters’ hos-
pital was considered a denominational
one and they feared the opposition from
other quarters. They finally consented
to grant several thousand dollars for
hospital purposes and the government is
to communicate immediately with the
Sisters.’

Land Registry Office.

““The loeal land registry office is still
in statu quo. We were informed that

‘the delegation which went down to Vic-

toria last year on incorporation, had
agreed to let the registry office go to

Nelson. We used all the arguments we

could to have it located here, pointing
out the large number of transfers, the
volume of business, the amount of rev-
enue contributed, our central location,
etc. They granted the force of our
claim but were not prepared to act at
present as delegations from Nelson, Kas?
lo and other points are presenting_ their
claims. The Slocan delegation is work-
ing very assidiously and has. camped
upon the government trail and intends
to stay several weeks longer in Victoria.
Trail Creek to Have a Member.

«“The question of representation was
taken up and the government conceded
that Trail Creek should have a member.
We also, in conjunction with other del-
egates from Nelson and Kaslo, urged in-

creased representation for the rest of
Kootenay, and finally the government
agreed to redivide the district after the
plan outlined by THE Miner and give
Kootenay at least five, and perhapt six,
members. You can understand that
other districts oppose increased repre-
sentation for Kootenay, fearing her in-
fluence in the next house. The govern-
ment agreed to appropriate over $100,000
for the improvements in West Kootenay
district, so on the whole we feel satisfied
concerning the outcome of our mission.
The Sewage Question. .

““The sewage question was also taken
up and discussed thoroughly by Dr.
Bowes and the provincial board of
health. On the suggestion of Dr. Bowes
the government has decided to appoint

a sanitary engineer on the provincial
board of health, who will visit the differ-
ent localities and report upon and assist
in the introduction of a system of sewage
that will meet the requirements of the
district and prevent any possible conflict
with the provincial board of health.
The purifying tank system, which was
first introduced in Exeter, England, is
considered the cheapest and best pro-
cess known. It has been introduced in
the government buildings at Victoria
and is very satisfactory. Its introduc-
tion here would mean a saving of several
thousand dollars over the method of
carr{ing it to the Columbia river and
would remove the possibility of litiga-
tion with Trail or other points on the
river, who might state that Rossland
was contaminating their water supply.
The Process Is Very Cheap.
«“This process is very cheap and is
automatic, thus not needing the hiring
of a caretaker, etc. It is a process of

filtration and purification by bacteria.

The present sewage system will empty

A GREAT IMPROVEMENT.

There Are No More Interruptions of
the C. P. R. Telegraph Service.

The Canadian Pacific telegraph service | ,

has been materially improved in the
past three months between this city and
Revelstoke. The line was built along

the lake, and was what is known as a
tree line; the wires were fastened to
arms nailed to trees. When there were
storms branches and trees constantly fell
and broke the wires, and thus the serv-
ice was constantly interrupted, much to
the discomtiture of the patrons of the
company. For the last two moqthe there
has not been a single interruption of the
service that amounted to anything. This
is because the right of way of the line
has been cleared of trees, so that breaks
from falling trees are now infrequent.
In addition to this a second wire has
been put in via Slocan City. This enables
the company to get dispatches throug
even if one of the two lines is out o
order. On the main line a number of
improvements have been made. This 18
to accommodate the business, which has
increased enormously in the past six
months. The stringing of a fifth wire
between Revelstoke and Vancouver has
just been completed. In addition to this
a copper wire 18 being strung across the
continent, which will be com leted by
the middle of the summer. hen Sup-

HEINZE’S INTERESTS IN B. C.

By the sale of the Trail smelter and
the Columbia & Western railway, F.
Aug. Heinze disposes of two enter-
prises that have been -an incalculable
benefit to this camp. But for the
smelter, the important town of Trail
would never have existed and the prod-
uct of the Rossland mines for the past

two years would all have gone to foreign |

gsmelters. The C. & W. was the first
railway built 1nto Rossland,and has since
been the only means by which the trade
of this section could be prevented from
going to the United States.

