THE TIE-UP
WAS SHORT

Engineers and Pumpmen
Called Out of the
Mines.

Operations Were Sus-
pended for Only Two
Hours.

The men employed as kngineers and
pumpmen at the Rossland Great West-
ern mines quit work yesterday morning,
and the mines werke closed down for two
hours until arrangements were made to
have other engineers and qualified oper-
atives take the deserted posts. It was 7
o’clock ‘i the morning when the engi-

- neers decided to take a holiday, and by

9 o’clock the pumps and hoists were run-
ning again and everything went on
smoothly.

It is said that several of the engineers
thus leaving work have been with the
companies for several years without los-
ing a working day. They had no griev-
ance except sympathy with a lost cause,
and ¥ft work knowing that they were
literally stepping out of licrative situa-

tions to make room for other men, ykt
doing so of their own free will.

The engineers have been at work ever
since the mines closed down, and the
fact that the union called them out yes-
terday is regarded by citizens as one of
the worst signs of weakness the union
has yet manifested. On the start, when
the union believed that there was no
probability of their demands being sue-
cessfully refuskd, they were only too will-
ing to have the engineers remain at
work so that when the managers, capi-
tulated and threw up the sposige
miners would not have a tedious wait
while the mines were being pumped out.
When the “boys” won the fight they
didn’t want to be kept waiting for the
spoils. The scheme did not work out
just as was anticipated. In fact after it
was realized on Thursday that the agi-
tators were checkmatd and the battle
lost, the “boys” thought it about time
to fire their big guns. Accordingly the
engineers were ordered out-and obeyed.
The idea was, presumably, that the
mines would promptly fill up and it would
be impossible for them to operate
under any conditions. The big gun
proved to be a toy pistol, however, for
two hours later the engines and pumps
were working mierrily and the work in
the mines was proceeding smoothly. The
only result attained was that a number
of ‘old and tried employes of the com-
pany sacrifided the most sought for posts
about the workings to tie up the plant
for two hours. This ijs a somewhat
empty victory for the agitators.

Every hour that the mining companies
are delayed in getting the work in their
properties under way with full crews is
60 minutes more to the period that must
elapse before the big pay roll is re-
established, and the men who wanted to
food the mines and thereby prevent any-
one from working where they refused to
work themselves are qualifying
medals as citizens who are seeking to
promote the interlests of the community
in a rather remarkable fashion.

CHANGE ON THE HILL

THE SIGHT OF SMOKE AND THE
SOUND OF MACHINERY
WELCOMED.

WORK IS FAIRLY COMMENCED
AND WILL GO STEAD-
ILY ALONG..

The dense cloud; of smoke curling up-
ward from the -tall smoke stack at the
Black Bear compressor yesterday an-
nounced to the residents of Rossland
that the activity predicted for the big
Red mountain mines was anything but
a newspaper story. If further evidence
was necessary, the rattle of the ore
dumped from the head-works was con-
firmation enough. The force engaged in
the mines was not large in comparison
with the ordinary crews employed, but
it was sufficient to make a start,and the
management decided to put the men

who had come in for employment at
work without further delay. No difi-
eulty is anticipated as to getting men
to man the mines. The number of min-
ers who have applied for positions by
letter is evidence prima facie of the
desire of the majority of former em-
ployees to secure their old positions. In
the large majority of instances suffi-
cient time has not elapsed for most of
these men to reach Rossland, but it may
be taken as granted that immediately
upon being notitied by the companies
that their old positions are vacant the
great reflux will commence. Good men
are wanted, and to these the best wages
in the Northwest will be paid. Men
coming in cannot be intimidated or
maltreated by the element that desires
to see the mines locked up unless they
are seized with the power to control the
affairs of the companies. Once this
fact is thoroughly understood there
will no longer be any hesitancy on the
part of decent workingmen who object
to, surrender their personal liberty into
the hands of the “inmer circle.” The
fact has been established in the most
salutary manner that the fact of a man
having chosen to act on his own judg-
ment rather than on that of a half doz-
en agitators does not justify the half
dozen in hectoring the individual and
otherwise exposing his feelings to an or-
deal that most men avoid at all times.
PBritish liberty in Rossland means all
that the term implies, and men who
desire work at the highest wages will
pbear this in mind when selecting Ross-
land as a point in which to cast their
lots.

