New York, June 25.—The biggest mercantile failure in the his- 
tory of the United States was precipitated to-day when receivers were 
appointed for H. B. Claflin Company, this city.

This company, it is estimated, owes more than thirty million dol­
lars which at the present time, it is unable to pay. 
said to be $44,000,000.
John , Claflin, the 

stock holder, is owner of a chain of nearly thirty other dry goods 
enterprises throughout the country which are involved in his failure. 
Receivers for several of those were named to-day and similar action, 
it was announced, would be taken in the case of the rest. Their busi­
ness will be continued under a receiver’s -management until their 
financial affairs have been adjusted.
