Dublin, Ireland, Sept. 29.—The
charge that the Irish regiments, and
particularly the Dublin Fusiliers are
being filled up from reserves of Eng-
lishmen and Scotchmen, is repudia-
ted by the Colonel lately command-
ing thé Dublin Fusiliers Battalion,
recruited from the commercial young
men. There are, he says, not twenty
men in the battalion who are not
Irish, and these had come in becaus2
they had Irish friends in it.
Irishmen who had been serving in
English regiments had applied for
transfer to the Dublins and this may
have given rise to the charge. Some
English regiments have been recruit-
ed almost entirely from the Irish in
England, notably the Tyneside Irish
which was officially called the North-
umberland Fusiliers, in the list as
the 318th London regiment. The
casualty lists of Scottish Highland‘
regiments show a large proportion O
Irish names.
