Good Luck is Ahead.

From the very first observance of

the festival, it scems to have been
the custom to exchange gifts and
make donations to the poor. The
Saxon kings celebrated Christmas
with Jjoyouws ‘Yestivity and lavish
charity. The court set the fashion
for the barons, and they were imi-
tated by the people at large.” “The
light of the holy festival shone wpon
palace and upon cot.”
Once a year the poor had plenty ;
every family gathered around the
Yule log, spread the Christmas feast,
and sipped the wassall bowl. In the
rural districts, after the chureh ser-
vice, the squire, or:lord stood at his
own gate and gave, bountiful almo.
to the poor and aged, while hio ten-
ants and dependents were feasted at
his expense.

The celebration lasted for twelve
days—from December 25th to Janu-
ary 6th—the period being Epiphany,
the time supposed to have been con-
sumed by the Magi to Bethlehem, led
by the star in the East. Games
and sports wore indiged in by all
classes; special privileges were
granted by enactment of law, and
everyone encouraged to recreation
and amuscment. Even war relax-
ed its horrors. During the siege of
Rouen by Henry V. (A. D. 1418B), the
city being in extremity from fam-
ine. the king ordered a truce for
Christmas Day, and gave

¥ood to His Famishing Enemies.

In the British Museum is pre-
served the original order of Parlia-
ment, dated December 24, 1652, dir-
ecting that there shall be “no obser-
vance of the five-and-twentieth day
of December, commonly called Christ-
mas Day, nor shall any church ser-
vices be held on that day.” 1Tn 1644
the Long Parliament had ordered
that the 25th of December chould be
kKept as a national feast, and that
“all men should pass it in humbly”
bemoaning the great national sin
which they and their fathers had so
often committed on that day by
romping under the mistletoe, eating
boar’s head and drinking ale flavor-
ed with roasted apples. No public
act of that time seems to have irri-
tated the common people more.” " —
(Macaulay). However, a writer of
that time observes that, in spite of
laws and enactments, “Father
Chricimas crept in by many a back
door. and was well entertained at
the fireside.”

Af curious relic of the pagan feast
of Pomons was the custom in some
rural districts in England of a pro-
cession through the apple orchards
on Christmas Eve, drinking cider and

. pouring the dregs at the roots of

tho trees while chanting a song, the
refrain of which was:

: “Health to thee,

: Good apple tree!”

This was to insure a bountiful
yield of fruit the next year.

The Term °* Christmas Box"

meaning a gift, is more usual in Eng-
land than 1o the United States. 1t
is suid to have its origin in the an-
cient custom of keeping a box aboard
slips to coudect contributions to be
used ot Christmas time to pay for
masses for the souls of sailors lost
at sea during the preceding year. In
Ingland St. Stephen's Day is called
“poxing day,” from tne custom which
prevails tnere of the tradesmen, post-
men, or anyvose ‘'who serves the
househoid in any capacity, ringing
the coorbell, wishing the master and
mistress a merry Curistmas, and re-
ceiving a gratuty.

I GermiaJy were is a legend that
when Ihve peuck. d the {atal apple,

the leaves shrivcied, tie tree chang-!

ed ip nature, anu hecame evergreen,
bearing witness in ali seasons to the
fall of man. Oniy orce a year, on the
birthday of the Ledeemer, it blooms
with lights and is laden with gifts of
love—and so we nave the Christmas
iree.

In ihe Black Forest regions in Ger-
many gltere 1s a tradition that on
each Christmas Eve the Saviour
comes to earth in the guise ol a poor
boy and asks alms at the house doors.
On that day no beggar is refused
food and shelter.

It is said that the popular tradition
of the entrance of the Santa Claus
by means of the chimney arose from

The Story of Hertha,

o, goddess of Norse mythology. When
festival in her honor was celebrated,

! an altar of stones was erected in the

house, and fir branches were piled
upon it and set on fire. Through the
dense smoke made by the green wood,
the goduess wis supposed to descend
and extend her infiuenge aceording to
the petitions of Lhe worshippers.

