RED FLAG FOOLISHNESS

We haven't noticed any Russian
rebellion flag by day, nor any summer
carnival illumination by night, in con
nection with the passage through our
village of traction engines, and it is
evident that the law of the road is
being fractured in several mot~ or less
vital spots by owners of traction
engines in this county. Autention is
directed to the following sections of
Chap: 242 RS.0. :— *

Sec. 7—Every engine run after dark
shall carry a bright red light ina
conspicuous place in front and a green
light in the rear of the train.

8ec. 8— No engine shall be run
through a city, town or village unless a
messenger is sent at Jeast fifteen and
not more than thirty rods in advance
carrying a red flag by day and a bright
red light by night. The fine for
neglect of these conditions may be $25.

Make into a paste and apply to
the raw surface, kevping in place by a thin
cotton or linen bands. Renew from time to

time until the skin 1s healed.

The white of an egg is good for slight
burns. Never use flour or coton batting,
as thelr tendency is to stick to the raw sur-
tace.

One of the most soothing applications for
a fire burn is raw potato, scraped or grat-
ed, and bound like a poultice on the injured
surface.

Lime water mixed with linseed or table
oll makes)a good dressing on absorbent cot-
ton, or a carbolic solution, using two
parts of hot (as can be borne) bolled water
to one part of carbolic solution.

Is Painter’s Colic a Mytn?

In 1003 the French Senate appoinhd
a committee of scientific men to investi-
gate the effects of white lead upon the
health of journeymen painters. The com-
mittee has just reporied that it has made
a careful investigation of the subject in
eighty-six of the eighty-eight depart-
ments into which France is diveded, ex-
tending its inquiries even into Algeria.
According to this report, out of 194 jour-
neymen painters wbo were in the hos-
pitals of France in 1904 only twenty-
seven were sick froimn diseases originat-
ing from their trade. “If this mumber
were double,” says the report, “we are
still very far from the ravages which
have been attributed to the use of white
lead.” The committes has not been able
to discover any eviflence of the exces-
sive mortality whioh was reported to
prevail in this busimpes. The death.rgie
among house painters is very low, aver-
aging only one in every'7 or 8,000
journeymen.

ON LIVE TOPICS.:

Pure Milk Supply and its Importance
to All.

The Model Home and How it Will be
Furnished.

Conferring Degrees Upon Many Em-
inent Men.

A Toronto despatch: Many subjects of
interest were discussed in the various
sections of the British Medical Associa-
tion yesterday.

The views of the members of the sec-
tion on State medicine and the subject
of the control of the milk supply were
epitomized in a ' resolution passed by
that body yesterday. This expression
of opinion was a recommendation to
the Local Government Boards of Eng-
land and Ireland and the Provincial
Board of Health that there should be a
more rigid ‘enforcement of the regula-
tions governing the handling and dis-
tribution of milk and the supervision of
dairies. This oversight, it was felt,
should be vested in the central authori-
ty, in view of the reluctance of local
bodies to take drastic measures of en-
forcement.

Prof. Hewlett contributed
emphasizing the need of compulsory
veterinary inspection as an essentiai
factor in procuring a pure milk supply.
He advocated the enforcement of ‘the
law to that effect by the central au-
thority, under the Government Board
of Health. As a precautionary mea-
sure the immediate chilling of milk was
advocated. Sealed bottles for distribu-
tion were recommended.

Dr. P. H. Bryce explained the On-
tario legislation respecting the super-
vision of dairies and the licensing of
milk dealers.

Dr, J. Groves, Carisbrooke, Isle of
Wight, regretted that even with the care
taken in England, conditions were not
ideal; while Prof. Gloister. Glasgow, la-
mented the fact that executive action
was deferred until after harm had been
done, instead of being preventive.

At the close of the discussion a reso-
lution was unanimousely passed to the
effect that the time had now arrived
when the existing provisions of the law
with regard to the housing of dairy.
cattle, milk storage, and milk distribu-
tion, and the periodical inspection of
such cattle and dairies should be more
strictly enjoined upon the local au-
thorities. The resolution will be for-
warded through the Council to the Lo-
cal Government Board of England and
the Provincial Board of Health of On-
tario.

