PIERCE’S INSTITUTION.

St Andrew’s Presbyterian Church.

The Presbyterian church of this place 
which has been closed for the past few 
weeks undergoing repairs is to be reopen­
ed on Sunday next. The history of this 
church although of the shortest duration 
of any in the town is perhaps the most 
eventful. In the year 1867 Rev. Robert 
Sommerville, pastor of the Reformed 
Presbyterian church at Grand Pre, com­
menced its construction on the former 
site on the south side of Keen street, east 
of the residence of E. Sidney Crawley, 
Esq. It was erected upon a solid foun 
dation of masonry with stone bases to the 
several abutments with which it was ori­
ginally furnished. The front entrance 
was reached by a wide strirway some 
seven or more feet from the ground* 
from which a fine view of the town and 
distant landscape could be obtained. On 
the 3d of August, 1867, there occurred a 
teriffic gale which blew the rafters off, 
causing a damage of about one hundred 
dollars which was forthwith subscribed 
by friends of the denomination and the 
work was resumed and the exterior was 
completed during the year. For some 
reason the finishing of the interior was 
retarded for about one year, or until the 
1869, the year of the Sax by etoim, when 
work was resumed and the building was 
completed. In the latter part of that 
year the church was formally dedicated. 
Mr Sommerville continued to preach 
here for about two years when he resign­
ed his charge over the congregation at 
Grand Pre and consequently the church 
was closed for a season. The Rev. J. Be 
Logan, pastor of thd Presbyteriar church 
at Kentville, who had been holding oc­
casional meetings in Temperance HalL 
obtained permission form Mr Suinmer- 
a ille to occupy this church for a season, 
and after some years partly by purchass, 
and partly by donation, the building and 
land became the property of the Hunter 
Building Fundjof the Presbyterian church 
in Canada. Mr Logan continued to 
preach to the congregation until failing 
health admonished him to resign. After 
Mr Logan’s resignation the pulpit was 
supplied with students and licentiates by 
the Presbytery of the Presbyterian church 
in Canada until 1883, when a call was 
extended to, and accepted by, Rev. R. D. 
Ross, the present pastor of the congrega­
tion. Some two years afterwards a 
scheme was promulgated to purchase a 
now site in the village and to move the 
bu’lding upon it. A subscription was 
opened, and a canvass made in the 
extern part of the province by Mr Ross 
in person who succeeded in collecting a 
large portion of the funds necessary to 
carry out the project. Very soon after, 
viz, in Sep. i88ç, the work of removing 
wrs commenced, and on the 9th Oct. of 
the same year the building was firmly 
planted on its present site. The church 
was raised, a vestry finished beneath it, 
f *id such repairs put upon it an were-nt 
the time deemed necssary and it was 
formally opened on Nov. 8th, 1885. 
The moving of the building from such 
an elevation over rough grounds and for 
such a distance, about one quarter of a 
mile,would of necessity iujure the plaster, 
ing to a greater or less extent. After 
five x ears occupancy this began to 
show very considerably and it was fonnd 
necessary to again make repairs. With 
this end in view different schemes were 
submitted to the congregation, one of 
which was accepted, mechanics employed 
and the work completed. The 
interior of the audience room has been 
thoroughly renovated and not a vestige 
of the original church is to be seen ex­
cept the Gothic arches, pews, doors and 
windows. The whole of the walls and 
ceilings have been covered with spruce 
sheathing and finished in hard oil varnish. 
The arches have been very neatly painted 
and the whole finished in such a manner 
as to reflect credit upon those having the 
work In charge. There remains now but 
two things needed to make this church 
one of the most pleasing and com- 
modious in the place, these are to furnish 
it with new pews in keeping with its 
other improvments, and to paint the out­
side. The first cost of this building 
somewhere about $6coo, and the con­
gregation have expended since they 
purchased about $2ocd more, making 
a total expense of abeut $8000.
