Imbited the watm and sandy regions in 
southern climates, near the sea. The 
rabbit is not a native of this ciintiiienl, 
hut was brought here, and finding a 
congenial climate and soil in the south, 
it has overran ihe entire continent now. 
About 10 or 12 years ago the Governor 
of Newfoundland got two or three pairs 
of rabbits in Nova Scotia and set them 
at large in the Island. Now they may 
be counted there hy millions, and have 
spread all over the peninsula of Avalon, 
and the fertile belt lying across tne Is­
land. When ike dam is preparing to 
hving foilh her young she sets about to 
find a hole suitable to her purpose. If 
she does not find one she digs a burrow, 
not straight bul zig-zar. enlarging the 
bottom of il, and pulhng hair Irom her 
o vn body to make the nest warm. When 
•he goes abroad she carefully covers her 
abode fur she fears the male will enter 
and devour the young. Rabbils can 
make no articulate sounds, but when any 
danger-litreatens they thump the earlh 
with their hinder feet,and give the alarm 
to the whole of Ihe underground society. 
They are sensitive to weather, and 
rarely stir abroad dnV-ss when ihe wea­
ther is settled.
