Hyde of manslaughter in bleeding
James Moss Hunton, a cousin of
Col. Swope, in 2 neglectful manner.

Perhaps the most surprising of
all the indictments returned are
the eight in connection with the
alleged poisoning, ofthe Swope
family and visitors and attendants
of the Swope househ Dr. Hyde
is accused in these indictments,)
which contain ™ ten counts, of
paisoning with typhoid germs with
itent to marder Margaret Swope,
Stella Swope, Sarah Swope, Lucy
Lee Swope, Nora Bell Dickson,
Georgia Cowmpton, Mildred Fox
and Leona Copridge, a colored girl.
All these persons were stricken
with typhoid fever while Dr. Hyde
was attending the Swope family.

Dr. Hyde received the news of
the indictments calmly.

A commercial traveler npamed
Walter B. Scovil, and well kuown
in th maritime provinces, took his
life in a tragic manner av the Nor.
folk House nere last night.

A few minutes before 6 o’clock
Scovil summoned by telephone one
of the bellboy to meet him down-
town. When the boy got to him
he asked him if he thought he
could get a room at the Norfolk:
The boy thought so and aecom-
panied him to the house. He reg-
istered and with the clerk, George
Gammon, went up to his room, the
clerk also assisted him up with his
grips, which had been letft at the
house from earlier in the week.

A few minutes later a bellboy,
who had beer on that floor, report-
ed at tne office the smell of powder:
Gammon at once ran up and found
the door of Scovil’s room partly
open and Scovil lying on the floor
with a revelver in his hand. He
summoned help and when the body
was examined life was extinet.

Scattered about the room was &
portion of the contents of the grips
whice evidently in his haste he had
torn open in his search for bis re-
volver. His overcoat and cap were
still on and the bullet of a thirty
calibre had entered his temple.

Mr. Scovil was the son of the
late E. G. Scovil, and was aboub
thirty eight years of age. For
several years he was a road repres-
entative in the employ of W. H.
Thorne & Co., but at the time of
his death represented the firm of
Fotheringham & Workman, of
Moutreal. He is survived by his
widow, formerly Miss Patterson, of
this city; his mother and one siater,

. N. Vincent, both of whom
reside in this city, and one brother
Earle, in British Columbia, After
leaving St. John Mr. Scovil resided
for five years in Chathaw, and for
a year in Newcastle. He was very
popular and in his younger days in
St. John was prominent in athletics,
being & member of the old 8t.

The Comumons last week started off
with the naval bill again under dis-
cussion. Mr. A. B. Warburton, P. E.
Istand, took up the debate for the
Liberals and was followed by Mr. G.
H. Cowan, Vancouver, for the Oppo-
sitlon. My, Warburton explained
that he formerly held that Canada’s
aid to the Emplre should be In the
direction of strengthening the MiM-
tary rather than the naval grm of de-
fence. He supported the bill before
the House, however, because he be-
lieved that the flnest sailors in the
world wenre found in the Maritime
Provinces.

He declared that Mr. R. L. Bor.
den's proposal to give Dreadnought
or their -equivaleni to the Empire was
entirely unnecessary and not in keep-
ing wmfth the wish of the Canadian
people, Not omly did Great Britain
greeatly excel Germany in nava,
armaments, but 1t would be found in
case of war, that every BEuropean na-
tion with the possible exception of
Austria Hungary, would assist Britain
in the preservation of the Empire,

Mr. G H. Cowan, (Con), B. C,
starled his speech by attempting to
censure Sir Wilfred Laurier. He
claimed that the Prime Minister's
speech on the naval bill was puraly
paghtisan. He declared that the
clause in the bill which practically
vested in Parliament the power to
declare war, ‘o Y“e corstitutiona: for
said Mr. Cowan, the Britlsh North
America Act clearly stat:s that such
power i svested in the Bovereign
alone.

He demounced what he termed the
tendency to separation and indepen-
dence eviniced in the bill as belig op-
posed to the true democratic idea of
the present age. i

Mr. Rafph BSmith. (Lib.) Nanalmo
in the beginning of his speech on the
Naval BIill criticiseq Mr. 6. H. Cowan
(Con.) for the partizan spirit of bls
apeech and called him a political
Wountebank.’ He declared rh‘t it
any member of the Opposition imagin-
for & moment, that any clause or sec-
tion in the Naval Bill was unconstit-
utional, he had a mistaken idea.
