‘WHAT EXCHANGES SAY -
WHEAT FROM RUSSIA
(Toronto Globe)

cording to a Pari§ newspaper, has
'made a/ tentative plan to secure a
sgpply wf wheat from Russia. This
step seems to be necessary in order
to' avert a serious shortage of bread
Tn- Western Europe Sir James Wil-
son, whe is a well known authority on
agriculture in Scotland, and was a
delegate to the International Institute
of Agriculture at Ro\me from 1914
to 1917, estimates that the export-
ing countries of the world will hold
344,000,000 bushels of old wheat on
August 1, 1920, which is enly about
one half of the normal import re-
qﬁirements. This estimate includes
Russia, Roumania and India. The In-
dian crop, which becomes available
in April, is promising, but t}kre Roou-
manian crop is doubtful, and there
is now practically no intercourse with
Russia. In the United States, owing

Starvation and Duease Cause
Indescribable Suffering in
-~ . Eastern Europe.

The hardships of this winter will
mean death to thousands of Jews in
Poland, unless outside aid intervenes
at once according to Lieutenant Shel-
ton, Wright of the American Red
Cross Commission to Poland, recent-
ly returnéd to the United States after
months of relief work in eastern
Burope.

He painted.a.vivid picture of this
half-starved people, clad in rags, who
are now creeping back toward their
devastated homes after months of_
refuged’ wandering, and dying of
starvation and typhus along | the

roads, uth,,‘ " B0, .
"thside'ltxtﬁﬁon; numerous dis-
eases, attributed to malnutrition and
typhus have killed men and women
and children like flies,’”” he said. “I
remember a family trying to live un-
der an over-turned waggon by the
roadside. The mother was dead un-
der a tréo a few yards away—she had
been dead for days. The father was
stretched upon the ground dying of
typhus. He died that day. Under the
waggon were two little children, both
under five, sick with typhus. An old-
er child sat stupidly beside them—a
girl driven out of ‘her mind.”
Many of the people are driven to
making “bread’” out of leaves znd
bark, and *‘sobup” out of grass and
weater, Lieutenant Wright reported.
There wag unspeakable joy among
them when the American ships, load-
od with relief supplies purchased
with the funds raised by the Amer-
lcan Jewish Relfef -Committee and
other  American Jewlsh agencies, and
American and Canadian Red Cross
supplies sriinloaded at Dansig and
other ports. In spite of the fact that
e American Jewish Relief agencies
ﬁgo spending almost $2,000,000 a
month now on their relief work in
Poland, and that the Red Cross is
doing its work on so vast a scale,
hundreds of thousands of Jews and
Poles will die during the winter un-
less more aid comes. 4
“Every box-car full of refugees ré-,

¢urning to their homes has in it those

who die along the way, and those who:
have contracted typhus,” Lieutenant
Wright said. = ““The -people try to
avoid disease by keeping clean, but
it 1s impossible to do so, under exist-
thg conditions. Even our nurses and
doctors-fall il of typhus, a diseasa
caused by filth and lice.” )

Perhaps
it is raining, or the wind is blowing
coldly through the tatters that they
wear, that little barefoot army, but
they huddle together for warmth, and
do not stir. The sight of thé bread
has fascinated them, it is so rarely
peen,

“A customer comes out, leaving the
door ajar for a moment, and: the
warm fragrance of the bake-shop
irifts out+to the little rzgamuffins,
maddening them. They press closer
to the window, their thin little faces
against the. glass. Those in front put
out their tongues and lick the glass,
as if, by so doing, they could taste
the bread behind it. No poet could
ever write into words the wistfulness
of their faces as they do it.

“One of the men from the bakery
ecomes out and drives them away
every few minutes, else they would
break the glass. They are afraid of
him, and for a few minutes they
stand at a distance, their eyes still
upon the bread, Then hunger over-
comes their fear, and they 'press up
to the bakery window again. Soon
they are eagerly licking the glass
once mgre. And this goes on all day
evéry day in front of the bakery win-
dow.”

there are at present neither orphan-
ages nor funds for all.
Miss Harriet B. Lowenstein, of New

1 York, sent to Europe as a commig-

sioner of the Joint Distribution Com-
mittee of American Funds for Jew-
ish War Sufferers, was able to pur=-
chase more than a carlpad of pajamas.
from the salvage department of the
American army in France. These
were sent to Eastern Europe, and in
the workrooms opened there were
made over into clothing for children.

Bach pair of pajamas made at least
two Russian blouse suits for little
boys it was reported. The larger
pieces left over in the cutting were
uséd for the cloths that the children
of Eastern Europe bind around their
feet’ in lieu of shoes.

MILLION PAIRS OF

Destitute Jewish Children of
Eastern Europe Use Rags to
Protect Feet From the Cold.

A million pairs of shoes are need-
ed by the destitute Jewish children
of BEastern Europe to-day, according
to reports received by -the Canadian
Jewish Relief Committee from relief
workers abroad.

At least that many of the helpless
and hungry Jewish youngsters of
Bastern Europe are absolutely with-
out footgear of any kind, their relief
agents say. Thousands of others have
rags sewn around their feet in lieu of
shoes, v

Several carloads of shoes that for-
merly belonged to Allied soldiers in
France were purchased there by the
Joint Distribution Committee of
Funds for Jewish Sufferers from the
War, for the Jewish, women of East-
ern Europe. But it was impossible
to buy the shoes in sizes that could
be worn.by the children, and all oth-
ers sold in Europe are at a prohibi-
tive price. So a million youngsters are
barefoot during the hard winter of
Eastern Europe.

