Dollar,

IS NOW A MILLIONAIRE, HONORED AND RESPECTED FOR
HIS MANY EXCELLENT QUALITIES AND
CHARITABLE DEEBS.

He is One of the Benefactors of Vicotria Hospital
in this City,

AND A GENEROUS GIVER TO CHURCH AND OTHER
DESERVING OBJECTS.

A REMARKABLE CAREER

It is a long way from a Keswick farm
to the position of a millionaire merchant
and public benefactor, but the road has
been covered by Mr. Henry D. Yerxa,
the subject of this sketch.

Mr. Yerxa, who is a resident of Cam-
bridge Masg, and the leading member of
the big mercantile firm of Cobb, Bates &
Yerxa, known all over the United States
for its enterprise and success, is a son of
the late Benjamin Yerxa, of Keswick, in
this county, and a younger brother of Mr.
Abraham D. Yerxa, recorder of deeds for
York. He was born on his father’s farm
at Keswick, in February 1847, and re-
ceived what education he has, at the com-
mon school there, with the exception of a
few months attendance at the Baptist
Seminary, in this city. When he was
nearly eighteen years old, he was am-
bitious to become a county councillor,
and nearly succeeded, and it was his de-
feat that resulted in his leaving his home,
and entering upon a career which has
won for him a place

Among the Leading Business

men of his adopted city. The men who
were instrumental in defeating the young
fellow’s political ambitions, at the first
following meeting of the York municipal
council, had him appointed hog reeve and
field driver, positions which in the coun-
try, are not considered either remunera-
tive or dignified. Mr. Yerxa was natur-
ally incensed at the approbrium sought to
be placed upon hjm, and he told bhis
father that he proposed trying his luck in
other lands. Hiring with a cattle drover,
who left Keswick in the fall of 1865, he
tramped to Houlton, and thence to Ban-
gor behind the cattle, which at the latter
point were loaded in cars for Boston.
Young Yerxa was not content, however,
to be left behind, and he continued his
journey till he reached Boston, where he
soon found employment with the firm of
which he is now one of the leaders. His
first salary was $7 per week, and after he'
paid his board each Saturday night, he
he had only $1 left. However, it was a
beginning. He sent to his old home for
his clothes and other personal belongings,
which were forwarded to him on the
promise to his father, that he would re-
turn in the spring,

To Help put in the Crop.

During the winter the young man had
his pay increased, and all his surplus earn-
ings were sent home. True to his.promise,
he came back in the spring of 1866, and
after remaining for two months, he went
back to Boston determined to stick to the
new life and risk the future for success.
While home, attempts were made by his
political énemies to force him to the.duties
of cattle, hog and goose driver, but he had
never been sworn into office, and declar-
ing to his father that he had never been
made for positione so merial, he left
his home, this time to become a permanent
resident of the big city of Boston. He
worked for the firm of Cobb & Bates
diligently for three years, and these gen-
tlemen recognizing the industry and
superior worth of young Yerxa, offered
him a partnership in the business which
he accepted. From that time forward he
prospered until he is now the principa
member of the great grocery firm which

cities and towns. A millionaire and a
philanthropist, a gentleman honored
alike among his old New Brunswick
friends and in the great city of which he
is a leading citizen.

The city of Fredericton and the county
of York have every reason to feel a pride
in Mr. Yerxa and his successful career,
for more than one institution and many
ihdividuals in our midst have felt the
kindly interest and generosity of the
man. At Keswick, the Free Baptist
1Charch, his mother’s church, is annually
in receipt of a handsome money donation
from his hand, and during the pastorate
there of the Rev. B. N. Hughes the well
known Baptist clergyman, Mr. Yerxa
contributed a large sum every year
for the support of that clergyman and his

church.

When the Victoria Hospital project was
started, he donated the handsome sum of
$300 towards its erection, and he has en
dowed for all time to come, a bed in that
institution for the county of York at a cost
of $200 per annum.

Mr. Yerxa is a frequent visitor to his old
home at Keswick and to this city, and his
reception among his old friends is always
of the most cordial character. The DarLy
HEeravLp is glad to be able to publish this
testimony to his many admirable qualities
of heart and hand, and to produce at the
same time a very true picture of a gentle-
man who, while carving out his own
fortune in a strange land, is not forgetful
of old friends and old associations. May
continued honor and success be accorded
to Mr. Yerxa, is the wish of the people of
Fredericton and York county. Mr.
Yerxa is married and has a family of one
gon and three daughters, the eldest, a
young lady of 22 or 23 years.

In His Adopted Home.

The Cambridge, Mass, Chronicle, under
the head of mayoralty possibilities, has
the following appreciative sketch of Mr.
Yerxa: “ Last in the Chronicle’s alpha-
betical list of mayoralty possibilities is
Henry D. Yerxa, president of the park
commission. This gentleman’s well
known interest in good city government,
and his active participation in the public
affairs of Cambridge during the recent
years, has naturally led many citizens to
regard him as a possible future mayor.
Few men are better qualified, both by
native talent, and by training in com-
mercial and municipal business methods,
to fill the mayor’s office with credit to the
city and himself. It has not been the
Chronicle’s purpose in this series of
articles on mayoralty possibilities to com-
pare the merits of the various names
mentioned to the advantage or disadvant-
age of any particular individual, but
rather to

possessed by each. An administration of
the city affairs by Mr. Yerxa would be
characterized by an extraordinary at-
tention to details, and great energy in
pushing the work of the various depart-

ments. Mr. Yerxa’s capacity for careful
and forceful work has been the marvel of
the business world in which he has
moved for a score and more of years, and
those who know him best are most im-
pressed with his administrative ability.
His success in business was won, not by
adventurous speculation, but by the ap-
plication of sound business principles
the same as should be applied in our city
affairs. The great grocery house of Cobb,
Bates & Yerxa, in which Mr. Yerxa is
one of the moving spirits, is a remarkable
exhibition of the genius for organization
which this gentleman possesses. Like
all successful organizers of large enter-
prises of a permanent nature, Mr.Yerxa
has the quick discernment to see and use
the abilities of other men. He has
gathered a force of unusually bright and
active business men around him, and to
these men he has

Communicated His Own Enthusiasm

and business methods.

