From a Protestant Point of View.

How the attendance of Catholic
students at non-Catholic colleges is
regarded from a Protestant point of
view may in a measure be estimated
from what Francis Brown of the
Union Theological Seminary of New
York says, in the Current issus of
the New World, the Protestant
quarteily, of the presence of such
students at Oxford. * All the more
human and Christian interest,”
writes he, * attaches to the recent
plan of establishing a hall for Roman
Catholio students at Oxford. This
is a revival, under different auspices,
of an old project of Newman’s ve-
toed by Manning. From the point
of view of Eaglishmen, it is most
wise, Whether it is so from the
point of view of an' ultramontane
churchism is open to doubt, There
will be mutual influences, but they
will not be equal. The Roman
QOatholics may slightly affect the
university. The university will
largely sifsot the Roman Catholics.”
This may prove to be an erroneous
opinion, that there can be no ques-
tion of the frankness of the writer
who expresses it. He antinipates
that the presence of Catholic stu-
dents at Oxford will result rather
in a change of religious convictions
on the part of those students than in
any alteration in the Protestant atti-
tude and atmosphere of the univer-
gity. And it should be borue in
mind, too, that tae Catholic students
at Oxford have safegusrds for their
faith which Oatholic students at Pro-
testint colleges in this country
lack. For a Catholic hall has been
opened for the Catholic students at
Oxford, whereas no such establish-
ment is to be found at our American
gectarian  institutions of higher
learning.

Bishop Stubbs says
of the crusades that, to “his mind,
they were not “either the popular
delusions which our cheap literatura
bave determined. thém to be, nor
Papal conspiracies against kings and
peoples as they appesr to the Pro-
testant controversialist.” He as-
gerts that the crusades “ were the
firet great effort of medieval life to
go beyond the pursuit of selfih and
isolated ambition ; they were the
first trisl teat of the ‘yonmg world
essaying to use, to the glory of God
and the benefit of man, the arms of
its new knighthood ;" and he adds
“that in the end they were a bene-
fit to the world that no one that
reads can doubt; and that in their
course they brought out a love for
all that is heroic in human nature—
the love of freedom, the honor of
prowress, sympathy with sorrow,
perseverance to the last, and patient
endurance without hope, the ohroni-
oles of the ages abundantly prove,
proving; moreover, that it was by
the experience of those that the
former of these virtues were resliz-
ed and presented .to posterl/ty."
Guizot bears uot less emphatio testi-
mony to the good effsots and re.
sults of the crusades ; and the evi-
dence of these two writers will

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Proviacial Political Situation.
r IL

WHEN, in our last issue, we
pointed out that the first step to
be taken by way of preparation
for the next Provincial general
election was thorough organiza-
tion, we were but voicing the
general opinion of the leading
members of the opposition to the
Local Government; for, as will
be seen by reference to an edito-
rial note in this issue, a call has
been issued for a party confer-
ence in this city, on the 10th. of
next month. When we wrote our
article we were not aware that

. such a conference was about to

be called. It is,therefore, asource
of satisfaction to us to know that
had anticipated the course to
/ve pursied by the leaders of the
party; as “ organization within the
party,” is the principal question
set forth for consideration in the
published notice of the confer-
ence. Without thorough organ-
ization, as we have already point-
ed out, the full available strength
of the opposition to the Goveru-
ment can scarcely be brought in
to action. It would be a most
unfortunate thing i, through any
lack of energy or organization on
the part of the opposition, the
least opportunity should be af-
forded to the Government of re-
gaining public confidence and
continuing their ruinous adminis-
tration of affairs. With a thor-
oughly organized party, the next
step necessary to success in the
coming' conflict is, in our opinion,
a “plan of campaign.” By this
we mean a platform or policy up-
on which opponents of the Peters’
Government will agree, and upon
which the elections will be fought
out. This question will, no
doubt, engage the attention of the
members of the convention al-
ready alluded to. It is upon
unity of action that we must de-
pend for success in our struggle
for nght against wrong ; for gov-
ernment by the people against
tyranny and oppression. If we
wish to effectually cast off -the
shackles which the present Gov-
ernment are riveting upon us we
must stand shoulder to shoulder;
we must present an unbroken
front, a solid phalanx to our poli-
tical opponents. The crisis at
which we have arrived in our po-
litical history is more serious than
many of our people imagine. , No
doubt, there are a great many
who, while 6pposed to the pre-
sent Government, have never se-
riously considered the dire con-
sequences to our Province of a
continuance of the oxtravagant
and demoralizing public polic
now in vogue. If the efforts o
Coles and Whelan are to count
for anything; if the results of
constitutional government are not
to be obliterated ; if the scroll of
our political liberties, extending
over half a'century, is not to be
rolled back, a united effort must
be made to drive the present Gov-
ernment from power. In order
to bring about this, much to be
desired, consummation there must
be, as already intimated, unity of
sentiment and unity of action.
When the struggle comes the op-
position forces all over the Pro-
vinee should be so organized that
they would move like a great
army, in perfect order ; and those
chosen to be the exponents of the
policy of the opposition should be
in thorough and perfect accord,
from one end of the Province to
the other. There should be no
jarring notes;  no divergence of
opinion on matters of public po-
licy. Before an opposition of
this kind, united as one man in
ghe cause of patriotism and good
government, those who now mis-
govern our Province must go
down. In these articles we
have spoken® plainly, without

