A.—Before giving a practical 
solution to the question submitted to 
my arbitration by the employers 
and employees of the shoe-factories 
of Q-’Hbec—a question which inter­
ests thousands of persons—I wish to 
draw attention in a few words to 
certain principles which mast be 
borne in mind in order to safeguard 
the rights of either party.

1 The right of forming associa­
tions of trades, of professions, or of 
any calling whatsoever, is a natural 
one, which has always existed and 
will always exist; bat

2 Because such right may not be 
denied, it does not follow that all 
associations are lawful. In order to 
have the right to exist and to do 
good, they must purpose to attain 
an end both honest and jnst, and to 
reach the same, they most use none 
but means conformable to morality, 
honesty, and justice.

“ Never, at any other period, says 
Leo X-III. in his Encyclical on the 
Condi lion of Labor, did there exist 
such a great number of associations 
of every kind, and particularly of 
workingmen’s associations. This is 
not the proper place to enquire 
whence many of them spring, what 
is their object, nor by what means 
they strive to attain it. But the 
opinion prevails, Confirmed by many 
proofs, that they are generally gov­
erned by invisible leaders, and that 
they obey a command equally hos. 
tile to the Christian name and to 
he security of nations ; that, after 

having monopolised the whole field 
of labor, if there be workmen un­
willing to join them, they make 
them expiate their refusal by pov­
erty and want.”

His Holiness had previously re­
minded the workman of the duties 
incumbent on him :

“He must provide entirely and 
faithfully all the labor to which he 
has bound himself by a contract 
freely consented to and conformable 
to equity : he mast not injure his 
employer, either in his property or 
his person : his very elaimings must 
be free from "violence and never as­
sume a seditions form ; he must 
shun perverse men who, by means 
of crafty language, inspire him with 
foolish hopes and entertain him with 
great promises that end iq naqght 
but useless regret and ruin,”

As for the rich and the employer, 
they mast not consider the working­
man as a slave; it is just that they 
respect in hie person the dignity of 
the man, rendered still nobler by 
that of the Christian.”

Christianity, moreover, ordains 
that the spiritual interests of the 
workingman and the welfare of his 
sonl be attended to.”

“It is the duty of employers to 
see that this be fully reabzed ; that 
the workman be not exposed to 
seducing and corrupting influences ; 
that nothing tend to weakeq hie 
love of borne, nor fis habits of 
economy. Employers are likewise 
forbidden to tax their inferiors with 
a labor beyond their strength or

Regulations ; my appreciation bears 
merely upon the very text of the 
Constitutions and Regulations afore­
said.

The unavoidable conclusion of the 
foregoing ia that the said Brother­
hoods must revise their Regulations 
and Constitutions ; otherwise I bey 
will take a wrong direction. It is 
alleged that several other working* 
men’s societies are provided with 
Regulations similar to those of the 
forementioned Brotherhoods. Such 
may be the fact, but does not render 
the argument more acceptable ; for, 
at a given opportunity, there may 
occur in such societies very regret­
table faults of a serious character, 
having their origin, their first cause, 
in the literal application of such 
Regulations.

C.—In order to obviate the diffi­
culties and inconveniences pointed 
ont in the statements and other 
documents laid before me by the 
Manufacturers and Workmen in my 
quality of arbitrator chosen by both 
parties concerned, I decree what 
follows for each and every contesta­
tion that may henceforward occur 
regarding the increase or diminution 
of salaries, the engagement or dis­
missal of employees, the duration of 
the day’s labor, apprentices, the in­
troduction of new machinery, and 
any other cause of dispute.
BOARDS OF COMPLAINT AND 

CONCILIATION.
1.—In order to settle all disputes 

as amicably and promptly as possible 
the workmen will establish a Board 
of Complaint, composed of three 
members chosen by themselveq. 
The Employers, on their side, will 
appoint a Board of Conciliation, 
composed of three shoe-manufactur­
ers chosen T>y themselves. The 
members of these Boards shall be 
elected annually, and the same may 
be re-elected. In case one of the

B.—Enlightened by the doctrine 
of the Encyclical Rerum Novarum of 
Leo XIII., I have carefully examin­
ed the 0.institutions and Regulations 
of the Brotherhood of United Shoe­
makers, of the Protective Union of 
Lesters and of the Brotherhood of 
Leather Clatters. I cannot approve 
the aforesaid Constitutions and Re­
gulations without their having un­
dergone a certain number of modi­
fications. If the articles and clauses 
I judge reprehensible Were executed 
to the letter, as they are worded, it 
is sure that they would, in many 
oases, greatly injure personal liberty, 
freedom of conscience and justice.

