No details of the engagement are 
available here.

Liao Yang, July 2 — General Koro- 
patkin and general Knroki are moving 
troops like men on a obese board. The 
Japanese are now twenty miles from 
Liao Yang. Rains are impeding the 
movements. Detachments, totaling 
1200 have been detailed from general 
Renukarapoffs Ciesacks to scoot in the 
Japanese and are not allowing them 
any rest day or night. So far as the 
Raesians know Knroki is steadly push­
ing onward through mountain passes, 
even toward Mnkden. Preparations at 
all points are now practically complete 
Demonstrations were made daring the 
last few days against the Russian left 
flank and threatened to completely 
change the position of the two armies.

purely spiritual element into his 
discourse. If he regrets anything 
in bis elevation to the supreme 
Pontificate, it is that under the 
present circumstances he is pre­
vented from preaching as frequent­
ly as he would like to the people, as 
he used to do when priest and bishop 
andjpatnarob, and it is well known 
in the Vatican that he is never so 
happy as when he has a multitude 
of the faithful gathered around him 
to whom he can preach the gospel. 
Hence bis reception of Italian 
pilgrims and of his Koman diocesans 
are a source of great consolation to 
him—all the more when his au­
dience is composed of the working 
classes.

Last Sunday afternoon Piux X. 
was partionlaily gratified, for he 
was to adress a distinctively woik- 
ingman’e congregation. Over thirty 
years ago Father Domenico Jaoobini, 
who died as Cardinal of Holy 
Church and Vicar General of Leo 
XIII. started a workingmen's club 
here in the Eternal City, which bas 
thriven wonderfully ever since, and 
which now numbers no fewer than 
five hundred thousand members in 
all parts of Italy. Indeed, the 
organization flourished better in 
sime of the dioceses outside of 
Rome than in Rime itself. Father 
Sarto worked ao hard to develop it 
in his native diooeee of Treviso, that 
when the different branches united 
a year and a half ago in preparing a 
manifestation in honor of the Jnbilee 
of Leo XIII. Treviso was the 
banner diocese of Italy in the work. 
Leo XIII. died before the work of 
obtaining signatures and subsorip 
lions was finished, and it was only 
last Sunday that both the 
one and the othy were presented 
to the Sovereign Pontiff. Pins X 
had ordered hie Maestro di Camero 
to distribute 10,000 tickets of ad­
mission to the Oortile della Pigna- 
an immense fqnarp in the centre of 
the Vatican capable of containing 
fifty thousand persons. The 
number of persons who found their 
way to the rendezvous was perhaps 
nearer 11,000 than 10,000, for the 
workingmen in many oases brought 
their wives and children, and the 
guards at tfie entrance were not 
particularly rigorous. Shortly 
after six o’clock the Holy Father 
entered, surrounded by the chief 
members of his court, and by Car­
dinal Ferrata. A great outburst of 
cheering broke from the crowd, and 
the Pope made that familiar, easy 
gesture of his right hand which

which is the emanation of mutual 
charity, will be poured out again 
upon yrnrselvee, for the Holy Spirit 
says: ‘He who saves a soul, saves 
himself To lead souls to G id by 
means of Christian charity is a 
cause of holy joy it is a day of 
victory it is the choioestof acquisi­
tions, the moat precious of treasures, 
This is the fruit I shall expect from 
you after this happy meeting to 
day; this is the recommendation 
which the Father gives to his 
children; this is what is asked of 
you by the Vioar of Christ himself.
I thank you again for the proofs of 
affection you have given me, and 
that you remain forever firm in the 
faith, firm in the principles of your 
religion, I invoke upon you, and 
your labors and your families the

I'heart.”
The Pope’s sermon lasted about 

ten minutes, and it made an. extra­
ordinary impression. In a few 
simple words his holiness explain­
ed the power for religion that may 
be exercised by the laity. The early 
Christian Church was propagated 
wonderfully by the example and the 
apostolate of the laity among their 
pagan fellow workers. Piux X. 
believes that the same apoetola e 
will be as fruitful for the Church to 
day—and his words are as applic­
able to the United States as they are 
to Italy

Speaking to a crowded congrega­
tion at St. Mary’s Cinrch on a re­
cent Sunday night on the subpot of 
“fndplgences,” the Rev. Father 
Drummond, S J., took for his text 
“Amen I say unto yon. Ttion 
shall not go out from hence till thou 
repay the last farthing.”

