Before the Meredith-Duff 
Commission, on Thursday last, E.
V. CadweU, of the American 
Ammunition Company, testified 
that he, E. W. Bassick and B. F. 
Yoakum, had made an agreement 
as to the divieiorfof $1,000,000 of 
profits, not commissions, as errone­
ously reported, and on this tes­
timony partizan Grit newspapers 
base a contention that the Kyte 
charges have been absolutely 
proven. '

Let us glance breifly at the 
facts. The gentlemen concerned 
in the agreement of -division were 
stockholders in the American 
Ammunition Company, which had 
secured a large contract for fuses 
at a figure which may have been 
high, but it should ,not be for 
gotten that, high or not, it per­
mitted the finished shell, fuse and 
all, to be supplied to the British 
Government at a price lower than 
the British agent was prepared to 
pay. Consequently, it could not 
have been exhorbitant, for the 
agent of the British Government 
could hardly be accused of wast­
ing the Empires money solely 
that an American Company might 
make

Mr. GmTOalso stated under 
oath that the million “ was not to 
come out of the advance moneys 
but from payments after delive­
ries,” Mr. Kyte claimed it was to 
be from the advance money 
money which was supposed to be 
used in legitimately financing the 
undertaking, and so far as any 
evidence to the contrary is con­
cerned, was so used. Mr. Kyte 
desired to create the impression 
that the million was stolen from 
the people before the work was 
done. Mr. Cadwell’s evidence 
shows that it was not to be 
divided until after the work was 
done, delivered and settled for.

Mr. Kyte claims it was a “rake- 
off,’’ Mr. Cadwell, ' under oath, 
shows that it was neither rakeoif 
nor graft, but profit on a risky 
undertaking, risky because a large 
initial plant outlay was required 
and because of uncertainty as to 
the continuance of the business 
Will any independent business 
man say the meeting of three 
men to agree upon a division 
of profits, such division not to 
take place until after the profits 
were legitimately earned and 
value given, savored either of

Advices from St. John’s New­
foundland forecast the possibility 
tliat the French colony of St. 
Pierre, may be acquired by New- 
fbundlad. The matter, we are

conflict. The idea has been sug­
gested by the recent negotiations 
which led to the relaxation for 
the term of the war of the so 
called Bait Act by the Newfound 
land government in view of the 
shortage of fish in France. 
The Bait Act was put in force in 
1886, and prohibited the selling 
of herring to the French fisher­
men whose headquarters were at 
St. Pierre. With the advent of the 
war France withdrew the last of 
her fishermen from this side of 
the Atlantic, resulting in a critical 
shortage of fish at home. Repre­
sentations were made to the 
Newfoundland government, and 
in view i of the circumstances it 
waa decided to allow buyers from 
St. Pierre to purchase Newfound­
land herring, on the condition that 
the fish should not be used for 
bait, but should be devoted solely 
to food purposes. Within the 
next few months thousands of 
barrels of herring, it is expected, 
will be shipped to St, Pierre. This 
concession, it is believed in somq 
circles, jwill pave the way to a 
read-justment of the whole 
fisheries question after the 
and possibly to negotiations to­
wards the taking over of St.

“I have said before that we must 
drop all sentimentaity. I repeat 
that, with regard to our dispute 
with America our selfrespect was 
wounded by the aggressive word­
ing of the American note to Ger­
many. Our feelings urge us to 
repel this interference with our 
legitimate methods of warfare, 
and tell America to mind her 
own business, but considerations 
of policy compel us to subordin­
ate patriotic zeal to patriotic 
reason. We must be guided, 
however, not by our feelings but 
by the coolest judgment. "We 
have one aim and one duty, 
namely, to win the war; therefore 
any policy which endangers our 
victory must be avoided. The 
overwhelming majority of ex­
pert opinion regards a rupture of 
relations with America as a grave 
peril.

Can you picture to yourself 
England, not just as we know it 
now, but England just beginning 
to emerge from the dark days 
before civilization and Christian 
teaching of the monks had fairly 
controlled her ? An England fight­
ing and fought with, overrun by 
wild" Saxons, Danes and savage 
northern tribes, but still an Eng­
land where St Agustine had come 
with his monks, where Christianity 
was softening the rough natures, 
and teaching something higher 
than an “eye for an eye," in pity for 
the weak and forgiveness of très 
passes. An England where stately 
abbeys were beginning to rise, 
harbors of learning and refuges 
for the oppressed, an England in 
short midway between the Eng 
land of the Normans and the 
England of the Druid and the 
Celt.

St. Hilda had founded the 
Abbey of Whitby, and about the 
year 680 lived there the poet 
Caedmon, the first true English 
poet.

His story is very beautiful, and 
the Venerable Bede, speaking of 
him, tells us that he did not learn 
the art of music from man but 
from God, having lived in a 
secular habit till he was well 
advanced in years, being employ­
ed as one of the servants of the 
monastery, and that when, as wa» 
the custom, the harp was handed 
in turn to each person at the 
table, when it came Caedmon’s 
turn he rose and left the room, 
for he could not sing. Once when 
this had happened he went to the 
stable to take care of the horses, 
which was his duty, and having 
performed it, he lay down and 
went to sleep. An angel came to 
him as he slept and said to him : 
“ Caedmon, sing me a song and 
the poor, humble monk replied : 
“ I cannot sing, and therefore 
left the entertainment." And the 
angel said : “ Nevertheless thou 
shalt sing !” And he asked : “What 
shall I sing ?” Said the angel : 
“The beginning of created things.” 
And immediately Caedmon began 
to sing praises of God, and of all 
things, and “When he awoke he 
remembered what he had sung, 
and his vision.

The next day he was brought 
to St. Hilda, the abbess, who 
received him into her community, 
and had him instructed in Holy 
Scriptures, which as he studiiffhe 
converted into verso. He passed 
his life happily and peacefully 
and died full of days, his l$st 
words being uttered as he signed 
himself with the sign of the cioet
