The statement was recently made by
the Master of the Provincial Gmnge,
that “‘by proper scientific farming every
acre in Oosario could be made to produce
one-half more than it does.” On the
sutface the remark way seem s rash one,
but we incline ¢o the belief that there is
mere truth in it than most farmers are
willing to adinit, and it is simply a repe-
tition of an idea that has often  been ad
vanced in these celumns. Because many
farmers cannet see at once the advautages
expected from certain investments, they
assume that theyare unprofitable, where-
as, in many cases, it is the reverse, and
only requires time to demonstrate it.

Underdraining is an investment that
ia very profitable on a farm, yet it is one
of the things greatly negtected by far.
mers. 1t was a loug time hefore the
advantages of thoro-bred stock were at
all appreciated, and, even yet, a great
many farmers are loth to make use of
Darham and other improved stock. If
farmers would only be less prejudiced
and unchangeable in their w:ys, and
adopt, as far as their means wi.l permit,
overy method that will add to their ma-
terial prosperity, the strides that agri-
cultural would make would be beyond
the most sanguine anticipators of many.

It has been repeatedly said that the
money made from the soil is the cleanest
of all money, as no one is made any
poorer uo matter how great the produc-
tion or profit out of it an there can be no
monopoly connected with it ; therefore
every encouragement should be held out
to inauce as many as possible to engage
in it, with the greatest degree of push
and enterprise. —[Ex.

Care of the Borse.

1. Never allow anyone to tease or
tickle your horse in the stable. The an-
imal only feels the torment and does
not understand the joke. Vicious habits
are thus easily brought on.

2. Never beat the horse when in the
stable. Nothing so soon makes him per-
manently vicious.

3. Let the horse’s lkter be dry and
clean underneath as well as on top

Standing on hot fermenting manure
makes the hoofs soft,and brings on lame-
ness.

4. Change the litter partially mn some
parts, and entirely in others, every
morning, and brush out and clean the
stalls thoroughly.

6. To procure a good coat on your
horse naturally, use pleuty of rubbing
and brushing. Plenty of ‘elbow crease’
opens the pcres, softens the skin, and
promotes the animal's general health.

6. Never clean a horss in his stable.
The dust fouls his crio, and makes him
loathe his food.

7. Use the curry-comb lightly. When
used roughly it is a seurce of great
pain.

8. Let the heels be well brushed out
every night. Dirt, if allowed to cake in,
causes grease and sore heels,

9. Whenever a horse is washed, never
leave him till he is quite dry. He will
probably get a chill if neglected.

10. When a horse comes off a journey,
the first thing is to walk him about till
he is covl, if he is brought in hot. This
prevents him taking cold.

11. The next tking is to groom hin
quite dry, first with a wisp of straw and
then witk. a brush.  This removes dust,
dirt and sweat, and allows time for the
stomach to recever itself and appetite to
return.

12. Also, let his legs be well rubbed
by the hand. Nothing so soon reinoves
a strain. It aiso dotects thorns or splint-
ers, soothes the animal and enables him
to feed comfortably.

13. Let the horse have seme cxzercise
every day. Otherwise he will be liable
to fever or bad feet.

i  14. Let your horse stand loose if pus-
sible,wibhuut Leing tied up to the mang-
er. Pain and weariness from the con-
fined position induce bad habits and
cause swollen teet and other disorders.

The first conviction under the wood

by law was made » few days ago.

Hicks and A. Robinson, jr., were

charged by Chief Constable Henderson,

before Magristrate LeGear, with having

sold cord-wuod by the load, instead of
by the cord as the by-law provides. A

fine of $1 and $2 costs were imposed in
each case. The by-law does not bear un-
reasonably on any person, as all that is
asked is that the seller must set his price
for his wood by the cord, and receive
what is his just due. The Chief ia de

termined to make the public conform to
the law. The following is an extract
from the by-law, which is qaite clear,
and requires no explanatiom :

“All woud, cordwood, and firewood
cut into lengths for stoves, and known as
stove weod, sold withm the corpurstion
of the town of Kincardine, shall be sold
by measurement, that is to say that by
the cerd, or fraction of a curd, conaisting
of 128 cubic feet.”
