BALES OF SILK STOLEN.
Unusual Theft Accomplished on the
Steamer Minnesota.

Seattle, Sept. 23—The Times pub-
lishes details of a theft of silk valued
at $4,000 shipped from Hong Kong to
New York on the Great Northern stea-
mer Minnesota. At Hong Kong on
July 28, 120 bales of raw silk in
skeins was shipped and checked by
the steamship agent. When the Min-
nesota reached Manila a consignment
of cigars was received, and the steam-
ship officers went to the silk to open
it to put in the cigdrs, the two being
shipped together in a watertight room
carefully locked. They found that the
padlock of the tank had been sawn
through.

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Constitution of Union.

The copstitution of the Union o
South Afrl@a, which “last week elected
her first Federal parliament, received
the Royal assent on September 2V,
1909. In'addition to uniting the
colonies of Cape of Good Hope, Natal,
the Transvaal and the Orange River
Colony under one government, it pro-
vides for the admission in the union
at a later date of other. sterritories,
such as British South Africa.

As in the case of the Dominion of
Canada, it provides’for the appoint-
ment by the King of a governor-gen-.
eral ‘at a’'salary of $50,000 yearly anda
an exécutive council, chosen by ' the
governor-general,.to-advise him in the
government of the Union, to hola
office during his pleasure.

The houses of parliament are to be
a senate and a house  of assembly;
Cape Town to be the seat of the legis-
lature and Pretoria the seat of  the
executive government. English ana
Dutch dre to be the official languages
and treated on a footing of equality.
The senate is to consist of eight mem-
bers élegcted by the .degislature and a
similar number by the govérnor-gen-
‘eral. The membership of the Union
house of assembly gives Cape of Good
Hope 51, Natal 17, the Transvaal 3%,
and Orangé River Colony 17. I'Me
membership of either hoitise is limited
to persons of European descent. Par-
liament may preseribe the qualifica-
tion of voters, but may not interfere
with the rights of persons qualified to
vote under existing laws. It is pro-
vided that race or color may not be
the sole cause of any such disqualifi-
catton. The control of native affairs
and matters affecting Asiatics in the
Union is vested in the governor-gener-
al-in-council.

Colonies Become Provinces.

The four above-named colonies be-
come provinces and retain their pre-
sent ‘names, with the exception of the
Orange River Colony, which is to be
termed the Orange Free State. ‘I'he
Union will assume the colonial debts
and the control of railways, ports ana
harbors. Each province will have a
council of at least 25:'members and an
admlnistram‘r,, representing the execu-
tive .authority, “who, with four mem-
bers appointed by the provincial coun.
cil, will comprise the executive com-
mittee. The Prince of Wales, now
King of England, was to- have opened
the first Union parliament.

Arca of Union.

Cape Colony has an area of 276,995
square miles; Nata,lr._36.434 square
miles; Orange River Colony, 50,39z
square miles, and the Transvaal, 113,-
642 square miles, giving the Union a
total area of 447,463 square miles, or
about one-eighth that of Canada. The
populatian, according to the last cen-
sus, was 5,315,604, of whom 1,117,015
were' whites, the remainder being na-
tives and other colored races. In Cape
Colony there are 3,262 miles of rail-
way. Government lands are granted,
leased or may be rentgd on easy terms.
Natal has ‘1,023 miles , of railway.
Many natives-live gfiJands which are

ment, about 2,250,000 acres béing vest-
ed in the Native Trust for this pur-
pose. The Orange River Colony has
about " 1,000 aniles of railway. The
principal Christian denominations are
represented . in. the South African
colonies, the Boers mpst generally be-
longing to the _Dutch Reformea
Church. While .Dutch and Englisn
are taught in.most of the schools, 1t
is' found: ‘that-many Boer parents re-
quire their children:io be instructed
only in the English language. The
Transvaal has a free and compulsory
education law for white children.

General Botha.

