Prisoners of 
War ÎH Germany.

The following regulations 
governing the regulating and 
despatch of parcels and money 
to Prisoners of War in Ger­
many are published for the in­
formation of the public. The 
Newfoundland War Contingent 
Association is appointed by the 
Central Prisoners of War Com­
mittee to handle all matters ap­
pertaining to the forwarding of 
parcels and money to New­
foundland P. of W. in Germany.

The N. W. C. A. forward a re­
gular supply from London to 
Germany as follows:—

(a) Food. Three parcels per 
man per fortnight con­
taining such things as 
tinned beef, tinned sal­
mon, biscuits, milk, su­
gar, margarine, dripping, 
baked beans, carbolic 
soap, chocolate, cigar­
ettes, tobacco, and a few 
toilet necessaries.

(b) Clothing. The following 
outfit is sent periodically 
to N. C. O’s and men in 
Germany by the Pay and 
Record Office: 1 great 
coat, 1 jacket, 1 pair 
trousers, 1 cap (the fore-

. going is a special uniform 
for P. of W.), I pair of 
drawers (woollen), 1 un­
der vesf (woollen), 2 tow­
els, 3 handkerchiefs, 1 pr. 
boots.

(c) Money.
It is unadvisable to send 

money, unless P. of W. ask for 
it. The amount which may be 
sent is Two Shillings per week 
for any one man. The Army 
Council have instructed the 
Central P. of W. Committee to 
the effect that they may not ac­
cept gifts of foodstuffs or cloth­
ing from members of the pub­
lic, whether for despatch to a 
particular P. of W. or as a con­
tribution to the general stock of 
the Association. This instruc­
tion has arisen through an ar­
rangement with the German 
Authorities that all parcels for­
warded should be packed and 
forwarded by the association.

Relatives may rest assured 
that everything possible is being 
done in London for the comfort 
and welfare of Prisoners of War 
in Germany.

The Times, in an article headed 
"Bulgarian War Weariness,’’ says:

Private John Parker, who was ar­
rested on Sunday, August 261 h, on a 
charge of manslaughter, came up for 
trial before a special Jury at the Su­
preme Court this morning. -

Hon. Justice Johnson presided and 
the following jurors were sworn :—

Randell Jeans, Thos. Harris, John 
Chislett, Thos. Flynn, John Williams, 
Robert Forbes, Geo. Buttertvorth, John 
Deer, J. B. Giles, Ellis Watson, Thos. 
Fitzpatrick, Frederick Collier.

After the jurors were sworn the 
Clerk of the Court read to them the 
charge, wherein it was stated that “on 
the afternoon of Sunday, August 26th, 
the accused did unlawfully kill Ethel 
and Douglas Chafe (mother and son) 
at the Goulds in the District of St. 
John's West.”

Included in the number of visitors 
to the court were several clergymen 
and about twenty returned soldiers.

Mr. McNeily, Crown Prosecutor, ad­
dressed the jury and in brief gave au 
outline of the evidence given at the 
inquiry, which would be submitted in 
due course for their approval.

The first witness to be called was 
Mr. Frank Morris, K. C„ Magistrate 
of the Central District Court, who 
conducted the inquiry. He identified 
several articles that were put in as 
evidence in relation to the motor tra­
gedy, including a portion of Doyle’s 
Bridge supposed to have been broken 
by the car owned and driven by the 
accused, also the hub and tire of the 
broken wheel and a bottle half filled 
with spirituous liquor that was taken 
from the car.

Mr. F. H. Balfour, Surveyor of the 
Department of Agriculture and Mines, 
who, acting on instructions from the 
Crown, proceeded to the scene of the 
tragedy took observations and drew 
plans of the surrounding country. He 
was examined by Mr. McNtiiy, who 
requested that the plans in question 
be shown the jury. On being cross- 
examined by Mr. W. J. Higgins, Mr. 
Balfour described Doyle’s Bridge 
(which figures largely in the evi­
dence) as being of a peculiar shape, 
being {about two feet wider at the 
southern end than at the northern, 
while the structure was built in the 
shape of an obtuse angle. At this 
point qf evidence Mr. McNeily protest­
ed to the bench on the manner in 
which, the lawyer for the defence ask­
ed certain questions of the witness, 
and quoted the following from a well 
known legal authority : "that he be not 
allow^L, to put into the witness’s 
mouth jhe very words Me wishes to 
echo èjack again.” A window in Ed­
ward Chafe’s house from which Miss 
Chafe saw the car come round the 
curve 'was also described in the plan, 
this piece of evidence being largely 
dwelt upon by Mr. Higgins.

Mr. F. W. Bradshaw, Commission 
Merchant, was the next witness. On 
the evening of (he tragedy he left 
town in Mr. Bennett’s car, at about 5’ 
■o'clock and reached the scene a few 
minutes after the accident, where he 
saw Mrs. Chafe lying oh the ground 
but still alive. He saw the motor car 
on the side of the Toad and one of the 
wheels broken and detached from the 
car. He also took observations and 
found that the car appeared to have 
left the road at a point 15 yards from 
where the accident happened and 
proceeded to a point 25 yards further 
on. He discovered some broken glass 
(pieces of the headlight) on the road, 
but with the exception of the broken, 
wheel the machine apparently was 
undamaged, tie spoke. to Private 
Parker who was sitting in the front 
left seat of a Ford car. The words he 
used were, "Hard luck, Jack,” to 
whjchjibe received no reply. When 
asked"* tü to Parker's condition he 
told the Court that the accused pre- 
sented’Mn his features a sort of dizzy 
expression, one that would be ex­
pected on such an occasion. He was 
not prepared to say if the accused 
was uhder the influence of liquor. He 
could not say definitely as to what 
angle the car left the road, but he 
took particular notice of the inside of 
the drain which rose to a consider­
able extent above the level of the 
road. The drain was about 18 inch­
es wide, with an average depth of 
about 12 to 14 inches, all of which are 
points of great importance in connec­
tion with the case.

