The Shipment of Bresdstuffs to 
Europe.

The N. Y. Timet says, the most au­
thentic reports that we have of the 
harvest in England and the Continent 
of Europe are doubtless those which 
we receive through each week’s re­
turns of the shipments—eastward—of 
breadstuff's from this port. Since the 
harvest was gathered nere,the exports 
have been increasing at a rate which 
clearly indicates a deficient harvest in 
the great consuming countries on the 
other side, especially in England. 
During the past week we shipped— 
principally to British ports—12,517 
barrels ot flour, 174,971 bushels of 
wheat, 78,362 bushels of com. and3 5,- 
031 bushels of rye. The bulk of the 
exportation, excepting only rue, has 
been to England. The demand clear­
ly shows that the harvest—in Great 
Britain especially—is fkr below the 
average. As a consequence thereof 
freights have gone un with uncommon 
rapidity, doubling almost within the 
last six weeks. During the past seven 
dajrs the exports of cotton, the bulk of 
which went to Liverpool, amounted to 
2,402 bales, making the total ship­
ments for the week $3,134,082. The 
bare report gives indications of com­
mercial health, or, at least, signs of a 
commercial revival which has been 
greatly longed for and sorely needed.

The Irish Harp.—Long before the 
lyre was known in Borne or Greece, the 
Gael of Ireland had attained a high,de­
gree of perfection in the form and man­
agement of the harp. The Irish harper 
made use of two kinds of instruments— 
the cruit and the clairaeach. The latter 
is supposed to have been employed in 
producing martial strains, ana used in 
banquet halls ; the former thrilled from 
its chords the softer breathings of love 
and sorrow. The Pagan Gael would 
listen to no instruction of Druid and Ollay 
(priest and. professor) that was not wed­
ded to verse ; and even when the Chris­
tian dispensation had supplanted Droid- 
ism, they continued to be in equal repute.

An Intelligent Juror.—At the Stint- 
ford Assizes on Tuesday last an important 
case was on trial, which occupied the 
attention of the Court with the hear­
ing of the evidence until evening. The 
Jury was then dismissed, with the usual 
cautions, until the following,day when the 
defence was to have been proceeded with ; 
but on the Jury being recalled one of the 
number was found to be absent. Dili­
gent enqury was made for the delinquent, 
and it was finally ascertained at the hotel 
where he had sojourned that he had tak­
en his departure in the morning for homo, 
to be present at an agricultural fair, 
leaving word that his mind was already 
satisfied concerning the case in question, 
and that he should return in tile evening, 
after the evidence for the defence had 
been received, in time to ioin the re­
mainder of the Jury in rendering a ver­
dict. In consequence of this vexatious 
conduct of the thick-headed juryman, 
his eleven associates were locked up for 
the day, while other business was being 
proceeded with, and the partially tried 
case was finally obliged to be put over 
to the Spring Assizes, incurring heavy 
expense to one or the other of the parties 
interested,aside from the annoyance of the 
delay. The delinquent made his appear­
ance in court on Wednesday evening, 
when his Lordship Judge Draper immedi­
ately took his case in band, pronouncing 
the conduct of the juryman the most 
flagrant contempt of Court that had ever 
come under his observation.

Wnt to boast of his extraordinary en­
terprise in the way of obtaining news 
for his columns. We have not yet 
forgotten the “ special" Atlantic Cable 
despatches which he used to obtain, 
•lid for which, according to careful 
computation, he paid unheard of sums 
of money. Nor have we forgotten the 
equally wonderful feats in the way of 
news gathering he used to perform.— 
But he has lately hit on a new expedi­
ent for furnishing local news to his 
leaders, which, though it may possess 
4he merit of being original,» entirely 
lacking in honesty, and which, as it 
Intimately.concerns^ flq#wliHi>nad 
do expose, were it for no other purpose 
than to cry shame on the meanness 
which is conspicuous in the whole tran­
saction.

