Important Exploration in the North » 
West.

Professor Bell, of the Geological Sur­
vey, passed through Toronto on Friday, 
on his way to the North-west Territory. 
Hie mission is the most important that Z 
has probably engaged the attention of 
the Geological Survey since its establish­
ment. It is no less than an enquiry, 
thorough and conclusive, into the extent 
and quality of the coal formation in tho 
North-west territory. Coal is known to - 
exist throughout a,considerable extent of 
the country. It has been burned near 
places where it has cropped out of tbo 
surface, but no attempt has yet been

tarer by the fire in November. His made to ascertain the depth of the seaoia

The Artic Expedition.—The American 
expedition for the relief of the Polaris 
has been fitted out with commendable 
dispatch. The Juniata is already in sail­
ing condition, and the Tigress will get 
her outfit as rapidly as possible. Al­
though the former of these vessels has 
made some preparations for an encounter 
with the ice, her voyage is not likely to 
be either long or perilous ; it is, in fact,

or the breadth of the country which they 
cover.-.

We are happy to learn that for the pur­
poses of the exploration a diamond drill 
has been purchased in New York, which 
is to be worked by a portable steam en­
gine. By means of a hollow tube tipped 
with diamonds, the strata are penetrated, 
and their quality ascertained by the con­
tents of the tube. Considerable outlay 
will no doubt be incurred in carrying out 
this process, but it will be far less than 
would be necessary with other systems, 
and the results will amply repay the cost* 
In connection with the construction and 
working of the Pacific Railway nothing 
could be more important than this en­
quiry ; and more particularly in the lo­
cation of the road, it is important that 
the exact position and extent of the coal 
beds should be accurately ascertained.

Prof. Boll will also, in the course of 
his survey, pay special attention to tho 
character of the gold deposits which aro 
known to exist throught the entire terri­
tory from Red River to the Rocky Moun­
tains. He will test the question whether 
particles of gold found in rivers which do 
not take their rise in the Rocky Moun­
tains, proceed from the disintegration of 
the rocks under the influence of ice. He 
will also make enquiries as to the extent 
and nature of the salt lakes which' exist 
in many parts of the Territory, and may 
render it difficult, and it may be impos­
sible to secure, fresh water for railway 
and other purposes. The nature of the 
soil will, of course, form part of his field 
of inquiry.

The survey will extend over two years, 
bu^Mr. Bell will return to Canada for 
the winter. We anticipate great results 
from his exploration. Although the 
Fertile Belt has been often traversed, ne

A new feature of Belgian lunatic asy­
lums is well worthy of attention , if not 
of adoption in America.

Once a week the boxes are 
opened and the contents delivered to the 
local authorities. If the latter deem the 
complaints or appeals worthy of atten­
tion, experts are sent to examine the pa­
tient, and if he has been wrongfully 
treated or illegally confined his case is 
attended at once. In the United States, 
for a patient wrongfully confined in a 
private lunatic asylum there is but little 
opportunity for redress if his board bill 
is regularly paid.

The English Press and the Pacific 

Railway.—The Times says it is un­
pleasant to call the guarantee by the 
Imperial Government of the Canadian 
loan for the construction of the Paci 
tie Railway bribery, but regrets the 
guarantee will enable the Canadians 
to waste millions on a wild enterprise. 
The Daily News thinks the acceptance 
of the guarantee lessens the dignity 
of Canada. The Standard considers 
it vain in Mr. Gladstone to insist that 
the guarantee is neither hush money 
nor bribe. The Globe says the ar­
rangement reflects discredit on the 
Government.

The stagnation in the lumber trade 
in the Ottawa district, owing to the 
large quantity of lumber in the mar­
ket by the breaking up of the com- 
bination ‘in the United States, has 
created consternation among the 
lumber merchants, and serious results 
are apprehended. One of the largest 
manufacturers has already called a 
meeting of his creditors. It is hoped, 
however, that the embarrassment is 
only temporary.

A New York Tribune correspon­
dent reports that excessively wet 
weather has damaged and diminish­
ed the sugar and cotton crops of'tiie 
South-West. East of the Blue Ridge, 
on the othei hand, there is severe 
drouth, and the prospects of an aver­
age harvest of the local staples are 
gloomy. This is not an unusual state 
of things ; and it is hoped that the 
late showers may have mitigated the 
dryness which prevails in this region. 
Reports, however, do not indicate 
much of a rain fall.

State of the Ottawa Cabinet.
It is remarked that Sir John A. Mac­

donald's Cabinet has become considerably 
weakened. Six years ago, at the-time of 
Confederation, it was composed as fol­
lows : Sir J. A. Macdonald, Messrs. 
McDougall, Ferguson-Biair, and Camp, 
bell, for Ontario ; Sir George E. Cat tier 
Sir A T. Gall, Messrs. Laugeviu and 

i-Clinpai.?, for Oncle . : and Messrs. Tilley, 
Mitehel^ Kenny ml -Archibald, tor the 
Maritime Provinces. It was then con­
sidered ?, strong Cabinet, and at various 
times it received such recruits us 

Messrs. Howe, Tapper, Rose and Hincks. 
Deaths and retirements have almost com­
pletely changed its personnel of late, and 
now the Ontario section comprises, bc- 
ei let the Premier, Messrs. A. Campbell, 
Aikens, O'Connor and Gibbs ; the (Que­
bec section, Messrs Langevin, Pope, 
Robitaille und Masson, while the late Mr 
Howe is replaced by Mr. H. McDonald, 
M. P. for Antigonish, Nova Scotia. It 
would Le invidious to specify names, but 
no one who is at all acquainted with 
Canadian politics will fail to observe the 
loss of "power in. the Dominion Govern­
ment' implied by these changes. As it 
now stands it cannot be compared for a 
moment with the Opposition, which 
numbers, in its ranks men of such calibre 
as Messrs. Blake, Mackenzie, Dorion, 
Holton, Joly and others. The worst of 
it is that if Sir John and his weak fol­
lowing continue to cling: to power on the, 
strength of their majority, it will pro­
bably bo by a course of timorous states- ! 
manship, and adherence to the statu quo, ! 
and a timely adoption of such Reform 
measures, as there is danger of the 
country "becoming enamored. In short 
anything but a relinquishment of the 
sweets of office.—Montreal Witness.
