Yesterday, Mr. Sutton kindly under­
took to explain matters to a Colonist 
reporter who paid him a call.

The work-room is about 24 feet long, 
by 20 wide. It is here that samples of 
rock sent for assay are first received.

The primary work in the process of 
assaying, is to crush the samples to 
powder. To do this, the fragment of 
rock is first crushed in a miniature 
“Jumbo,” between a pair of iron jaws 
which work together, and soon reduce 
the hardest rock to powder.

This powder is next sent to the buck­
ing board—a common slab of iron— 
where it is ground with a muller into 
the finest dust or flour.

Whatever quantity of the flour is to 
be analyzed, is next carefully weighed; 
so that an examination may be made of 
a known quantity. The dust is then 
mixed with certain ‘ffiuxes,” in much 
the same manner as bread is mixed.

A Trip Over the Line of the New Main— 
The Civic Board and their Guests En­
joy a Pleasant Day’s Outing.

At 9:30 yesterday morning a gay 
crowd of citizens gathered in front of 
the city hall, where a dozen hacks were 
drawn up ready to receive them. In 
addition to the mayor and counsel there 
Were over twenty invited guests, in­
cluding ex-mayors and ex-aldermen, and 
Messrs. Pickering and Hill

The party started from the city hall 
about 10 o’clock. On reaching the 150 
feet level above the city, the first point 
where the new 16-inch main lay un­
covered,- most of the party left the 
hacks to .go on, and started to walk 
down the Tine \ of pipe to the Saanich 
Road, examining everything very care­
fully the whole way. From the 155 
feet air valve the pipe falls to a level of 
104 feet, then gradually rising up to 
130 feet above the sea. The distance 
between the two rises is a half mile, 
and the run down and up from the 
bottom to the rise gives a pressure of 20 
lbs. to the square inch. From the 130 
feet level the pipe 
slope to 90 feet at a point fac­
ing the
sharp corner is turned, the grade going 
down to the bottom of the “ditch” (112 
ft). Up again the pipe, 
through tne rock, reacti 
the ditch at a height of 144 feet. Here 
is an air valve, and here also is where 
the hardest rock was met with when the 
bed was being cut. The pipe, from this 
air valve, runs along level to the turn of 
the Toltnie estate. At this place a halt 
was made for some minutes, and the 
party gathered together to discuss the 
merits of the pipe up to the distance 
traversed (1£ miles). After this turn 
there is a rise again to the 150 feet level, 
where another air valve is fixed. An­
other quarter of a mile along an eyen 
level brought the party to the turn of 
the Hudson’s Bay Company’s 
where the pipe runs along 1 
depths in the rock. A t the sh 
the pipe takes at this spot th 
118 feet, and a hundred yards further 
on, alongside the H. B. barns, the level 
is only ninety feet, about the same ele­
vation as Cook and Pandora streets in 
the city. Then -the line takes a deep 
dip bringing the level to 72 feet, 
and rising again to a height 
of 95 feet. At the bottom of this 
dip the pressure is ordinarily 55 lbs. 
For five hundred yards after this the 
pipe runs along straight, to the turn of 
the McKenzie estate, and then on a 
slight up grade tillit crosses the Saan­
ich road, 2£ miles from the starting 
point and at a level of 132 feet. On 
reaching the road the party 
hacks waiting for them and, re-entering 
these, were driven up along the line o: 
the pipe, which from there to the lake 
runs along the road, to the waterworks, 
a distance of 5,000 feet.

following extracts from the “Game Pro­
tection Act” are published :

PHEASANTS.
“Hen pheasants shaU not be hunted, 

taken, killed, shot at, wounded or in­
jured at all, or at any time. ”

“No person shall at any time buy or 
sell, or offer or expose for sale, any 
pheasant or pheasants.”

“It shall be unlawful for any person 
to shoot, capture, .trap, or by any 
means destroy cock pheasants before the 
1st day of October, 1890, and thereafter 
between the 1st day of February and 
thft 1st day of October in each yeajt”

Section 4 of the Act, as amended at 
the last session of the legislature now 
reads :

“No person shall at any time buy or 
sell, or. offer nr expose for sale, any 
pheasant or pheasants, fawns or deer 
under the age of 12 months, nor does of 
any age until the lat day of Sept., 
1894.”

It will thus be seen that while 
lion 4 prohibits the sale of fawns under 
the age of 12 months and the sale of 
docs until the 1st of September, 1894, 
the act does not prohibit the killing of 
fawns and does for the sportsman's own 
use ; but it is to be hoped, nevertheless, 
that the unsportsmanlike killing of 
fawns will be indulged in as little as 
possible, as tlie sportsmen themselves 
will in the end be the most benefited 
thereby. _________ _

4The big hole” means that part of the 
hole drïllèâ* belpre the casing is put in.

The “bull wheel” is an important part of 
the drilling machinery of a well, aronnd the 
large wooden shaft of which the drilling 
cable is wound.

The * ‘sand pump” is a valve about six feet 
long that is run into the hole to pump out 
the drillings.

