HE WANTED TO DIE.

An Attempted Suicide Which Creates a
Little Exeitement in Chinatown.

A crowd of excited, jabbering China-
men blocked up the sidewalk on Gov-
ernment street, between Fisgard and
Herald, at about 11 o’clock last night,
and their presence seemed to indica
that something unusual was - happening
in the second story of the Chinese tene-
ment in front of which they stood. Pas-
sing up the rickety little staircase, a
CoLoxist reporter elbowed his wa;
through the dirty, vile-smelling crowd,
and found that t{e cause of the com-
motion was a would-be suicide.

THE ALDERMANIC PICNIC.

A Trip Over the Line of the New Main—
The Civic Board and their Guests En-
Joy a Pleasant Day’s Outing.

At 9:30 yesterday morning a gay
crowd of citizens gathered in front of

drawn up ready to receive them:. In
addition to the mayor and counsel there
were over twenty invited guests, in-
cluding ex-mayors and ex-aldermen, and
Messrs. Pickering and Hill. :
The party started from the city hall
about 1) o’clock. On reaching the 150
feet level above the city, the first point
where the new I6-inch main lay un-
covered,~most of the party left the
hacks to.go on, and started to walk
down thev?ine»of pipe to the Saanich
Road, examining everything very care-
fully the whole way. From the 155
feet air valve the pipe falls to a level of
104 feet, then gradually rising up to
130 feet above the sea. The distance
between the two rises is u half mile,
and the run down and up from the
bottom to the rise gives a pressure of 20
1bs. to the square inch. From the 130
feet level the pipe takes another down
slope to 90 feet at a point fac-
ing the rifle butts. Here a
sharp corner is turned, the grade going
down to the bottom of the ‘‘ditch” (112
ft). Ug‘a in the pipe, which here runs
through the rock, reaches the summit of
the diteh at a height of 144 feet. Here
is an air valve, and here also is where
the hardest rock was met with when the
bed was being cut. The pipe, from this
air valve, runs along level to the turn of
the Tolmie estate. At this place a halt
was made for some minutes, and the
party gathered together to discuss the
merits of the pipe up to the distance
traversed (13 miles). After this turn
there is u rise again to the 150 feet level,
where another air valve is fixed. An-
other quarter of a mile along an eyen
level brought the purty to the turn of
the Hudson’s Bay Company’s estate,
where the pipe runs aY: ten feet
depths in the rock. At the sharp turn
the pipe takes at this spot the level is
118 feet, and a hundred yards further
on, alongside the H. B. barns, the level
is only ninety feet, about the same ele-
vation as Cook and Pandora streets in
the city. Then.the line takes a deep
dip bringing the level to 72 feet,
and rising again to a height
of 95 feet. At the bottom of this
dip the pressure is ordinarily 55 lbs.
For five hundred yards after this the
pipe runs along straight, to the turn of
the McKenzie estate, and then ona
slight uF grade till-it crosses the Saan-
ich , 24 miles from the starting
int and at a level of 132 feet. On
reaching the road the party found the
hacks waiting for them and, re-entering
these, were driven up along the line of
the pipe, which from there ‘to the lake

a distance of 5,000 feet.

When Beaver lake was reached every-
body got into punts, the main party go-
ing in one, the members ot the press in
another, and the hackmen in a third.
The occupants of the Aldermanic punt,
anxious for seme excitement, and feel-
ing that the sport of being pulled over
the lake at the rate of a mile a year was
not a performance tending to the good
spirits of the party, implored the press-
men to start a race. Though the con-
test was one sided, there being four
hackmen with paddles inst two re-
presentatives of the local organs, they
complied and led the distance for a
¢ouple of hundred yards when the Je-
hus, inspired by the encouraging cheers
of the onlookers, got ahead and it looked
as if the reporters were going to be left.
A little bit of strategy, however, was
the means of gradually cutting the
hackmen into shallow water while the
latter, nearing home with every stroke,
were already congratulating themselves
instead of looking ahead. A couple of
violent bumps, however, soon brought
them to a sense” of their position and
their op%onents rowed home as they
liked, while the proprietors of the noble
steeds that walk Government street were
left stranded high and dry on a half
covered rock. ‘The victors were decor-
ated with water lilies, the handsomest
of which Mr. James Fell abstracted and
wore in his buttonhole during the rest
of the day. When the lake had been
“‘done” by everybody an adjournment
was madeto Stevens’ hotel, where a
sumptuous repast had been prepared.
The tables, covered with all the delica-
cies of the season, were headed by the
Mayor, Aldermen Wilson, Coughlan
(vice-chair), and MecKillican. Messrs,
Pickering and Hill were seated on the
right and left of Mayor Grant.

