Manila, Sept. 5.—-Rios, a fantical lead­
er of the irreconcilable natives in the 
province of Tayabas, Luzon, attacked 
the town of Laguimanooz, September 3, 
at the head of 30 riflemen and 150 men 
armed with bolos. The baud only killed 
two women and one girl, and wounded 
several other persons.

Referring to the former he 
said: “The settlement of the coal mine 
troubles in the Feraie district means 
a great deal to these mines, as the smel­
ters depend entirely upon fuel from there 
to operate. They cannot ship coke from 
any more distant region and work at 
a profit1.

“The settlement now made with the 
workers does not profess to be perman­
ent. but we hope to see a final settle­
ment reached without any further 
pension of work. Unless there is more 
trouble in this regard the smelters ought 
to be able to keep going without any 
more shut-downs.

“One furnace was started going at the 
Greenwood smelter last Wednesday on 
the first arrival of coke, and another 
will start in a few days. As I came by 
the Boundary smelter workmen were 
unloading coke and I was told the smel­
ter was preparing to blow in the first 
of this coming week.

NEW ROAD COMING.
“The railroad situation is much bet­

ter than it has been in the past The 
Canadian Pacific is now the only line 
in there, but it is generally believed that 
the Great Northern system will extend 
its line from Cùrlew in the immediate 
future. The company has been working 
for a right of way, and seems to be near 
the accomplishment of their aim. The 
line crosses both the Kettle Valley line 
and the Canadian Pacific, and it has to 
tight for concessions from these people, 
but the new road cannot he stood off 
much longer.

Engineer of Southern Ry.

That City Recovered By 

Local Detectives.
James Crook, son of Mrs. Crook, post­

mistress at Victoria West, was the engi­
neer of the excursion train on the South­
ern railway, which was wrecked a few 
miles out of Birmingham, Alabama, on 
Monday last, and according to a tele­
gram received by his mother on Thurs­
day he lost his life. A press despatch 
received on Tuesday told of the accident 
but no names were given, although it 
was stated that the engineer lost his 
life. The Seattle papers, however, gave 
his name and a wire being sent to Bir­
mingham confirmation was received of 
his death. He was the only white man 
on the train, which was composed of the 
engine and six coaches, the coaches be­
ing crowded with negroes on their way 
to Birmingham e to spend the holiday. 
The engine was running at top speed 
to make-up time, when it left the track 
and the six coaches piled on top of it. 
Besides Crook, 25 negroes were killed.

The deceased was a native son of Vic­
toria, and besides his mother several 
sisters reside in Victoria. He first took 
to railroading on the E. & N. railway, 
and for a number of years was. fireman 
on the passenger train. He left about 
three years ago, and after working for 
a time at the Esquimau Marine railway 
went to Alabama, where he secured a 
position as engineer on the Southern 
railway. He was about 28 years of age.

!About the 30th of July there occurred 
a robbery in Seattle, whereby a Mrs. 
(Dr) Beverieigh lost jewelry valued at 
about $500 and clothing worth $300, 
which was reported to the local police, 
but no description of the goods stolen 
was given other than that there had 
been a robbery in East Seattle. On the 
3rd of last month a woman, Jennie Mar­
shall, accompanied by a companion 
named Duffy, arrived from the Sound.

You can 
imagine the hustle to get a “move on” 
to get ready in time. There were about 
a hundred of us left behind after saying 
"good-bye” to the boys returning to the 
land • of the Maple, and we got orders 
to be ready to, entrain for Newcastle 
the same day, and left Durban about 
t> p. ‘m. We were aft bundled into coal 
trucks, with our blankets and baggage.
It took us three days to reach our des­
tination, and I need not say we were 
heartily sick of the journey.

