During the last 
twenty years whenever Liberal-Union­
ism has been mentioned Chamberlain 
comes to mind. It is natural that this 
should be so, for no man Is more re­
sponsible tor the strength and vitality 
that characterised Liberal-Unionism 
between 1886 and 1892 than he. He 
was the life of Its organization In par­
liament and In the country during 
those years. Today he Is still head 
and front of the Liberal-Unionism 
that survives In the House of Com­
mons, "but «6 18 without a lieutenant 
on the Libera-Unionist benches of 
anything approximating to national 
reputation. What is left of the party 
In the House of Commons today is 
held together absolutely by the Cham­
berlain element, and, were Chamber- 
lain to retire, the party stands for so 
little and Is accomplishing so little to 
which the word Liberal can be applied 
that it would scarcely be worth while 
for it to keep.up the appearance of a 
distinct parliamentary organization.

Infantile Mortality
The abnormal Infantile mortality in 

England has led to the summoning of 
a national conference, which met in 
London today under the presidency of 
John Bums, president of the local 
government board. “In the days when 
there were no canned meats and chil­
dren were fed naturally," said Mr. 
Bums, “there was no such sacrifice of 
child life." He believed he would be 
well within the mark In saying that 
100,000 lives are sacrificed yearly 
through neglect, carelessness and 
ignorance. Drinking among women, 
Mr. Burns further declared, is one of 
the most serious tragedies which con­
fronts Great Britain. “This Is daily 
increasing the mortality of infants 
under 6 years of age, and constitutes 
a national reproach, demanding lim­
itation,” he declared.

A great naval sham battle began in 
the Straits of Dover 'today between 
the “Blue" fleet (the enemy) and the 
"Red" (the defence fleet).

Ballston, N. Y„ June 16.—Relief 
trains which were sent to the assist­
ance of the Boston & Maine passen­
ger train wrecked near Schuylervllle 
today are stalled several miles from 
the scene of the wreck. There are 
several washouts on the line and rail­
road men estimate that fully 36 hours 
will be required to restore the tracks 
to a condition which will permit the 
relief trains to proceed to their des­
tination. The wrecked passenger train 
was due to reach Saratoga at 6:49 
a. m. today and was ditched In a 
washout. Martin Welch, the fireman, 
jumped when the engine left the rails, 
and was badly Injured. None of the 
passengers were Injured. The train 
had been running over tracks sub­
merged to a depth of six Inches of 
water which had gathered during last 
ulght’e heavy rain, and the engineer 
was unaware the track had been un­
dermined until his engine plunged 
from the rails. The relief trains 
started for the scene of the wreck 
soon after the accident and the crews 
are now assisting In repairing the 
damaged tracks.

ONDON, June 18.—Chicago meat 
again formed the subject of sev­
eral Questions in the House of 

Commons today.
Conservative, one of the former chancel­
lors of the exchequer, asked War Sec­
retary Haldane what quantity of Chi­
cago canned meat was supplied to the 
troops In South Africa during the late 
war and what proportion of enteric 
deaths ought more properly to have as­
cribed as due to ptomaine poisoning.

The secretary replied that rather 
more than half the canned meat had 
come from the United States. The war 
office knew nothing of any cases of en­
teric fever which would be classed as 
ptomaine poisoning.

Mr. Lea, Liberal, wanted to know if 
the war office would not issue an order 
requiring every ran of meat supplied to 
the army to be plainly stamped with the 
date of manufacture. The secretary 
said that such had long been the re­
quirement of the ordinary war office con­
tracts.

To another question the war secre­
tary said he was aware of only one case 
In the last 12 months where troops had 
retiised to eat rations of canned meat, 
a sample of which was now under ex­
amination.

FIRE AT ST. PAUL.

Six-Storey Building Gutted and Los* 
Estimated at $450,000.

St. Paul, Minn., June 18.—The six- 
story Ryan Annex, building, corner Sev­
enth and Robert streets, was completely 
gutted by a fire which was discovered 
shortly after 8 o’clock this morning, 
and which burned fiercely all day. The 
estimated loss to the buildings and the 
stocks of the occupants is between 
$450,000 and $500,000.

The fire originated in the basement 
of the store occupied by the Palace 
Clothing company, supposedly from a 
defective electric wire.

