PREVENTION OF CATTLE DISEASE

Recommendations to Be Transmitted to
Congress.

WasnINGTON, Jan. 9.—The cattle com-

mission, in its report to the house to-day

recommends that the national government

shall prevent the shipment northward of

the area infected with Texan fever all cat-

tle whatsoever, excepting from Nov. 1 to
March 1, also that the secretary of the
treasury be empowered to order the slaugh-
ter and safe disposal of imported herds
that may be found to be infected on arrival
in the United States, and that an a ro-
priation of a million and a half be e to
defray the expense of preventing further
a spread of the lung plague among cattle
in this country.

It is hardly neces-
sary to add that the remedy can be
made - thoroughly effective only by

paying decently liberal salaries,

The teachers have in their own hands to
some extent the means of remedying the
evils of which they justly complain. They

have excellent facilities for co-operation,
and there is no reason why co-operation

should not be as effective in bettering their

condition as it has been in bettering that
of mechanics. Questions of salary,
residence, and length of engagement are
proper subjects for discussion in teacher’s
conventions, and though the members of
the profession cannot by their deliberations
and resolutions compel the taxpayers to
be more liberal, they can improve their own
esprit de corps and arrive at the best means
of - improving and enlightening public
opinion.

They can do more even than this, The
collective expressions of the opinions of
teachers have always, and properly, had a
great deal of influence with the education
department, and the right to legislate in
several matters which have an intimate re-
lation to the teacher’s status is vested in
that body. We need not refer here to
more than one of these matters—the quali-
fication prescribed for entrance into the
profession.

A ‘great improvement has been made in
this connection during the past few years.
It is now impossible fora person to become
a teacher without having had some profes-
sional training. But the time hag come
for making another advance, Attendance
for a single brief session at a county model
school is not enough. That period
of preparation and probation should
be greatly lengthened in the in-
terest no less of the schools than
of the teachers. It is still to a great ex-
tent the case that the teacher gains his
professional skill and experience at the ex-

pense of the children on whom he oper-
ates, when he should be compelled to gain
them more largely at his own. By judic-
iously increasing the difficulty of entering
into the profession its standard may be in-
definitely raised, and there is little reason
to doubt that by unanimous and Persistent
efforts the teachers of this province can

A Race Question in India.

Roosters in a Parlor, .

At Kennington oval grounds, London,
recently, London defeated Glasgow at foot-
ball by three goals to two. In a previous
match, Jan. 20, 1883, &lasgow defeated

Prendergast said he stood
prepared to fight any man in the world
with bare knuckles for $2500 a side or to
bokx four rounds with anybody, Sullivan
not excepted, for 81000 a side.

On Thursday, December 20, E. P. Wes®
ton reached Northampton in England,com-
pleting 1350 miles of his 5000 mile task.
So far he had regularly accomplished his
30 miles per day, besides generally getting
in a lecture or address. is sore heel was
still troubling him. The interest taken in
his task seems extraordinary. On arriv-
ing at Northampton he was met by a huge
crowd and a brass band, and triumehant y
escorted to the town hall. Weston’s mode
of progression is self-sacrificing enough.

Gulston the Oarsman,
Loxpox, Jan. 7, 1884.—Mr. Frank Gul-
ston, the famous amateur oarsman, who
was supposed to have been drowned some

time since, has reappeared in a new role.
Mr. Gulston was the stroke oar for the
London crew in the Philadelphia centennial
regatta, After his return to England he
became involved in many speculations, and
in a comparatively short time lost a con
siderable fortune, He left London and
shortly afterward a report was circulated
and generally believed that while out row-
ing his boat had capsized and he had lost
his life. It now appears that Mr. Gulston’s
alleged sudden demise was a ruse, and
that, instead of being drowned, he went to
Grimsby, a fishing port near Hull, and en-
gaged himself on a smack as a deck hand.
He toiled in this humble capacity until re-
cee4ly, when he was discovered by some
of his numerous friends in London, who
immediately set to work to modify his
straitened circumstances. Fifteen hundred