Mr. Heinze, by his pluck, energy and
large investments, has done more
to advance the prosperity of Koot-
enay than any other man. It is

a thousand pities that he did not.

extend his railway and smelting oper-
ations in this Province. Had it not
been that’ the Provincial government
failed to grasp the importance of the
benefits- to be derived from an all-
Canadian railway system in Southern
British Columbia, extending from the
Columbia river to the Pacific coast,
entirely independent and, consequently,
a competitor of the C. P. R., and had it
not been for the V., V. & E. charter-
mongers at Ottawa last year, it is safe to
say that, instead of selling his railway
and smelting interests, Mr. Heinze would
by this time have extended his road
to tidewater, and his proposed reduction
works in the Boundary country would
be ready to receive the ores of that dis-
trict. The opposition to Heinze’s opera-
tions in British Columbia resulted in a
gevere blow to the prosperity of this
district.. The truth of this assertion will
undoubtedly become more apparent as
time goes on.

Men of Mr. Heinze’s caliber are rarely
met, and there is certainly room for
more of his kind in British Columbia.

CANADA FOR CANADIANS.

It is highly gratifying that the senti-
ment *‘‘Canada for Canadians’ con-
tinues to grow and spread at a remark-
ably rapid rate. There is evidence of
this at every hand. The mining regula-
tione of the Yukon, the protection
extended to Canadian outfitteys -in the
Klondike trade, the policy of the Do-
minion government in the matter of the
Stickeen-Teslin railway, the frequent
reference of the public press to ‘‘all-
Canadian routes,”’ the agitation in
Ontario against the exportation of saw
logs to Michigan mills, the stand taken
for the protection of the Canadian seal-
ing industry, the movement having for
its end the establishment of Canadian
nickle refineries for Canadian nickle
matte that is now treated entirely in the
United States, the establishment of a
Canadian fast Atlantic steamship ser-
vice, the demand for a high import duty
on lead manufactures from the United
States, the cry raised against the drain-
ing of the trade of Southern British
Columbis into United States channels
and the protests against the upbuilding
of the United States smelting industry
at the expense of the ore reduction and
metal refining works of Kootenay are
only a few of the more important ques-
tions engaging the earnest attention of
our men of affairs. We mention these in
order to show thegeneral trend of public
opinion.

The almost unprecedented success
that has attended the development of
the many natural resources of this glori-
ous country, the knowledge that Canada
as a field for profitable investment is
permanently established as a prime
favorite in the chief money markets of
the world, and the exceptional prosper-
ity that is so plainly apparent on all
gides, have combined in making Cana-
dians more intensely patriotic than ever
and created in them a spirit of enter-
prise and a keen appreciation of the
greatness of their country such as was
never before known in the history of the
Dominien.

Canada is seized with a desire to follow
in the footsteps of Great Britain and
become a trading nation of the first
magnitude, and, in directing her energies
to this end, she seems determined to
adopt a policy that will prevent the
United States from reaping three-fourths
of the benefits resulting from the devel-
opment of her magnificent resources.
The belief has become thoroughly estab-
lished in this country that anything
produced here in the shape of raw ma-
terial should not go abroad until it has
passed through all the industrial pro-
cesses necessary to make it serviceable
to mankind. If this doctrine is pur-
sued, the desire of Canada will surely be
realized in the near future.

There is no portion of the Dominion in
greater need of the adoption of such a
policy than Soutbern British Columbia.
Arrangements should quickly be made
by which the smelting and refining in-
dustries of this section would thrive and
increase and thus directly benefit the
mining industry. It is also necessary
that no delay should occur in perfecting
transportation facilities. here, so as
to effectually and advantageously check
the Corbin system of railways from
draining Kootenay and Boundary dis-
tricts of their rightful prosperity.

CANADA’S MINERAL OUTPUT.