Throughout the city . yesterday the
feeling of relief excited by;the devel-
opments of Thursday was accentuated.
Business men cast off the air of de-
pression that they had worn for several
weeks as the result of constantly
dwindling trading and the rapid growth
of “hard times’ conditions. A sentiment
of hopefulness grateful to the mind of
the merchant replaced the depression,
and the business element is now lo0k-
ing forward to a lively autumn and
winter business- as @ -natural outcome
of the restored pay roll. In view of
this feeling the fact that another ele-
ment is deliberately striving to stave
off the promised prosperity excites gen-
eral condemnation. In fact the latter
sentiment is growing constantly, and
the task of the agitator who endeavors
to convince the business man that he
is the harbinger of “good times” is be-
coming herculean.

It becomes more apparent to
many former union sympathizers that
the cause of coercion is hopelessly
doomed, and these men, knowing that
they are assured of steady work at big
wages, are safe to desert the sinking
ship at the first excuse. That this con-
dition of things actually exists can be
readily ascertained by any citizen who
will take the trouble to cultivate the
confidence of any of their acquaintan-
ces among the miners outside of the
few who are respongible for the dead-
jock, and who would rather see the
city of Rossland blotted off the map
than to abate one jot from their posi-
tion of obstructionists.

“] foresee in Rossland at an early
date a repetition of the Bunker Hill-
Sullivan incident,”’ is & statement
credited to a prominent official of the
Miners’ Union as he stood in a business
man’s store yesterday. Much of the
importance to be plafed on a remark
of this temor would necessarily pivot
on the manner in which the utterance
was made.

AUSTRALIAN GOLD P_RODUCTION.

The gold production of the staces of Australia and of New Zealand for the
first half of the current year has been reported by the several departments of

_mines, says the Engineering and Mining Journal. - The figures have been col-

dected and pubushed by the Australion Mining Standard in an issue which bas
.just been received. Our esteemed contemporary, however, according to its
usual practice, has given a mixture of crude ounces or bullion, as reported by
the different departments, and it‘is necessary to revise the figures very care-
fully to get at the actual gold output. Thus in the one case of Queensland,
where the Mines Department has for some time past adopted the very com-
-mendable .pmc_hide of xjed'uclng' the reports to fine gold, the Standard bhas ig-
snored this statement and gives the bullion weight. AS in reporting gold we
-prefer ' to repert actual gold,, not jncluding other metals of unknown gquantity
and value, we have, in the following table, reduced the guantities reported to
fine gold; we have also added an estimate for Tasmania and South Australia,

It will be seen that all the States cf Australia, except Western Australia,
have shown decreases of various amount. The gain of 132 per cent in that
State has gone far toward conuterbalatcing the decrease in the others, while
the still larger proportionate increase of 16.7 per cent in New Zealand has
frought the total up to within less than 1 per cent of that reported a yeax" ago.
*The increase in Western Australia has not been due to new discoveries, but to
the active working of existing mines and, it some part to the operation of new
plants and to improved processes of extraction at some of the larger mines.
“The latter is probably the more impcrtant cause.

The decreases in Victoria and the two minor colonies are not important.
That in New South Wales is large, reaching 19.8 per cent, while the total is
30 per cent less than that for the first half of 1899. This falling off is ngt clear-
1y explained, though New South Wales has always shown more sudden and un-
expeeted variations in its gold output than any of the other States. In
Queensland the chief cause for the loss of 25.7 per cent has been the long con-
tinued and severe drought, by which nearly all the industries have been in-
jured. The operations of many mines have been curtailed or stopped by the
qack -of water for machinery and mills.