Some of the Christmas hymns and
carols are very ancient, aud have
been in mony cases transmitted
orally through many generations. In
Euglnd Itis still the eustom for men
and boys, caled the Christmas
w .its, to go aroand ' on Christmas
Eve and sing carols.

George Wither, A. D. 1815, wrote
a poem deseribing an Eng.islv Christ-
mas festival in his time. The follow-
ing are the first two stanzas:

“So now is come our joyfullest feast;

Lefievery man be Jolly,

Each room with ivy leaves is drest,

And every post with holly.
Though some churls at our mirth re-

pine,

Round your foreheads garlands

twiney
Drown eorrow in a cup of wine,
And let us all be merry.

“Now all our neighbors’ chimneys
smokoey
And Chrigtmas blocks are burning ;

A Toronto despatch says: Ell
Hyman, a Hebrew, who used to
gather Trags and sell newspapers
on the streets, died in the public
ward No. 8, at the General Hospital
yesterday, afternoon, and over‘!l_O_O_.-
000 worth of script was founa upon
him, representing securities in vari-
ous corporations.

Hyman was 70 years of age, and
had been living in Toronto, for
thirty-two years. For twenty-five
years, until last spring, he lived on
ihe charity of the Hebrew Benevo-
velent Society. The members re-
ceived some jntimation at that time
from a stock broker as to the man's
wealth, and they instituted an in-
vestigation, and as a result the char-
ity ceased, it being proved that he
was very wealthy.

He slept in a shed in the rear of
another Hebrew’s place on York
street, and occupled his time in ga-
thering rags in the morning, and in
tue afternoon sold newspapers, and
it is said, often told tales of his
sufferings to customers, 80 work-
ing on the feelings of some of “‘them
that donations of silver were often
forthcoming.

He gave his name as Henry Zolinski
at the hospital, but Eli Hyman s
his right name. He also went by, the
pame of Davis.

Clained to be Destitute.

Last Saturday he was admitted
to the Hospital a.very sick man,
suifering from pncumonia and plear-
isy. He said Lc was in destitite cir-
cumstances. He was raggedly dress-
od, and from Lis appearance it was
judged that water and he had been
strangors for a long time. He said
L= had no moncy, and that he had
to borrow a strecet car ticket to
got to tha hospital. Rabbi Jacobs, of
577 Church street, pastor of Holy
Blossomz Synagogu:, ho said, was the
ouly friend he had, The rabbi was
sent for, and visited Hyman daily.
Deccased intimated, that he had
something important to tell the Rab-
bi, and at differcnt times seemed
about to disclosa it, but put it off
tuntil yosterday, when he was oo
weak 1o moke any statement, though
Le made desperate efforis to do so.

‘o had a parcel, which he asked
ibe nurse attending him to put
away. for safe-keeping. She threw it
into o bureau drawer, not thinking
tiat it contained anything of value.
But when it was opcned after the
man's death it was found to contain
a large number of securities and re-
cvipts. They were in envelopes, all
addrssced to Mrs. Sophin Hyman,
Crurchville, Ont., near Streetsville.
She is deceased’s widow. The

Winnipeg despatch: W. M. Whyte,
assistant to President Shaughnessy,
of the C. P. R, who returned here
to-day, from Montreal, announced
that the company will undertake
considerable construction in the west.

“West of Moosejaw,” sald Mr.

| Whyte, “the line to the coast is to

be almost all rebuilt. That is, the
line is to be more or less changed to
straighten out curves and lessen
grades. ‘The expenditure will be
considerable. The early spring will
see a start of the work.

“The biggest construction scheme
that has been decided upon,” con-
tinued Mr. Whyte, “is a new line
that will bo built from a point on
the maiu line between Yorkton and
Prince Albert, westerly and north-
westerly, to a point on the North
Saskatchewan River, in the vicinity
of Battleford, from there to Wetaski-
win on the Calgary and Edmonton
line. A line will also be constructed
by the C. P. R. from a point pear
Chureh bridge to a point to con-
nect with the branch to Pleasant
Hilla.”