The Model Modern Home,

When the important topic of hygiene
in the home and public institutions was
taken up Dr. J. J. Cassidy, of the On-
tario Board of Health, read an able
paper on the subject.

The medical inspection of schools was
the subject of an instructive paper by
Dr. Helen MacMurchy, of Toronto.

Dealing with the same subject, Mr.
William Scott, B. A., principal of the
Toronto Normal School, contended that
the preservation of the health of the
pupil and the imparting of sufficient
education to enable him to discharge
the duties of life should be a function
of the State.

Alcoholism Insanity. :

Before the psychological department
Dr. Crothers, Hartford, Conn., treated
of the insanity of inebriety, which
was & more accurate term than alco-
holism. The insane inebriates were
the periodic drinkers, whose excesses
were manias, epilepses, circular in-
sanities, and in  the later stages all
these symptoms merged into pro-
nounced forme of insanity. The sec-
ond form of ineanity prominent in the
inebriate is the continuous drinker who
early displays delusions of exaltation
and strength he does not possess, and
who is practically a reasoning maniac
and the most diseased of all drinkers.

Save Infant Lives,

The prevention of Summer mor-
tality among children from the ravages,
of intestinal diseases was the subject of
a paper read by Dr. Chas. G. Kerley, of
New York, before the section in paedia-
trics. The use of proper feeding meth-
ods was the first necessary requirement,
Improper feeding on unclean food caused
intestinal disorder and deranged diges-
tion. Then, again, physiciang and
laymen failed to appreciate that an at-
tack of acute indigestion in infants dur-
ing the Eummer was dangerous and need-
ed prompt attention. With his own pa-
tients it was a standing order that with
the first sign of disorder milk should be
discontinued, castor oil administered,and
water given as a drink with rice or bar-
ley water as a substitute for milk, as
the doctor advised.

ABOUT RADIUM.

LORD KELVIN DEFENDS THEORY AS
TO ITS EXISTENCE.

In a Letter to the Editor of the Times
Discuess the Probable Source of the
Precious Substance—Agrees With
Douglass Rudge.

London, Aug. 27.—Lord Kelvin fur-
ther discusses radium in a letter to the
editor of The Times, replying to a letter
by Mr. Strutt, published a few days
ago. In the course of his letter Lord
Kelvin says: Mr. Strutt asks me how
I explain the existence of radium in the
earth at present, My answer is that
by the concourse of atoms and by the
interatomic motions from the time when
the ponderable matter of the solar sys-
tem and the stars existed as separate
atoms scattered through ether and mov-
ing with velocities probably much less
than the present velocities of stars,
through space, it seems to me fairly
probable that atoms of helium and lead
constituting the present radium were
in later times forcibly grouped together
among all the crystallizations which
have constituted granite from a pre-
viously liquid earth.

“I think we may agree with Douglass
Rudge aid others who have suggested
similar views, that the molecule of
radium embedded in the earth’s erust
under enormous pressures probably has
its constituent atoms safely protected
against explosive flyings asunder. by
which they produce the beating effects
discovered in our laborities.”

The Death of Bandera,

+Havana, Aug. 27.—The body of the
negro general, Quentin Bandera, the most
daring insurgent in Havana province, lies
ip the morgue at Havana to-day, flank-
ed by those of two mulatto comrades,
all frightfully gashed by machetes. The
arrival of Bandera’s body here was the
first news of the fight in which he met
his death, The conflict occurred at the
Silvoira farm, near Punta Brava, 15
miles from Havana.