There is a great lack of every con-
ceivable kind of clothing, as well as
shoes. In Serbia, a common child’s
costume just now consists of two
sacks, with holes cut through for the
head and feet. In Poland, flour sacks
and sugar sacks sent with supplies to
the destitute Jews by Jewish reliet
agencies are all being made over into
clothing, and even small salt sacks
are pieced together, and used for
this purpose, . iy A aing g |

Ehe Dam’s Milk the Best First Eood

. =—=Skimmilk Should Gradually

Replace Whole Milk — Grass or
Stable for Calves?

: (Contributed by Ontario Department ol
Agriculture, Toronto)

HE cal? that comes in the
spring, comes just at a time
when everybody is so busy

‘getting the spring . work
done that he is very liable to be reg-
lected to a certain extent. Young
calves are very susceptible to disease
com=-on to young cattle and-a little

‘lack of attention ,to spring calves is

liable to cause serious trouble to
them.

There, afe two menaces to calves
in spring and summer, and those are
ex.treme heat and-fljes, and one is ‘on
a par with the other. Arrangements
should be made whereby the ecalves
are kep* in during the day and al-
lowed to run out in a paddock’ dt
night. By this means they are
afforded a liberal amount of exercise
and good pure fresh air, and also
they are allowed to get some of the
nice juicy green grass, which is the
nearest thing to a complete and bal-
anced ration that can be found out-

‘side of milk.

When the calf is dropped ltl may
be well to leave it with the dam for
a few hours in ordeg that it may get

the first milk (or colostrum) which
is 80 necessary on account of its ac-
tions on the digestive tract. When
the calf has received sufficient colo-
gtrum to set up the necessary action
it should be removed from its mother
into a separate stall, or it may be put
into a stall with other calves of the
same age or nearly so. 1f, by any
chance, the.cow’s udder 1» inflamed,

‘the calf ‘may be left for a few days,

because of the: beneficial effect that

‘the calf’s punehing has upon it.

For a few days the calf should’be
fed whole milk, but when it is two
to four weeks old a change should be
made, skimmilk gradually replacing
the whole milk, from eight to ten
days taken for the change. When
the whole milk is totally replaced the
milk may be increased to eighteen

~e¢ twenty pounds per day for a calf

six weeks old. The best kind of
skimmilk for calves is warm, just
when it leaves the farm separator.
However, everybody may not have a
separator, and then this is not pos-
sible. In any event the system Start-
ed with the calf should be followed
as nearly as possible at all times,
because radical changes in diet are
sure to cause severe digestive trou-
bles. Pails and all feeding utensils
should be kept very clean to elim-
inate any danger of disease from
bacteria that might be lurking with-
in. Skimmilk feeding may be contin-
ued on as long as it is thought ad-

visable, up t@ eight or _ten months ;

old. Good: thrifty calves may be
weaned as early as three months old,
providing good substitutes for the
milk are used.

The most frequent trofble in rais-
ing calves is indigestion or common
scours. This trouble is usually caus-
ed by overfeeding, feeding milk toe
cold, feeding milk héavily ladén with
the disease germs, or by keeping the
calves in a dark, dirty, poorly ven-
tilated quarter. The calves should be
watched carefully, and if they show
signs of scours immediate steps
should be taken to effect a cure. The
ration should be reduced and a littie
lime water put into the “milk. D4 ¢
immediate action is neeied, about
one-half cupful of sirong black tea
or some. castor eoil should be given.

As for meal for the calves, rolled
oats are good, andif they are getting
no whole milk a little linseed oil
cake should be added. The oil cake
has a laxative property as well as
supplying a little fat to the ration.
A good meal for calves: 100 lbs. of
ground oats, 50 lbs. bran and oil
cake (nutted) 25 lbs. Good clover
hay is essential #t all times, giving

.{enough to ‘allow the calves to pick

out the nice sueculent parts, and still
not be wasteful.— J. C. McBeath,
0. A. College, Guelph.

Should Calves Go Out to Grass or
Remain in the/Stable?

Generally speaking, calves are bet-
ter kept in the stable during the
first summer,
conditions are not good, and where
there is not enough I%bor to look af-
ter them and keep them éry and
clean. The only other' exception is
in the case of calves dropped in the
éarly winter and which have had
three to six months of milk and more
or less dry feed. Such calves may
if turned out to grass
as soon as the pasture 'is good and
the weather warm and pleasant. Par-
ticularly is this~the case where milk
and other feed is scarce on the farm.

The chief advantages of keeping

calves in the stable, the first summer
are:
s 1. They can be fed milk and other
feed as required, which is often neg-
lected when calves run with the cows,
or are pasturing some distance from
the barn.

2, Calves in a clean, well-ventilate
ed stable are protected from the hot
sun, storms and flies, which often
prevent that good growth which is
essential for a well-nourished thrifty
calf,

3. 'If allowed to run with the herd,
tlie older animals are likely to’
“boss”’ the calves and may injure
them, or deprive them of their proper
siare of feed,

4, Cases of sickness, such as {hdle
gestion or ‘‘scours’” are more likely
to be noticed, and properly treated,
if theé calves are Inside where they
are seen frequently,

5. As a result of tlils better care

and feed, better cows are more likely |