Mr. Yerxa's first active participation in
city affairs was in the Richard H. Dana
campaign, although he had during Mayor
Montague’s administration, served as a
member of the common council. His
service in the council was limited to six
weeks, for at the expiration of that time
poor health required an extended trip
abroad. In all the Bancroft campaigns,
Mr. Yerxa has been a prominent figure
and he has labored equally hard for the
success of the no-license cause. Upon
questions of municipal policy, whenever
proper, he has not only made known his
opinions, but has advocated his views
with an enthusiasm and frankness which
is notable even in Cambridge, where free-
dom of thought and speech in public af-
fairs prevail to an unusual extent. Mr

Yerxa was a member of the preliminary
park committee, and from its beginning
has been the president of the park com-
mission.

His Devotion to the Park Idea
is well known, and his labors in this dir-
ection have been, and still are untiring.

Mr. Yerxa was bornin 1847,in York
county, New Brunswick. His family
were land owners and farmers, and were
among the original settlers of that part of
the province, having migrated from the
Hudson River valley during the Revolu-
tionary war. When 19 years of age he
left home, came to Boston, and obtained
employment in the grocery business of
C. D. Cobb and Brothers. In four years
he was admitted as a partner. In 1871
he firm of Cobb, Bates & Yerxa was or-
ganized at its present location, and the
success attending this enterprise from its
beginning is well known.

Mr. Yerxa is a director in the Tfmeml
Hall bank and also in the Mercantile
Loan and Trust Co. He is a member of
the Cambridge Citizens’ Trade associa-
tion, and represents that body in the State
Board of Trade. He is a member of the
North Avenue Baptist church. He also
holds membership in the Colonial club
the Cambridge club, the Newtowne club
and the Library Hall association.

THE REPAIRS TO ST. PAULS.

Was done for $1610—The Interior of The
Church To Be Painted At Once.

A meeting of the trustees of St. Paul’s
Church was held Friday for the purpose
of receiving the report of the building com-
mittee who had charge of the work of re-
pairing the tower of the church. All
except three of the trustees were in at-
tendance.

The building committee reported that
the total cost of the repairs made to the
tower, including materials etc. was $1610,
and this amouut also covered the ex-
penses entailed by the first committee
who undertook thejwork and then gave it
up.

The committee submitted a very favor-
able offer from Messrs. McLaren, decora-
tive artists of Boston, for the painting and
decorating of the interior of the church.
These gentlemen offered to do the work
throughout for the sum of $440, which is
a remarkabiy low figuare. They have a
very wide reputation for this class of work
and are now engaged in painting the in-
terior of the new Globe house at” Halifax,
and’ have also engaged to repai ° the
interior of St. Mary’s Cathedral at that
place. They were anxious to introduce
their work in this city, and this account-
ed for their offering to do the work at
such a low figure. The trustees decided to
accept the offer and hiave the work com-
menced at once. The interior of the
church is to be repainted throughout.
The walls and ceiling are to be finished in
oil and colors, and when completed will
present a very handsome appearance. The
pews are also to be revarnished.

The trustees were so well satisfied with
the good judgement shown by the build-
ing committee in making the repairs to
the tower, and the economical and durable
manner in which the work had been done
under Mr. Dumaresq’s supervison that
they decided to leave the work of repaintl
ing the interior of the church in their
hands.

It will thus be seen that the total co:t of
repairing the church, including the paint-
ing of the interior will not exceed $2000,
while the first estimate which the trustees
received for doing the work of repairing
the tower alone was $3000.

The committee, after all repairs are
completed will have a snug ballance of
$1000 to return to the ladies of St. Paul’s
working band who so kindly placed $3000
at their disposal with which to carry on
the work.

He
publicly thanked Mr. Tennaut, who pro-
vided a handsome team for them, “ God
bless brother Tennant, and if there are
any chariots in heaven give him one to
drive, when he gets there.”

Mr. Hunter introduced Dr. McLeod,
who spoke of the great interest he had felt
in these meetings. His heart thanked
God for the vigit of the Evangelists, and
the conversion of so many persons. For
himself he had felt quickened in spirit.
He prayed God to bless those dear
brethren wherever they may go. They
had come to Fredericton with God’s
blessing, and the people had been greatly
hlessed.

He spoke of the success
of the meetings, and paid a high compli-
ment to the accompanists, Mrs. Hogg and
Miss Perkine. He asked the older Chris-
tians to encourage the young converts, and
for all to stand by their pastors.

After a hymn by the choir, Mr. Hunter
said a few words of farewell. The people
in the west don’t know you. Youarea
big hearted people down here, and we
have learned to love you. A few words
of thanks; you have been so good to Mrs.
Hunter, and the children, they hate to
leave. There has been a great change in
the town, eyen the post office has new
boxes. If I've hurt any of your feelings,
come up to the station to-morrow and I’ll
forgive you. We thank the people, we
thank the pastors, and you will lose
nothing for it. We thank the news-
papers, the HErALD and others, they have
gone all over this country, into the howes
of the people, doing great good. God bless
the newspaper men : if they are not con-
verted they deserve to be; they have dong
so much good. We thank the choir for
their attendance night after night, God
bless them. Mr. Hunter spoke very feel-
ingly of the attachment he and Mr.
Crossley had formed for the people of
Fredericton, and spoke words of comfort
and cheer to the new converts. He then
shook hands individually with the clergy-
men on the platform, saying words of
farewell to each. To the congregation
farewell faithful friends, God bless you.

After a short prayer by Mr. Hunter, the
meeting closed with the hymn, * Shall we
gather at the river.”

The enquiry meeting afterwards was
packed to the doors.

The N. Y. Herald’s Berlin correspondent

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THE ELECTRIC LIGHT BUSINESS.