any equivocation. We con-
sider this is absolutely neces-
sary in the present erisis. To our

mind, the battle at the polls, dur-
ing the next general Provineial
election, will be the hardest ever
waged in this Island, and in order
to win, the opposition must fight
as they never did before, Each one
engaged in the combat must fight
as if the brunt of the whole battle
depended upon himself. We hope
we have made the matter, as far
as we have gone, sufficiently clear
to our readers ; we trust they will
be aroused to the gravity of the
situation, and that when the day
of battle comes, each ope will be
found ready to strike a blow for
his country and the cause of good
government. Other features of
the situation will be discussed in
future issues.

THE Dominion public accounts
for the year ending June 30th'
were issued on Monday last. The
deficit was $330,000. On the P.
E. Island Railway the deficit was
$78,560.

‘IT is a source of satisfaction to
find, at least one United States
newspaper that appreciates the
extent and significance of the an-
nexation sentimeut in Canada.
The Chicago Inter-Ocean has this
tosay on the subject ;—“ Canada
is loyal to the Queen, and the
United States bas not the least
desire to make Canadians other-
wise. Now and then some editor,
hard up for an item, writes about
Canadian annexation, but the fact
remains that it is a question that
has never entered seriously into
the minds of the people of either
country.”

THE iatelligence of the conclu-
sion of a general treaty of arbi-
tration between Great Britain
and the United States has been
favorably received “in Europe.
The leading newspapers in Eng-
land, France, Germany, aud Aus-
tria comment most favorably on
the évent. Indeed, with the ex-
ception of a very few discordant
notes, the tone of European en-
lightened public opinion is in ac-
cord with the terms of the treaty.
In the face of this, it is most ex-
traordinary to hear that the Uni-
ted States Senate is likely to
withhold its assent from the
treaty. - It would be interesting
to know just what the United
States Senate is for.

Canada did well in the British
markets in 1896. The board of
trade returns show that while the
imports from all countries in-
creased 6 per cent. over 1895 the
imports from the Canadian Dom-
inion increased 18 per cent. The
chief increases are : Wheat, £536,-
000; bacon, £195,00); hams,
£179,004; butter, £186,000 ;
cheese, £254,000 ; eggs, £32,000 ;
tish, £39,000; metals, £34,000:
hewn wood, A191,000 ; sawn wood
£783,000. The decreases are;
Oxen, £13,000 ; sheep, £262,000 ;
wheat and flour, £187,000. The
British exports to Canada de
creased less than one per cent. and
British exports to all countries
increased 6 per cent.

WE understand that a confer-
ence of leading Conservatives
from all the different parts of the
Province will be held in Char-
lottetown on Wednesday, 10th. of
February next, for the purpose of
devising meams for the promo-
tion of organization within the
Party. The conference will con-
sist of members of Parliament
Federal and Local) and ex-mem-

W. E. Curris, of the Chicago
Record, says the McKinley admin-
istration will squeeze Canada.
“Those who. have studied the
question agree that the - easiest
way to annex Canada to the Uni-
ted States is to make a prohibitory
tariff on all Canadian products
and deprive Canadian railroads
of the bonding privilege, and shut
Canadian fish out of the American
market.” Curtis is the journalist
to whom Mr. Laurier opened his
heart in & famous interview and
ought to know something about
Canada; but he will live long
enough to see that Farrer’s old
scheme for forcing this country
into the States is absurdly im-
practicable for its purpose.—Otta-
wa Citizen.