The election of the said arbitrators 
shall take place annually and thr 
same will be re-eligible. In care 
one of the said arbitrators be pro 
ventea by illness or for any other 
grave reason, or by the fact that be 
is himself concerned in the cause at 
issue, the B >ard which chose him 
shall replace him by another member 
for the time being. In case of the 
death of any cne of the at bitrators, 
the same Beard shall replace him 
by another until the end of the year 
of office.

The ai bitrators shall bear, if 
neoeeeaiy, the parties or their

attorneys ; they shall be authorized 
to consult all documents r« lating to 
the matter at issue, to summon wit­
nesses to appear before them, to call 
in experts and men of the trade, to 
demand their evidence attested be­
fore a Justice of the Peace, to visit 
the factories, in a word, to procure 
all proofs verbal or written they 
may judge necessary for the exam­
ination of the cause. They shall 
render their award within the least 
possible delay, and their award shall 
be final.

So long as the matter is under 
discussion, the manufacturer shall 
not lose his factory nor the work­
men cease labor.

The arbitrators shall have the 
right to appoint their secretary.

The costs of the litigation shall be 
charged to the party or parties at 
the discretion of the arbitrators.

The Boards of Complaint and of 
Conciliation, as well as the Court of 
Arbitration shall be constituted on 
the first legal day of February next, 
and the annual elections of the 
members of the said Boards and 
Court of Arbitration shall take place 
at the same date each year.

The establishment of a court of 
arbitration of this nature is in con­
formity with the directions of the 
Sovereign Pontiff in the Encyclical 
already quoted.

Leo XIII desires that the rights 
and duties of employers be in per­
fect keeping with the rights and 
duties of workmen," and should it 
happen among tither class, that 
complaints be made concerning the 
violation of rights, his Holiness 
expresses the desire that prudent 
and upright men be chosen “ charged 
with the duty of settling the dispute 
in the capacity of arbitrators.” 1 

By means of snob a proceeding, 
the rights of each party will be 
respected and the relations between 
employers and employees will 
never cease to be friendly. In effect, 
it is from the spirit of justice and 
of Christian charity that we must 
chiefly expect the peace and welfare 
of society.

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SUMMARY OF THE EVIDENCE. 

The trial of the petition brought by

Martin-McKinnon Elec­
tion Trial.

The trial of the election petition 
of Mr. Alexander Martin against 
Mr. D. A. McKinnbn, which open­
ed in the Supreme Court room in 
this city on Monday of last week, 
came to an end on Friday evening, 
February 1st, when counsel for 
McKinnon admitted corrupt prac­
tices, sufficient to unseat him and 
void the election. Counsel for the 
petitioner, Mr. Martin, although 
prepared to go on and push for 
personal disqualification,expressed 
a willingness, in view of the length 
of time and the enormous expense 
that would be incurred in continu 
ing the trial to a finish, to accept 
the confession of guilt made by re 
spondent’s counsel and discontinue 
proceedings. Each party agreed 
to pay his own expenses. We 
give in this issue*a summary of 
the evidence offered at the trial so 
far as it proceeded. From the 
very beginning of the trial, from 
the very filing of the petition, 
McKinnon’s counsel tried every 
possible means to prevent the case 
from being brought to an issue. 
When they came into court they 
had recourse to all manner of 
legal technicalities with a view to 
stop the trial. This is not to be 
wondered at ; they knew the rot­
tenness of their cause and were 
eventually obliged to confess the 
same. As far as the trial proceed­
ed, the testimony of unwilling 
witnesses revealed a carnival of 
political corruption and debauch­
ery of the most disgusting and 
disgraceful -character. This dis­
graceful condition of affairs was 
emphasized by the judges in their 
scathing denunciation, .published 
elsewhere, of the methods persued 
by McKinnon’s workers in this 
election, as revealed by the evi­
dence. “ After hearing the evi 
dence that has been given,” said 
Judge Hodgson, “ I feel bound to 
declare that never before has there 
been brought to my notice such 
shameless corruption and debauch, 
ery in connection with an election 
contest.” “ I do not think,” said 
Judge Fitzgerald in the course of 
his remarks, “ there has ever 
been in Prince Edward Island such 
a revelation in the way of delug 
ing the country with intoxicating 
liquor. I am ashamed as a life 
long resident to find that an elec­
torate during a campaign could be 
wholly debauched by liquor. We 
have learned ^from the .evidence 
that liquor was produced in whole 
sale quantities at nearly every 
poll, and as witnesses expressed it 
men were lying drunk about the 
place.” After these deliberate and 
carefully weighed declarations of 
the trial Judges, no one can have 
the slightest doubt that the elec­
tion campaign conducted by Mr. 
McKinnon and his friends was one 
of reeking corruption, and de 
bauchery. According to the evi 
dence, the active Grit workers; 
when they wanted money and 
whiskey, went to Mr. McKinnon’s 
office, and there or in the hallway 
adjoining, or on the stairway or 
other clandestine nooks, were fur­
nished with orders for whiskey 
and with money, sometimes by 
Mr. Whear, and sometimes 
by others. In his canvass Mr. 
McKinnon seems never to have 
asked for votes on principle. He 
constantly appealed to the avarice 
and cupidity of the electors. 
Work on the railway and bridge 
was constantly promised ; letters, 
holding out inducements were 
freely written, and officials were 
threatened with official decapita­
tion if they did not support him. 
In the wake of all this flowed 
streams of whiskey, with an occa­
sional case of brandy and money 
thrown in. These were the pure 
methods by means of which Mr. 
McKinnon hoped to obtain a seat 
in the House of Commons. Des­
pite all his machinations he did 
not secure a majority of the votes 
of the riding ; but he overcame 
this inconvenience by having him 
self counted in by Judge McDon­
ald. As Judge McDonald’s repre­
sentative he considered himself 
the member for East Queen’s un­
til unseated by overwhelming evi 
dence of corrupt practices. After 
the revelations of last week, will 
the esteemed Patriot repeat its 
regret “ that the matter has not 
been left as decided by the Queen’s 
County Court ?” Mr. McKinnon 
seems to possess a wonderful pen 
chant for ignoring the will of the 
people. First he held on to the 
office of Attorney General for the 
greater part of a year contrary to 
the expressed will of the elector­
ate. next he attempted to sit in