Father Drnmtùond pointed ont 
that the word “Indulgence” as used 
by the Catholic Church has 
special meaning which is at vari 
anoe with the common u-e of the 
word. The words of his text con­
tained (Le idea of atonement, ex­
piation,-an idea which the human 
mind embraces naturally, that when 
one sinned the sin must ba paid for 
in some way or other to the last 
farthing. As Christians they had 
the consoling belief that Christ their 
Lord atoned for all their misdeeds 
bat it was nnscriptnral to go so 
as the Protest!nts do in putting 
everything Upon Oirist and req tir­
ing to do nothing themselves. 
Scripture repeatsily says that each 
man shall receive according to bis 
works, and to prove to the oontiary, 
Luther had to distort the Scripture 
and say “man shall ba saved by 
faith alone”—.-lipping in the word 
‘alone” which had no right there. 
Catholics believe that the blood' of 
Christ atoned more than was 
necessary for all the sin of any 
number of possible worlds, but that 
no sinner oonld apply that atone­
ment to himself unless he did some 
good works, or at least had the 
intention of doing some. Once they 
grasped that idea, that man mast 
atone for hie sins in some way him­
self, they realized the beginning of 
the meaning of the word—Iudnlg- 
ence. They would see there is in 
this no question of the remission of 
sin, it is not either permission to 
commit sin, as was often falsely 
said, nor is it even forgiveness of 
»in, it is only the remission of the 
temporal—not the eternal—penalty 
due for each sin committed. In 
every sin there is the guilt of the 
*'n *ts wickedness against a power­
ful and loving God; this can be for- 
given by God, and is forgiven 
through the instrumentality of men 
and when a sin is thus forgiven the 
eternal punishment of that sin 
remitted completely.

Bnr, besides the eternal punish 
m nt t te q may b -, and geo- r .lly is 
a temporal punishment, and of this 
they have several examples 
Siripture, notably the case 
Mit iam, whose sin was forgiven but 
who was yet punished for it 
leprosy; and David, whose sin wa 
forgiven bat who was yet punished 
by losing hia child, ^n indulgence 
is precisely the remission of the

S\
Cyprian as an early witness of la 1 
practice of indulgences. He farther 
traced the doctrine in the practice 
of the Church throughout tl.o 
centuries, and lucidly explained 
what is meant by the term 1 
“plenty” or full, and “partial” in­
dulgences. He ably related the 
idea that indulgences meant a port 
of laxity in the service of God by 
showing that the practice of gaining 
an indulgence was one of the best 
means of drawing nearer to God in 
parity of eoul and perfection of life. » 
To gain a plenary indulgence 000 
must have a hatred of mortal sir; m 
attachment at all to venial sin or 
those little faults into which worldly 
people full, the fiist requisite, there­
fore is to become really sinless not 
only in practise but in heart. Tbo 
conditions required are—a good 
confession; holy Communion: the 
recital of prayers for the oonverr- 
ion of sinners, for the spread of 
troth, all that leads to the Kingdom 
of God.

Sometimes a strict fast is also re­
quired; so as indulgence instead of 
being a laxity is really an austerity, 

mortification, a means of going 
against the spirit of the world and 
making one better. Father 
Drummond went on to say that it 
was possible there might occasion- 
lly have been abases in connection 

with indulgences, bat these the 
Onaroh never sanctioned. He 
ndignantly denied that an indulg­

ence could ever ba bought ; there is 
no such thing, and never was, aa 
mercantile truffle allowed in in- 
dnlgences; most of such case* re­
ported are false, and if any are true 
they are condemned by the Onurob; 
the fact remains that indulgences 
are an excellent thing, if they have 
been abased it has been very 
seldom, and on the other hand they 
are generally need with most potent 
and excellent effect. Proceeding, 
Father Drum mind laid further Stress 
on the conditions required to secure 
an indulgence, namely perfect 
sorrow for sin, and complete detach­
ment from even the slightest sin, 
and showed that the Protestant 
decline that a single expression of 
belief is all that is required is really 
the most extraordinary plenary in­
dulgence ever conceived. He next 
elucidated the doctrine of the 
Church regarding the application of 
indulgences to the souls in purgat­
ory, and he called their attention to 
the fact that the ac's of virtue per­
formed in gaining an indulgence are 
really mire valuable to the gainer 
than the indulgence itself, inasmuch

they thereby accumulated merits 
for eternity, the indulgence would 
only free them from the temporary 
pains of purgatory;the acts of virtue 
perfoimed in gaining it would give 
them a higher place in heaven.