General Louls Botha, the first
prime minister of the Transvaal un-
der the newly-conceded - responsible
government, was one of the most
noticed and probably ohe of the most
popular of the colonial representa-
tives at the recent Colonial Confer-
ence held at London. Even during
the war his bravery as a soldier and
his genius as a strategist were always
admired in this- country, while his
qualities as a man won him sincere
respect and esteem. He was born
on September 27, 1862, at Greytown,
Natal, and when five years of age ac-
companied his father to the Orange
River Colony, where'he attended the
local school. His father was a sheep
farmer on a large scale, and his six
sons helped him™in the management
of his estate. In the year 1884 Louis
Botha trekked to Vryheil, and was
elected native commissioner and field
cornet for ward 2 of the new republic
and he resigned his posts on becoming
a member of the first Volksraad, for
the Vryheid division.

During the disturbed times which
preceded the outbreak of the war,
Botha's influence was always on the
side of moderation. . When the die
was cast, the legislator promptly be-
came a soldier. He joined the com-
mando under General Lukas Meyer,
and on Octoher 30, 1899, was appoint-
cd fighting general. Within a very
short time he was promoted to be as-
sistant:commandant-general, and, had
he been able to inspire Generals Jou-
bert-and:Lukas Meyer with some ot
his énergy, it might:have gone hard-
er with Ladysmith than it did.

His opportunity . came-at Colenso,
when Lukas Meyer ‘was too . ill to
command. - He proved himself a
most determined .fighter and  clever
strategist dt the many obstinate en-
counters on the Tugela, at Spion Kop,
and Vaalkrants; while his great rear-
guard defence of the Pieters Heights
was one of the finest episodes of the
war. But it was of no avail, and,
finding that reinforcements were not
available in response to many appli-
cations the Boer army of investment
retired to. Gleneoe. Botha himselt
having a narow escape L from Sir
George White's skeléton brigade oT
cavalry. There was a terrible scene
at Glencoe when Botha practically ac-
cused Joubert of deserting him. 1t
resulted in Botha himself being virtu-
ally left in supreme command in the
field,, but in command of .a broken
army. On Joubert’'s death he was
appointed commandant.genei'al on
March 28, 1900. He made heroic

efforts to reinspire some of the old en-
thasiasm, Dut the older commandantsl
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beset with difficulties,

On February 28, 1901, Lord Kit<
chener and Botha met at Middleburg
and discussed terms for a general
and complete cessation of hostilities,
and a week later the British com-
mander announced the conditions on
which His Majesty's government
would grant an amnesty. Lord Kit-
chener promised that a civil adminis-
tration should replace the military
at the earliest practicable moment;
that a crown colony form of govern-
ment should be replaced as sopon as
possible by some meéasure of repre-
sentation, and ultimately self-govern-
ment. Botha professed to consider
such terms absolutely out of the ques-
tion, as .involving ‘‘the destruction of
our Africander people.” Two months
latéer, however, he again wrote to
Kitchener, ‘I am very desirous of ter-
minating the war,” though he had not
long before declared the Boers ‘“‘could
go on for some time.” Peace was
soon afterwards arranged at Vereen-
igin,

On returning home Botha appealed
to his countrymen ‘‘to. tutn over the
page of the book and commence with
a clean sheet,” and he advised the
British residents to cultivate an atti-
tude of reciprocal trust. It was no
use, he said, to talk of racial unity if
the Boers and the British “kept
pinching each other in the dark.”
He presided over the deliberations of
the Het Volk congress in December
last, and cotinselled the adoption of
a programme of administrative re-
forms calculated to restore the pros-
perity of the country. The Boers
won the first elections under the new
constitution, and General Botha form-
ed the first ministry.

Career of Dr. Jameson.

Dr. Leander Starr Jameson, C.B.,
familiarly known _as “Dr. Jim,” was
born in Edinburgh in 1853, and Dbe-
came prime minister of Cape Colony
in 1904. He became premier after a
parliamentary career of two short ses-
sions, which established. a colonial
record. The rise of Dr. Jim has been
indced, a remarkable political pheno-
menon. Instances are few in history
of a man committing  the red-letter
blunder like the Jameson Raid and
returning to the scene of his disaster
and not only regaining lost prestige
but becoming greater than before.