Mr. J. C. Parsons, photographer, 
who was also instructed by the 
Crown to proceed to the scene of the 
tragedy and thke photographs of the 
surroundings, was examined and the 
photos taken were put in evidence.

The Court adjourned for recess at 
1 p.m. till 2.30 o’clock when the fur­
ther hearing of evidence is being tak­
en.

The theory is now set 
forth that Germany, faced yfith the 
approaching prospect of having Bel­
gium, or the greater part of it, wrest­
ed from her by force, is seeking to 
obtain compensation in the only other 
quarter where there is any chance of 
getting it, and seeking to obtain it be- 
tore the loss accrues. In other words, 
a dagger at Russia’s throat in substi­
tution for the far advanced shield 
covering Germany’s heart.

The theory is most plausible, 
though we need not share the Man­
chester Guardian’s certainty that it is 
true. It is difficult to find another 
hypothesis that will sufficiently ex­
plain the Baltic expedition, undertak­
en too late in the year to win for 
Germany any immediate advantage 
worth while. On the other hand it 
grows clearer daily that she will soon 
have to relinquish her present line 
in Belgium : no disguise is made of 
the purpose of the Allies, once suffi­
cient advance has been made in the 
Yepres region, to carry out a tre­
mendous attack upon the line thence 
to Ostend, simultaneously by land 
and on sea.

BOMB SHELTERS FOR LONDON, (From the Cleveland Plain Dealer.)
To drive the Germans out of Bel­

gium is not the declared aim of the 
present British offensive. It ia not 
probable that the heavy blows being 
delivered east of Ypres will even 
cause the invaders to relinquish their 
coast defences to the north or" the 
city of Lille to the south. Both these 
results are sought by the British, but 
probably the winter is too near at 
hand to permit attainment this year. 
What Haig is now doing is a labor of 
preparation. He is preparing a fa­
vorable position from which the Al­
lied armies, largely augmented by the 
American forces, can begin the task 
of Belgium reconquest next spring. 
If any considerable part of the recon­
quest is accomplished this fall it will 
be a gain beyond present expectation. 
If Haig had two or three months of 
fighting weather ahead of him it 
would be reasonable to expect a con­
siderable German retreat similar to 
the Somme retreat of last spring. In­
asmuch as the British believe they 
are only paving the way tor next 
year’s serious work the earnestness 
of their present effort is highly 
praiseworthy. They are fighting gal­
lantly, and could scarcely work more 
effectively were they bent on the im­
mediate recovery of Belgium. It is 
clearly recognized that the British 
now are accepting the larger burden 
of offensive work on the western 
front. France's armies are firmly 
holding their share of the line, but 
Ihe British, who were later on the 
field and have suffered less severely, 
are generously seeking to give their 
old ally an opportunity for recupera­
tion while at the same time making 
ready for the coming of their new 
ally. Next year it will be the Ameri­
can privilege to show practical ap­
preciation of this spirit of co-opera­
tion. What the British are now do­
ing for the 'French the Americans 
will then do in some measure for the 
British.

LONDON, To-Day.
London bomb pro’of shelters are be­

ing card indexed in preparation for 
further German raids. Sufficient tun­
nels, arches, crypts, basements and 
substantial buildings have been in­
dexed to accommodate one million 
persons. In’'making this announce­
ment to-day Sfr George Cave, Home 
Secretary, declared that an advisory 
board of prominent surveyors will be 
appointed soon to make a canvass of 
bomb proof shelters in London. He 
said the Government had decided to 
make It a regulation under the De­
fence bf the ‘Realm Act to require 
everyone potiSfesèing a bomb , proof 
shelter" to place it at the disposal of 
the public.' The decision of the edu­
cational aüthoritles to close all schools 
in London during the last week in 
October is perhaps the most interest­
ing of many Steps being taken in an­
ticipation of a recurrence of the Ger­
man raids as soon as the moon is up 
again. Air râid shelter placards are 
being distt-rtnfteft throughout the city. 
Many substantial forms of relief for 
air raid victims and their relatives 
are announced as a result of the con­
ference of the Mayors of the various 
London boroughs.

For dessert the pulp of 
prunes may be given cooked, without 
sugar until very soft. 8$eam them to 
remove the skins.

On another day the following may 
be given: Chicken or niatton broth 
with boiled rice and some bits of soft 
meat very finely cut up. Piece of dry 
wheat or rye bread or a twenty-four 
hour old zwieback. For dessert give 
the soft p6rt of a baked apple. Give 
water, but no milk, at this meal. On 
another day coddled eggs may re­
place the meat broth. Some dieti­
tians advise fresh vegetables thor­
oughly boiled and mashed.