We are at considerable trouble and 
sxpense every year in attending nearly 
nil the Agricultural Shows in the 
nonnty, and giving as full and reliable 
Reports of them, along with the prize 
liqts, as we possibly can. We do so 
Decause we regard that, as well as our 
-ether efforts to obtain local news, as 
an important part of our business.— 
But we do npfc fancy a paper like the 
Advertiser copying these reports and 
prize lists wholesale, and palming them 
off on his readers as got at first hand, 
and as the fruits of his own enterprise, 
^hisyear, for some reason or other 
which it is not our business to enquire 
into» our contemporary has not had a 
«porter—with one or perhaps two ex­
ceptions—at a single show in the town­
ships in any of the ifidings.— 
At the Eramosa show, for instance, he 
had no representative, and so had re­
course to the Mercury for a report of 
U. Having some knowledge of his 
little tricks, we kept back the prize 
list of that show from our Daily till 
after it was published in our Weekly 
editien. As the Advertiser's weekly 
is also printed on the same night as 
the weekly Mercury (Wednesday), he 
had not the chance of copying it last 
week, but was obliged to hold it over 
and publish it a week after it appear­
ed in the Mercury. This is one no­
table instance of his enterprise. But 
the second one throws it entirely into 
the shade.

As in the case 
of the Eramosa show, we held it back, 
and printed it in our weekly on Wed­
nesday night, because wc believe in 
the principle that the publisher of a 
newspaper should reap all the advan­
tage and credit for that which he works 
for, and pays to secure. But our en­
terprising neighbor, determined not 
to be baulked a second time, resorted 
to one of his characteristic tricks in 
Order to checkmate us, and save him 
from the odium and discredit of being 
a week behind the Mercury with his 
news. He did not print his Weekly 
ae usual on Wednesday night, but held 
it back till Thursday night, and as 
aoon as the Weekly Mercury appeared 
on Thursday morning by the expendi­
ture of five cents he obtained a copy, 
and at once laid violent hands on the 
Puslinch prize list, and filched it for 
liis own use. The Herald, who does 
eot make any pretensions to enterprise, 
did what might be expected from him 
—he sent to get the loan of it before 
we had used it for our own columns. 

‘The Advertiser was not content with 
the list, but it also stole our entire re 
port of Mr Stone’s stock sale, and had 
the audacity to parade it in his Daily 
of Thursday in his editorial column as

| arrange. We lost a whole afternoon 
in attending Mr Stone’s sale, while 
She Advertiser was not represented at 
sU.

The meanest kind of 
meanness is that which incites one 
man to abuse another, and at the same 
time turn round and so lower himself 
as to accept a favor or even deign to 
receive assistance from him in any 
shape" whatever. But it seems our 
contemporary’s code of honour does 
not recognize such nice distinctions. 
He continues his abuse, but at the 
same time he never misses a chance to 
appropriate to his own use and for his 
own benefit the results of our labours 
and outlay.

Wc don’t expect that this expose of 
the Advertiser's dishonorable doings 
will in any way reform his morality, 
for what hope is there of a man who, 
when he loses his temper, lays open 
to the world the secrets and confidence 
of the editorial sanctum ? y But we 
think it right the public should know 
these things, so that being informed 
of the facts, they may be able to give 
the credit where it is justly due, and 
be made acquainted with the despic­
able tricks which have usurped the 
place of the Advertiser's once much 
vaunted, and always overrated, enter­
prise.

Furthermore we may add, as we 
have hinted above that it was at one 
time blazoned forth with all the noise 
and pomposity that was presumed 
to be necessary to give coveted eclat, 
that the journal under consideration 
was the only one in the county which 
received telegraphic despatches. Now 
the news flashes along the wires, but 
no message comes to that enterpris­
ing newspaper, the Advertiser. It 
has become our peculiar privilege 
to be allowed to pay for all the public 
despatches by Atlantic Cable that 
reach Guelph, and we do so without a 
murmur, or without any effort to make 
our reader^ believe, that we pay for 
them a fabulous price.

Policy of the Nova Scotian Members.
Speculation has been at last set at 

rest as to what line of policy Mr. Howe 
and his followers will pursue in the 
first Parliament of the New Dominion. 
They are not likely to be such im­
placable, irreconcileable foes to Con­
federation as it was immagined they 
would be. They don’t talk of raising 
civil war, nor of throwing themselves 
into the protecting arms of the United 
States. The Halifax Chronicle is 
Mr Howe’s organ, and an article has 
appeared in that paper of which the 
Express of that city says, no man who 
knows anything of Mr. Howe’s style 
of thought and expression can mistake 
the authorship. The substance of it 
as summed up by the Express is, “ that 
“ the anti-Union brigade will go to 
“ Ottawa, not to make any protest, or 
“ get up any sort of shindy, but quiet­
ly to take llieir seats as members of 
“ the Dominion Parliament, take, it 
11 msv be, a fair share in the work of 
“the House, look after the interests 