The “bit” is simply the drill, and the 
“reamer” la the tool which is run into the 
well after the drill to make the hole uni­
form. >• «•

“A fishing job” is to hunt in the hole for • 
lost tools, and this is a distinct and im­
portant part Of the business. Fishing 
has become an art. There are one hundred 
different and curious varieties of “fishing 
iools,” a peculiar one for every part of the 
drilling appliance that may be lost

There are men who make a business of 
“fishing^” and their skill in securing tools 
lostjat as great a depth aa two thousand 
feet is one of the. amazing things of this 
peculiar industry.

The “white sand pools” are districts 
where the oil sand is white and full of 
pebbles. The oil produced in these pools 
commands a premium of twenty-five cents 
above the market, and is known as “pre­
mium oil.” All the Pennsylvania districts 
arc “white sand districts” except Bradford. 
The Bradford sand being of a dark color, it 
is known aa “the black sand district.” The 
oil Is inferior, Mid does not command a 
premium.

THE SCHEME ADOPTED.

New York, Aug. 21.—The Villartl 
scheme is reported to have been adopted 
unanimously by the board. Chairman 
Robert Harris, of the board of directors, 
says that $140,000,000 of the bonds will 
be issued to take up the outstanding 
bonds as fast as they can be exchanged, 
and from $10,000,000 to $20,000,000 
will be used for needed improvements 
on. the main line terminals at Tacoma, 
and the necessary equipments. What 
shaH be-reqmred of the grand total for 
th e payment of comroissionsand premiums 
has not yet transpired. The mortgage 
provides that the rate of interest shall 
not exceed five per cent. The scheme 
is considered as purely a Villardian 
one, and as even a more brilliant stroke 
of genius than hie celebrated blind pool 
for $20,000,000, which once electrified 
Wall street. It is expected that Villard 
proposed to float a large proportion of 
the bonds in Europe, where the 5 per 
cent, interest is looked upon with favor. 
The announcement of the acceptance of 
the Villard plan sent the market for 
stock bounding up from £ to 1J per 
cent at once.

ONE YEAB IN JAIL. The Importation of American Re­
prints of Copyright Works-New York, Aug. 19.—The most 

awful horror which this city has ever 
known for years came to light early this 
morning, when a crowded west side 
tenement house suffered partial destruc­
tion by fire and many of the tenants lost 
their Hves. At a quarter to. five this 
morning, the tenement house, No. 305, 
7th avenue, near 27th street, was dis­
covered to be on fire. On the firemen 
reaching the place the building was 
ablaze from the ground floor to the 
roof. In the street outside there was 
the wildest excitement. ' A crowd had 
quickly gathered and many tenants who 
had made their escape in their night 
clothing stood among the throng 
ing bitterly and almost

FRANTIC WITH DESPAIR.

The firemen soon had the conflagra­
tion in hand, and in half an hour all 
danger from further destruction was 
over. At first it was "thought that all 
the tenants had escaped, but the rumor 
was spread that a woman was badly 
burned in one of the rooms directly over 
a restaurant. One of the ambulance 
surgeons, who had been called, clam­
bered up a ladder over the fire escape 
and into a window through which dense 
clouds of smoke still poured. He soon 
appeared at the window again with the 
woman in his arms, and carried her bod­
ily to the sidewalk below. Although 
still alive, she was unconscious and died 
almost as soon as she reached the street.

Mr. Braken- 
off", the manager, is developing the mine 
fast and the further the work is put in 
the better arc the results. Already 
four hundred tons have been taken out 
of thé mine by the inverted shaft sunk 
in the centre of the main passage. The 
coal, which is of the semi-anthracite de­
scription, is selling at Vancouver at 
from $11 to $12. The present depth of 
the mine is 130 feet and at thAt sinkage 
there is little or no water, 
of the mine property is 75 acres. The 
coal has been analysed and pronounced 
good as smithy, steam or domestic coal.

DESPICABLE TACTICS.

The Times is grossly and maliciously 
inaccurate regarding the views of the 
Premier and Chief Commissioner on the 
Canadian Western Railway.

It is dishonest and 
dispicable for the leader of the opposi­
tion and his organ to pursue their pres­
ent tactics. After the emphatic asser­
tions that have been made concerning 
the railway policy of the government 
it is incredible that men claiming to be 
honorable can continue to assert that that 
government, is unfavorable to the Cana­
dian Western. By doing so, the opposi­
tion leader and his following are simply 
creating antagonism to the road. We 
again assert, and we have the fullest 
authority for so doing, that the present 
government will aid the transcontinental 
railway, via Bute Inlet, to terminate at 
Victoria, by every legitimate means in 
their power.

These 
were sordid offences, not atall in keeping 
with the character he had assumed of 
hero-and patriot. And when it was
found that there were good reasons to 
believe that he had committed them, it 
is no wonder that he ceased to be the 
idol of the masses. A man who con­
spires with contractors to fleece the 
Government can hardly be regarded as 
a self-sacrificing patriotor single minded 
hero.

Then it was shown that Boulanger 
was guilty of serious offences in order to 
increase his influence and to keep up iiis 
popularity.