The Mayor—At what speed is it ne-
cessary to have sewerage run in order to
make sewers built of brick self-clean-

1
Mr. Pickering—Your grade will be
1 foot in 738. fn dry weather you need
only flush your system once a week.
The pipes put together as I would put
them together, would stand a pressure
of ten feet before they would leak. The
rate sewerage matter should travel de-
pends altogether on the volume of water
behind it.

The Mayor—Is it not absolutely nec-
essary, and a fixed principle, that you
must have a certain rate of running
in order not to make your sewer a sewer
of deposit ?

Mr. Pickering—Certainly, that is so.
Your great difficulty, you will find, will
be with 8-inch pipes.

The Mayor—As I understand it, the
lowest rate of speed at which sewerage
matter should travel is-128 feet per min-
ute. How do you propose to arrest any
extraneous matter getting into the
sewers ?

Mr. Pickering—By a side outlet gully
with a bucket catching all that magter,
and emptied by an attendant from time
to time.  Another form of preventative
is the bottom outlet system. This is, if
you like it, a ventilating gully. You
know the more ventilation you have
the more you splitup your sewers and
the better the system. Another pro-
vision is the manhole, with trap, in the
low-level pipes.

The Mayor—In the dry -season, how
much water brought into the city by
the water works will, in your opinion,
find its way into the sewers ?

Mr. Pickering—I should say at least
a million gallons.

The Mayor—Do you think that two-
thirds of the water carried into the city
by the water-works will find its way
into the sewers?

Mr. Pickering—Yes; I think that
will be about the propertion. - :

The Mayor—But you must bear in
mind that a great deal of that water is
nsed for irrigation, manufactories and
steamboats. I don’t think myself that
more than half the water coming into
the city will flow into the sewage pipes.
This being the case how deep would
half the water we mnow bring into the
city by the 16.inch-and 12-inch mains
flow at the rate of 120 feet “per minute
in the invert of a 4-foot 3-inch sewer ?

Mr. Pickering—The only sewer you
could calculate on in an argument of
that kind is a 3 foot 6-inch sewer.

The Mayor—But with a smaller sewer
we must have a smaller volume of
water. Provided that instead of a
4 foot 3 inch sewer we had a 2-foot or a
2-foot 1 inch sewer the volume of water
would of course be deeper in the latter.
Is it not true that depth of water accel-
erates motion ?

Mr. Pickering—You must have your
sewer proportionate in size to the duty
it has to fulfil. I wouldn’t recommend
you to reduce the size' of your pipes at
all; you want your sewers to last a life-
time. .

The Mayor—Suppose we keep the
storm water out of the sewers entirely
and we have a given quantity of water
flowing from inlets, wouldn’t we be still
enabled to supply all wants in forty or
fifty years’ time?

Mr. Pickering—The differance after
all in putting in a large sewer and a
small one is not so serious. The prin-
cipal expenditure is in the matter of ex-
cavation, and you must recollect that
anyhow yon must have a space for a

man to work in. ; 3

The Mayor—Could our present system
be made effective if it were raised at
that point above Discovery and Govern-
ment streets ?

Mr. Pickering—Nn. It would bring
the sewer too near the surface. The
place you name is the key to the whole
position. You couldn’t start in and raise
Government street. We would dis-
pense with the great depths on Wharf
and Humboldt streets by a separate
system in the north end of the city. It
is better to go in for the gravity system
right away. By bringing the sewer
water through by gravity it enables you
to get away to the north end of the city
to the watershed and the Work estate.
If we were to raise the sewer, as you
saggest, a deal of the sewerage
would run into the harbor. The latter
alternative is very undesirable. The
harbor master tells me that under my
deliveries nothing will run into the har-
bor at all. -

The Mayor—Does the mouth of the
outfall at ﬁoﬂ Bay discharge above or
below high water ?