On our way we passed all the scenes 
of General Bailer's engagements, 
came to a small station a few miles out 
of Colenso, called Cheivley, where Lord 
Roberts’ son lies buried. We saw his 
grave quite plainly only a few yards 
distant, as we passed along. Next sta­
tion was Colenso, and all through you 
can see the signs of the terrible conflicts 
that took place around here, but the 
most pathetic sight of aft are the little 
graveyards aft along the railway track 
suggestive of mingled feelings when 
rusuing through this war-stricken coun­
try. Every now and again you come 
across blockhouses with barb wire en­
tanglements aft around them, all along 
the country is very interesting.

The next place of any importance we 
reached was Ladysmith, a name ever 
to be remembered. We stayed here over 
an hour, so I got out and went all over 
the town. It is not much of a place 
to look at, about the size of Vernon.
•There are block houses at the end of 
every street. As it was getting dark 
when we left there we did not see much 
more of that part of the country. At 
Newcastle we passed the medical exami­
nation for the S. A. C., and were imme­
diately sent up to Pretoria and from 
there marched to a small place called 
Daspoort, where we are to be camped 
about a month. Each troop is sent out 
to different parts of the country to pa­
trol and keep law and order. It is a 
mounted corps of course, otherwise I 
would not have joined, hut I have done 
so for three years with the option of 
buying myself out on payment of £2(j 
at the end of twelve months.

STEEL SHIPBUILDING.

The Maritime Board of Trade, which 
held its eighth annual meeting at Sydney, 
A ova (Scotia, recently, adopted a strong 
resolution on steel shipbuilding which 
was important from the fact that it was 
not brought forward as a sectional mat­
ter, but “for the whole of Canada.” In 
its resolution the Maritime Board went 
on record to the effect that the Domin­
ion government be asked to grant a 
tonnage bounty, large enough to enable 
Canadian builders to compete in this 
industry, and have it extended over a 
term of years sufficiently long to en­
able the Industry to become permanently 
established.

Mr 
Edgar Gardner Murphy, chairman of 
the committee on child labor in Alabama, 
gives statistics showing that of 97,559 
employees in the cotton mills of the 
South, 24,459, according to the census 
figures of 1890, were under sixteen yeirs 
of age. From 1890 to 1900 the number 
of men employed in North Carolina, 
South Carolina, Georgia and Alabama 
increased 258.9 per cent.; 
per cent., and children under sixteen, 
208.7 per cent. There are now approx­
imately 50,000 of these children-in the 
cotton mills of the South, more than 
double the number employed a year pre­
viously. An attempt has been made to 
pass legislation for the prohibition of 
child labor under twelve

The idea, if not the earnest words. of 
the late J. M. Carmichael, of New 
Glasgow, on this subject must have been 
in the minds of many as the gathering 
discussed the resuscitation of shipbuild­
ing on our Atlantic Coast, says the 
Monetary Times in commenting on the 
resolution. “A score of shipyards might 
exist, fully equipped,” declared that gen­
tleman, “along our shores from Cape 

to the Bay of Ftindy. But not a 
ship can be built, so long as our people 
are content to allow even their own 
timber to be carried by English and Nor­
wegian vessels...................... We are a
maritime people, and have not been 
afraid in the past to send ships all over 
the world. Why do we not take up a 
trade that is near at hand and which 
our experience as ship-owners enables 
us to handle to th§ best advantage.” 
But Mr. Carmichael had more courage 
than the Maritime Board of Trade. He

, The steamer Hyogo Maru, which ar­
rived at Yokohama on August 18, was 
near the Island of Torijima, the popula­
tion of which were killed by a vplcanic 
eruption a few days previously. Some 
place the population of the island at 80, 
and others at 179. All must have per­
ished. Early on the morning of August 
16, the captain of the -Hyogo 
eruption of a submarine volcano near 
Torijima, occasionally vomiting huge vol- 

of smoke. The steamer cautione- 
ly approached the island, taking sound­
ings all the time and giving signal whis­
tles announcing her arrival to the island- 