Several firemen were badly cut by fly­
ing pieces of glass, and thirty-seven 
were overcome by heat and smoke. Ten 
of these were taken to the hospital and 
the rest to their homes. All of them 
will recover, with the possible exception 
of Lient. William Edward*, who tonight 
is said to be in a critical condition.

The Ryan hotel is across the alley 
from the burned structure, bnt it was 
not damaged in any way, and there was 
no alarm among the gnests.

Foreign 
goods enter Manchuria through the 
port of Newehwang, where the regular 
Chinese customs duties are levied, while 
the Japanese import through Dalny and 
Antnng without duty.

Foreign Trade Injured 
Mukden and Antnng are nominally 

opened to foreign trade but foreigners 
are not permitted to go inland without 
Japanese passes, while- many Japanese 
merchants, joiners and promoters are al­
lowed to travel the country free.

Foreign merchants complain that ob­
stacles are placed in the way of shipping 
goods to the interior from Newehwang 
as the Japanese control of the railway 
gives them special advantages.

Antnng and Mukden at present are 
practically worthless bases for foreign 
trade because of the difficulty in dis­
tributing goods from those points. The 
foreign merchants are further handi­
capped by the circulation of war notes 
to an amount estimated at between fifty 
and seventy-five million yen which can 
be need only .in Japanese trade.

Chinese Want Control

The .Tews concealed 
themselves in cellars and attics, in order 
to escape the fury of the mob, ami 
many fled from the -city.

Washington, June

mary Of the letter President Roosevelt 
wrote Chairman Wadsworth of the 
house committee on agriculture, disap­
proving of that committee’s substitute 
for the Beveridge amendment to the 
agricultural bill regarding the inspection 
of meat products. “In the letter to Mr. 
Wadsworth the President stated that al­
most every change in the proposed house 
amendment was a change for the worse, 
as compared with thé senate amendment 
and no matter how unintentionally, it 
was in the Presidents judgment, so 
framed as to minimize the chance of 
rooting ont the evils in the packing bus­
iness that the President felt would 
doubtless suit those packers who ob­
jected to thorough-going inspection and 
that he also felt it would in the long 
run be a heavy blow to the honest 
stock raiser and the honest packers that 
the proposed amendment would gravely 
hamper the secretary of. agriculture in 
doing the work appointed him to do and 
would simply defer the day when we 
could restore the foreign and interstate 
trade in meat to a satisfactory position. 
The President has explained verbally 
that he is far less concerned with tlie 
quêstion as to whether the packers or 
the government should pay for the in­
spection than with certain other fea­
tures in the bill."

A burning schooner without anyone 

on board was sighted yesterday after­
noon, 35 miles southwest of Cape Flat­
tery by the steam schooner Ascunsion, 
which called at Port Crescent yester­
day evening to report the disaster. The 
flaming derelict was learned to be the 
well known coasting lumber schooner 
Argus of 418 tons, owned at San Fran­
cisco and bound to that port from Port 
Gamble with lumber. News of the fire 
on the vessel was given in a private 
despatch received in .Victoria yesterday 
from Port Crescent.

What had become of the crew was 
unknown. There was no vestige of 
them to be seen when the steam schoon­
er Ascunsion, inbound to the Sound 
from San Francisco passed the burning 
vessel yesterday afternoon.

The entire crew had seemingly left 
the schooner to seek to reach the shore, 
which is so rough and broken with scant 
opportunity for landings for a consider­
able distance north and south of the 
latitude in which the flaming vessel was 
seen.

The tug Richard Holyoke was seen 
heading toward the vessel on fire to in­
vestigate.

The Colonist correspondent at Port 
Townsend telegraphs as follows, regard­
ing the advices that have reached the 
Sound port; “Advic* were received 
from Cape Flattery this evening to the 
effect that the schooner Argua had been 
sighted by an incoming vessel afire and 
abandoned off the coast.

“The news caused little surprise here 
as it had been expected ever since gaso­
line auxiliary power was installed in 
the vessel that she would meet such a 
fate. Gasoline engines are considered 
most dangerous even under the greatest 
care and it was predicted that the first 
time the schooner was caught in a wal­
lowing gale off the coast she would take 
fire, if indeed she did hot go to the bot­
tom as a result of an explosion. The 
vessel which was owned by C. A. 
Hooper & Co., of San Francisco, sailed 
from Port Gamble yesterday morning, 
lumber laden for San Francisco. It was 
particularly fortunate that the tug Rich­
ard.Holyoke was at the Cape and sent 
to the rescue as she was provided 
with lai*j fire pumps, which will prove 
of valuable assistance combatting the 
flames on the ill-fated sehooner.!'