The mineral product of Canada in
1897, according to the report of Elfric
Drew Ingall, the head of the section of
mineral statistics of the geological sur-
vey, was of the value of $28,789,173. This
shows an inucrease of over $6,000,000 over

the year 1896, when the output was
$22,609,825. The eminent statiscian
who prepared the figures divides the
products of 1897 into three clasees—
metallic, non-metallic and structural.
The value of the metallic products was_
$13,906,234 and of the non-metallic $10;-
097,831. The structural materials and
clay product were worth $4,445,108. Of
the metallic product, gold easily
is given the first place, for it
was produced to the value of
$6,190,000. Silver takes the second
place, with $3,322,905 to its credit.
Coppers forms an important item and
was produced to the extent of 13,300,802
pounds, of a value of $1,501,660. Lead
was produced to the extent of 39,018,219
pounds, of a value of $1,396,863. ‘Nickel
to the value of $1,399,176; iron ore to
the value of $178,716; platinum, $6,600
and mercury $234. Among the non-
metallic products coal takes the lead in
importance and 3,876,201 tons of it were
mined of a value of $7,286,227. Build-
ing material comes next with a value of
$3,600,000, and petroleum third of a
value of $1,011,546.

This showing is gratifying, and it is
particularly pleasing to the residents of
the Kootenays, and to be more exact
and particular, to the district of West
Kootenay, for of the total of the metallic
products of Canada in 1897, West Koot-
enay produced $8,136,690, or about two-
thirds of the total. The increase in the
items of silver and lead in 1897 is practi-
cally all to be credited to Kootenay, to
which district is largely due the increase
in the output of copper. The largest in-
crease in this latter metal is due to the
shipments of nickel-copper matte from
the Sudbw/mines in Ontario. Quebec
province also added some to the increase.
The silver, copper and lead increases, 8o
far as British Columbia is concerned,
represent the largely extended activities

in the South Kootenay divisions of Slo-}

can, Nelson and Trail Creek.

The increase in the gold product was
in all the gold-producing sections of the
Dominion, but the most marked in
creases were shown in the Trail Creek
and other camps of British Columbia
and in the Yukon placers.

The three copper-producing provinces
—Ontario, Quebec and British Columbia
—all show gratifying increases, the total
amounting to 41.6 per cent over 1896
and 46.9 in value, showing that copper
advanced in price during the year. The
increase in value is even more strongly
marked 1n lead, the quantity having in-
creased 61.2 per cent and the value 39.7.
Silver, on the other hand, while showing
a 73.4 per cent increase in amount, is
credited with a gain of only 54.6in value.
The only decrease is in iron ore, namely,
22.3 per cent in volume and 6.7 in value.

Nickel shows an increase of 17.7 in
amount and 17.7 in value. It thusap-}
pears that with the exception of gold,
the value of which is permanent, and
gilver, the value of the several metallic
products of Canada advanced very con-
siderably during the year.

There was a falling off in the value of
the coal shipments, due to the fact that
the increase in the cheaper coal of Nova
Seotia did not quite compensate for the
decreage in the more costly coal of
British Columbia.

“THE OCORBIN RAILWAY.

The empty promise of D. C. Corbin
that he will deliver the ores of the
Boundary Creek country at British
Columbia smelters as cheaply as at re-
duction works on the southern side of
the international boundary, provided he
is granted a charter for the extension of
his railway system up Kettle river val-
ley, is not sufficient inducement for the
granting of that privilege by either the
Provincial or Dominion government.
The charter should most certainly be
withheld until he is obligated in no un-
certain manner to discriminate in favor
of smelters and merchants of Kootenay
who may desire to do business in the
Boundary country.

The construction of the Kettle Valley
railway would undoubtedly be a profit-
able venture for Mr. Corbin. Although
the country that he proposes to invade
is only in the first stage of development,
the ordinary freight charges on mer-
chandise which at present passes from
Northport, Bossburg and Spokane, in the
State of Washington, to Grand Forks,
Greenwood and Midway, aresufficient to
pay handsome dividends on an invest-
ment necessary to construct a railway
connecting those points. With its far-
ther development, which is certain to
take place upon the advent of a railway
in that district, the earning opportuni-
ties of the road would be enormous. If
Mr. Corbin gets his chance he will
make millions of dollars by it. Why,
then, not make him pay a fair price for
so great a privilege?