¥n New Zealand the increase was due in part to the activity of the more
Smportant mines and to, the continued success of the dredging industry, which
contributes an important share of the total output. 7

1t is quite possible that the second half of the current year may mark a
better showing than the first, and that Australia may show 2 net increase for
fhe present year over its total for 1900.

We
disclose no secret when we admit that. public opinion recently has been greatly
influenced by the belief that certain® ijeg were competent to undertake the
solution of the labor controversy. Thi' sentiment was engendered because of the
_carefilly matured plans of some stock manipulatiors: who hoped to embarrass the
actions of those who are engaged in the prosecution of their legitimat
in connection with the operation of ‘the miines. e :
For weeks past members of the.Mitlém’-Union have belen fed upon false prom-
ises put forth by men who professed ajkp?ﬁle}igg of the situation which might be
an aid: to them in'the ? ot

plishment of their purpose. ~Day after day the indi-
viduals to' whom we have referred havebeen in communication vith the execu-
tive of the Miners’ Union, and have held out the promise to them that ultimately
there conld 8nly be one solution of the difficulty—and that would be the retire-
* ment fromi office of all who are in charge of the operation of the mining proper-
ties situated in this section and the seyersal of the policy pursued by the latter.

The Rossland Miner, on numerous occasions, took opportunity to say that
sucli contentions by such parties were unwarranted and inadvisable. We were
scoffed at for our attitude on these occasions; and now, = today, what is the
position ‘of the parties who were responsible for creating the impression that we
“allude to? We find them in a most humiliating position indeed, - Their last card
_ has been played, and fhey have lost. “Wait for the 29th,” they declared, and
what has happenied? These men who tor weeks past have been deceiving the
poor working miner with promises of a complete reversal of policy on the part
“of thie mine managers, and accedance to the policy of the Miners’ Union, occupy
a most humiliating position indeed. They see themselves defeatéd on every hand.
The meeting of the 20th of August has been held and the new board of directors
- has fully endorsed the policy the managers were carrying out under instruction
from ‘the old board of directors.

Thiere can be only one end of this controversy. The mine mianagers are going
to be permitted, by all the circumstances surrounding the situation, from: the fact
that the mines are herl, that they are going to have charge of them, that the
laws of the country will permit of no lawlessness, and that they will manage
their properties as they see fit, to employ such labor as ‘they choose at such
wages as may be agreeable. It must ti: apparent to all men who are capable of
reéasoning that the.strike, which has afflicted Rossland for some weleks past, and
which has disturbed the entire comununity, and which has brought this section
of the province into disrepute, is over. Thatt is amply demonstrated to bkvery
man who is capable of thought. :

To sum up, what are the circumstances? What are the conditions of the
situation at the present moment? 'The mines arle here; they are in charge of
certain men who intend pursuing a certain policy; thatl policy is mot going to be
‘interrupted qr_in-'uerfered with by any ecircumstance which -could  possibly have
eventuatied during the past few days. A determination has been expressed to
operate these properties; an offer is made to Jabor to engage in work; that. offer
is being responded to; 2 start has actually been made on the mines; and it is
only a question of time until a sufficient amount of labor has been obtained to
operate the properties to their full capacity.

With a knowledge of these, fa#s; ith a knowledge that there can be no
interferience with labor, it is not necessary to indicate that .the solution of the
hand. Right in this article we might take opportunity to say th
congratﬂaﬁitg, not only the people 6f Rossland, but this entire part of the prov-
ince, for the happy solution which ﬁas been mrade of the most deplorable diffi<
culty which has disturbed us for long. So confident are we of the outcome that
we deem it expledient to say that never again, in our opinion, will Rossland’s
prosperity be interfered with by the occurrence of such a labor controversy as

we have experienced.