The C. P. R. are now turning a
great deal of attention to the bring-
ing In of fuel, and Mr. Whyte sald
that now that the rush of the grain
traffic was over there should be be-
fore long a complete reliel from the
fuel scarcity in the west.

“The traffic this year,” said Mr.
Whyte, “has been enorrmous. The
rond has been taxed to its utfhost
capacity, and in the last two or three
years has grown greater by 200 or
300 per cent.”

A British
ormy has never in all history been
defeated in the sense of having its
power ol recuperation destroyed ; for
inextinguishable loyalty, the child of
free-wili and the cause of free service,
| permeating the rank and file, has refi-
cdered a debacle impossible. Conscrip-
tion is a great juggler in the Father-
land ; it takes the traders and leaves
trade uninjured; it invades without
dislocating civil life; it seals the
bodies of men to iteell without
either quenching or setting fire to
their spirite—thes> are wonderful
feats, visible to all beholders.

Every farmer by a simple
syptem of book-keeping, keep a care-
ful check on his receipts and exs
penditures, so as to know exactly

reward his labor. In these days of

flerco competition it is only by keep- |

ing down the cost of production and

preventing all waste that farming

can be made successful.. Some sources

of loss are here given which will

readily suggest others: . P
Lack of System.

One of the chief leaks on many
farms is the loss of time and en-
ergy because the management is not
carried out on any definite system.
A study of any old and successful
business will show that success has
been largely due to a methodical
and systomatic way of doing things.
System may be carried too far so
as to become merely mechanieal, but
as a geaeral proposition it may be
sald 4hat after & well defined plan
of' action has been determined on it
should be rigidly carried out. As
more knowledge is gained, or new:
ideas acquired, it will be necessary
to make changes in the routine, but
no chango should be made without
due deliberation. All work should be
carefully planned in advance and all
tools and implements gotten ready so
that therc may be no delay when
operations actually begin.

Use of Time Tables.

All men employed on the farm
should have well-defineG daties to
perform, 0 that thei time may
be used to the best advantage. A
good system provide® for the feel-
ing of stock at regular hours each
day. When stock are fed and wal-
ered at regular hours, they be-
come accustomed to the regularity
of feeding, and thrive much bet-
ter than if fed at different hours
on each succeeding day.

y Care of Implements.

A very common source of loss is
found in the neglect of expensive
farm implements and tools. These
are left lying in the flelds where
they have been uscd, subject to all
the inclemencies of the weather,
which - are more destructive than
actual use. Small tools are fre-
quently lost, and lArger imple-
ments rust or rot. There ‘should be
& place on every farm where im-
plemeats may be kept under cover,
and none should be left' outside
when not in use. A workshop should
also be provided in connection with
the topl-house, so that during
rainy days or other slack periods,
implements may be painted and
necessary repairs made. Much time
is lost by farmers, during busy sea-
sons, such as seeding, haying and
harvest, because a bolt or some
other small part has been lost,
and a trip to blacksmith shop or
foundry is necessary to replace it.
This waste of valuable time might
be prevented by a little forethought
or examination of the implement
before it was required for use. In
many cases implements are pur-
chased, which the farmer could well
do without.

Keeping Unnecessary Stock.

This is another frequent cause of
loss. If a farmér has more horses
than are required to carry on the
work of the farm, he should sell
those he does not need, if a figure
at all reasonable can be obtained.
The cow which does not yield en-
ough milk or butter to pay a‘iood
profit on her keep should be dispos-
ed of, and her place filled by an-
other. A few weeks’ use of the
scales and Babcock tester will usa-
ally furnish some surprising re-
sults in "this direction.