Thirty-eight mounted rural rds,
under Captain Ignacio del Gado and
Lieut. Martinez were searching through-
out the night for Bandera’s party. . At
2 am., the rural guards were breaking
th h a wire fence at the edge of the
Bilvecira farm when they were sudden-
ly fired upon by Bandera’s 20 followers.
The guards rushed upon the insurgenta,
but with the exception of their ghief
and his two leading comrades, they all
escaped. The guards madg the chief and
his companions a special target and all
three received several bullet wounds and

Were Horribly Mutilated.

by machete cuts. Not one of the guards
was wounded. The bodies of Bandera and
his companions were Placed in a wagon
and brought to Havana, An examination
of Bandera’s body showed that his prin-
cipal wound was a machete blow on the
head which cut off his left ear and made
a cut in his face. He also had bullet
wounds in his arms and breast. The con-
dition of Bandera’s two dead companions
was even more shocking. Their faces and
bodies were terribly gashed by mach-
etes. The clothes of all three men show-
ed every evidence of hard life which
they had been leading while eluding thir
pursuers.

It has been open seeret among the rur-
al guards that Bandera would never live
to be tried for treason, his death being
the main object of the Government’s
forces. The smallness of the party ae-
companying Bandera has caused surprise
here, but it is believed that he only had
a portion of his band with him,

THE G. T. P. LINE.

COLLINGWOOD SCHREIBER SAYS IT
WILL BE FINE.

Drove From Portage la Prairie to Ed-
monton Along the Survey—Line Will
Be an Eye-Opener to Thousands of
Canadians When Built,

Ottawa, Aug. 27.—“Canada will have
a remarkable railway when the Grand
Trunk Pacific is built,” was the state-
ment made this morning by Collingwood
Schreiber, chief consulting engineer to
the Canadian Government. “I have just
eome from the West, where I have been
inspecting the portion of the line from
Winnipeg to Edmonton. I drove the
entire distance of the route from Portage
la Prairie to Edmonton. The surveyors
have found a splendid line. It is practi-
cally straight, and the maximum grade
to the eastward is four-tents of one per
cent., and westward five-tenths. As the
Grand Trunk Pacific people expect to do
about as well through the mountains
from Edmonton to the Pacific, and as the
XNational Transcontinental surveys have
praciically sccured these grades all the
way from Winnipeg to the Atlantic,
there is no doubt the line will be the
best of the transcontinerftal lines and
capable of the most ec(?nnmlcal
administration and of handling the
greatest amount of traffic at .
minimum cost.” “By autumn there will
be over a hundred miles of the line west
of Winnipeg. railed, and there is litt'le
doubt that the road will participate in
the hauling of the crop next year.”

The settlers are going with the road.
Their shacks were seen dotting the prair-
ie for the whole distance from Portage
La Prairie to Edmonton.

The company has 16 surveyers parties
working to the west of Edmonton, all
through the mountains. The contract-
ors are encountering some difficulty in
getting labor; however, there is no
doubt the road will be built in a very
short time.”

VALENCIA’S VICTIMS.

LIFEBOAT AND EIGHT SKELETONS
FOUND IN CAVE,

Supposed That the Boat Was Thrown in
by Heavy Sea and the People on
Board Starved to death—Discovered
Near Carmanagh,

Vancouver, B. C., Aug. 2..—Eight skel-
etons lying beside an undamaged Valen-
cia lifeboat in a cave near Carmanagh
on the west coast of Vancouver Island,
dumbly tell what is undoubtedly the
most awful tragedy of last January’s
wreck, when the Frisco liner pounded
to pieces on the treacherous coast.

A special from Carmanagh this after-
noon reporting the heartbreaking discov-
ery, says the boat’s crew had made ap-
parent safety and starved to death be-
cause the coast line was not adequately
searched. It will be impossible to iden-
tify the remains of the eight victims, ex-
cept by the ermoval of tons of rubbish.

Lightkeeper Daykin says: “If the
men got into the cave alive, as it is evi-
dent they did, they must have starved to
death. It is a veritable mantrap, There
is a large rock at the mouth of the cave
over which the boat must have been
hurled by huge waves, as there is not

WIFE MURDER
AND SUICIDE

COLD-BLOODED CRIME OF HENRY
ANDERSON, PARRY SOUND.