Eversince the adoption of electric street
lighting in this city, the Gleaner, and the
soreheads who revolve around its sanc-
tum, have constantly made the most un
warranted attacks on the system itself,
and the gentlemen who put their money
into the electrjc light enterprise. Every-
body of course, understands that the basis
of these newspaper and aldermanic at-
tacks, isjthe fact that gentlemen like Hon.
A. F. Randolph, Hon. A. G. Blair, Hon.
F.P. Thompson, Mr. W.T. Whitehead,
Mr. F. I. Morrison and Mr. John Edwards
are prominent stockholders in the electric
light compa iy, and thus open to the
sneers and innuendos of the little street
up town. Ifthese gentlemen were able
to harness the mid-day sun,and compel
it to shed its lustrous rays on the streets
of Fredericton during the night, they
would still be open to the’ attacks of the
Gleaner. The continued misrepresenta-
tions to which the company are subjected,
are due solely and entirely, to political
motives, and should not be accepted by
the public as sincere efforts of these peo-
pie to give the city an improved service.

The streets of Frederictcn are as well,
and in some instances are better, lighted
than of those of Halifax, Moncton, St.
John, Woodstock or St. Stephen, and the
service here will compare very favorably
with any town on the continent. It is
true, at its advent, the machinery did not
run as smoothly as the company desired ;
some of the lamps were not up to the
standard, but the company were quick to
remedy the defects, to secure improved
lamps, and during the past eighteen
months there has been no reasonable
ground of complaint against the service.
We do not hesitate to say that if the gen-
tlemen we have named, who happen to
be opposed to the vicious politics of the
Gleaner, were not prominent in the man-
agement ot the company, its columns
would be searched in vain for criticism or
condemnation of the street lighting. Its
attacks are prompted by the meanest of
motives, and are in a line with what has
been written against some of the gentle-
men named ever gince its proprietor was
denuded of his supplies from the govern-
ment treasury. The continued cowardly
and Vicious attacks of the Gleaner on the
Attorney General have become so disgust-
ing to many of its own friends, that for
the past two weeks it has not been per-
mitted to name that gentleman, but it
seeks a new avenue for the escape of its
owner by publishing reflections on an en-
terprise with which he and some of his
friends are identified. Is this the way to
treat gentlemen who have invested their
money into a home industry from which
they have received very little return ?

Regarding the Gleaner’s mean attacks
on Llectrician McGinn, we have this to
say: that itis most creditable to that
young man that in a comparatively short
time he has mastered his business, and is
recognized as aw expert man in his line
If the editor of the Gleaner knew half as
much about running a newspaper as Mr.
McGinn knows about electricity, he would
not have to{_depend for the editing of his
paper upon every Tom, Dick and Harry
who care to empty their slops into his
columns.

But there is another view to the ques-
tion, and one to which we direct public
attention. Numbered in the list of stock-
holders are such well known political
friends of the Gleaner as E. B. Winslow-
John Black, M.P.P.,Mayor Vanwart, Harry
Beckwith, George E. Fenety, George F.
Gregory, Fred S. Hilyard, Thos. Temple
and John M. Wiley. If the company are
furnishing a miserable street lighting
service to the city, are not these gentle-
men to be held equally responsible with
those whom we named at the beginningz
of this article? What have they to say
to the attacks of the Gleaner in an enter-
prise to which théy too have contributed
of their means. If Messrs. Blair, Thomp-
son, Whitehead, Mecrrison and Edwards
are cheating the city by non-performance
of their contract, what is to be said of the
other gentlemen associated with them
in the alleged fraud.

The little organ knows what it pub-
lishes about the lighting service is un-
founded in fact, but its miserable little
nature cannot forbear from attacking the
gentlemen who, occupying a prominent
place in the management of the company,
are considered fair marks for its poisoned
political feelings.

‘““INCIDENTAL ISSUE.”

AN

Mr. Foster in his recent speech at
Smith’s Falls, Ontario, termed the Mani-

toba school question only an “incidental ,

issue” in the approaching general election,
and pleaded with the electors to judge
the govérnment on its trade policy.

While we quite agree with the Min-:
ister, that the election should be run on
the general policy of the administration
and especially with reference to the tariff
question, it must be admitted that he
and the government will find the school
question more than an ‘‘incidental is-
sue.” Mr. Foster and his colleagues, by
their special pleading, confess that- by
their treatment of Manitoba they have
got themselves into a large sized hole
from which they will scarcely be able to
extricate themselves. If they had dealt
with that province in a reasonable way a
few months ago, Canada would not now
be face to face with a religious question
which promises to arouse feelings which
among a mixed population, such as we
have in Canada, would better be left
dormant.

The original remedial order sent to
Winnepeg was a threat - calculated to
arouge any independent people to resent-
ment. The government in preparing that
now famous document, proceeded with
the belief that Manitoba could be cowed
into subjectiop, when the most delicate
action should have been taken in so grave
amatter. We are satisfied that had Mr.
Greenway been approached by the Do-
minion ministers in a spirit of conciliation;
had thesuestion at issue been discussed
in a friendlywyay, between the two gov-
ernments ; had \r. Foster and his friends
sought- mere knowledge on the subject,
and- proposed some soxg”of compromise,
the Manitoba.school ¢njon would nct
now be an issué before thedountry, But

the Ottawa government have now to
answer for the stupidity of their course,
Mr. Foster should stand up like a man,
assume the full responsibility of the gov-
ernment’s acts, and not seek to evade what
the country believes was an unstatesman-
like and dangerous course.

The Herald more than once has expres-
sed regret that Canada should be torn by
religious discussions and we regret now
that the school question is to be an issue,
if only an “incidental one,” as Mr. Foster
puts it, but we do not propose to permit
the electors in this constituency, where
Mr. Foster may seck election to parlia-
ment, to be hoodwinked by the sophistries
of the I'inance Minister on this or any
other question. Mr. Foster and his friends
are making all the capital they can out of
the school question in Quebec, and it
would please them mightily if, while
arousing the people of that province, they
could lull the other provinces to sleep,and
thus ride two horses in the approaching
campaign.

We say we exceedingly regret that
religious questions are to be the leading
issues in the next Dominion election, but
Mr. Foster and the government of which
he is one of the leaders, are solely and
entirely responsible for this condition. It
isnot too late even now to accept Mr.
Laurier’s suggestion of a commission to
investigate the whole question of the
Manitoba schools. But no. The French
ministers showed the government last
July that they can wreck the adminis-
tration at a moments notice, and if the
government agreed to any compromise
they would have to answer to Ouimett
and Caron. The government is counting
only on the amount of political capital
they may be able to make out of the
Manitoba school question. What care
they whether or not Roman Catholics
and Protestants are set at each other’s
throats, so long as Bowell, Foster & Co.
are able to occupy their places at Ottawa
and draw their princely ministerial
salaries.