THOSE who voted for the Laur-
ier party on the plea of putting a
stop to “ Tory extravagance,” and
with the desire to see econ-
omy inaugurated under Grit rule,
will-find matter for serious medi-
tation in the Federal financial
statement for the last six months.
The total Goverpment expendi-
ture for the six months ending
Dec. 31st last, is over a half mil-
lion greater than that for the
same period of 1895. The figures
are; $14,061,406 for the. six
months just closed, as against $13,-
535,031 for the corresponding
period in the previous year, That
is not all ; while spending over
half a million dollars more than
their predecessors in six months,
the present Government have re-
ceived $170,000 less revenye than
was collected in the last six
months of 1895. It will thus be
seen that the account is worse, by
about $700,000, thun that of the
corresponding period of the pre-
vious year, under the Conserva-
tives, This for the first six
months ; what may be expected ?

GrLasGow, which is one of the
best governed cities in the world,
appears te have decided that the
method of street car propulsion
is by the overhead trolley. The
municipal authorities there have
engaged upon the transportation
problem for some time, and last
year sent a commission to the
United States to investigate the
whole subject. These gentlemen
have submitted an elaborate re-
port, which? after discussing stor-
age batteries, oil and gas motors,
compressed air, electric open-con-
duit and underground systems,
and other devices decide in favour
of the overhead trolley. They
say:—“After seeing the best over-
head construction for the electric
overhead system, and considering
its vast importance as a means of
rapid transit of passengers on city
and suburban streets and roads,
we are perfectly reconciled to it,
and feel that 1t only wants to be
seen in use to be appreciated. It
of course goes without saying
that if a system as good and as
cheap can be had without "any
overhead construction we should
prefer it. But there is none such
known at present. And we feel
sure thatif the citizens saw this
system of raptd transit in opera-
tion on the Springburn route—
comfortable cars, propelled, illum-
inated, and heated by the same
power—they would not for a mo-
ment object to the appearances of
neat poles to carry the wires,
especially if the old lamp posts
were done away with and the
trolley poles made use of for elec-
trically lighting the streets.” To-
rontonians may therefore rest con-
tent with what they have.—Mail
and Empire.

The Legislature’s Work.

Montreal Gazette.

The last session of the eighth Legis-
latore of Quebec has finished its work,
and before the houses are called to-
gether again the general electiou will
have been held. Five years ago last
month a Conservative Goverament was
entrusted with the administration of
the Province’s affairs, and appealed to
the electorate for support on pledges to
re-establish an equilibrinm between in-
come and expenditure, and to put an
end to the jobbery that unfortunately,
and to the shame and loas of Qaebec,
had been allowed to grow up iu the de-
partments. All Governments are prone
to make mistakes and to fall short of
accomplishing the tull purpose-they set
before themselves. That to who:e
leadership Mr, Flynn has succeeded
has some errors’in its record, which ig
simply what was to be expected. If
can be claimed for it, however, that it
has been one of the claanest, one of the
most efficient, and one of the most aco-
nomical, that ever sat on the treasury
benches at Quebec. It is in marked
contrast to that which preceeded it.
No grave scandal hag arisen under it.
No money, collected as a gommission
on payments from the Treasury, has
been traced back to a Minister’s pocket
or bank account. Peopls doing busi-
ness with the departments have not
bad to interview a toll-taker before
they could get their legitimate requests
granted. That was an jmproyement,
an improvement that was needed, an
improvement that should not be de-
parted from. The pledge to restore an
equilibrium between income and ex-
penditure has not been orgotten. In
1891 the cost of the ordinary services
of the Province was $4,918,774, and the
total expenditure was $6,150,669. In
1896 the cost of the ordinary services
$4,099,707 and the total expenditure
was $4,665,455. There has been a re-
ductjion in the gost of legislation, of
civil government, of the administration
of justice, of reformateries, in grants to
go cslled literary asgociations, in im-
migration expenditare, in colonigation,
in railway grants, and in miscellaneous
services. The bonuses voted to railway
companies have been almost all paid
off; while only $5,000 of new bonuses
have been grantgd in ﬁve years. The
payments on accouut of railway igter-
est guarantee deposits, a trust fund,
which had been - wrongfully diverted
from 1ts designed purpose, have been
maintaiaed, and this liability reduced
to m small figure, TFhe revenue from
non-taxation sources has been care-
fally nursed. The taxes on business
men and others and the tax on the