Queen’s declared against him. I be successful—even a successful 
Surely Mr. Martin deserves the humbug, 
thanks of the community for ex­

John McKinnon (sworn) and examined 
by Mr Stewart.

John Landrigan, of St. Mary’s Road, 
testified that Horatio Graham and Con­
don called at his place in company with 
Graham, and that the former treated 
from a flask on two occasion!.

Solomon Martin, Comme cial Cross, 
said B LePage canvassed him for the

drink. Heard that Mr Martin’» friend» 
held a meeting at McMillan’» house. 
Would not «wear to it.

Angus Campbell (Examined by Mr. 
McLean.)—Lived at Traoadie. Voted at 
Bedford poll. He met Mr McKinnon 
once during the oampaign about a mile 
from his plaoe. It was in Norman Mc­
Donald’» field. Peter Brodie wae with Mr 
McKinnon. Both were in the one waggon 
when they drove away. He «poke to Mr 
McKinnon for a moment. He (McKinnon) 
a«ked him if he was going to vote for him. 
He (Campbell) said he would see on elec­
tion day. There wae no other conversa­
tion. He sew Brodie afterward», he 
thought it wae on election day.

On eleotion day he (Campbell) asked 
Brodie for a couple of dollars. Witness 
received the money behind the polling 
station. There was a barn in the vicinity 
and a lot of men were going in and out. 
Some were drinking When Brodie and 
McKinnon met witness they enquired bow 
he was going to vote. Witness told Brodie 
he wanted the vaine of hie day. Brodie 
said nothing. McKinnon was talking to 
Norman McDonald then about 12 feet 
away. It was after he voted that Brodie 
lent the $2.