In conclusion Father Drummond 
summariz id the teaching of the 
Chruob, and showed that in­
dulgences are scriptural, reasonable, 
and were held and practised by the 
very earliest Christians, and are a 

most consoling doctrine to the 
devout Christian eoul.—Northwest 
Review.

the week in parliament.
Practically the entire week in 

Parliament was devoted to supply. 
The Minister of Railways made 
the customary financial statement. 
It showed that for the 10 months 
of the past fiscal year, ending 
June 30th, 1904, the receipts on 
the Intercolonial has been $5 287,- 
521, a decrease of some thousands 
of dollars. The maintenance ex­
penditure was $5,835,294, a very 
large increase. The deficit amounts 
to $547,773. This is an appalling 
showing on a road which has been 
so greatly improved during the 
past few years.

The opposition was able to show 
that in the bye-election last winter 
in Guysboro, employees of the 
Government railway were engag­
ed in electioneering, instead of 
attending to their business. Mr. 
Emmerson defended their course. 
He further laid down the policy 
that only Liberals recommended 
by Liberal members of Parlia­
ment should be engaged on the 
road. This decision was com­
mended by Hon. Messrs Fielding 
and Mulock, who expressed the 
view that the interests of the 
party in power and not those of 
the railway should be first con 
sidered. This line of action, it 
was stated, will be followed in the 
appointment of judges and all 
officers of the Government.

Mr. Emmerson showed a woeful 
lack of knowledge as to the affairs 
of his department and was unable 
to supply information on many 
important questions.

It was proved that the Inter­
colonial was largely overmanned 
end that this, in a very great

measure, was responsible for the 
large deficit of the past year.

When the estimates of the 
Minister of Trade and Commerce 
were taken up, the minister was 
unable to announce any progress 
in the establishment of a fast 
Atlantic service. It was pointed 
out that the Government was now 
paying in subsides, an amount 
equal to f of that which they 
were asked to pay for a fast line 
in 1897. •

the deficit explained.
The Minister of Railways has 

been forced to announce a deficit 
on the Intercolonial Railway, for 
the ten months ending April 30th, 
of $547,773. This will be largely 
increased when the full statement 
for the fiscal year closed on June 
30th is brought down. It is an 
astounding statement in the face 
of the great improvements that 
have been made on the Inter­
colonial during the past few years. 
Grades have been, rsd’-cxl. .end 
the cost of working the road per 
train mile has been lessened 
materially. But in spite of this 
the Minister of Railways tells the 
people of the country, in a sort of 
boastful way, that he has been 
sending the road on the down 
grade at a tremendous rate. 
What is the explanation of this ? 
It is not far to seek. Mr. Emmer­
son is a firm believer in the spoils 
system. He thinks the Inter­
colonial was never intended as a 
commercial road and boldly says 
that it is to be regarded as a pro­
mised land for Liberals who may 
be out of jobs. He declares that 
so long as the Liberal party is in 
control of this valuable asset, its 
employees are to have one qualifi­
cation, and only one, the recom­
mendation of a Liberal member 
of Parliament, who may be de­
pendent on Intercolonial employ­
ees for election. This is a prin­
cipal which js to be maintained at 
a cost of millions of dollars to the 
elAtors. air. Emmerson declared 
that the future would reveal the 
true value of the Intercolonial to 
the Canadian public. But is it to 
have a political or a commercial 
value ? Is the Government to 
stoop so low as to concern itself 
with the appointment of every 
laborer or trackman that may be 
required along its entire length ? 
Surely this is unworthy of men 
who are to prevail in the destiny 
of this vast inheritance of ours. 
Let it be hoped that the best 
minds of Canada will not descend 
to the level of such an outrageous 
doctrine.