“Dr. Jim” is a man of curious dis-
position. Troubled with ill-health,
which has often sent him globe-trot-
ting, at periods worn out in body and
mind, he has yet contrived to keep
alive in his slender frame a fiery zeal
for action. Hi§ natural indolence,
however, occasionally gets the better
of his strength of will. In the midst
of a declamatory speech, with a flash-
ing phrase upon his lips, he has been
known to yawn. A bright, epigramic
talker, and a fluent, easy speaker, he
yvet avoids conversation and confines
his speech to an average of twenty
minutes.

Dr. Jameson graduated at London
university in 1875, and won the gold
medal for medical jurisprudence, ‘but
his: health fafled owing ‘to overwork,
and he ‘accepted a partnership in a
medical practice at Kimberiey in 1878,
where his tharm of manner, com-
bined with his exceptional surgical
skill, réndered him a great favorite
both among the Dutch and British.
On one oceasion the Volksraad of the
Orange Free State specially invited
him . to /attend their president, Sir
Henry Brand. o8 ;

Friendship for Cecil Rhodes.

It was at Kimberiey that Jameson
met Cecil Rhodes. One who knew
them both well has explained the re-
lationship between them in the fol-
lowing terms: ‘“Mutual co-operation
of two strong wills, so alike in every
part as to be identical; but, while
Rhodes with greater powers of con-
ception and magnetism, rose to be
controller, Jameson, with a mind
more highly trained and educated to
grappling with facts and conditions,
quite as naturally developed into the
actual administrator and practical
organizer.”

“Trom 1891-95 Dr. Jameson acted as
administrator of Mashonaland. When
the Matabele menaced the safety of
the,  Mashonas, Dr. Jameson consider-
ed that it was essential to break the
power of Lobengula. - He had but
1,000 men, some machine guns, and

| the help of Khama’s natives; but he

overcame Lobengula and his 15,000
splendid fighting men with ease and
despatch, at a cost which was trivial
as compared with the advantages se-
cured.

In recognition of their Imperial ser-
vices Mr. Rhodes was made a Privy
Councillor and Dr. Jameson a C.B.
and Administrator of Rhodesia.

The Jameson Raid.

Mr. Rhodes was Prime Minister of
Cape Colony at this time, and all his
schemes fof theé unification of South
Africa seemied destined to be thwart-
ed by President Kruger’s policy: After
a tempestuous interview with Kruger,
he promised to help the Uitlanders to
redress their grievances and negotia-
tions were begun. Towards the end
of November, 1895, Jameson visited
Johannesburg, and it . was arranged
that He should enter the Transvaal
with an armed force simultaneously
with the outbreak in the capital of
the Rand; but only on receiving word
from the Reform leaders. - They gave
him then an undated letter, which
to him for aid. It contained  the
famous phrase that ‘“thousands of un-
armed men, women and children ‘of
our race will be at the mercy of well=
armed Boers,” and appealed to Jame-
son to come to the rescue. What
actually decided Jameson to act is
still somewhat a mystery. On the
night of Sunday, December 29th, he
“took the bit between his teeth” and
invaded .the Transvaal with 494 men,
eight Maxims, and three light field-
pieces.

ARCTIC EXPLORERS
HAD TO EAT LEATHER

Party of Scientists Suffered Terrible
Privations—Ate Their Shoestrings
—Seal Oil and Whale Tongue Was
Part of Their Diet.

New York, Sept. 23.—Even shoe-
strings look good to hungry men in
the Arctic, especially if their fooa
caches have been ruined by bears-ana
wolverines.

A despatch received by Herman C.
Bampus, a-director of the Museum ot
Natural History, from Dr. Rudolph
Anderson and Vihljalm Steffansson,
who left New York for the frozen
North in May, 1908, show that the
two scientists have suffered privations
which made meals of leather and oil
seem luxuries. The Anderson-Steft-
ansson party, which is making ex-
tended ethnological. and zoological
collections on the shores of Arctic
America for the museum, has travel-
led 400 miles east of the Mackenzie
River, through regions hitherto untra-
versed by explorers.