of their constituents,and in themean- 
“ time, connect themselves formally 
“ neither with the Ministry nor the 
“ Opposition.’’ If they behave them­
selves in this manner we cannot see, 
that their conduct will be at all objee 
ticnable, and it is probable that in a 
short time they will coalesce with one i 
party or the other, and if there be a 
difference of feeling evinced towards 
Nova Scotia, they will of course choose 
to indentify themselves with the 
party most willing to mete out to her 
a full measure of justice. We have 
before expressed our belief that the 
members for Nova Scotia would not 
be so foolishly intractable as it was re­
presented they would bo by those 
styling themselves,with a great deal of 
self-glorification, Unionists. It is true, 
that the Local Legislature of the Pro 
vince is to undertake the task of pro­
testing to the Imperial Government 
against Nova Scotia forming a part of 
the Dominion. Perhaps they will do 
so, if for no other reason than to show 
they were in earnest in their outcry 
against being wedded to Confedera 
tion ; but the result of their protest 
will be nothing but a tacit expression 
of Imperial belief—by a refusal to en 
tertain their protest—that they are 
very well off and ought to be satisfied. 
Here there is every reason to believe 
the matter will end. Justice will not 
be denied them ; Ontario and Quebec 
will not seek to become wealthy by 
the spoliation of Nova Scotia, this 
was their chief fear, and this being re­
moved there is no reason to doubt 
peace and harmonious co operation,

Fenian Movements.
The Globe's Ottawa correspondent under 

date Oct. 17th ears:—I have «pedal In- 
formation confirming my statement of the 
shipment of Fenian arms at Potsdam, 
thirty-six miles front Ogdeneburg. The 
arms are those seized by the American 
Government in 1866, and taken to Back­
et’s Habor. They were lately restored to 
Fenian agents there. The process of 
removal from that place to Watertown 
by waggons has lately been going on; 
From Watertown to Potsdam they nave 

►reseed by railway at a large cost, 
ig taken that the train should 

arrive at Potsdam in the middle of the 
night, the express car being attached to 
the freight trains, while farmers’ waggons 
were in waiting to remove them for se­
crecy into the country. About 4,000 stand 
of arms have already arrived at Potsdam. 
Cavalry saddles have likewise arrived 
there. The quiet way that this has been 
done shows that cooler heads are now 
directing the Fenian movements than 
before. The elections come off in the 
State of New York shortly, and it would 
seem as though the Fenian leaders were 
preparing to strike a blow at Canada at a 
moment when both political parties will 
least desire to quarrel with them. At a 
large Republican meeting in Ogdensburg 
this week, a speaker stated that the Fe­
nian movement was as active ae ever, and 
that the next raid on Canada would be 
more successful than the last. The sen­
timents were loudly applauded. The 
Government have been furnished with 
full information on the subject and it is to 
be hoped will take necessary measures of 
precaution.

Railway Affairs.
The Hamilton Times says :—It is pro­

bable there will be a lively time over 
Railway affairs at the meeting of the two 
Legislatures. The Hon. I. Buchanan has 
given notice of an application to Parlia­
ment fpf a charter for building the Great 
Southern Railway. This enterprise will 
be wholly in the Province of Ontario, 
consequently it will be within the juris­
diction of the Local Legislature. Mr. W. 
A. Thompson, President of the Erie and 
Niagara Railway line, it is stated, intends 
to apply for a charter to extend that Rail­
way from Fort Erie or Black Creek to 
Detroit. This is actually the Southern 
road, and that too, will be wholly within 
the Province of Ontario. There will be 
a contest probably between the applicants 
for the two charters, while it is probable 
that the Great Western and Grand Trunk 
Companies would oppose both. Then 
there will be an application to the Fede­
ral Parliament for an act to legalize the 
agreement between the Grand Trunk 
and the Great Western. We think there 
is little or no probability of the Great 
Southern being built for years to come, 
whether the charter be granted or not. 
It would, if built, be a competing line, 
both with the Grand Trunk and the Great 
Western, for the through freight and 
passenger traffic, and would not be likely 
to be a more profitable investment than 
the Grand Trunk itself. The money to 
build it would have to come from Eng­
land, but English capitalists, after the sad 
experience they have had in Canadian 
Railways, will not be willing to risk their 
money on a new route which will be a 
competing line with the two other great 
through lines which now exist. The 
construction of branch roads to feed the 
trunk lines already constructed, is really 
what the country needs, and which, if 
judiciously located and built with a due 
regard to economy, would add immi 
to the profits of the present