Mr. Pickering—Above high water,
about three feet at spring tides. It
doesn’t discharge at all when the tide is
flowing.

WRESTLING.
THE VICTORIA CHAMPION,

As the coming Quinn-Conners match,
which is to be wrestled in Victoria next
week, is attracting considerable atten-
tion in athletic circles all through
America, a little about the two athletes
themselves may not be uhinteresting.
Quinn’s muscular form is a well known
one on the streets of Victoria, his height
and athletic appearance being such that
he would be noticeable anywhere. He
was born in Barnston, P.Q., just 25
years ago, and began to wrestle almost
as soon as he could walk. After dis-
tinguishing himself in athletics in the
East, he came to the Pacific Coast, and
wrestled - his first match in California
with Thos. Nolan on April 1st, 1882
Winning the match in two. falls, Quinu
became heavyweight champion of the
coust in collar und elbow wrestling.
His next match was with Tom Fox, in
Frisco the same year. Tom was laid
on his back twice in 20 minutes.
Ed. Skinner, a local champion of Wood-
land, Cal., was the young Canadian’s
next oppouent. A match was made,
catch-as-catch-can, Quinn to throw
Skinner five times in the hour. He
won three falls in seventeen minautes,
and then Skinner acknowledged that it
was “no use” for him to continue.
Tom Nolan was next vanquished, the
match, a collar-and-elbow, coming off at
Harry Maynard’s, in San Francisco.
This was Quinn’s last battle for some
time, as he left shortly after for the
Arctic Ocean, where he remained sev-
enteen months, hunting and living a life
of strange adventure g;euemlly. He
had frequent ‘‘matches” with the Es-
quimaux, some of whom, he says, are
as strong and ‘‘game” men as can be
found anywhere in the world. Return-
ing to civilization, Quinn was reinstated
as an-amateur, and joined ‘the Olympic
Club. He won and held the amateur
championship of America at thmw'mg
the hammer and putting the shot, an
while an amateur wrestled with and
defeated Ed. Crowe, Harry Pritchard,
J. E. Perry, (heavy weight amateur
champion of America). Entering the
professional lists again, Quinn, out of
training, met Joe Acton at a week’s
notice, and was defeated by him in 1
hour 34 minutes. The match came off
in the Grand ra House, San Fran-
cisco. - Leaving 'Frisco, Quinn came to
Victoria, where he has made his home
ever since. He has done very little of
late, his two matches with the Jap be-
ing the only work he has had on hand
for several months. The first was won
by Matsada, the secend by Quinn. He
is now taking hard and vigorous train-
ing, intending to make his coming en-
counter with Conners the match of his
life. Conners is an old wrestler an.l a
good one, but he will meet an oppone ¢
worthy of his muscle and skill in the
person of ‘‘Quinn, the Victorian.”

CONNERS’ RECORD.

Jack Conners, who is to meet Quinn
next Saturday, is a man of about
thirty years of age. THe wus
born™ in Wigam, Lancashire. Going
into athletics when a boy, Conners in
turn has wrestled all the champions of
England, including Charlie Green, Wm.
Winstanley, Robert Entwhistle and
Jack McGillick. The championship of
all England was won by Conners at the
great tournament at Barnsley, where he
meét and defeated Wm. Sellers; “‘Soap”
Williams, Oldham and Joe Acton. In
'85 Conners went to Australia, where he
defeated Prof. Wm. Miller in a Grzco-
Roman match, which lasted two hours.
In Australia, Conners also defeated Re-
pristol, the French wrestler, and Thom-
as Keenan, from whom he won four out
of five matches. Returning to England,
he suffered defeat at the hands of
Charles Green, and atterwards van-
quished him in a réturn match. After
.tryin%in vain to %et on another match
with Joe Acton, he came to America,
but found that none of the Eastern men
wanted to meet him. He consequently
came west, and will wrestle his first
American mateh in this city next Thurs-
day night.