There was, however, no response 
on their part. Judging from the smoke 
which -covered the summit of the island 
at that time, and the immense quantity 
of lava heaped up on -the entire coast 
line, and also from the fact that some 
parts of the shore had greatly changed in 
shape, it was not difficult to conclude 
that another fearful eruption had pre­
viously taken place on -the island, bury­
ing the entire population under the Heap 
of ashes. The steamer left the island 
on the same day at noon. The biggest 
crater on Torijima is supposed to be in 
the centre of the island, not far from 
the place where the inhabitants had 
their dwellings. There are also a few 
to ore craters on the island actually emit­
ting smoke and lava. The captain be­
lieves that all the inhabitants must 
have perished by this sad disaster, as 
almost the entire island is covered with 
ashes. Ho observed that the greatest 
height attained by the submarine erup­
tion was about 650 feet above sea level, 
covering an area of about 1,000 feet, 
aud with violent eruptions at intervals 
of 15 or 20 minutes, and many smaller 
ones at shorter intervals, seen from a 
distance of 30 miles. The water for 
about 25 miles south of Torijima was 
considerably discolored.

ARSENAL EXPLOSION.
During the present year three explo­

sions occurred in Japanese arsenals, the 
latest on August 15, at the Osaka maga­
zine, resulting in the destruction of the 
buildings and the injury of a number of 
the operatives. The houses in the ad­
joining villages were all more or less 
damaged.

RESTORING OF TIEN-TSIN.
Tokyo journals contain telegraphic ac­

counts of the ceremony of restoring the 
civil government of Tien-tsin to China, 
which took place on August 15. There 
were many meetings and salutations, 
everybody treated _ everybody else with 
much courtesy, salutes were fired, cham­
pagne was drunk, and a banquet finish­
ed-the proceedings. The various de­
tachments of foreign troops, forming the 
garrison, German, English, French and 
Japanese, retired finally to the foreign 
settlement, each with -bands playing and 
colors flying.

In the matter of evacuations and ren­
ditions, the next step will be the with- 

- drawing of the foreign troops from 
Shanghai. There, however, the jealous­
ies of the powers offer a troublesome 
barrier. No one wants to march out 
first. Germany is said to have stated 
that until all four states are absolutely 
agreed, there can be no serious talk of 
evacuation.
i CHINESE TROUBLES.

The Japanese consul at Foochow re­
ports, under date of July 30, that the 
disturbance resulting .from the imposi­
tion of increased taxes to meet the calls 
On account of the indemnity, became 
serious as to necessitate the employment 
of troops and in the end about a thousand 
persons were shot down. The people 
then became submissive, but the Tao- 
tai required them to pay a sum of 30,- 
000 yen, namely, 10,000 by way of com­
pensation for houses destroyed by them, 
and 20,000 to defray the expenses of the 
troops. The people plead inability to 
make such a payment, and the matter 
is not yet settled.

FORMOSAN REBELLION.
The rivers1 in the south of Formosa 

being in flood and communications being 
interrupted, a body of insurgents 
rounded and attacked a Japanese camp 
to the south of Nanko. They were driv­
en off, and they then took up a position 
m a forest on a steep hill, where the 
ground is unfavorable for dislodging 
them. The two bodies remain facing 
each other. The insurgents have made 
several attacks upon the rear of the Jap­
anese position, cutting the telegraphs and 
destroying baggage wagons. One sol- 
<lier of the Land Transport corps and 19 
natives were wounded. A squadron of 
cavalry and a company of artillery with 
four howitzers have been sent to the 
place.

They have named the new 
district Thunder Hill camp and report 
that they passed over many inferior­
looking ledges. Many prospectors are 
preparing to go in this week. The trail 
ends at the coal fields. The camp is sit­
uated within two miles of the source of 
the north fork.

There was but a very poor attendance 
.in Labor Hall yesterday evening on the 
occasion of the address of the Rqv. W. 
G. Shearer, in the interests of the Lord’s 
Day Alliance.