According to the development plan of 

the .Victoria Fruit Growers’ association, 
the shipment of strawberries to the 
mainland has already commenced for 
this season. The daily shipment so far 
eeems to be about one ton per day, but 
owing to the very unfavorable weather 
the berries qre only coming on very 
showly, and the real season is only just 
commencing. So far only 235 crates 
have been shipped, and it will not be 
very long before the daily shipment is 
3 or 4 times this qutntity.

When interviewed by a Colonist re­
porter, the secretary stated that the 
demand on the Mainland for Island 
grown berries was many times greater 
than the supply, and the association 
have nothing to fear whatever in find­
ing a market for their product even if 
the crop of berries was 100 times the 
size of the crop today. It is an undesir­
able fact that Vancouver Island is the 
one place in Canada where strawber­
ries of the highest class will grow to 
perfection, and in quality both in size 
and taste the growers here have noth­
ing to fear from aûy competition from 
the 'Mainland. He farther stated that 
from experiments' conducted by the Vic­
toria association it has been found that 
berries can be shipped as far east as 
Winnipeg and placed on the market 
there in as fresh a condition almost as 
when picked.

Over 40 acres of plants have been 
planted* this Spring, and next Spring it 
is expected that the acreage will be" 
more than doubled. It only requires 12 
months for the pjants to bear fruit af­
ter being planted "and next Summer this 
additional 40 acres will be ready, and 
it is the policy of the Fruit Growers’ 
association, to enlarge this exporting 
scheme every year.

The market here, however, will not 
be supplied with the same class of fruit 
as formerly, for it will be to the inter­
ests of the Fruit Growers to export 
their finest berries they, pick, not only 
for the advertisement but also for their 
desirable keeping qualities. The mar­
ket here will also be affected in another 
way. there will he no “slumps 
ries” for the market will be dlea 
every day. That is, of course, if the 
growers can obtain the extra help which 
s necessary, and keep their gardens 

picked up, but if help is scarce, and so 
far it hiss been, the crops get neglected,

NORTHERN CANNERIES READY.

New Ventures Started for the Present 
Season’s Buaine.as.

G. F. Johnstone, who has just re­
turned from Rivers Inlet, where he has 
been superintending the patting in of 
cannery plants, says that three new 
canneries have been completed and 
equipped on Rivers Inlet this season. 
One of these is for C. H. Todd & Co., 
Schooner Pass, one for Bain & Wilson, 
at Strathcona, and one for Dawson & 
Buttimer, at Kildella. The Schooner 
Pass cannery has prepared for a pack 
of 20,000 cases; Strathcona, 14,000; KiK 
della, 14,000; Wadhams, 15,000; Bell- 
Irving’s, Good Hope, 14,000. The Find­
lay, Durham & Birodie, and the Bruns­
wick cannery are also preparing for big 
packs. The plants at the new canneries 
have been tested and found perfectly 
satisfactory. The weather conditions 
are such that a large run of fish is ex­
pected. The erection of a hospital has' 
been started no the grounds of the old 
cannery formerly owned by Rev. A. E. 
Green, but sold by him to the B. C. 
Packers’ Association and by them shut 
down.

Mackey of Steveston is in charge of the 
construction work and he is pushing 
things so as to have it ready for occu­
pation by July 1st.

Plant and Yards of Yale Columbia 
Lumber Company Burnt 

Yesterday.