The governments need not demand a
cash consideration for the charter, nor a
portion of the earnings of the railway,
although both these methods have been
adopted in many instances where valu-
able franchises have been granted, and
with remarkably satisfactory results so
far as the public is concerned. Take for
instance the city of Toronto, which de-
rives an annual revenue of many thou-
gands of dollars from the operations of
the Toronto Street Railway company.
Again, the franchises for the operation
of street cars and for other privileges
granted by the city of Glasgow have
turned out to be very profitable for the
city, because of wise provisions made for
the benefit of the taxpayers at the time
the charters were given. While there is
undoubtedly much to be said in favor of

these methods, they would not apply to

the best advantage in the case of the
Kettle Valley railway. But there is
nothing against providing that, if Mr.
Corbin still desires tc obtain a charter
for this line, he should be compelled to
quote rates on freight from points on
this side of the international boundary
that would be a very considerable dis-
crimination against business centers in
the United States that might be expected
to attempt to obtain the trade of the
Boundary Creek region. If this is done
we do not see any great objection to the
granting of the Kettle River Valley
charter. :

Unless this provision is made, the
proposed extension of Mr. Corbin’s rail-
way means the upbuilding of towns in
the State of Washington at the expense
of Canadian merchants and Canadian
industries.

A PROFITABLE MISSION.

Two members of the Rossland del-
egation to Victoria, reached home at
an early hour this morning after hav-
ing accomplished successfully the mis-
sion on which they were sent, The people

of ‘this city may well say, ‘“Well done,

thou good and faithful servaunts,’”” for
the deputation has accomplished a great
deal for this community during its short
gtay in the capital city. In brief, all
that was desired from the Government
by the people of the Trail Creek division
has been granted, with the single ex-
ception of a land registry office, which
will probably be located here next year.
It is evident, too, that, had the delgga-
tion not gone to Victoria and placed the
matter before the Government in the
proper light, the appropriations and
concessions for this district would not
have been near as large as they will be.

When the facts are considered, the
division is not obtaining anything more
than it is entitled to from the govern-
ment. The Kootenays during the fiscal
year 1896-7 contributed the large sum of
$330,000 to the Provincial treasury. Of
this sum we are receiving a portion back
for public improvements and for certain
conveniences for some of the institutions
of the government, such as the schools
and a suitable building for the adminis-
tration of justice. This is what the funds
of the government are collected for. At
the same time an appropriation has been
promised for trails and roads, and in
this respect the government would
have been wise if it had several
years since been more liberal in the ap-
propriation of money for the purpose of
opening up aud thus leading to the more
rapid development of the great mining
region in which we are living. It would
have been money well and wisely spent.
Had thig been the case, the guvernment
might now be deriving 8 revenue of
probably twice $330,000 from this
district. It is the very Dbest
investment that the party in
power can make of a good portion
of the public funds, for it is soon re-
turned many fold to the Provincial
treasury in the way of increased
revenues. It is hoped, therefore, that
the Government has began to realize
that Kootenay is the most important
portion of the Province and that in the
future appropriations for public works
of a nature that will tend to develop the
natural resources of this section will be
made with a liberal land. The delega-
tion has done its work in more than a
gatisfactory manner. '

A FAIR REDISTRIBUTION.

All fears concerning the fate of West
Kootenay in the proposed reorganization
of Provincial electoral constituencies are
now dispelled by the announcement that
the districts will have at least five mem-
bers in the next legislature. It is said
that the government approves of the
plant of redistribution advanced by THE

MiNER, with the single exception that ;

the Kettle River country will be made a
part of the Trail Creek constituency-
The reason for this slight modification is
that the government desires to group the
different regions so as to best subserve
their commercial interests. The basis of
representation for West Kootenay will,
therefore, be as follows:

1. The Trail Creek electoral district to
consist of the towns of Rossland and
Trail and what is known as the Trail
and Kettle River mining divisions.

2. Nelson electoral district, to include
what is now known as the Nelson and
Goat river mining divisions.

city must not be construed-as an act by
which a considerable grant of public mon-
ey will be disbursed withoutany further
gay on the part of the government. It
seems that the Administration at Vic-
toria fully appreciates that the camp
greatly needs an appropriation of money
for hospital purposes, and, in the ab-
gence of a government hospital, deems
it expedient to contribute towards the
maintainance of the private institution
that is conducted here by the Sisters.
Under the circumstances it is only right
that the government should be repre-
gented on the board of management, not
because any doubts are entertained as to
the manner in which the money would
be expended by the benevolent and
highly esteemed ladies who at present
control the affairs of the hoepital, but
as a matter of principle which is not to
be questioned. With this end in view,
the government will make overtures to
the Sisters, and it is hoped that, in con-
sideration of a liberal grant of money,
which is greatly needed by the Mater
Misercordia hospital, the Sisters may be
prevailed upon to arrange for the joint
management of the institution by them-
gelves and the government. There are
good reasons for the belief that unless
an arrangement of this kind can be
made, the money will be disbursed in
another manner and entirely under gov-
ernmental supervision.