T

THE SITUATION.
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It is very difficult to continue the discussion of the situation affecting the
mining industry in Rossland without'a sepetition of the argumients which have
been cited hexvtofore, but we think there will be little disposition on the part
of people conversant with thie circumstances of the case to dispute that there
is every guarantee of a complete resumption of work on the big mines, and a
return of the prosperity of olden days. A great deal might properly ke said of
conditions as we find them at the present moment, About the most impportant
feature of the situation, as it presents iteelf at this time, is the fact that a great
deal of cruel deception has been practised by certain individuals, and that they
are open to censure for such action. The truth ought to have been told “about
the matter right from the start. There never was the remotest possibility of any
circumstance arising which® might have 1esultied in a reversal of the policy pur-
sued by the old directorate in regard to the strike. While certain changes on
the directorate were anticipated, there could never have been any probability of
a reversal of policy in respect to an issue fraught with such grave possibilitiies for
Western Canada in Tegard to the operation of its chief industry. But in the
face of all the knowledge which was had upon that point, the most persistent
efforts were made by dertain parties to induce the belief in the public mind thata
different sort of condition would arise, The public was informed at the earliest,
possible moment that thiz new directorate had endorsed the policy of the old
‘board, and that there would be no change whatever. Incredible as it  may
suem, this announcement, made up('m ‘the authority of the manager of the Le
Roi Mining' company in this city, was'disputed, and an attempt was ﬁadé to dis-
credit its authenticity. Mr. MacDonald, in order to demonstrate that his posi-
tion was absolutely unassailable, took occasion to publicly state that he would
wager a large sum of money as to the suthenticity of the mews which he gave
the Miner the authority to publish; and it was not only amusing, but rathier
pitiable to see the haste with which ;he gentlemen who had been so active in: at-
tempting to discredit him in the byes of the public took care to hide their heads
and absent themselves from quarters where it might k¢ suggested that it would
be in order for them to prove their coutentions by taking up the wager.

THE NEW MINISTER.

According to advices from Vietoria, Mr. J. C. Brown, of New Westminster,
is to be taken into the provincial cabinet as the successor of Mr. Turner.
Indications have pointed in that direction for some time, but the suggested com-
bination was of so odd an appearance that the people in general have been
slow to accept it as a possibility. Coalitions are nothing new in politics, which
has in fact been aptly térmed the science of compromise. The addition of Mr.
Brown to the Dunsmuir cabinet, howtver, does establish something like a prece-
dent. That gentltman was elected as one of the lieutenants of Joseph Martin,
and directly in opposition to the elements which combined to form the Dunsmair
government. During the two sessions since held he has been a prominent
member of the nominal opposition and’was always supposed to be anxious, with
his chief, to oust the present occupants from office.. The public will naturally
enquire why he should have changed his attitude and formed an alliance with
people to whom hi= was a bitter enemy, politically speaking. No official or semi-
official explanation has so far been forthcoming, and in the absence of any such
explanation the room for speculation is very wide. It may be that an explana-
tion will be offered at once, and that in the meantime guessing would be a vain
work. There will neviertheless be a lively inquiry as to what this new political
deal means to the province and a general query as to how long so peculiar
a combination is likely to la,s& :

THE COLLAPSE OF THE STRIKE.

Jt is undeniably true that a considerable feeling of jubilation exists among

all classes in the ‘ecommunity at the evidlence which is at hand that the disas-

trous strike which threatened the very existence of Rossland for a time is vir-
tually at an end, and that, on the other hand, there is a very apparent feeling
of depression among those who were yesponsible for the ordering of the sérike.
Something which is quite astounding, and worthy of morz than passing atten-
tion, is the circumstance that the strike collapsed: so suddenly. . The m}o;'t
sanguine of us-as to the ultimate outcome of the trouble .haid]y" anticipated
that thele would be such an early vickory over the element who were Te-
sponsible for the trouble.