Improper Feeding of Stock,
To secure maximum profits It is

intelligently for the object in view;
Rations should be carefully com-
pounded in order to secure a proper
proporjion of albuminoids, and car-
bohydrates, or as it is called, a pro-
per nutritive ratio. Animals should
be selected for early maturity and
fed so as to be ready for market;
at an early age. The nearer mat-
urity an animal comes, the greater
becomes the cost of growth. Again
money is lost by failing to.provide
green crops for feeding during the
summer droughts {incident to this
country. Horses in many cases are
given all the hay they care to eat—
a practice not only wasteful, bat
injurious to the animals as well.

The women of Damascus—that is, the

oslem women—are more closely veil-
ed than those of Constantinople and
other eastern cities because the people
here are more tenacious in the observ-
ance of the ancient customs of their
race and the requirements of their re-
ligion. The veils are thicker, also, and
cover the entire face. Some of them
are figured so that the concealment is
even more complete.

Greeks, Jews and Armenians do not
wear veils, and some of them are very
handsome, particularly the Jewish wo-
men. Their eyes, complexion and hair
are superb. The types of oriental love-
liness remind you of Solomon’s Song.

No women are employed about the
hotels or restaurants. All the “domes-
tic” work is done by men. In the shops
and manufactories of Damascus thou-
sands of women and girls are employ-
ed, but they are exclusively Greeks and
Jews. No Moslem would permit his
wife, daughter or sister to appear in a
shop or any other place where men are
employed.—Chicago Record-Herald.

THREE GREAT CANYONS.

Y ite, Yell
Canyen of the Colorado Compared.

the Yellowstone is, like the Colorado,
gorgeously colored and abruptly coun-
tersunk in a platean, and both are
mainly the work of water. But the Col-
orado’s canyon is more than 1,000 times
larger, and as a score or two new build-
ings of ordinary size would not appre-
clably change the general view of a
great city so hundreds of Yellowstones
might bé eroded in the sides of the Col-
orado canyon without noticeably aug-
menting its size or the richness of its
sculpture. But it is not true that the
great Yosemite rocks would be thus
lost or hidden. Nothing of their kind in
the world, so far as I know, rivals Bl
Capitan and Tissiack, much less
dwarfs or in any way belittles them.
None of the sandstone or limestone
precipices of the canyon that I have
seen or heard of approaches in smooth,
flawless strength and grandeur the
granite face of Kl Capitan or the Te-
naya side of Cloud’s Rest. These co-
lossal cliffs, types of permanence, are
about 3,000 and 6,000 feet high; those
of the canyon that are sheer are about

noblest of mountain buildings, far
from being overshadowed or lost in this
rosy, spiry canyon company, would
draw every eye and in serene majesty
“aboon them a’” she would take her
place—castle, temple, palace or tower.
Nevertheless a noted writer, comparing
the Grand canyon in a general way
with the glacial Yosemite, says: “And
the Yosemite—ah, the lovely Yosemite!
Dumped down into the wilderness of
gorges and mountains, it would take a
guide who knew of ity existence a long
time to find it.” This is striking and
shows up well above the levels of com-
monplace description, but it is confus-
ing and has the fatal fault of not being
true.—John Muir in Century.

In in-
stance: Five men are required to open
the outer door, each knowing a fifth
part of the entire combination and no
more.

vision was made for the adequate
punishment of crime. There has al-
ways existed among civilized natiouns
a strong conception of the value of
human life, and the punishment in-
flicted upon the murderer  has always
been severe and sometimes even vin-
dictive in its character. The cities
of refuge were not founded to pro-
tect the guilty, but for the shelter of
the innocent.

VI. Rededication to the service of
God. The consecration of the fathers
will not suffice for the sons. Joshua
was now neariy in sight of the celes-
tial city, and his heart’s strongest
desire was to leave behind him a na-
tion wholly devoted to the service of
the living God. The people “presented
themselves before God,” and in an-
swer to the carnest exhortations and
appeals of Joshua promised, 1. *‘God
forbid that we should forsake the
Lord to serve other gods.”