Mrs. Anderson Killed on Neighbor’s Door-
step—The Murderer Tells an In-
quirer: “Nothing is the Matter; I
Have Just Shot Sarah,” and Then
Shoots Himself Dead,

Parry Sound despatch: Henry Ander-
son. a laboring man, in the employ of
the Parry Sound Lumber Company here,
shot and instantly killed his wife about
10 o’clock last night, and then shot him-
self. In the absence of Coroners Stone

and Davis from town, it was not until
this morning that another Coroner, Dr.
O’Gorman, of Depot. Harbor. could be
got to open an inquest on the bodies of
the man and woman. From the evi-
dence of eye-witnesses the facts of the
shooting and the causes which led to it
were ascertained. Anderson, who is a
man of about 50 years of age, has been
living here for about five years, com-
ing from Glen Major, in the township of
Pickering, with his wife and three child-
ren.
Insanely Jealous.

He was a man of ungovernable temper
and  was insanely jealous of his wife,
whose life had been made miserable by
his jealous outbreaks. Mrs. Anderson
had been visiting relatives in Thorn-
bury for about a month, and returned
a week ago, accompanied by her sister,
Miss Wilson. Yesterday Mrs. Ander-
son, Miss Wilson and a neighbor, Mrs,
Nicholls, went to Depot Harbor on the
ferry steamer Emma, teling Anderson
they would return on the 6 o’clock boat.
After leaving  work the man
went to the East Ward dock to meet his
wife, and was apparently greatly angered
at her not being there.

Meantime the three women had got off
at the town dock to inquire as to the
running of a steamer to Thornbury, on
which Miss Wilson proposed to return
to-day, and did some shopping in town
before returning to their home in the
East Ward. Anderson walked over to
Fenn’s hardware store, seemingly in a
great hurry, and purchased a 32-calibre
double action revolver and a box of
cartridges, and then returned to the
East Ward. He came and went by the
lumber company’s tramway, and so miss-
ed the women.

Jesus Enters Jerusalem ia Triumph—Matt.
xxi. 1-17.

. Commentary.—I Preparations for the
triumphal entry (vs. 1-7). 1. Drew nigh
This was Sunday, commonly called Palm
Bunday. Jesus and His disciples left
Bethany and journeyed toyvud Jerusa-
lem. Bethphage—The location of. this
town is not definitely known; it was
_between Bethany and Jerusalem. Sent
..two disciples—Supposed to have been
Peter and John. After they left Bethany
Jesus sent these disciples on ahead.
2. The village—Bethphage. Ye shall
find—Here we have a wonderful instance
of Christ’s prescience in very minute- mat
ters, Taking the different accounts to-
gether the following points may be not-
ed: 1. They would find a colt with its
mother. 2. Both the colt and its moth-
er would be tied. 3. They would find
them as they entered the village. 4. At
@ place where two ways met. 5. No man
had eat upon the colt. 6. The owners
would question them. 7. When told that
the Lord had need of them they would
let them go. A colt with her —The other
sccounts mention the colt only, and do
mnot refer to its mother. Our Lord chose
an anima] on which never man had sat.
“Those which had never been yoked were
considered as sacred,”—ClapRe. Loosge
them—The animals were tied; and so
men’s possessions are “tied” by pleasure,
or greed, or gain, or habit, or the gordian
knot of selfishness.—Hom. Com.
3. Straightway he will send them—
Our Lord did not beg, but borrowed
the colt, therefore this should be under-
stood as the promise of returning him.
‘Clarke. Mark xi. 3, Revised Version,
makes this clear: “And straightway he
will send him back hither.” Thus Jesus
Himself became responsible for the
speedy return of the animals.
4. Might be fulfilled—“Was the chief
motive of Jesus merely to fulfil a
prophecy, and did He turn out of the
way for that purpose Rather, let us
@ee that this was the right thing to do
at this time. It was necessary in order
to fulfil His mission for Him to offer
Himself on this last opportunity to the
Jdews in their Messiah King, eo that
they might accept Him and be saved.
It was necessary to reveal His kingly
mature and His kingly right and to give
& foregleam of His triumph over the
world. Therefore this event was prophe-
sied and accomplished.” By the prophet
—Zech. ix. 9. 5. The daughter of Sion
—The “church. Behold—Give attention and
look with astonishment and wonder. Thy
King cometh—Jesus Christ is appointed
King over the church (Pst. ii. 6), and
is accepted by the church., He comes to
thee, to rule in thee, to rule for thee;
He is head over all things to the church—
Henry. His kingdom is not of this world.
It is a kingdom of truth, of righteous-
ness, of love. Meek—When a king comes
something great is expected, and great
demonstrations are made. But in this
case all is different. Christ appears in
His meekness, not in His Majesty. He
is ready to suffer for Zion’s sake. He is
“the Prince of Peace; “His methods are
mora], not physical; truth is His scep-
ter, love His force.” “His laws are writ-
“ten in His own blood instead of the blood
of His subjects.”