While endeavoring to persuade Ontario
that the school question is only an
‘“incidental issue,” the government
minons in Quebec are claiming and re-
ceiving support on the specific promise
that remedial legislation will positively
be put through parliament in January.
This straddling the question may help
Mr. Foster and his associates to carry
some of the bye elections, but it will
not avail them in the general contest.

The mask must soon be torn from the
ministerial face, and the government,
much as they may dislike it, much as
they may cringe from the ordeal, must
face the whole electorate of Canada, and
answer to the people for their miserable
shuffling and time serving, not only on
the Manitoba school question, but on the
tariff, their black record of corruption
and scandal, and all the long catalogue of
misgovernment and dishonesty written
against them during their eighteen years
sccupancy of the treasury benches.

THE RELIGIOUS CAMPAIGN.

The Evangelists have gone, and leave
pleasant recollections behind them.
While all may not agree with everything
they said, or with their method of con-
ducting a religious cawpaign, we believe
none will doubt the sincerity of their
motives. They certainly aroused a wave
of religious enthusiasm in Fredericton,
which we may hope will not subside
and leave wrecks along the shore.

The people who have professed a change
of heart aremumbered by the hundreds,
and include many of our prominent citi-
zens and business men. Messrs Hunter
and Crossley expressed extreme views on
some of the matters they discussed, but
perhaps it is better to err in that way than
to leave the strongholds of sin unattacked.
We do not agree with all they said on the
subject of theatres, dancing and cards
amusements harmless in themselves, but
subject of course to grave abuse.

If Fredericton is not the better for the
visit of Messrs. Hunter and Crossley, it
will not be because the gentlemen left any
stone unturned to extend and enlarge the
scope of their work. Personally they are
extremely agreeable gentlemen to meet.
That they enlisted the sympathy of the
newspapers in their campaign, is best
proved by the column upon column of
space given up to reports.of their meetings,
for the past few weeks. TrE Dary
HerarLp has very kindly recollections of
the Evangelists’ sojourn in Fredericton,
and we shall miss their morning calls and
friendly greetings. May they enjoy
health and vigor for their work, and abun-
dant blessing from their Master.

ALAS! THE N. P.

It is rather a grave reflection on the
glorious N. P., and on Hon. G. E. Foster,
its adopted father, that the secretary of
Mr. Foster’s executive committee in this
constituency, has found it necessary to-
emigrate to the United States.

If the policy as Mr. Foster says is just
the thing to make people prosperous, how
ig it that it failed to keep Mr. Tabor in the
country.

This constit-
uency was the last to be vacated, but last
election it gave a Tory majority of 254, so
the government have chosen their best
ground first. The late member was Mr.
Madill, who died two week ago. In the
meantime the election in West Huron,
which has been vacant since July, and
only gave-a Tory majority of 16 in the last
general election, is held over till it is seen
how the hitherto strong Tory counties go.

Tur Tories are still looking for a candi-
date in Jacques Cartier. Mr. Descarries,
the local member for the county, was
selected, but Premier Taillon objects to
his supporter resigning from the As-
sembly. Mr. Taillon had a very un-
pleasant experience in Montreal Centre
the other day, losing the seat by an im-
mense majority, and he does not want
any more constituencies opened at present
even to oblige his friends at Ottawa.

On Pre-hist ric Man

America.

in

Read By Dr. Bailey Before the Nat-
ural H.story Society Monday Night.

Dr. Bailey, president, occupied the
chair at Monday night’s meeting of Nat-
ural History Society in the High School
building, and there was a large attendance
of members.

After the usual routine business,
the paper of the evening was read by
Dr. Bailey, upon the subject of the
American Pre-historic Man. After some
preliminary remarks as to the inter-
est and importance of the subject, atten-
tion was called to the desirability of ob-
taining and preserving such information
as is still to be had through the language,
customs, and traditions of our native
races, not only as bearing upon their own
history, but upon the broader problems of
their relations to other races and to the
science of anthropology in general.

Reference was next made to -the

Numerous Indian Relics

found over different parts of our province,
such as axes, gouges, chisels, pestles, lance
and arrow-heads composed of various
hard stones, but without any admixture
of metalic implements, thus indicating
that they antedate the European occupa-
tion of our shores. Numerous examples
of these from the University collections
were shown and deséribed, as well as a
locality, that of Maquapit Lake, in Queens
county, from which a very large number
of such relics has been obtained. In ad-
dition to the stone implements here ob-
tained, numerous fragments of aboriginal
pottery were also exhibited, and the
probable mode of their manufacture de-
scribed.  Still other pre-historic relics
from New Brunswick were exhibited in
the form of a very curious pipe, bearing
the impression of a

upon the bowl, and found at the foot of
the Aroostook Falls, and an equally
curious representation of a frog carved in
stone, from the vicinity of Chatham,'
while reference was made to still more
remarkable examples of pre-historic art
in Acadia, as represented in the collec-

‘tions of the Natural History Society of

St. John.

After referring to the fact that little
information cin be gained from these
scattered relics as to their probable an-
tiquity, and showing by reference to a
copper kettle containing human teeth
associated with the stone relics at Grand
Lake, and indicating a contact of the two
civilizations the pre-historic and the
historic, at this point, the lecturer next
referred to the occurrence at numerous
points along our coast of what are else-
where known as kitchen middens or kit-
chen refuse heaps, in reality old garbage
heaps, but from which, as from other gar-
bage heaps, much

Curious Information May Be Unearthed.

In them, for example, we have direct
evidence of the food of these primitive
people, consisting very largely of clams,
whose shells now make up the larger part
of the “middens”, (and whjch may cover
an acre of surface toa depth of two or
three feet), but with these the bones of a
variety of other animals, such as the dog,
cat, otter, mink sable, seal and skunk,
algo the great auk (now extinct), the wild
turkey and the heron, abundant variety
no doubt, thouglr in some instances
hardly likely to commend itself to civil-
ized people. .In one instance, found near
the mouth of the Bocabec River, in
Charlotte county, the “middens” are in
evident relation to to an old Indian vil-
lage, of which the but bottoms are

Still Readily Discernible.

and about which, mingled with the shells
and bones of these ancient feasts, in all
probability in partaccompanied by canni-
balism, are found harpoons, needles,
bodkins, etc., constructed of bone, as well
as numerous stone implements, similar to
those of Grand Lake.