tpansfer of real estate, imposed at the

beginning of the Government’s term,
have served their purpose, and been
done away with. The Government
gets more for the administration of the
crown lands, the fisheries under the
control ofthe Province, and the other
sources of income connected with the
management of the depart ments; but
it takes no more in taxes from men in
trade than its Liberal predecessors of
many deficits did. It has kept faith in
this matter also. The abelition of the
tax on the transfer of real estate at th8
present session could not have been
carried out otherwise. The efficiency
of the administration has been shown
in other matters also. Mr. Casgrain’s
bill amending the election law, passed
as a Goveanment measure, has given
the Province one of the most stringent
enactments against bribery and wrong
practices at elections in existence in
Canada. It goes further than any
other statute, Dominion or Provincial,
towards making corruption of the
electors dangerous, and, therefore, un-
wise to resort to. It is one of the most
creditable acts any Quebec Ministry
has had its n-me associated with.
The legislation of the pres nt session
includes, also, several measures of
much importance. Elementary edu-
cation has been aided, where it has
been most needed, to a greater degree
A measure for the;:con-
version of the Province’s debt. which
may result in a considersble saving
in the interest charge has been adopt-
ed. The work of the departments has
been reorganized so as to secure greai-
er efficiency. A homestead law to pro-
tect the new settler in his struggle to
establish himself, has been adopted,
and other measures of usefal pufpose
put on the Statue Book. With so much
that is good to its credit in a five years’
existence, and so little that can be
charged against it, the Conseryative
Government and party can with fair
reason look forward with hope to the
coming general elections. There is the
more reason for such feeling because
in Mr. Fiyon they have a leader of
clean record, high character, and
marked ability, who has donme and
will do all that may be expected fro!

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

James Appletor, a farmer uear
Aurora, Ont.,'was burned to death on
Thursday last, while endeavoring to
save his cows from a burning barn.

Frank Forbes, exM. P., who re
signed for Fielding in Saelburne and
Queens, has been appointed a County
Court Judge in place of Judge Des-
brisay, resigned.

A recent message from Washington
to Oanton, Ohio, makes it reasonably
certain that Senator Sherman’s pre-
sent iutention is to accept the position
of Secretary of State in McKinley’s
cabinet.

The Canadian Pacific liner Em-
press of Japan, which arrived on the
13th at Vancouver from Hong Kong,
was during her stay in that port fitted
out as a British cruiser, the armament
of the steamer, which is now at the
British naval station, Esquimaux, con-
sists of ten guns, which can be mount-
ed any time within a few hours.

The Philadelphia and Reading
local train leaving New York at 7.30
struck and killed two farmers driving
across the tracks at Hopewell, Mg J.,
on Monday last. The accident ne-
cessitated a delay of 15 minutes. The
local pulled on the siding to fix the

‘|air brakes, and then pulled out

through the other end of the switch to
‘tke main track. Philadelphia ex-
press came along at terrific speed and
struck the rear end of the local train,
upsetting the baggage and mail car
and injuring five trainmen and burn-
ing up the mail and baggage car.

The celebration in the Island of
Trinidad of the centennial of the oc-
cupation of that country by the
British will not take the form of an
international exhibition as at first pros
posed. Instead it is the intention to
bold a celebration of an historical
character between the 15th and 20th
of February. The decision of the
colonial government to forego the ex-
hibition has been officially communi-
cated to the Dominion Government,
so that instead of a display of Cana-
dian products, Canada’s contribution
to this celebration will probably take
the form of a congratulatory message
to the government of the colony. It
was on the 17th of February, 1797,
that Sir Ralph Abercrombie took
possession of the Island for his sov-
ereign, since which time it has re-
mained a colony of the British crown.

>

It is estimated that over 500,000
persons, comprising more than half
the population of the city of Bombay
have fled to the country to escape the
plague. The streets are practically
deserted. Shops and bazaars are
closed and busivess is practically at a
stand still. The doctors are beginning
to fear the treating of plague patients
lest they contract the disease, and
many of the native doctors have fled.
About 800,000 persons are encamped
at Andheri, but they will not be able
to remain there long owing to scarcity
of water and the unsanitary conditions
prevailing. The cemeteries of the
city are filled with the dead, and it is
becoming very difficult to bury the
corpses owing to the refusal of even
friends and relatives to bandle them,
dreading contagion. Up to the 14th
the official statistics showed that there
were 3,394 cases of the plague, and
2,356 deaths from the disease.