Peter Brodie (sworn> and examined by 
Mr McLean.—He wae with Mr McKin­
non canvassing part of a day. Mr Mc­
Kinnon wanted to see some of the friends. 
He went from house to house canvassing. 
He principally introduced McKinnon as 
the Liberal candidate. He would not 
say anything bad against Mr McKinnon. 
They called at different places including 
Carries and two Macdonalds. Did not 
know how many he called upon and 
would not say how many he canvassed. 
He believed there was a local organization 
He attended a meeting In a eohopl house 
held for the purpose of locating a polling 
plaoe. It was about a fortnight before 
the eleotion. Did not get [any messages 
from Mr McKinnon. He did not drive 
electors on eleotion day. He was at the 
poll when It opened and remained until 10 
o’clock. After he got lunch he went back 
and returned for his tea before driylng to 
town. He did- not tell any person to go 
to any particular voter. He had a conver­
sation with Campbell. He had whiskey 
at the poll. Had 1 case of liquor daring 
campaign. Got the liquor from Angus 
McDonald Could not tell w)io gave him 
the order. Whoever gave the pieoe of 
paper told him to go to McDonald’». He 
wae of the opinion that he was going to 
get whiskey. He had mked whether he 
oould get liquor. Did not know who gave 
him the order or would not know the 
man. The order was given near Prowse 
Bros store. He was talking to several men 
on the sidewalk but oould not tell who 
they were. He thought perhaps he wae 
talking to Premier Farquharson, D. Mac, 
millan or B. C. Prowse. They did not 
give him the order. A man came up, tap­
ped him on the shoulder, gave him an 
order and to)d him to go to Angus Mc­
Donald’s, He was Into McKinnon's office 
and asked If there wae anything for elec 
tions. The person whom he addressed 
told him there was not. He then went 
down the street. He made different usee 
of the liquors on the night before eleotion 
he had a sick mare. He used over half of 
liquor among the electors. He did not get 
It for election purposes. He did not get 
any other liquor». Hs tjreated electors 
after voting. He had four bottles in his 
pocket. He took two more flasks in the 
afternoon, He thought there were 24 
bottles in the ease, Be need about six 
flasks In connect ion with the horse’s il) 
ness and treating friende who were help­
ing him, He saw a man named Grant 
either In McKinnon’s office or on the 
street. He oould not tell how often he 
was in McKinnon’s office.

Ho wae net a mem )>er of any 
organizstion in the district. He never 
attended a committee meeting. Mr. 
McKinnon did not canvass him.

To Dr. Pogsley,-=There are several 
doors in the Patriot building. He conld 
not say what side of the hall the mes­
senger came from. He did not receive 
an order for liquor in Mr. McKinnon’s 
office,

At this stage of the proceedings, Dr 
Pngsley, chief counsel for McKinnon, 
after vainly attempting to secure an 
adjournment, said that after eoneultation 
with hie client they were willing to admit 
that there werja evidences of corrupt prac 
tioes, but McKinnon denied any know, 
ledge of them.

Mr Stewart,-counsel for Mr Martin, 
withdrew his client’s claim to the seat and 
the personal ohargee against SCcKinnon. 
Regarding recreiminatory charges som 
might be brought home to Mr Mrrtin 
but in view of the admission by Dr Png- 
sley and the declaration that the seat was 
vacant he wae willing to withdraw the 
oase.

After declaring the seat vacant and 
ordering that each party pay his own costs 
Mr Justice Hodgson said ; “ Bnt 
duty is not yet done. We have to make 
a report to the proper authorities. After 
hearing the evidence that has been given,
I feel bound to declare that never before 
has there bte.i brought to my notice such 
shameless corruption and debauchery 
connection with an eleetion contest, 
will be our duty to report some of these— 
perhaps not tffe least shameful of them— 
who seem to bave deluged the country 
with liqnor, bringing opprobrium and dis­
grace upon this provlnoe, with the earnest 
expectation that the laws of the land may 
be evoked against them. I do sincerely 
trust that in bringing these debasing'pro­
ceedings to the attention of the authori­
ties, pur action will meet with more 
success than the report which I made to 
the Speaker of the Legislative Assembly of 
this province some years ago when no steps 
whatever were taken to punish the men 
who had acted much in the same manner 
although perhaps not to so great an extent, 
as some of those who have been examined 
here. Therefore in rtqafejng onr report the 
Judges (ntend that the names of those 
men who in shame and infamy stand head 
and shoulders above many of those who 
have openjy yiolated the law «hall be 
made Known to the proper authority, end 

earnestly truet that they may not be 
allowed to remain unnoticed,”

Mr. Justice Fitzgerald also said : “I 
do not want to eay anything that ie un­
necessary for a Judge to etate, and it ia 
perhaps wiser In meet oases for those on 
the Benoh to opuffne themselves to giving 
judgments; but I think there are times 
when it is proper for a Judge, seeing be. 
fore him the electors of an eleotoral division 
on an occasion like this, to make some re 
marks. I agree with what has been said 
by my learned colleague. I do not think 
here has ever been in Prince Edward Is­

land each e revelation jq the way of de­
luging a country with intoxioating liquor.

find that an electorote daring a oampaign 
oonld be wholly debauched by libuor. 
We have learned from the evidence that 
liquor was produced in wholesale quan­