EMMERSON A WEAK SPOT.
Hon. H. R. Emmerson has not 

cut a particularly brilliant figure 
since he entered the cabinet, but 
he added much to this record the 
other day, when he attempted to 
explain to the Commons the de­
tails of the expenditure on the 
Intercolonial Railway, and canals 
for the fiscal year, amounting to 
$12,742,474. It will be remember­
ed that when the amendments 
were made to the original Grand 
Trunk Pacific bill, Mr. Emmerson 
was ignored. All he was asked to 
do was to sign the new contract, 
as to the terms of which he was 
absolutely ignorant. But he did 
as he was told. Then came the 
discussion of the measure in Par­
liament and again the Minister of 
Railways made himself scarce un­
til the final minutes of the debate. 
The country looked on with 
amazement, and wondered what 
manner of man had been selected 
for the important post. Well 
might it ? But the reason is now 
an open secret. Mr. Emmerson 
knows as little or less of railways 
than Sir Wilfrid Laurier His first 
presentation of the estimates of 
his department was ghastly in its 
incompetence, The minister had 
evidently been handed certain 
facts and figures by his officers. 
He mixed them up to the King’s 
taste. He spoke for three hours 
and throughout his discourse the 
Commons was almost deserted by 
even his own followers. It was a 
humiliating scene, one that has 
never been equalled for its de­
pressing hours. When Mr Emmet 
son finished, the House was as 
wise as when he began. In the 
discussion that followed Mr 
Emmerson was more remarkable 
for what he did not know about 
his department, than for the 
features of which be was inform­
ed. The Laurier cabinet is rapid# 
ly weaking. This is due to the 
presence in it of such men as the 
present Minister of Railways. He 
cannot command the respect and 
attention of his own followers in 
the Commons. How does the 
Premier think he will influence 
the electors? The deluge is at hand 
and the far sighted statesmen, 
Messrs Blair and Tarte, escaped it 
in good time.

Turning the Liberal Machine

The Guisboro election ol last Feb- 
urary was one of the rottenest trium­
phs ol that digraceful instrument, the

Liberal machine. It bad in it all the 
methods of the Sullivans, the Vances, 
the Pritchetts, the Strattons, the Boles 
the Jacksons, the Brimets, and the 
rest ol the heelers, who, in all parts 
of Canada, have labored so assiduous­
ly in the interests of the Liberal party. 
The ways of Preston were cast in the 
shade. The Government, struck by 
the remarkable successes of the Con­
servative party inthe by elections held 
a little earlier, decided to win at any 
cost. They did so. They spent 
thousands of dollars. They employed 
public (.fficials from all branches of 
the Government service to help along 
the cause. In Parliament, the doings 
of these gentry were revealed to the 
Minister ot Rialways and his associat­
es responsible for their conduct. 
Names were furnished. But a deaf 
ear was turned to the complainents. 
The election manipulaters were ex­
cused and almost canonized. They 
have been given to understand that to 
labor in the service of the Liberal 
patty is a proper and a profitable thing. 
They may deprive electors of their 
franchise. They may neglect their 
public, duties. They may corrupt 
the electorate. They may commit 
each and every crime against the elec 
tion law and common decency, but 
to the Liberal party they are to be 
commended as the cream of the 
cour tery The Liberal machine is 
being turned, and it looks as if the 
next election will be conducted by the 
party on a basis that will place all their 
past crimes in the shade. The dec­
ent element in the life of this country 
has a duty to perform, and he will be 
indeed dead to the welfare of Canada, 
who fads to do his share to rout the 
forces of corruption that are shortly 
to be turned loose.