In the advices® just received the ex-
plorers tell of a trying journey up the
Horton river. Six persons were in
the party, and they carried provisions
for two days. The trip took fifteen
days and the hunting' was bad. The
party ate whale tongue, which, owing
to its fibrous nature and the presence
of salt, was very sickening. When
the tongue was gone they ate seal-
skins, deer skins, sole ®leather, and
the tough skin laces used on their
snowshoes.

‘Washington, Sept. 23.—One of the
first questions with which the ap-
proaching session of Conggess will- be
called upon to grapple will be to de-
termine -when the next apportionment
of members of the House of Repre-
sentatives under the recent census
shall be made.

‘While il- 1s not actually required by
the constitution, that instrument  ima
plies that a reapportionment shall fol-
low each decennial enumeration ot
the people, and accordingly a redistri-
bution of seats in the House mem-
bership has taken place hitherto soon
after ‘the conclusion of each census.
Up to 1890 the reapportionment
was uniformly postponed until the
first, session of the Congress succeed-
ing the enumeration, but after the
eleventh census a change was made
and the apportionment bills for the
eleventh and twelfth census were
brought in and passed in each case
duyring the short session of the current
Congress immediately following the
census. It will rest with the ap-
proaching session to determine whe-}
ther it shall follow the old or the
new precedent. Politics may deter-!
mine the choice.

Before the time for the meeting or
Congress the result.of the November
elections will have become known.
If the Democrats should come into
control of the House for the sixty-
third Congress. they would naturally
resist any effcrt to have the change
made by the present Republican Con-
gress, while the Republicans would
be as anxious to have the service per-
formed while they were in control ot
legislation in both Houses.

TO REMOVE JLL-FAME HOUSES.

The city commissioners have issued
an order to Chief of Police Lancey in-
structing him in accordance with his
suggestion to take up with the R. N.
W. M. P. the question of closing out
a number of sporting houses that exist
north of the northern boundary of the
city.

Several days ago -the chief of police
called the attention of the commis-
sioners to the fact that men going
to and from these resorts had become
an annoyance to many of the residents
of Norwood and Fairview. He sug-
gested that he either take up with the
R. N. W. M. P. the closing of these
resorts or be given more constables in
order to better patrol those suburbs.
The first remedy he advised as the
more effective one and this has been
endorsed by the commissioners.

FOR FAITHFUL SERVICE.

As a reward for twenty-six years
of faithful service in the Royal North-
west Mounted Police, ex-Corp. W. W.
Smith was yesterday presented at
Camrose with a medal of the Imperial
Service order. The presentation was
made in the fire hall at Camrose,where
Smith was stationed at the time when
he received his pension four or five
months ago. There were fifty people
present and addresses were delivered
by the mayor of Camrose, Francois
Adam, J.P., and Inspector Worsley,
who made a special trip to Camrose
to make the presentation.

Smith is an Englishman - by birth
and joined the force soon after his
arrival in Canada, twenty-seven years
ago. The greater part of his time
in the service has been spent in this
district.

The medal of the Imperial Service |
order is presented only to members'
of the constabulary and to civilians.
Only one other medal has been pre-
sented in Canada during the past year.
The presentation of the medal to
Smith was ordered by the late King,
but its arrival in Canada was delayed.
On the medal, which is strikingly
handsome, is the simple but eloquent
inscription “For Faitr.cul Service.”

FORMER PREMIER VISITE CITY.

Approaching his eighty-seventh year
but still vigorous and in excellent
health, Sir Mackenzie Bowell, K.C.M.
G., P.C., of Belleville, Ont.,, at one
time premier of Canada, reached Ed-
moton yesterday on return from
the coast. His trip is a purely per-
sonal one. At St. Paul he visited his
daughter and at Vancouver his son.
Later he preceeded north to Prince
Rupert and the Portland canal. He
last was in Edmonton three years ago,
then on a business trip in connection
with the Imperial Life Assurance Co.,
of which he is president.