A number of the Ministerial papersare 
pointing out with pride that the Hon. J. 
S. Macdonald has been attending at the 
Assize Court in Toronto to the duties of 
Atty-Gen. in person, thereby saving ex­
pense, &c. We believe there was but one 
criminal case, and the amount saved is 
only $20. As the Toronto Court is only 
one of about forty Assize Courts, this vast 
saving in one instance appears to have 
been made for affect. We do not expect 
to see the taxes reduced in consequence.

Over-riding.—It appears Sir John A 
Macdonald claims the right of appointing 
magistrates for Ontario. This is in com­
plete contradiction of the act of Confede­
ration, which gives the local government 
power over all such appointments. Of 
course, if the Federal government claim 
this right for Ontario, all the other pro­
vinces would have to submit to the usur­
pation. Thip act is one of unscrupulous 
tyranny, but one which the j «pie of 
Ontario will not submit to. We are also 
very certain that Nova Scotia will not 
submit to the degradation either. There 
is hot wqfk brewing.

A contemporary points to the sad and 
incontrovertible fact that lunacy is on the 
increase in Canada.

The Asylum 
at Toronto, and branch institutions at 
Orilla and Amherstburg. These are all 
filled, with numerous cases which cannot 
be accommodated. The county jail of 
Simcoo contains ten or twelve lunatics in 
addition to ordinary prisoners, and there 
is hardly a jail in Ontario that does not 
contain one or more insane persons. The 
Asylum at Toronto has for some time 
bien undergoing enlargement, but the 
work is at a stand still until a grant can 
be obtained from the Legislature of On­
tario The causes of the malady are 
strongly set forth in Dr. Workman’s last 
pamphlet.

An Ice Cave.—-Nearly all the ice used 
on the Pacific Coast is obtained from a 
never-fr ling ice-cave in the Northern 
part of Oregon. This remarkable subter­
ranean cavern, where the ice remains in 
perfect state the year round, is situated 
on a stream known as the White Salmon, 
which empties into the Columbia River, 
on the Washington Territory side, about 
thirty miles below the Dallies. The en­
trance^ this icy chamber is near the 
base of Mount Adams, which stands 20 
miles from the Columbia, an! whose 
melting snows constitute the waters of 
the White Salmon. The dimensions of 
this cave are vast, extending many miles 
under the snowy mountain, and the sce­
nery inside is supremely grand. The 
ice is found in columns formed by water 
falling from above, and congealing as it 
falls. These columns are cut out in 
blocks and conveyed on pack animals to 
the Columbia river, and from thence are 
shipped to all the" markets on the coast.

Business Education !
mHE importance of a thorough Business Edu- 
I cation is pressing itself upon the aVention 

of commercial circles more and more every day, 
and its advantages are perhaps more emphatically 
' ru by nothing more than by the vantage 

„ md on Which it places the fully trained clerk 
above the imperfectly trained one, - when-looking 
for a situation.

The British American Commercial College 
has in toll operation such a course of instruction as 
to give it practical fitness to do the work proposed.

An important characteristic of this Institution 
is its maturely organised actual business system, 
whereby the College is made a type or model not 
only of an extensive business house, but even of a 
large trading community. Another distinctive 
featurp of this College Is that it attempts no ex­
traneous teaching. I ta work is one, aid to the 
accomplishment of that work every effort is direct­
ed. Just as the University and Grammar Schools 
must be separate institutions, so the Commercial 
College and the Elementary School must be dis­
tinct Common sense and experience alike show 
that such a combination is not compatible with 
efficiency.

The time required to complete the full course 
varies considerably, according to the attendance, 
attention and ability of each student. Young men 
however are earnestly eautioned against the Injuri­
ous practice of hurrying through the course from 
the mistaken idea that they will thus be gainers by 
the saving of money in the item of board.

The crudness that such h« 
entails is highly detrimental, not only to the i 
dent himself, but also to the College where he 
graduates ; and, besides, it brings opprobium 
Co..imerciftl Co! leges generally. The common prac­
tice, therefore, of holding ont this crowding sys­
tem as an inducement to students is most decept­
ive and highly reprehensible.