Senator Macdonald, occupied the chair, 
and Mr. Shearer delivered some very in­
teresting remarks upon the subject of 
“Labor, Liberty and the Lord’s Day.” 
He claimed Jhat the laborers had a pe­
culiar interest in wishing to have the 
Lord’s Day observed. One day in seven 
was imperatively required as a period 
of rest from toil. It had, the speaker de­
clared, been absolutely proven that -hu­
man vitality demanded one day’s rest 
in seven days, in order to préserve its 
equilibrium. There were other consid­
erations why the working man should 
preserve the rest day in its entirety; and 
on this point Rev. Mr. Shearer present­
ed some very elaborate arguments cal­
culated to appeal to the minds of work­
ingmen. The average man in the long 
run only received six days’ pay for sev­
en days’ work. The Lord’s Day Alli­
ance was organized for the purpose of 
defending the day from attacks by those 
who were desirous of making it entirely 
secular. The Sabbath was a national in­
stitution; hut the alliance believed in 
only using educational forces in having 
the day observed, But when it came to 
having the day observed civiiy, the al­
liance believed that the people should be 
protected in the full enjoyment of the 
day. The alliance believed in arrang­
ing for the day .as a rest day as the law 
of the laud. The workingmen recog­
nized that in the alliance they had a 
powerful ally in helping them to ac­
complish their best aims.

Among those who were present in the 
very small audience were Revs. Dr. 
Campbell and W. Leslie Clay. The lat­
ter, at the close of Mr. Shearer’s ad­
dress, spoke briefly, approving of the 
movement, which aimed at the preser­
vation of the Day of Rest to all classes 
in the community. Mr. Clay welcomed 
the news conveyed to the meeting by 
Mr. Shearer, that public opinion through­
out the province was in favor of the 
aims and aspirations of the workers in 
the Lord’s Day Alliance movement.

Dr. Campbell and others in the audi­
ence questioned the lecturer of the even­
ing on several points, and the discussion 
which ensued was very entertaining and 
instrnctive. Rev. Mr. Shearer and those 
present regretted extremely that there 
was not a larger audience.

Mr. Shearer leaves for the Mainland 
this morning, lecturing in New West­
minster this evening.

The Winnipeg Commercial contains 
the following interview with Mr. R. M.

R. M. Palmer, fruit commissioner and 
freight rate commissioner of British 
Columbia, was busy early this week su­
perintending the arrangements for the 
exhibit of- British Columbia fruit at 
the Western Horticultural exhibition.

I cannot say at present whether we 
shall ship to Winnipeg this year, it de­
pends entirely on the consumption of the 
'Northwest Territories. The present out­
look is that that trade will more than 
absorb all we have to supply, particular­
ly in the matter of apples.

We had a flue market in the Terri- 
itories last season and the increase of 
population since then has of course ex­
tended it.

The British • Columbia Brancu of the 
Navy League has issued the following 
circular, with the object of cultivating 
in the youth of the country an interest 
in the "first line of defence” of the 
Empire.

The President, 

Governor Orane and Secretary Cortel­
you were piled up in a heap. The awe­
stricken crowd wliich witnessed the ac­
cident rushed to the President’s carriage 
but with no expectation that he would 
be found alive. The President was 
on the right side of his chin and his 
face is swollen. He is also suffering 
from severe bruises. The President re­
tained his complete composure, although 
he was solieitious for the rest of those 
in the carriage. The excitement was in­
tense, aud rumors flew tmek 
that the President had been killed.

After remaining at the scene for an 
hour, the President determined to 
tinue his journey to iStoekbridge, where 
his train was lying on a siding. He ar­
rived at Lennox shortly after 11 o’clock, 
but sent a courier ahead requesting the 
people to refrain from cheering. After 
a brief stop here he was driven to the 
train. In the carriage next the Presi­
dent’s when the accident happened was 
Dr. G. A. Lung, of the navy, who ac­
companied the party for just such emer­
gencies as this. He was promptly on 
land to render assistance to them, but 
the President was disinclined to receive 
medical attention, saying ne was but 
slightly hurt.