Nakusp, June 14.—A most disastrous 
fire raged here last night, starting at 5 
o’clock from a spark from the sawmill 
of the Yale-Columbia Lumber Com­
pany, totally destroying their plant 
and the entire stock of lumber In the 
yards. For several hours the entire 
water front was In danger of being 
gutted, many families moving all their 
household goods to places of safety, 
expecting the flames to extend -to their 
dwellings. The C. P. K, shipyard, 
which adjoins the mill, was also almost 
In the grasp of the dread flames. For­
tunately at, about 7 o’clock the wind 
changed Its course and wttk. the help 
of the pumps of the C. P. steamer 
Min to, which was got under steam as 
quickly as possible, the fire was con­
fined-within a small area. The tug 
Columbia later arrived and Is throw­
ing a stream of water on the fiercely 
raging piles. The steamer Rossland 
has also been hurriedly sent for to 
protect the company’s property. The 
C. P. R. has lost three boxcars and 
one flatcar, but saved several others. 
The entire population Is working hard 
to confine the flames to the mill, 
has made many fruitless effort 
save some of the lumber piles, 
mill had a capacity of about 60,000 feet 
per day and the loss Is about $25,000. 
The yards contained nearly 2,000,000 
feet. The whole Is covered by Insur­
ance, but the amount Is unknown.

Unless the wind changes its 
during the night all outside property 
la saved. The company’s offices, 
stores and cookhouse are intact. Be­
tween 50 and 60 men were employed at

Another—the Canadian Northern — is 
almost sure to seek an entrance to 
Vancouver Island, and may make Vic­
toria its main terminus. It may be

The public has only jùst awakened 

to the fact that the removal of the 
present tax of 1000 per cent, on de- 
naturized alcohol will make it avall- 
able as a cheaper and in many ways 
better fuel than gasoline. Denatiir- 
ized alcohol may be briefly described 
as pure grain alcohol mixed with from 
10 to 60 per cent, of such liquids as 
wood alcohol, gasoline, etc., in order 
to make it non-drinkable. At prices 
ranging from 15 cents to 30 cents per 
gallon, it can be made as a by­
product at any place where potatoes, 
sugar beets, corn or grain can be 
grown. For hoisting, pumping, power 
machinery, etc., at isolated mines, 
where other fuels are dear, this alco­
hol will make possible a considerable 
reduction in expense. Contrary to the 
potralar belief, however, the calorific 
power of alcohol is considerably less 
than that of gasoline, a gallon of pure 
ethÿl alcohol having but 7000 heat 
uûits, compared with 12,000 to 18,000 
heat units in gasoline, so that for 
strictly heating purposes Alcohol is 
inferior to gasoline. By mixing the 
pure alcohol with from 10 to 50 per 
cent wood alcdhol, gasoline or tur­
pentine, the mixture is rendered non­
drinkable and the calorific power 
greatly increased over the plain alco­
hol. In Fianpe and Germany, where 
there has been no tax to impede the 
development of alcohol engines and 
locomotives, experiments have shown 
that a 60 per cent, mixture, having 
some 11,000 heat units, gives the best 
results. For a. given power, the con­
sumption of this 60 per cent, denatur- 
lzed alcohol Is about equal to that of 
pure gqsoline, thus^ showing that 11,000 
heat units to a ; gallon of denaturized 
alcohol furnish the same amount of 
power as 18,000, heat units in a gallon 
of gasoline proving a greater effi­
ciency of the alcohol when used in 
internal combustion engines. This 
efficiency Professor Musel of Berlin 
gives as nearly one third greater than 
that of gasoline, which is probably 
due to the expansive force of * the

DIMINISHING MUNICIPAL CREDIT 
IN GREAT BRITAIN. TheSprott-Shm

Ï Attention has been called from time 
to time to the notable increase in the 
municipal indebtedness of Great Bri- 
ain, end the alarm has been more than 
once sounded that it means financial dis­
credit in the end. There is a tendency to 
experiment in municipal ownership, 
which is largely responsible for this 
state of affairs, and also to enter too 
largely upon improvements out of pro­
portion to the tax-bearing capacity of 
the ratepayers. Glasgow has been in­
stanced as a municipality doing wonder­
ful things with its tramway system; 
which would eventually do away with 
taxes altogether. As a matter of fact, in 
taking over public utilities provision has 
not been made for détérioratiop and re­
pairs, and reconstruction, or for a re­
serve fund to meet maturing liabilities 
and new expenditures—in other words, 
living financially in a fool’s paradise. 
Now with some exnerience to guide 
municipal authorities, the more conser­
vative elements see the danger in store 
for a policy such has been carried out 
in too many towns and cities. Even in 
London, the metropolis, the people are 
beginning to realize that there can be a 
limit to enterprise for which Tfiey or 
their posterity must pay dearly.