Brokers Report a Week of Consid-
erable Activity.

WAR EAGLE IS RISING

A Block of 21,000 Salmo Consolidated
Changes Hands—An Advance Made
in the Price of Stock of the Arling-
ton Mine—Dundee Strike.

The stock market during the past
week bas been much more active than
for a month past. There has been an
increased demand for the stocks of the
mining companies of the camp, and
gome little movement in stocks of out-
gide mines. Among the stocks that
were free sellers were Josie, Le Ro1, War
Eagle, Deer Park, Salmo Consolidated,
-Arlington, Republic, Noble Five and
Fern. . The reports {rim the properties
. of the Salmo consolidated are of a favor-
" able nature,and th%: quite a demand
for its shares. The%roker who is‘hand-
ling Salmo Consolidated reports that
during the week he sold in one block

21,000 shares of its stock at 10 cents per
ghare. With the several sales of large
blocks of stock of this company there is
congilerable money on hand with which
to push forward the development work,
which is now actively in progress. War
Eagle, which ashort time since, was
quoted at $1.10, has advanced to
$1.15. 'This advance is due” to the

fact that the War Eagle intends’

within a short time to begin the ship-
ment of ofe, and also because there is
over $1,000,000 worth of ore in sight
ready for stoping.

There was considerable movement in
the shares of Arlington, a Slocan prop-
erty. Large blocks of the shares of this
company are held in this city. A good
sized body of high grade ore has been
found in the  Arlington, and the stock
has advanced from 12 to 15 cents. The
company operating this property has
been selling treasury shares for 12 cents,
but here and there for some time past
small blocks have changed hands for as
low as seven cents.

RULES OF THE LE ROI.

They Are Oalculated to Prevent Acci-
dents to the Employes.

At the suggestion of Mr. McDonald,

the inspector of metalliferous mines,
greater precautions than ever are being
taken to prevent accidents in the mines.
The following rules prepared by Charles
T. Tregear, superintendent,” have been
adopted on the Le Roi mine and each of
the employes is to be given a copy:

No person shall be allowed to ride the
gkips, except the skip-tender and his
helper, except in case of accident or
sickness, when the person or persons are
not able to walk up the ladders: and
under no pretext shall they be- allowed
to ride on the bale of the skip, or get on
or off the same while it is in motion.

No person shall be allowed to ride the
buckets in any winze or shaft.

When men are stoping off from a
shaft, winze or raise, under no pretext,
shall they rig their machines under
same, or in any such place as to render
themselves or their machines liable to
injary from anything falling down such
shaft, winze or raise.

Men stoping in the mine shall, be-
fore rigging their machines, see that the
ground is trimmed down, and make
everything safe for themselves and the
shovelers working beneath them ; .upon
finding anything they consider danger-

Shovelers shall not get under any per-
son who may be bearing down ground.

Every person running machines shall
plug same and properly cover them, so
as to protect them from receiving any
injury through blasting.

All pumpmen engaged in putting in
or repairing pumps or pipes in the mine
shall see that no person is working un-
der them, whereby they may get in-
jured.

Ladders having been proyided for the
safety of the men, from the 200 to the
500 levels, a safe distance from the shaft,
no person shall be allowed to travel any
other way, except when repairs are
needed.

All timbermen shali use every precau-
tion in putting up staging, in handling
timbers, removing them from the skips
to a safe place on the level, taking up
ground, and making everything safe and
secure throughout the mine.

Blasting in any of the workings of the
mine shall be commenced at the bottom
level; no person on the levels above
shall blast until the last man has passed
up from the levels below.

One man on each shift shall be ap-
pointed, whose duties shall be to stay on
each level, commencing at the bottom,
until every man has started to the sur-