It will be interesting to inquits into the reasons why the strike was not of a
more protracted nature, and why its fte minattion so speedily arrived. In the Arst
place, we think it may be fairly contended that the strike was an fllegitiinate
ene. The investigation by am indeiw.‘. lent. body, the Board of Trade, provel
that up to the hilt, and, as a consequence, public sympathy was alienated from
the strikers. This, no doubt, had a very digheartening effest upon the men who
found themselves out of employment. While, whem they quit work, they
might have expected an ultimate victory, it soon became apparent to them,
as it did to thie public, that they were fighting a lost cause. '

We imagine that the strike would have been terminated at even an earlier
date were it not for a certain influence of which we are afll aware. It is unde-
niably true that the men were induced ‘o believe through the rkpresentations
of certain individuals that it was only a question of time until the management
of the mines here would L changed to ruch an extent that there woulds be a
reversal of policy, as it had been decicked upon by the London directorate. The
most determined efforts were made to implant this impression: in the minds .of
the laborers; and, as a CONSeqUeNce, it took root, ‘and had, of course, a Very
considerable bearing upon the situation.

We have remarked Hefore, and we repeat now, that there never was the re-
motest possibility of any change in the policy of the old dirkctorate, as com-
municated to Mr. MacDonald, manager of the Le Roi iMning Company, and
enunciated by him, in regard to the manner in which .the strﬂ;e was to be
treated. Thiz announcement that at the meeting of the mew board of directors
a firm stand was taken in regard to the decision of the old board, served
damjln very considerably the ardor of the enthusiasts among the strikers;
put while this is true, it is worthy of mrention that even today - there is still a
feeling that the alleged “inyestigating committee” will take such action on
arrival here as will result in victory for the agitators and the downfall of the
men who are attiempting to conduct the properties in their charge on a business
basis.

We need hardly point. out that such a contention is the most arrant non-
gense.

The
latter product requires -a flux, and the
admirable fluxing gualities of the Li Roi
ore aré just what is needed to facilitate
the reduction of the high grade Slocan
ores. An important fleature of this step

is the fact that it will give employment
to a large crew of smeltermen who would
otherwise be thrown out of work wer
the smelter compelled to close dowm, as
would be inevitable without fluxing ores.

Thi= reswmption of work at the Le Roi
was generally hailed with pleasure in
this city. The working men of the city
have already lost a sum conservatively
estimated at $350,000 and an unfortun-
atle feature of the situation is that this
sum can mever be regained. The large
amount in question has been literally
thrown away, but business people a1t dis-
posed to look forward hopefully to the
future in the belief that old conditions
of prosperity will shortly be restored in
thieir entirety, and that the Golden City
will once more assume its proper: position
at the top of the list of Canadian ore-
producing centres. It is generally felt
that any further-efiort’ to pizvent the
consummation of this laudable aim will
he opposed to good policy and the best
interests of the city. When the monthly
payroll of $100,000 and more is once re-
stored, a few weeks only will be required
to liquidate all the “dead horses” ac-
cumulated during the shut-down, ~and
business will proceed with a spirit that
has not been manifested for many
months. There is a very ‘general senti-
ment that the wheels of progress will
cot be further retarded by the reaction-
ist element, and that the city is to enjoy
its period of “good times” despite all
efforts o throttl> legitimate progress.

Tt is difficult at this  stage of
situation to pmt into figures
the efliect that the resumption
of work at the ILe Roi will ex-
ert on outside corporz}tions that have
delayed the starting of work in this dis-
trict until it was decided . whether or
not they would have the opportunity
of developing their properties mdepen-
dent of the restrictions whith-a certsin
ciass seeks to place upon mining oper-
ators. There are a number of enter-
prises which would _have been under
way ere this had it not been for the
feeling of uncertainty prevailing up to
yesterday. It is well known that. a
wumber of mines having assessments
coming due suspended operations rather
{kan attempt to get in assessment while
the unsetitled conditions vrevailed. Tn
these instances the relief afforded by
recent developments means hard cash.
They will be in a position to appeal t0
their stockholders with. a very sood
chance of the appeal falling on willing
ears. It is possible that in some in-
stances work will not be yesumed until
next season because of the time already
gone for nothing, but the outcome is
safe to be decidedly peneficial to the
city in the direction of encouraging oth-
er companies to go ahead with the de-
velopment planned in other and haprier
periods.