6. Did as Jesus commanded—What a
blessing it would be if everyone did as
Jesus commanded them, without stop-
ping to question, or suggest a different
course. 7. Their clothes—They spread
their loose outer garments on the colt
and sat Jesus thereon, thus acknowled-
ing Him to be their king. “This was a
custom observed by the people when
they found that God had appoirted a
man to the kingdom,

I. The triumphal procession (va. 8-11).

8. A very great multitude—Vast crowds
were present at the Passover. In the
time of Nero a census was taken, and it
was ascertained that there were 2,700,000
Jews present at this feast. There were
many from Galilee who knew Jesus per-
sonally, and great numbers had been at-
tracted to Bethany, excited by the re-
cent resurrection of Lazarus, News had
reached the city that he was coming and
& Iresh crowd came pouring out from
that direction; eome went before and
some followed after. Garments in the
way—An Oriental mark of honor at the
reception of kings or their entrance into
cities.—Lange. It was customary in
royal processions to spread decorative
cloth or carpet upon the ground, that
the feet of royalty might not be defiled,
or that dust might not arise.—Morison,
Branches from the trees—This was a de-
monstration of their joy. “Carrying
palm and other branches was emblemat-
ical of success and victory.”
. 9. Hosanna—Hosanna is a rendering
into Greek letters of the Hebrew words
“Save, we pray” (Pea. cxviii, 25). 1t is
like a shout of “Salvation! Salvation!”
—8Schaff. It is used as an expression of
praise like “Hallelujah!” The disciples
rejoiced and praised God with a loud
voice (Luke xix. 37, 38), and the Phari-
sees with unconcealed disgust asked him
to rebuke them. But Jesus replied: *“If
these should hold their peace the stones
would immediately cry out.” Jesus here
grants his people a license to rejoice and
shout his praises. The Son of David—A
common expression for the Messiah. In
the highest—"In the highest degree; tn
the highest strains; in the ‘highest hea-
vens.” Tt is a great mistake to suppose
that Christianity i< tame, insipid and
lifeless; there is nothing so calculated to
Kindle enthusiasm. It was in the midet
of this general rejoicing that Jesus wept
over Jerusalem (Luke xix. 41).

10. Was moved—"“Was stirred,”—R. N
Dhe word in the original is forcible,
“eonvulsed.” or “stirred.” as by an earth-
quake, or by a violent wind.  The same
Greek word is wsed by Matthew (viii,
24) to express vhe effect of a violent
tempest upon the waters of the Sea ot
Galilee. The multitude was greatly ex-
cited. Who is this—\Well may we, as
they, ask this question. 11. Is this Jesus
—And thus he is the Saviour, the Deliv-
erer (Matt. i. 21). The prophet of Naza-

(Deut. xviii. 18). And we might add,
he is the Christ, the Son of God, the
living Word.