The fact that these shell heaps are now
in part below tide level, indicating a sub-
sidence of the land, that they were in
some instances covered originally with a
vigorous and upland hardwood growth,
where now is only a stunted assemblage
of softwood trees, and finally that they
contain the remains of animals, like the
great auk, now virtually extinct, were
alluded to as evidences of considerable
antiquity,though no atlempt was made
to fix their age with certainty.

Reference was next made to the picto-

L &paphs or pictorial representations

Found Graven on the Rocks

of some of the inland lakes of Nova
Scotia, and the reported occurrence of
similar pre-historic inscriptions to be seen
in very low water, upon some rocks in the
bed of the Oromocto river.

The lecturer next passed to the dis-
cussion of Prehistoric monumeuts in other
parts of the continent, and referred par-
ticularly to the occurrence over many
parts of the Mississippi valley, of what are
known collectively as “The Mounds.”
They are of all sizes, covering in some in-
stances several acres, and are equally
various in form, some being simple
mounds 20 to 30 feet high, while others
are enclosures of square, round, and oc-
tagonal forms. Many of the latter were
undoubtedly designed for purposes of de-
fence, while others, as judged from the
skeletons found upon or within them,
were probably used for eacrifice or for
sepulture. Still others were of the nature
of “ totems,” having’'a religious and sym-
bolic signification. These latter have
ugually

The Form of Some Animal,

and one such, representing a snake, is
1,000 feet long, and five feet thick. All
of them abound in Prehistoric relics.

The origin of these mounds has been a
subject of much debate, and is still un-
settled, one party maintaining that they
are probably the work of races migrating
northward at some earlier period from
Central and South America, the claim be
ing urged by appeal to the form of the
skulls contained in the mounds, the mode
of wearing the hair, which is similar to
that of the Aztecs, their habits of sun
worship, etc., as indicated by rock paint-
ings, and rock inscriptions, which leave
little doubt upon this point, and finally
the amount of labor involved in the con-
struction of the mounds, and their mathe-
matical exactness, all of which are

Foreign To The Indian Character,

s we know it to-day. Another party
maintaing that our modern Indians
are the direct and lineal descendants of
the mound-builderg, pointing in support
of this view to the fact that races having
many of the peculiarities of the mound
builders were actually found inhabiting
portions of the Misgissippi valley at the
time of the invasion of the latter by De
Soto in 1540, and that in New Mexicoand
in the Rocky Mountains one tribe, that
of the Zunis, still exhibit in their mode of
life,in their customsand in their dwellings,
features strongly resembling the supposed
former occupants of the eastern parts of

the continents. Numerous photographs
were exhibited illustrating the

Charaoteristics Of This Remarkable

Race.

As also of the clifi-dwellings found in
many of the deep canons or on the top of
inaccessible mesas over many portions of
the Rocky Mountain region, and which
visitors to the Chicago exhibition will re-
member, were reproduced on a consider-
abe scale, and constituted one of the most
interesting features of the great show.

The lecturer discusséd at some length,
the probable age and origin of these pre-
historic monuments, alluding to the
evidence of greatly changed conditions in
the Rocky Mountain region since the
time of man’s first advent, referring parti-
cularly to the discovery of human remains
in an old river bed and beneath a flow of
lava, which,by obstructing the old channel
had diverted the stream into new ones
either side, now excavated to a depth of
2000 feet.

Summoning up, the lecturer observed
that the best anthorities agree “ that the
early American man emigranted from
Asia by way of the Kurile Islands and the
Alentian Islands; that probaby from the
valley of the Columbia River he spread
out over North and Sonth America, and
hence that the American Man is probably
of more modern origin than the premitive
races of Asia and Europe.” A discussion of
the latter was reserved for some future
occasion.

At the conclusion of Dr. Bailey’s very
interesting address, the members spent
some time examining a collection of In-
dian relics placed on the table by the
Doct@‘(,’ who made explanations on each
one. )

The News of the World in Brief— The

The loss by the burning of the C. P. R.
station at Ottawa was $12,000, covered by
insurance.

Bishop Littlejohn’s fee at the Marl-
borough-Vanderbilt nuptials was $2500.
It takes ducats to make a duchess.

Sportsmen from the Muskola district
landed 100 beantiful deer at Muskoka
wharf, Montreal, Friday.

C. P. Eliot, of the Receiver-General’s
office, Toronto, died Friday from the
effects of an overdose of medicine.

Rev. Dr.'Shaw, of Toronto, aged 65, was
seriously injured Friday night while
bicycling, by colliding with a street car.

The decomposed body of Miss Elizabeth
Cass, aged 70, was found in a room of her
house at Stratford, Ont.

Augusta College, at Augusta, Ky, was
destroyed by fire. The 408 children in the
place all escaped, though a panic ensued.

Rocks in the Niagara river, above the
Falls, never seen before, are plainly visible
owing to low water. The volume at the
Falls is much diminished.

Thirty thousand dollars is the indem-
nity paid by the Congo Free State for the
killing of Charles Stokes the English
trader, by Captair Lothair’s orders.

The eightli convention ot the Dominion
W.C.T. U. isin session at Quebee, with
about 50 delegates present from the vari-
ous Provinces of the Dominion.

For the grand aggregate competious at
the meeting of the National Rifle Associ-
ation at Bisley Common, England, in 1896
it has been decided that the Martini-
Henry rifie is to be used.

Thomas Elwin, of Pheenixville, Pa., cut
his own throat and the ehruats of his two
children on Friday. The three were found
in bed together, and the children will
probably die.

Admiral (Fighting Bob) Walker, speak-
ing of American coast defences in Wash-
ing, declared the States were not prepared
to fight any first class power. More war
ships and coast defences, he declared, are
needed, particularly the ships.