Alarming Incompétence.
The Intercolonial railway has al­

ways been a source of loss to Canada 
owing to the political atmosphere

’iich surronds it. The employment 
of many more men than are neces­
sary to do its work has added to the 
c ost of operation. The Liberals, after 
being returned to power, commenced 
to spend money like water to bring 
the road up to modern requirements 
In the ten months of the year ending 
April 30th, 1903, the Intercolonial 
earned $5,292,639 and expended on 
maintenance account 5 288,763. 
For the ten monthsending April 30th 
1904, the Intercolonial earned $5,287- 
521 and spent 5,835,294 This 
means that the Government railway 
from Halifax to Montreal has gone 
back in its earning capacity in the cor­
responding periods of ten months of 
the last two years, $5,118. It shows, 
too, that it has made a gain in expen 
diture of $546,531 for the same pe­
riods. The people of Canada have 
been approached, during the years 
that have elapsed since 1896, with 
the plea that the prosperity of the 
countery has been unprecedented. 
Miles of sidings have been added to 
the Intercolonial to meet the rapidly 
growing output cf the industries 
which are springing up along the line 
Receipts should therefor show an in­
crease. But what are the facts ? The 
income has actually diminished. 
This state of affairs can only be at­
tributed to the mismanagement of the 
acting Minister of Railways, Hon. 
W. S. Fielding, and the utter incap 
city of the present Minister, Hon. 
H. R. Emmerson. The Intercolonial 
according to the oil repeated views 
of Mr. Emmerson, is a money mak 
ing institution. This can only lead 
to one conclusion, that the manage 
ment of those who Lave succeeded 
Mr. Blair, who has been described 
as the ablest railway expert in Can­
ada, has been on the whole abnor­
mally bad. It suggests that the Lib 
eral party has lost its usefulness as 
x governing body in Canada and it 
affords another reason for the over­
throw of the Laurier regime gt the 
coming elections.

Dundonald’s Fall From Grach.
On Jane 23rd, in the Hoose of Com­

mons, Sir Frederick Borden said of Lord 
Dundonald -.—

“ And one cannot help trying to un­
derstand the mental, not e*v the moral 
makeup of the man who, while having 
this in mind, goes every day to hie office, 
meets bis chief day after day, prefers 
him the hand of friendship—01 professes 
to—writes him polite notes ; professes 
to be engaged in fall sympathy with 
him, and occasionally pay^iim a com­
pliment—I aay it ia difficult to nnder- 
gtand the mental and moral makeop of 
the man who dope that and carries it on, 
not for days, nor for weeke, bat confess­
edly for months. And what ie the ob­
ject which the gentleman states as the 
justification for this coarse? Oh, hie 
object was to gave not exactly hie coun­
try, but this benighted country of Can­
ada. He was to be the saviour of his 
country. And one can imagine the 
stress under which this high minded 
nobleman, day after day felt impelled to 
go to hie work acting the double part, 
even though he did it because of the 
great benefit which he was going to con 
fer on tbie great country of hie temper 
ary adoption. Ï do not thinjr we need go 
mnch farther in order, I will not say to 
understand, bat to wonder at, the con 
dition of mind in which eoch man most 
flave been.”

Contrast this jÿith (he following trib­
ute Sir Frederick paid to Lord Dnndon- 
aid in » speech at Montreal on October 
22nd, 1903.

•' We might congratulate ourselves in 
this country on baying at the head of 
the military aide of the Militia Depart­
ment a gentleman who understood the 
importance of all he (Sir Frederick) had 
said, ^Cheers.) He was not only a 
great warrior, ai he bgj proved in a 
dozen battles (cheers) but be was amen 
of sound sense and judgment, who was 
here for the pnrpoee ol self-aggrandizs- 
fpentj not of playing to the gallery and 
having bis natse epd praises sounded 
on every possible opportunity, bat of 
developing the material he found into 
one of the best fighting forces on

News of the War.

London, Jnly 7.—A Lino Tang corres­
pondent of the Telegraph in a despatch 
dated one o’clock this morning 
says a battle is proceeding twenty-five 
miles from here. From the number of 
wounded brought in from the moan- 
tains, evidently the engagement is a 
severe one. It ie believed that the 
Japanese are continuing to advance 
with the object of catting off Mukden.

St. Petersburg, Jnly 7.—An engage­
ment occurred at Tatche Kiao daring 
which Russian Cavalry under General 
Samsonoff supported by a battery of 
horse artillery dislodged a Japanese 
force from the heights in the face of 
heavy machine gnn and musketry fire. 
Russians pursued the Japaneae and 
inflicted heavy loss.

Washington, Jnly 8.—The Japanese 
Legation baa received the following 
telegram from Tokio “Admiral Togo 
reports that on Jnly 5th one gnnboat 
Kaiman while on a special misaion in 
the waters ontslde Talien Wan in a 
dense fog attack a Russian mine and 
sank. Three officers including Com­
mander Taknhassi and nineteen petty 
officers and men are missing. The 
rest were saved."