The veteran statesman is hale and
hearty and still takes the liveliest in-
terest in public affairs. He was, till
1906, the leader of the opposition in
the senate and still participates, in
the debates with .a vigor that would
do credit to many men half a century
his junior.”

“I tell the Liberals that it is my
good old Conservative conscience that
is responsible for my good Thealth,”
said the veteran leader humorously
to the Bulletin this morning.

One of Few Coleagues.

The ex-premier is one of the few
surviving colleagues of the late Sir
John A, Macdonald, in whose ministry
he served thirteen years. His repu-
tation for probity end administrative
capacity were never challenged even
by his bitterest opponents. He took
a prominent part in the drafting of
the protective = tariff, known to an
earlier generation as the National
Policy. In all the investigations fol-
lowing the death of Sir John his name
was never involved in any scandal. He
also served in the cabinets of Sir John
Abbott and Sir Jehn Thompson, suc-
ceeding the latter as premier.

Then followed a stormy period after
quarrels between members of the cab-
inet and the defection of several of
his colleagues.

*“A nest of traitors,” was his caustic
characterization of the ministers who
bolted. He was succeeded in the pre-
miership by Sir Charles Tupper with
whom he had been associated on sev-
eral of Sir John’s cabinets. Sir Mac-
kenzie for many years held the posi-
tion of grand master of the Orange
order.

“I never have and am not now in
favor of reciprocity with the United
States,” said Sir Mackenzie to the
Bulletin in speaking of the question
which now occupies a prominent place
in the politics of Canada.

“As early as 1854 I wrote articles
against it and I still hold the same
opinion.

“I think the prosperity of Canada
would be retarded by reciprocity with
the United States, especially if that
policy were intended to cover manu-
factured articless. I have been .a
protectionist all my life, and the older
I grow the more I see that it is the
only policy for a country which wish-
es to keep abreast of the times.

“Who is it in Canada that wants
reciprocity? The manufacturers cer-
tainly don’t; the Conservative party
does not. I believe that the majority
of the Liberal party is averse to any
such poliey. It is wanted purely and
simply by a certain section of the
farming community who believe that
through it they will secure farming
implements and machinery cheaper
than thosé that can be obtained at
present. And it is wanted by President
Taft- and the United States politicians
who are, naturally enough, interested
in the -prosperity of their own coun-
try.

“Canada,’” he continued, “is big en-
ough, bread .enough, prosperous en-
ough, to stand on her own feet in
the matter or trade arrangements. She

does not need to give other countries
advantages unless equalizing advant-
ages will accrue to her., I look upon
reciprocity as the first step towards
free trade. Canada has progressed
wnd is progressing under protection.
Why should she change that policy?
That policy has made her great; her
trade ie expanding in every direction.
The United States will never agree to
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a reciprocity treaty unless she:gets a
great deal the better of the bar-

gain.”
Sir Mackenzie is one of the oldest

newspaper men of Canada and still re-
tains the position of editor and pro-

prietor of the Belleville Intelligencer.
He has also been prominently connect-
ed with the militia and holds the rank
of lieufenant-colonel. He served on
the frontier durfng the American war

of 1864-5 and in the Fenian troubles
of 1866.

The ex-premier'is spending the day
in looking up old Belleville friends
now resident in Edmonton. Among
those are W. W. Chown, of the
Chown Hardware €o.,, and Mr. and
Mrs. George H. Gowan, the latter of

-whom is a relative. He leavés tonight

by the C. N. R. on return to the east.

TRADER IN FROM
GREAT SLAVE LAKE

Fur Catch In That District Fairly
Good—Garden Produce Successfully
Grown at the Lake.

E. W. Roberts of Fort Resolution,
Great Slave Lake, arrived in the city
on Monday night. He left Fort Reso-
lution on July 20th, his party tracking
up Slave River to Lake Athabasca,
thence up Athabasca river to Atha-
basca Landing, from whence they
drove to the city.