The trolley which struck the Presi­
dent’s carriage came up at a terrific 
speed. The carriage was struck as it 
was crossing the tracks diagonally. 
Craig, while standing up in the effort 
to warn the teolley car back, was knock­
ed from the'box to the track, and the 
car passed over him, killing him in­
stantly. The carriage was knocked to 
one side and wrecked. The President 
was thrown out and the wreck of the 
carriage fell against him. He was pick­
ed up bleeding from a cut ou the right 
cheek, but he was able to get on his 
feet at once. Secretary Cortelyou was 
unconscious when picked - up. He was 
badly hurt on the back of the head and 
cut on the face, but soon recovered 
enough to ask for the President. Gov­
ernor Crane was badly bruised. Repre­
sentative Lawrence was the least hurt 
of any of the party in the President's 
carriage. The driver of 'the carriage was 
very badly hurt.

Hon. Mr. Harper, Member of Australian 
•Commonwealth, in the City.

The Hon. Mr. Harper, member of the 
federal parliament of Australia, was en­
tertained by the Hon. W. C. WelL 
the Union Club.

He Distinguished Himself in Imperial 
Politics.

London, 'Sept. 3.—Lord Connemara, 
who was twice under secretary of for­
eign affairs, is dead.

The Right Hon. Robert Bourke, G. C. 
S. I., was bom at Hazes, County 
Meath, in 1827. (He studied for the bar 
and was called at the Inner Temple in 
1852. When Mr. Disraeli came into 
power in 1874, Mr. Bourke was appoint­
ed under secretary of state for foreign 
affairs, and held that office till April, 
1880, when he was added to the Privy 
Council. In 1886 he resumed the of­
fice of under secretary under Lord Sal­
isbury, and was appointed- governor of 
Madras in 1886. He was created Lord 
Connemara in 1887.

movement. But it was all done easily 
and, to all appearance, -with freedom 
from self-consciousness. I thought his

it. Everybody would have liked to echo 
the shrill “Vivat Edwardus” which had 
greeted him as he came up the nave.
And when, upon the appeal of the Arch­
bishop demanding to know of all those 
who were come this day to do their 
homage whether they were willing to 
do the same, they signified their will­
ingness and joy, -and they surely signi­
fied much else. They say the answer 
had been rehearsed. I do not care 
whether it had been rehearsed or not.
No rehearsal could have put all that 
soul and fervor into the answering 
shout.

Mines. In 1896 the Ontario output of 

*ron under bounty conditions was 
4,000 tons on which a dollar a ton 
bounty was paid. In 1897 the output de- 
2I*fase<I> but in 1898 it advanced tc 
8,647 tons, in 1899 it was 12,752 tons, 
and last year it reached 55,214 toes 
though the bonus was reduced to SO,472 
per ton. The iron mining fund, if nor 
sooner exhausted, will expire on January 
1, 1906, the amount appropriated hav­
ing been $125,000. Of this $59,741 has 
been paid out.

The production of iron ore in 1901 was 
more than three times that for the pre­
vious year, 273,538 tons being raised 

as again 90,302 tons in 
1900. The value of the ore was return- 
ed as $174,428, as compared with $111,- 
oOo for the preceding 12 months. Eight 
mines in Eastern Ontario produced about 
®“twentieth of the whole, but) by far 
the larger proportion of the ore was 
the product of the Helen mine in ilio 
Michipicoten mining division, which 
worked steadily during the year. The 
shipments from the Helen were to the 
following points: Midland, Ont., 11.574 
tons; Hamilton, Out., 66,330 tons: Ash- 
tabuja, Ohio, 98,213 tons; Buffalo. X. 
Y., 6o,612 tons; Cleveland, Ohio, IT,”-1’1, 
tons; total, 258,755 tons.

It will thus be seen that 
while the expenditure in bounties was 
$2o,000 last year, the value of the ore 
product had reached $174,428 and the 
wages paid out amounted to $231.039.