From the evidence of Mr. Ha ward, 
Comptroller to the Council, before the 
parliamentary committee on the Lon­
don county council tramways bill, it ap­
pears, says Engineering that the total 
capital outlay on tramways, including 
the proposals now before nartiament.

It is well for a country to maintain 
Its reputation for dealing summarily 
and effectively with crime, 
thorities in British Columbia may have 
erred in some cases in the past with 
respect to those guilty of criminal 
offences, but as a rule tlie adminis­
tration of justice has been commend­
able. Crime of any kind is accom­
panied by imminent risk of punish­
ment, land the fact Is recognized In 
the neighboring states of the Ameri­
can Republic, where good citizens are 
often disgusted with the Relays which 
there clog the wheels of justice, and 
the too fréquent escape of guilty 
parties from a jufct and fitting punish­
ment of their misdeeds. How our 
system is appreciated is illustrated In 
the following extract from the Seattle 
Post-Intelligencer: -

“Within one month from the date 
of his capture, Bill Miner, bandit, 
sentenced by a provincial judge, was 
In the provincial penitentiary at New 
Westminster, B. C„ serving a life 
sentence. It once took the King 
County court machinery nine years to 
send a murderer to execution, and the 
Massachusetts authorities have been 
more than two years getting the 
murderer of Mabel Page to the elec­
tric chair. While the Miner case may 
not be the rule in Canadian courts, 
the delays characteristic of those of 
America are rarely met in practice 
there. The fundamental difference is 
that British judges do not play poli­
tics. The contrast is an eloquent 
argument for a .non-political Ameri­
can judiciary.”

New York, June 16.—Rather than 
take a voyage to China as seaman is 
a Standard Oil vessel two brothers, 
John and Louis Lonsberg, of Brooklyn, 
jumped to the lower bay nearly two 
miles off shore from the bark Arrow 
today and attempted to swim to Staten 
island.

They were taken 
aboard the Arrow by a subterfuge, 
cording to the boy’s story, and were 
then informed that their father had 
signed them for the Jong voyage. The 
young men protested but the captain re­
fused to release them and they decided 
to desert the ship and swim to Staten 
island.

They made a miscalculation as to toe 
tide, however, and when they jumped 
overboard the water was racing out 
through the Narrows at terrific speed. 
The boys sion found that they could 
make eo headway toward shore and 
called for help when they • were about 
a half mile from toe Arrow, Mem­
bers of the Ocean Yacrt club and the 
crew of a tug boat heard the cries for 
assistance and hurried to their aid. They 
rescued Louis just as he was about to 
give up the struggle. The other fugi­
tive was not found as his body was 
probably swept out to sea. Louis re­

Protects the Dough From Dust and 
Undesirable Moisture.

In the operation of raising bread as or­
dinarily carried out It is quite desirable 
that the bread be maintained at a uni­
form temperature. This Is difficult of ac­
complishment with the means ordinarly 
at hand. A bread-raleer that fills this 
want la among the recent Inventions pat­
ented. It hue many advantages, the moat 
important of which is that it protects the 
dough from dust and undesirable moisture 
while It is being raised. In the illustra­
tion the bread-raleer is shown in cross 
section, the extreme width showing an 
outer can, or other receptacle, which is 
need to hold hot water, lid fitting tightly 
on the edge. In the centre of the outer 
pan Is an inner receptacle, which is aimi- 
lar In general shape. Upon the bottom of 
the Inner receptacle is a screen support. 
In nse the dough is placed in the Inner 
receptacle, and the intervening epace be­
tween the two cans filled with hot water 
to a height equal to that of the dough- 
Thft cover prevents Impurities and mois­
ture from coming in contact with the 
dough. At intervals, If necessary to main­
tain the dough at a certain temperature, 
hot water can be added. Otherwise the 
temperature of the bread can be main­
tained at any desired point by keeping the 
jpans in a warm room free from drafts.

He has been taken to Font Townsend 
for confinement in the immigrant deten­
tion shed, pending confirmation of the 
decision of a special board of immigra­
tion officials which decided to deport 
him from Seattle. The pardoned con­
vict gave notice of appeal from tiie de­
cision to the secretary of commerce and 
labor at Washington. The Beattie Times 
says : • • ;

"If Brotiller is compelled to return to 
Vancouver he will have to complete .a 
seven-year sentence in the penitentiary.
He had served two years when he was 
pardoned on condition that he would re­
turn to France.