J. J. HILL ON SPECULATION.

The Railway Magnate Says There is no
Substitute for Hard Work.

James J. Hill is not given to maga-
zine writing. Probably the most fasci-
nating figure in the American financial
world is silent to grimness. His remark-
able article in the current Saturday
Evening Post will therefore be read
with absorbing interest. It is charactier-
istie of the writer:

There is no substitute for hard work
in winning success. There is always an
element of chance, but it is nkver the
predomniant element. Chance simply
presents the opportunity and opportu-
nity is merely a vehicle for human en-
deavor. The man, young oOr old, who
thinks otherwise, who believes that it is
luck alone that makes riches, and ill-
luck thati keeps mien poor, starts out
with a false notion. It is inevitable that
he should come to grief in the scheme
of life. The craz: for speculation that
eweeps over the community now and
then grows largely out of the conviction
thati success is luck. Such a craze is more
injurious to the prospects of young men
who are carried away by it than war
or pestilence. It means not alone the
loss of money, but thie ruination of the
character. It leaves itS vietims standing
on a false platform where they are con-
sumed with a desire to get somiething
for nothing, and lose all appetite for
hard work. It unfits them for sincere
effort, and almost without exception pro-
duces a demoralization that blights their
entire existence. = Whether the young
man who makes his first speculative
ventures wins or loses the result is
equally bad.

If thlere is any difference at all it is
in favor of the man who comes out a
loser in his first venture. With him at
least there is a chance that he will wake
up to the hopelessness of on ‘as
a means of acgulm'ng wealth, and that
the lesson taught will result in leaving
him a useful working member of society,
instead 'of a drone who thinks that he
may get along by dipping into the
honeypots of others. 4

Now and then men arise who happen
to make a success of speculation, who
make something outl of nothing. Thesk
men are so rare that the entire list may
be checked off on the fingers of two
hands. Unfortunately they are taken as
fair examples, instead of extraordinary
exceptions. Their names and fame are
paraded in the public prints and the
public mind is inflamed by chronicles of
their successful ventures. Thatl they
stand as survivors of a system that has
wrecked thousands and hundreds of
thousands is not taken into account. The
unfortunates who have gone dawn to
ruin and beggary are never heard of.
They are not interesting and their his-
tory never finds the lighti of day except
where, here and there, one wmiore des-
perate than the rest pputs and end to his
existence under densational circum-
stances.

PARIS, Aug. 3l1.—Elaborate precau~
tions' to ensure the Czar's safety’ during
his stay in Framce are being taken. All
undesirable foreigners: have bleen expelled
fromy Dunkirk, and the chapeau at Com-
piegne is -closely guarded by troops. It
was at first propsed to stalicn troops
along the entire railroad track {from
Dunkirk to Compiegne, but this was
abandoned owing to the lack of troops.
The greates: cause for fear om the pairt
of the police is the close proximity of
dwelling houses to the railroad in Dun-
kirk. Each house has been examined,
and the occupants have been compelled
to give detailed information vregarding
themselves. All access of visitors to the
chatieau at Compiegne is now forbidden
except to holders of special passes. Elec-
tric light is being jngtalled and the gen-
erating stations wired. The wires will
pass through the park -and ~will be
watehed by sentinels. Military engineers
are comstructing a light track from the
railroad to the tribunes on the review
ground at Betheny. Grandstands capable
of accominodating 20,000 spectators are
now being erected. g

SCARCITY OF RAILWAY LABORERS

GRAND TORKS, Aug. 31.—(Special.)—
During the week ended today the Gran-
by smklter treated 2749 tons of ore.