IIL. Cleansing the temple (vs. 12, 13).
12. Into the temple—This was the next
day, Monday. See Mark xi. 11-15. Jesus
and His disciples went back to Bethany
on Bunday night. This was the second
cleansing of the temple; one of His first
public acts, three years before this, was
to purge His Father’s house (John ii.
13-17). The court of the Gentiles which
embraced several acres had been turned
into a market for the sale of the beasts
and doves that the foreign Jews desired
to offer in sacrifice. Cast out—In the
first instance He used a “scourge of
small cards,” now His word is sufficient.
That sold and bought—“In the court of
the Gentiles was the temple market,
where animals, oil, wine and other things

shp were sold for the convenience of pil
grims who came from all parts of the
world to offer sacrifices at the Passover
season, and who could not bring their
offerings with them. The priests made
gain out of the traffic.” Money chang-
ers—Pilgrims brought with them the
coinage of their own country—Syria,
Egyptian, Greek, as the case might be—
and their money either was not current
in Palestine, or, as being stamped with
the symbols of heathen worship, could
not be received into the treasury of the
temple.—Ellicott. They changed mone;

for those who wanted the half-shekel,
whih was their yearly poll, or redemp-
tion money.—Henry.

13. It is written—In Isa lvi. 7; Jer. vii.
11. A den of thieves—The business was
right ‘enough in itself, but they had per-
verted the use of the Lord’s house, and
were robbing the people by charging ex-
tortionate prices. They were destroying
the very spirit of true worship. Let us
be careful not to allow anything to be
brought into the house of God to destroy
the sacredness of the pace.

IV. Christ’s popularity (vs. 14-17). 14.

He healed them—In the presence of all
the people He performed most wonderful
cures. He now shows the proper use of
the temple. 15. Were sore displeased —
The leaders saw that they were unable to
check His growing popularity. Even the
children had taken up the strain and
were singing His praises; the world had
gone after him (John xii. 19). The priests
and scribes were exasperated because of
this. They saw that the only thing to
do to save their own prestige was to
put Christ to death.
16. Hearest thou what these say—
They were anxious to have Christ rebuke
them, but, instead, Jesus quotes from
Psa. viii. 2 to show that even this was
in harmony with the Scriptures. 17. To
Bethany—They again return to Bethany
to lodge.

PRACTICAL APPLICATIONS.

I. Thy King commanding. “Jesus com-
manded them” (v. 6.) Christ told the dis-
ciples where to “go” and what to do, and
what to “say” (vs. 2,3), “and the dis-
ciples went and did as Jesus commanded
them.” The cammands of God are plain,
possible, and perfect, and if we mistake
His directions it is our own fault. If
we faithfully keep His precepts, we
shall find that He has faithfully kept
His promises. “Perfect obedience brings
perfect rest.

II. Thy King condescending. “Thy
King cometh unto thee, m <. .sitting
upon an ass” (v. 5). Jesus’ chvice of a
way to the cross is but one of many il-
lustrations of His meekness. Humility is
the inward spirit out of which meekness
springs. Meekness is the opposite of all
that is arroiant, self-asserting, irritable,
proud and high-spirited. Students who
are meek will be Bubmissive to their
teachers and “receive with meekness the
engrafted word” (James i. 21).

III. Thy King coming. “The King
cometh” (v. 5). “He was come unto Jer-
usalem” (v. 10). This looks forward to
the day when Christ shall set up His
personal reign in Jerusalem (Zech. xiv. 4,
16, 17). Christ. referring to His spiritual
presence with His own said, “Lo, I am
with you alway” (Matt. xxviii. 20); re-
ferring to His reign on the earth, he
said, “I will come again” (John xiv. 3.)
He is coming, literally, visibly, person-
ally, certainly (Acts i. 11; Matt. xxiv.
44). And those who are looking for Him.
(Heb. ix. 28), waiting for Him (1 Cor.
i. 7), watching for Him (Luke xii. 37)
and “hastening His coming” (2 Peter,
iii, 12, margin), shall be caught up to
meet Him (1 Thess. iv. 13.17), Christ
promises from His Father's throné (Heb.
xii. 2), where He is now seated, that
overcomers shall one day sit with Him
over the nations (Rev. iii. 21), and those
who keep His works unto the end shall
rule as “kings” with Him over the na-
tions (Rev. ii. 26, 27; Psa. ii; 6-10). “Not

About 800 Physicians at the Great

The medical parliament of the Eng-
lish-speaking world, which is honoring
Toronto by its presence this week, dealt
in & thorough manner with several of
the pressing problems of theirs and the
social world yesterday. Crowded meet-
ings of the various sections heard ad-
dresses by specialists of wide fame. Prac-
titioners who had mot attended previous
meetings of the association reaped un-
expectedly . large benefits from the
thorough and practical discussions. The
central event of the day was the lunoh-
eon given by the Ontario branch of the
Dominion Alliance.