Parker A. Nason of Fredericton Junc-
tion, general trader, has made an assign-
ment for the benefit of his creditors to
Sheriff Holden of Sunbury county. The
liabilities are $1,900, with assets nominal-
ly the same.

At the Presbyterian synod last week at
Winnipeg, a missionary said that at the
village of Pipestone, with only from 30 to
40 residents, there were four denomina-
tions, each with churches, while three
miles away are pagan Indians who have
not heard the gospel preached.

Miss Marion Campbell, a young lady of
25 years, arrived at Woodstock, Ont.,
Friday night, atter a two months’ journey
from Platte, Neb., a distance of 1,300 miles
She performed the entire journey with no
companions, but five pet horses, and her
means of transportation was a prairie
schooner. Miss Campbell’s parents live
at Woodstock.

Dr. Dawson, of the Geological Depart-
ment, Ottawa, attributes the prevailing
low water reported, due to the deficiency
of rainfall in the last few years. The fall-
ing of the lake water effects the St.
Lawrence. From his observations Dr.
Dawson was inclined to opinion that the
great lakes bad cycles of low water every
ten years.

At Vancouver, B. C., the man Smith
has been acquitted of the charge of mur-
dering Benson.

A companion case to that of John Mol-
anski, whose face is. changing into one
like an animal, ie that of Mrs. Hanson, at
the Montefiore Home, N.Y. In the seven
vears she has been there, her head, hands
and feet have grown to an abnormal size
her hair is like bristles, and her nose is as
big as three ordinary nasal organs. Her
weight has increased from 150 to 250 1bs.
Without any epecific ailment, she suffers
at times from terrible shooting pains in
the body and head. She eats and sleeps
well, but the doctors say the disease must
end fatally.

PROF. ROBERTSON'S LECTURE,

The Natural Resoures of Canada From
an Agricultural Standpoint.

The second of the course of lectures on
“ Qur National Resources,” given under
the auepices of the Montreal Young Men’s
Christian  Association, was delivered
Friday evening by Prof. Robertson, Dom-
inion Dairy Commissioner, Ottawa, who
spoke on the subject of “Agriculture.”

Prof. Robertson stated that the agricul-
turist was, in the nature of his occupa-
tion, a great producer of wealth, not an
accumulator ; but he was a producer in
that he was able, through his work, to
realize upon the unrealized resources of
the country. The lecturer went on to
speak of seed germination and plant
growth, and of the nature of agriculture
in its relation to human life. The world’s
commerce, he pointed out, subsisted

of the farm, the mine and the sea. In
Canada we cultivated 28,500,000 acres and
if the farmers used the resources of these
as they should, they would be able to sus-
tain 23,500,000 people in affluence. It was
said that in Canada we were only a few
people, but admitting such to be the case,
even then we had better prospects than
had the people of England in Queen
Elizabeth’s time. In fact, if Canada were
half true to her opportunities, even in
agriculture, she would have so many
people in the country of such robust char-
acter that her civilization would be the
telling one in humanity in years to come,
when it would be harder to live than it
was now. It was because we had bard-
ships to meet that we would become a
hardy people. The Canadian half of this
continent, said the lecturer, peopled with
well-fed men, would-give her citizens an
influence that would dominate peacefully

The Destinies of America.

Having spoken of the composition of
nutrients, and of the different kinds of
food beet adapted for building up and sus-
taining the human body, Prof. Robertson
said that if the country people would pull
together they could live well within them_
selves, exchange between themselves,
make the most of twe resources of our
own country, and realize on them to the
fall.

THE BARK BUSINESS.

Intresting Intervlew with D. F. George.

D. F. George returned on Friday from
a business trip to Boston and Providence.
He reports that the outlook for the tan
bark trade is not very bright at present.
The United States Leather Trust Company
have decided to place no hides in their
vats for a period of two months from the
first of November, and they have also
lowered the price of bark fifty cents per
cord. This gigantic corporation controls
the entire leather tanning business of New
England where our bark is principally
used, and natarally their action has had a

Depressing Effect on the Bark Trade.

As the stock is now very plentiful, there |

is no prospect of the price advancing in
the near future.

The only persons in this province who
will feel the depression, are the men who
own the bark, not the peelers. The bark
is peeled in the months of June and July
and is at once bought up by the shippers.
There is probably not one hundred cords
of bark in this province now in the hands
of operators, so it will be seen that the
drop in price does not affect the producers
to any great extent. Nearly all the bark
in New Brunswick is owned by three
persons, of whom Mr. George is one, and
they alone will suffer by the recent action
of the Leather Trust Company. There is
every prospeet of a change in price before
next year’s operations begin.

Mr. George is now shipping bark at the
rate of
Twelve Car Loads per week,

and he has enough of last season’s stock
to keep him going at this rate until next
February. He has customers who have to
be supplied whether the market price is
a paying one or not. The bark which he
now has on hand is occupying space along
the lines of railway, that will be needed
as soon as snow comes for the storing of
this year’s crop which is still in the woods.
So the dealers are almost forced to ship it
to get it out of their way.

Mr. George says that the price of hem-
lock lumber has kept up wonderfully
since the United States government re-
moved the duty. New Brunswick hem-
lock boards are

Fast Taking the Place

of the Pennsylvania article, in the New
England states, and this he regards as
the bright spot in the lumber trade in
this province. He thinks that if the
present United States tariff remains un-
changed, nearly three-fourths of our
lumber, which hitherto went to Europe,
will go to the United States. Ameri-
cans are fast becoming aware of the fact
that their own forests are being depleted,
a great deal more rapidly than they ought
to be. Mr. George does not think the
Republican party, should they succeed to
power at the next election, will ‘restore

1the duty on Jumber.

SERIOUS ACCIDENT.

Charles Clowes and his three Children
had a Narrow Escape from Death.