Ta Tche Kiao, Jnly 8 —The Japanese 
swarmed over monntain crests early 
Wednesday morning and rushed on 
Kaichon compelling General Cbirkoff 
with the centre Russian vangnarl to 
fall back. The whole brigade of 
Japanese with masses of cavalry 
followed and occupied the village of 
Nantay driving oat two companies of 
Russian Infantry and companies of 
Cossacks who were entrenched there.

St. Petersburg, Jnly 9.—Gen. 8ak- 
baroff, Commander of the eastern army 
in a long despatch to the general staff 
reports outposts skirmishes is over a 
wide territory, throughout Jnly 5th, 
and 6tb, which indicate a general 
advance of the Japanese who are driv­
ing back the Rnesian posts. Sakharoff 
says the Rnesian losses daring the 
fighting on July 6th, have not been 
ascertained bat it is known that two 
.officers and fifteen men were killed or 
wounded. Tokio, Jnly 9.—After severe 
fighting (ien. Oku occupied Kai Ping 
on Friday.

Tokio, July 11.—After severe fighting 
General Oka occupied Kai Chow on 
Friday. The occupation of Kai Chon 
throws Japanese lines clear across Liao 
Tnog Peninsula and from Tala River to 
Liao Tang Gulf. Kie Chon is about 25 
miles south of Tinkow part ot New 
Chwang. General Knroki reported 
that on Wednesday a detachment of 
Japaneee troops drove off 300 Russian 
cavalry and occupied Kanchaug, the 
enemy retiring northward. Japaneee 
had no casualties. The Rnesian losses 
are unknown. On the afternoon of 
Jnly 5th, thirteen Russian cavalry 
attacked Japanese detachment near the 
north entrance to Fen 8hul Pass. The 
Russians were repulsed and the Japs 
retained possession of the entrance to 
the Pass. The Jape had four men kill­
ed and three wounded.

LATEST.-KAICHOU CAPTURED
Tokio, July 11.—After three days 

desperate fighting the Jape occupied 
Kaicho driving the Rnesiane northward. 
No particulars of the battle are at hand.

Vladivostok July 12—The British 
steamer Cheltenham which was captured 
by the Vladivostok squadron is declared 
to be a lawful prize.

Yu Keen, July 12—Japanese vessels 
have been seen off Kaizhou. It is believ 
ed they are keeping in touch with the 
advance land forces and the Japanese will 
take Tanche Kiao which is understood to 
be their objective point though it ie 
thought the landing will be m ade simul­
taneously at Yankeso.

The United S:ates National Democratic 
Convention for the nomination of a Presi­
dent and Vice-President, and adopting a 
compaign platform for the Presidential 
election in November next, met at St. 
Louis, Mo., on Wednesday last and con­
tinued to meet from day to day until 
Saturday. Indeed it was half past one 1 
o’clock Sunday morning before the con­
vention finally adjourned. The name of 
former President Grover Cleveland, was 
greeted with enthusiastic cheers whenever 
mentioned ; but the name of Bryan, whe 
had been the Presidential nominee of two 
conventions, scarcely evoked a cheer. 
Ju lge Alton B. Parker of New York was 
nominated for President on the second 
dty of the convention. He received 65Ô 
votes on the first ballot, then Idaho gave 
six and West Virginia three, making the 
two-thirds vote. It was then made un­
animous. It took a long time to securo a 
Vice Presidential nomination. No one 
had been eing’ed out by the leaders, and 
different ones whose names were present­
ed were unwilling to accept. It was this 
uncertainty ♦ that kept the convention so 
ong in session. Henry W. Davis of 
West Virginia was finally nominated for 
Vice President.

The Militia Bill was taken up in the 
House of Commons Monday, and Sir 
Frederick Borden said the present system 
was far from satisfactory. Under the new 
Bill the general officer commanding will 
be dispensed with, and instead there 
would be a Militia Council, that council 

or" to be composed cf the Minister as Chair­
man with four military men and two civi­
lians. Everything in Council would be a 
matter of record, at any rate all conclus­
ion would be recorded. The Principal 
Military officers would be the Chief of the 
General staff; Adjr,. general; Quarter 
master general and Major general of ord­
nance; and the two civilians would be the 
deputy minister of militia and probably 
the accountant of the department. For 
first time he would in this way be duly 
and regularly informed of all'that was 
going on and would be in constant touch 
with the dept. j*