Mr. Roberts, who is 'in charge of
the trading post of the Swiggart Trad-
ing Co., at Fort Resolution, will pur-
chase supplies during the winter and
return in the spring to Great Slave
Lake.

The fur catch was fairly good last
winter, but as the cargo did not come
last year the Indians were short of
provisions' and it kept them busy get-
ting provisions.

Treaty was paid last July to the
Indians of that district. They belong
to the Chippawayan, Yellow Knives
and Dog Rib tribes, and live by hunt-
ing. and trapping. One of the In-
dians started to come south to Ed-
monton with the party, but returrel.
“I would like to have brought him
all the way to see the cars,” said Mr.
Roberts.

There is no white settlement except
st the trading posts. The Roman
Catholics have a school at Fort Reso-
lution and at Hay River, 96 miles to
the southwest of Fort Resolution
there is the Church of England mis-
sion -and school. There are three
trading posts within half g mile on
the shore of the bay at Fort Resolu-
tion, and another on an island a mile
and a half out. There are two saw
mills at Fort Resolution.

The principal furs secured at the
lake are mink, martin, beaver, wol-
verine and fox. Very few musk ox
were- secured, as the Indians were
unable to go to the hunting grounds
last winter. They have to depend on
deer for feed for their dogs, as they
cannot earry enough fish with them
for the journey. Last winter there
were no caribou, so they could not
go.
As the surrounding country is a
wilderness, the travelling needs must
be by the water routes; in the sum-
mer by canoe and steamboats—of
which there are four—one belonging
to the mission, one to the Hudson
Bay Co., while Hislop and Nagle have
two steamers. The Dominion gov-
ernment will have another next sum-
mer. Winter travelling is by dog
train on the ice and about Christmas
time the Indians gather at the Fort
with their dog teams.

White fish and trout and a very
few suckers are to be found in the
lake. The fish are caught for food
for men and dogs. At the post last
fall they put up 6,000 fish during the
winter.

Potatoes, cabbage, caulifiower, let-
tuce, radishes, beets and turnips were
raised at Fort Resolution, over 800
miles north of Edmonton.

In the fall of 1909, the first snow
fell on October 17th, and the lake
and river did not set fast till October
31st. But on November 23rd it was
46 below zero. Last spring the ice
broke in the river on May 19th, and
in the lake on May 28th.

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BISHOP HOYEER TELLS
OF NEW "@MGAIM

Completing Erection of a New Church
of Which Bishop Leibert Will Eay
Corner Stone—New .Congrégation
At Waterous,

———

Winnipeg, Sept. 16—Right Rev.
Clement Hoyler, of Dundurn, Sask.,
i Moravian church bishop of Western

Canada, and formerlg of Strathcona;
Alberta, went out to Eli this morning
on thggCanadian Northern railway-to
visit several families of his people re-
siding in that vicinity.

The bishop’a congregation at Dun=-
durn are completing the erection of a
very ‘nice church at a cost of about
$5,000, the corner stone of which was
laid in the latter part of  June by
Bishep M. Leibert, D.D., of New York.
Dr. Leibert visited about fifteen years
ago the Moravian people, then newly
settled in northern Alberta; and in
pasging through the country again re-
cently he was, Bishop Hoylér says,
certainly struck with the marvellous
changes that had taken place, the
material development of the country,
and the progress of the work of the
Moravian “denomination. His visit
caused him great delight, as well as
surprise.

New Work.