Frightful Massacre
Berlin, June 17.—Tne Alliance Israel­

ite has received a telegram from Bial- 
-ystok. saying that massacres continue in 
a frightful manner there and also in 
Grodno, and that "panic end terror have 
seized G raj wo.

The Lokal Anzeiger prints a special 
despatch from Warsaw, saying that 
Minister of the Interior Stolykin has 
telegraphed the governor of Grodno to 
restore order at Bialystok ot any cost.

The despatch adds that although the 
sixteenth division is at Bialystok it has 
been impossible to restore order. Many 
anarchists have barricaded themselves 
in certain houses from which they fire 
on the military. Infantry answer with 
salvos upon the posse from which the 
firing comes.

Regular scenes of seige are being en­
acted with in the town. The correspon­
dent says many Jewish families are 
leaving under military escort to take 
refuge across the nearby Prussian fron­
tier. Fifty armed persons in a house in 
Suwbrow street refused to surrender, 
and the military stormed the place and 
killed many of the inmates. The des­
patch concluded by saying that patrols 
of Cossacks and dragoons traversed the 
streets continuously aud prevented the 
movement of traffic.

Sad Circumstances Surrounding Dsath 
of Dr. Richardson of the Miowera.

Additional particulars are at hand re- 
specting the suicide at Vancouver on Fri- 
day afternoon of Dr. R. H. Richards, sur­
geon of the steamship Miowera. Dr. Rich­
ards was last seen about 11 o’clock Thurs­
day morning. At that -hour he sent for a 
boy to bring some little thing to 'his cab­
in, and then would have appeared to have 
locked the door. The crew posaib y 
thought that he had locked up and gone 
ashore, and thought no more of it till yes­
terday afternoon, when he was wanted 
for some purpose, and Captain Hemming 
went to his cabin. He looked through the 
window and saw what appeared to he a 
cuff lylug on the table.

Something in the appearance of the 
place suggested

Something Wrong
and he sent for the police. Detectives 
Jackson and Waddell were sent down, 
and after forcing open the door found 
Richards lying dead In a sitting posture, 
in the 'corner of the room, with an Iver- 
Jackson revolver grasped tightly la his 
light hand. From the blood stains on the 
floor it was qnite evident that he had shot 
himself while standing in front of the 
looking glass. The ball had entered his 
month and gone through to the back of 
bis head.

Captain Hemming and hie officers were 
shocked by the discovery, as Dr. Richards 
was the last man they would have expect­
ed to do such a deed. He was rather of 
a jovial disposition, if anything, and had, 
not seemed to be at all despondent of 
late, and they can assign no possible çapse 
for the àct. Dr. Richards was a man or 
apparently 26 or 27 years of age, and of

Splendid Appearance and Physique 
With a good education, good ability, youth 
and health, and the faculty of making 
friends, it seemed strange Indeed that be 
should have chosen to leave a world where 
conditions were apparently so pleasant for 
him, in such a way.

Dr. Richards came from Winnipeg and 
had been two trips to Australia on the 
Mio-wera. It was said that he had begun 
to establish a good busiiess In Winnipeg, 
but- for the sake of change and experi­
ence thought he would try a few trips 
abroad. Her was a graduate of Manitoba 
university.

It is thought from the condition of the 
body that the deed must have been done 
some time on Thursday, though strangely 
enough no one seems to have had any 
very distinct recollection of hearing the 
soufid of the pistol shot.

3 CIRCUIT-BREAKER.
Automatic Arrangement fer Shutting 

off Lights in Windows, Etc.
An Invention of more titan ordinary In­

terest Is an automatic circuit breaker, 
which shuts off window lights, display 
light», etc., at any time desired, and then 
does away with the necessity of having a 
man go and shut them off by hand. The 
mechanical parts are attached to a switch­
board, the connecting electric wires past­
ing through two holes In about the centre 
of the board, one of tbe wires supplying 
the electricity from an outside source «nil 
the other furnishing It to the lights. The 
ends of the wires are attached to two 
spring plates, about a foot apart, a pivoted 
conductive bar joining tbe two plates. To 
normally hold this connecting bar In pos'- 
tltin to close the circuit is a pivoted catch, 
this ogteh being suspended on wire rods 
connecting with the mechanism of an 
alarm clock.