Sir Victor Harsley, of London, ex-
pressed his pleasure in being able to
speak on the conclusions of science with
regard to the use of alcohol. Those pre-
sent were probably well aware of the
attitude of the medical profession on
this side of the water regarding the use
of alcohol. French medical men, too, had
recently passed a resolution against .
“The medical profession as a whole is
hostile rather than friendly toward the
drug which we call alcohol,” was  Sir
Victor’s pronouncement. “I am here to
give you some idea of the position of the
profession in England, that 'is, of the
British. Medical Association, for most of

"ally prejudiced that any reform should
emanate from the surgeons. It really
stands to the credit of a great man to
“whom we owe everything, Lord Lister.
| Antiseptic surgery rendered unmecessar:
the treatment of patients with alcohol.

Even in my time it was clustomary in

the University College Hodpital to give
! tliem .three ounces of brandy before en-
! tering the theatre. This was a sort of

apostolic succession from the pre-an-
| tiseptic days when it was administeded
{ @8 a preparation for the fearful ‘trails of
' the operating room. Now we have for
j this purpose a whole armamentarium of
drugs, which are better than aleohol.”

| 8ir Vietor proceeded to say that
hot in surgéry only, but in general
practice also alcohol was eschowed.
About a year ago Dr. Hancock, presi-
dent of the Medico-Chirurgical Society,
at Bradford, read a paper in which
he said he had not used alcohol in
hie - general practice for seven years.
“The medical profession had found out,
you see, the true value of the drug,” said
the speaker.

Some years ago forms were sent out
to be a petition to the Government
asking that domestic and, social science
be taught in the schools. In a few days
15,000 answers were received. Said Sir
Victor:  “We are only too well aware
that the Old Country is behind the col-
onies in this respect. We hope now
that she will take a better place. If
the general physique is to be improved it
must be by the medical profession.”

Medical Men Must Lead.

The second specaker on the subject
was Prof. G. Sims Woodhead, of the
University of Cambridge. He felt that
as regards the use of alcohol medical
men must take the lead. Several fac-
tore had militated against the use of
the drug in professional work. First
of these was the knowledge of what
aleohol was doing.

Prof. Woodhead believed that there
had been a change of opinion with re-
gard to medical science as well as
surgical. ~ Many were now of the opin-
ion that alcohol exercised a positively
injurious effect.

“I remember Dr, Muirhead, of Edin-
burgh, saying: °‘If I can find a patient
with pneumonia who has not been
treated with alcohol, I have very little
doubt as to the result. When I have
alcoholic patients I sometimes find it
necessary to give a little, but I keep
my finger on the pulse, and often find
it does harm, while it is only slightly
beneficial”  Why should we give a
drug which is injurious? If it is found
to be doing harm it should be stopped
immediately.”

Every experimenter found that al-
cohol interfered with that condition in
animals which we call immunity, the con-
{ dition by Svhich recovery from certain
" diseases was possible.  We could there-
fore believe that such was the case. hnt
in any event we shouid be very careful

ST. THOMAS COLLISION.
One Man is Dead and Two Are
Dying.

A St. Thomas, Ont., despatch says: An

R. engineer, formerly of Toronto Junc-
tino, now of this city, was scalded all
over the body, and died just after his
arrival at the hospital. M. A. Wiley,
C. P. R. baggageman, of this city, sus-
tained a bad wound on the forehead, and
was badly bruised. He is not expected
to recover. C. Patterson, fireman, of
Toronto Junction, was scalded on the
back, arms, face and chest, and is not
expected to recover. Peter Stewart, con-
ductor of the C. P. R. train, was hurt,
his shoulder and hip being injured.