Charles Clowes of Maugerville, and
three of his chilren had a very narrow
escape from death Wednesday morning.
Mr. Clowes was driving a load of hay to
this city, accompanied ‘by his three chil-
dren, two boys and a girl, on their way to
school. When the team arrived opposite
the residence of Geo. A. Perley, Mauger-
ville, it was found necessary to drive the

. horses out slightly to prevent those on top

the load from being struck by a limb of a
tree, which was hanging across the road.
Affer the wagon had safely passed the
tree, Mr. Clowes turned his head a mo-
ment to see if everything was all right,
and as he did so the horses shied to the
left. At tbat instant the left hand wheels
quit the road, which is very narrow at
this point, and caused the wagon to over-
turn, and roll down a twelve foot embank-
ment, horses and all. Hon. A. Harrison
who was driving along a short distance
behind Mr. Clowes, hastened to the rescue,
and succeeded in extricating Mr. Clowes
and his children from beneath the hay
where they had been buried.

Mr. Clowes and his littie girl are both
seriously injured, but the two boys
escaped with nothing more than a severe
shaking up. The horses were uninjured.
The escape of all the party from fatal
injuries ie considered almost miraculous.

Dr. Coburn, of this city, who was sum-
moned, left for the scene of the accident
this afternoon.

THE CITY COUNCIL.

Discussed the Sevvgfage Ques-
tion Monday Night.

But Arrived at no Deﬁii.ii‘te Conclusion.

An informal meeting of the city council
was held Monday night for the purpose of
awarding the contract for snow plowing
for the coming winter, and also to take
into consideration the applications which
had been received from different enginers
for the work of preparing preliminary
plans together with an estimate of the
probable cost of a system of sewerage.
There were present His Worship, the
Mayor, and Alds. Anderson, Adams,
Gilman, Golding, Limerick, Lemont and
Babbitt. é

The Mayor announced that only two
tenders had been received for the work of
keeping the sidewalks free from snow the
coming winter as follows: °

Nathaniel Smith, No. 1 division $41;
No. 2 division $31, William €mith, No. 1
division, $37; No. 2 division $42.25.

The Contract Awarded

After considerable discussion it was de-
cided to award the uptown division to
Nathaniel Smith, and the down town
division to William Smith. It was not
thought prudent to give the contract for
all the work to one person. The work is
to be performed under the superintendece
of the road master.

The Mayor announced that two applica-
tions had been received for the work of
preparing preliminary plans for a system
of sewerage, one from Mr. Porter of New
York for $550, and the other from Mr.
Coffin of Boston for $500. Sonie corres-
pondence had been had with Mr. Chip-
man, a Toronto engineer, and though the
city clerk had written him asking for
figures, no reply had been received, so
they had only the two offers to deal with.

Ald Gilman thought that before taking
any action they should try and get Mr.
Chipman’s figures. This view was

Shared in by the Mayor.

Ald Golding thought it would be a good
plan to bring a man here in whom the
council had confidence to look over the
situation, and give an estimate of theé
work.

The Mayor said that Mr. Potter had
offered to do this for $350 and Mr. Coffin
for $500. They wantod to be ina position
to lay the matter before the citizens and
tell them what kind of a system it was
proposed to construct, and what the cost
would be.

Ald Lemont thought it would be hard
to get a first class man to come for much
less than $500.

The Mayor then read the communica-
tions which had been received from Messrs
Porter and Coffin. He said he was sorry
that no offeor had been received from
Mr. Chipman. .

Ald Gilman said he had a conversation
with Mr. Creighton, an engineer who was
in the city last week. That géntleman
thought disposing of the seweragé would
be the

Most Important Item of Cost,
as' dumping it into the river would be
almost out of the question.

Ald Babbitt said that Dr. Coulthard had
told him that dumping sewerage into the
river would not effect the-water any for
domestic use, but he (Babbitt) did not
agree with him.

Some further discussion along this line
followed. >

The Mayor said that he was satisfied
that both of the engineers who had offered
to do the work were responsiblé men, and
there was not much difference in their
prices.

Ald Gilman thought it would be a good
plan for the council to decide which of
the two offers they would accept, and then
communicate with Mr.Chipman,and in the
event of not hearing anything favorable
fiom that gentleman, to

Give the Job to Cofiin.

Mayor VanWart then read over a num-
ber of communications which he had re-
ccived upon the question, including ope
from McDougall & Son, of Montreal, re-
ceived some months ago.

Ald Gilman was quite favorabhly im.
pressed with the scheme proposed by Me-
Dougall & Son, and thought the council,
should communicate with these gentlemen
and obtain further information about their
scheme. :

Mayor VanWart said that he” had met
Mr. Coffin during his last trip to -the
United States, and had discussed the mat-
ter quite fully with him. He was one of
those engineers that Jid not have to seek
work, but work sought him. Mr. Coffin
had told him that he was prepared to
make a plan of the work, which would be
so simple that anyone could sit down and
figure up the cost from it as easily as he
could himself. He thougata suitable man
could be got to superintend the work of
construction for $4 perday. His Worship
said that when asked by the engineer for
a rough estimate for the number of miles
of sewerage that would be requived, he
replied that it would be about twelve. Mr.
Coffin thought that if that was the case
they had better.

Take Two Summers for the Work,

then part of the system could then be in
use, while the other part was being con-
stracted. It would be necessary to have
a working plan drawn, after the prelimin-
ary plans had been prepared.

After some further discussion it was de-
cided to have the City Clerk communicate
with Mr. Chipman, and also McDougall
& Son with a view to obtaining further
information about the matter, and as soon
as replies were received, to have another
meeting of the Council to decide what
action would be taken.

After some discussion as to the manner
in which the vote of citizens on the sew-
erage question would be taken, the coun-
c¢il adjourned to meet some time next
week, at the call of the Mayor.

The Senate of the University met
Wednesday, the matter of re-establishing
residency at the Univergity was brought
up by the introduction of a petition in its
favor signed by forty-nine students of tha
institution, setting forth the inconveni.
ence they experience by having to board
in the city, that the rooms now occupied
by Dr. Bridges will be available for resid-
ency, and that they will be applied for at
once by the students if the petitioners’
prayer is granted.

After considerable discusion, the prayer
of the petition was granted on motion of
Dr. Murray McLearn, seconded by Mr. J.
E. B. McCready. There was very little
opposition.

It is understood that the system will
not be introduced before next autumn.

COMMON SCHOOL EDUCATION,

Mr.
in the University Course
Tuesday Night.