The work taken up by Bishop Hoy-
ler, at Dundurn, thirty miles south of
Saskatoon, is quite new. The village
is  situated in a thriving country,
largely settled by a progressive class
of people, many of whom were well-
to do when they came from the United
States, chiefly from Dakota and Min-
nesota. = Since settling in Saskatche-
wan a6 substantial farmers they have
been very successful, the crop of the
present season being the first which
would be classed as only medium in
eight or nine years. What such a
medium means may ‘- be illustrated
from the case of the largest farmer,
John Schwager. Last vear he shipped
60,000 bushels of wheat; this.year, on
account. o8 the exceptional dryness of
the season, he may perhaps ship
only something like 30,600 bughels. A
few others of these people are also
very solid, substantial farmers. Mr.
Schwager was personally known to
the bishop in Minnesota. Nine or ten
yvears ago he visited Alberta, and the
impressions then made led to his set-
tlement in western Canada. He is still
living on his farm a mile or two from
the town, but has built for himself a
superior residence in Dundurn, the
occupancy of which he is at present
kindly granting to the bishop free of
rent.

The religious services are conducted
by Bishop Hoyler entirely in English,
his German members being thorough-
ly conversant with this language,while
the congregation numbers also a pro-
portion of hearers who do not speak
German. - The Presbyterians recogniz-
ing the Moravians as the stronger ele-
ment in the community and not wish-
ing to multiply denominations unduly
where it could be avoided, withdrew
their preaching and ' amalgamated
their cause with that of the Morav-
ians in the true spirit of union which
is now approaching the culmination of
its interest.

Bishop’s Visits.

In his general oversight of the west-
ern fields Bishop Hoyler visits the
Alberta portions of his  field about
once & month. He was -there last week
and expects to visit them again in
October. The Moravian church is now
incorporated in Canada, and the direc-
tors of the corporation meet about
four times a year. The functions of
the body are practically those of a
home mission board.

A new congregation has recently
been formed at Watrous on the Grand
Trunk Pacific and a minister is now
stationed there.. Another congrega-
tion was organized about tén miles
from Dundurn, thus making three or-

monton.

“There is not a word of truth in
it,”” said Mr. MacKenzie on Monday
when questioned with reference to
the report emanating from Winnipeg
that construction work. on the main
line of the Canadian Northern west
from St. Albert had bcen stopped by
an order of the railway commission.

President Mackenzie is returning
east to Toronto from British Colum-
bia, where he Has been making ar-
rangements for the pushing forward
of construction work in the coast pro-
vince,  Far from the building of the
main line west of Edmonton being
delayed, Mr. Mackenzie stated that
he hoped to see the road completed
to the Yellowhead Pass by next year.
By the end of three years the Rockies
would be penetfated by the finished
line.

No Trouble for Labor.

“We have hall no great difficulty in
securing laborers and anticipate no
trouble in that connection,” said the
C. N. R. president when asked con-
cerning the condition of the labor
market. Work had not been inter-
fered with on their system. This year
alone 350 miles of new line had been
constructed in the west by the Can-
adian Northern.

This Is Ed. Nagle’s Estimate of Year's
Catch In That District—Beaver and |

Silver Fox Scarce—Mink and Martin
Plentiful.

“Almost $200,000 worth of fur was
taken out of the Mackenzie district
alone last winter,” said Edward Nagle,
of the firm of Hislop and Nagle, tur
traders, who returned from the far
north some days ago.

On the 22nd of last April Mr.
Nagle- left Edmonton for the Arctic
Red river, which is two hundred and
fifty miles ipside the Arctic circle.
The purpose of the trip was to bring
the fur which had been collected at
the different trading ports belonging
to the firm, to Edmonton.

“This year the catch in mink and
marten has been better than that or
preceding years, but foxes and beavers
have been scarcer than usual,” said
Mr. Nagle. “Silver foxes have been
very scarce. We only succeeded 1n
getting fifteen skins, whereas in for-
mer  years we have ‘purchased as
many as one hundred and fifteen from
the Indians in one winter.

“The rainfall in the Mackenzie dis-
triet has been very heavy; as a re-
sult the Mackenzie river. is fully
twenty feet higher than it was in
the previous summer.

“Vegetables and garden produce
grown in the Mackenzie district as far
north as Fort Good Hope were in
fine condition, and the potatoes were
further advanced than those grown
around Fort Smith, which is quite a
distance south of the Mackenzie dis-
trict.”