The passengers in both trains escaped
with a bad shaking up.

Oonductor Stewart, of the C. P. R,
states that the signals were all right for
the C. P. R. train, and against the Wa-
bash special. He says that the cause of
the collision was because the Wabash
train ran the signal. The Wabash crew
says that the tower man gave them the
signal to proceed, but flagged them to
stop, and the engineer and fireman then
jumped, thus saving their lives. At the
last reports the two injured men are
considered in a hopeless condition.

FIRE WALKING.

A Strenuous Form of Worshipand D
Driving in India,

A large trench is dug in front of the shrine
—about thirty or forty feet lon and ten
feet broad and two or three feet deep. Dur-
ing the morning this is filled with logs of
wood and fagots, which are set on fire by
the evening become a mass of glowing, red-
hot embers. After dark the people essembla
with torches and tom-toms and music, and

the whole thirty or forty walk barefooted,
quite slowly, alid delibérately, in single file,
headed by one of the ‘‘pujais.’

This custom of fire walki is quite com-
mon in Malabar, Kooriche, three miles from
Telichery, in the direction of the French
settlement of Mahe, is a locality rqttied for
fire walking. Here a famous ‘“pujdri’’ by
the name pf Oochatta dwells. He actually
sits om a heap of fire at an annual fes-
tival, but is said to be protected by the
barb of the. areca nut, which is.kiown to
be & bad conductor Jheat. . At .the village:
of Putinam, thirty-two’' miles fromi “Tellich-
ery. in the Kaval TFajug, North Malabar, a
welrd ceremony is performed annually, at
midoight, in connection with the worship of
the village deity, when the ‘‘pujari,” who
goes by the name of Chamandy, throws him-
self incessantly on a heap of fire, about six
feet high and fifteen feet broad, until he
is able to knock every fagot down and level
the whole heap with the ground. One end
of a rope is fastened to his arms, while the
other d 1s peized b‘ WO Ph all low caste

who pull the “Pujart’’ aWway each time
be rushes on the heap of fire. Two womon
at the same time, with brooms bring the
fagots together as they are knocked down
by the ‘‘pujari’”” and endeavor to restore the
heap of fire as it iz being dismantied by
him. The wood is the ‘‘puum,” a hard jungle
wood of the Maladar forests. When the
whole heap is levelled with the ground the
“‘pujarl’”’ brings the ceremony to a close.

Khaza Prabhu, a pepper merchant of Tel-
lichery, who died a few years ago, and whose
memory is still green, had a greit name
here for curing veople wuo we 4 §n 1
of the devil, and was a great fire oadee
to boot. He believed he was often sum-
moned to the Bri Lakshmi Narasimha temple
by the diety of this shrine t. cure peopie
troubled with the devil. here he was wont
to incarcerate many devils that was troubl-
ing the people of Tellichery, and every loose
stone one notices in the temple precincis
represents one such devil driven out of the
human body and imprisoned by him. Theae
stones are granite slabs, are generally three
tt: five feet long and rest agatnst a wall or

ee.

in the temples of Malabar there are sev-
eral deities, ,but the number must never ex-
ceed 'thirty-nine each. At Audaloor village,
three and a bhalf miles from Tellichery, one
of the villdge deitics. Davatha Issuman by
name, committed atrocious sins and the
other deities pulled out his tongue, and An-
marakaram and Bappuran, two warrior déi-
deities, drove out the other deitiss from the
temple, allowing only any number less than
forty to dwell in any one shrine. From this
date An n, the warrior, carries a
long sword, while Bappuran bears a sword
and a shield as well, and they are the pria-
ciple deities worshipped during the cere-
mony of fire walking. Some of the minor
deities are Muthupendalvyam Khandhakar-
nan and Kuttichathan, but all such are not
propitiated excepting Vassurymara, the small-
pox god; Chamandy, who puts devils into
human bodies, and Illi and Makal—the mo-
ther and her two children of the junglos—
who smite people with jungle fever.—From
the Msdras Diocesan Magazine.