Brittain’s Clever Lecture

The Subject Treated fiom many Stand-

oints in an Original Manner.
o

The second lecture in the University
course was delivered in the college library
Tuesday night by John Brittain of the
Normal School. There was quite a large
attendance, Dr. Harrison occupying the
chair.

Mr. Brittain in opening said : We shall
limit our attention this evening to the
consideration of Common School Educa-
tion. The education of the masses in our
chief concern ; the classes have usually
proved themselves able to look after their
own interests. Our province can attain
toan eminent degree of prosperity and
influence by developing a highly virtuous,
intelligent, and effective people. To
direct and encourage this development is
the highest function of our government;
to aid and support it our highest duty as
citizens.

The school is the chief agency through
which both government and people must
act. In religion and politics we are
divided, the Public School affords a field
for

United National Effort.

Our public school system is a remark-
ably well planned one, and is quite gen-
erously aided by government grants and
municipal assessment.

But we depend too much upon our
gystem. Our state is somewhat like that
of the inhabitant of the “‘Happy Valley”
of Rasselas. - “ To brightén their opinion
of their own feligity, they were daily en-
tertained with songs, the subject of which
was the Happy Valley. The sages who
instructed them described all beyond the
mountains as regions of calamity, where
discord is always raging.” And “these
methods” we are told were generally
“successful.” We forget that a good sys-
tem does not necessarily imply good
teachers or good schools. Thereare fewer
people now who cannot read or write,
than under the former system ; but there
are many thousands who have

No Taste For Solid Reading,

and in other respects the progress made
has been equally uansatisfactory. We
excel in theory, we flourish in generali-
ties, but we fail in working out details.
While in some- localities fair progress
has been made, there are districts in our
province where the present occupiers of
the homesteads are not at all superior in
mental power and general intelligence to
their immediate predecessors;and there
are districts where parents, whose intel-
lectual life is of a higher order than that
of their neighbors, who are compelled to
send their children to a school where any
spark of intellectual fire wiH soon be
quenched, or perish for want of fuel. The
great majority of our common schools are
miscellaneous schools, where a single
teacher, generally quite young and inex-
perienced, is expected to educate all the
children in the district between the ages
of 6and 16 years. Now I have proved
by actual trial that it is impossible, at
least for a person of ordinary ability, to do
satisfactory general work in such a school

Unless It Be a Very Small One.

The mixed school must be got rid of
before we can hope for anything like good
resulte. This can be done without adding
to the expense, by dividing the country
into districts two or three times as large
as the present ones. Every district would
then be able to support a graded school
of at least two departments. This would
make it necessary to provide for the con-
veyance to and from school of the child-
ren. dwelling in the remote parts of the
districts. Butin each county a commis-
gion would carefully determine the boun-
daries of the districts with special reference
to this necessity. The schoolhouse would

not usually be located in the central part -

of the district, but in or near the most
populous part which would be within
walking distance of one extremity of the
district, so that the pupils ‘would only
need to be conveyed from one direction.
These large districts would be more likely
to secure
The Services of Men of Education

and public spirit as secretaries and mem-
bers of school boards. Betterschool build-
ings would be constructed, with better
sanitary arrangements, and more spacious
grounds. Every school would be able to
maintain a good library, and equip a
modest laboratory. The improved con-
ditions would encourage a greater propor-
tion of capable young people to seek the
teaching profession, and would enable
them to reach a higher standard of
scholarship. More young men wonld
be attracted into the professions, a reenlt
greatly to be desired. Every school needs
upon its staff at least one good man, as
well as one or more good women.

The County Fund might be administer-
ed in such a way as to stimulate improve-
ment by making the amount allotted to
each district depend partly upon

The Class of Teachers Employed,

and partly upon the amount of local
assessment voted by the district upon
each $100 worth of property, and not sole-
ly upon the numbcr of teachers employed,
and the number of pupils in average at-
tendance.

The speaker urged the need of a greater

interest in the public schools on the part
of people of education and cultnre, and of
a more through system of inspection.
Means should be employed to attract into
the teaching professior, young people
who excel in character, scholarship and
executive ability. Those who are intel-
lectually unfit should be excluded by care-
fully prepared and carefnlly read exam-
ination papers. These will pass

examinations if the questions are taken
from their text books or are so closely
similar to them or to those works in clas
as to render it possible to answer them
mechanically or from memory, or if the
examiners estimate the paper in such a
judicions manner that the candidate will
not fall below a pass mark. The principles
of method may be included in four com-
prehensive ones, adaption and co-relation
of studies, and self activity and self-
direction on the part of the student.’

The adaptation of studies require that
the several subjects of instruction shall be
carefully adapted to the age, abilities and
destinies of the child.

The co-relation of studies implies that
the various subjects

Shall be 'rnugh_t in Groups.

based not on the similiarity of the sub-
jects, but on their natural independence.
Self-activity simply means that the
pupil i8 to do his own work, his own
observing, his own thinking.
Self-direction requires that the pupils
be encouraged to look forward as they ad-
vance to peer into the -twllight before
them, and pick their steps. They are to
be required as far as possible to ask their
own questions, to indicate the nextstep to
be taken. This will compel them to
organize their knowledge as they proceed.
Their mental attitude at the end of each

step will not be one of passive expectation |

but of active enguirv.

In touching on the principal subjects of
instruction, the speaker dwelt upon the
importance of instilling

A Taste for Good Reading,

and of giving our young people an ele-
mentary knowledge of the physical
science by the laboratory method. The
various industrial arts are applications of
these sciences. We need a people who
are close observers of their natural sur-
roundings, who like to work with their
handg, and can use them with precision;
a people who think about their work as
they work ; who are not mere imitators
but originators; not possessed merely of
receptive capacity, but also of executive
ability.

The foremost place of the future will be
held by that people who, by a wise and
well administered course of self-develop-
ment attain the highest point in char-
acter, intelligence and effectiveness.

A discussion followed the reading of
Mr. Brittian’s paper, and was participated
in by Prof. Davison of the University,
Geo. 8. Inch of the Normal school, Burton
C. Foster of the High school, and by
Messrs. W. A. Alward, Joseph Mills, and
Mr. Kierstead, University students.

A hearty vote of thanks, moved by Prof.
Stockley, was presented to Mr. Brittain,
who made a suitable reply.
