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DISSOLUTION OF PARLIAMENT EX-
PECTED IN THE FALL,

Draft of the Regil Bill-R y's
Plans for Increasing she Hostility To-
wards the Upper House—Gladstone
still the Actuai Leader—Minlisters and
Ex-Ministers Connected With a Fraud
Company,

LoxpoN, March 24,—The draft of the
Registration bill, which is about to be in-
troduced(in the House of Commons, con-
firms the impression which has lately ob-
tained that it is the intention of the Gov-
eroment to bring about a dissolution of
Varliament next autumn, The bill is &
much briefer measure than was expected.
It provides simply for a half-yearly regis-
tration, with a three months' residence
qualification and that all elections shall
take place on the same day, instead of
spreading over several weeks, as has hither-
to beeu the custom.

One Man One Vote a Separate Deasure,

These two provisions are all that are con-
tained in the bill. Theone man one vote
principle, upon which the Opposition relied
as & pretext for demanding the redistribu-
tion of the electoral areas, will form a separ-
ate measure, in the introduction of which
the Government will not be in any great
hurry. The decision to introduce this
measure asa distinct bill has taken the Op-
position by surprize. The Liberals, in
effest, ?mnb the destruction of the system
of plural voting, which will be accomplished

the establishment of a system
of simultaneous elections. The Unionists,
of course, will not take kindly to this ad-
vice, which completely takes the wind out
of their sails, but thé opposition to registra-
tion cannot help themselves.
No Pretext For Its Rejection By

Lords,

A bill drafted in the simple form indi-
cated will meet with no obstacles to its
speedy passage by the House of Commons,
and it is difficult to see how it can be re-
jected by the - House ot Lords
As a matter of fact, the Lords,
inconsistent as they usually are, can find
no pretext for the rejection of a  measure
that affects the official status of nobody
but the members of the Lower House who
have themselves, voted to abide by the re-
sults ofits operation. No other leading
measure will be intoduced until the Regis-
tration bill is out of the way.

Desire to Embarrass the Lords,

The program of the Government is de-
gigned to put the House of Lords still fur-
ther on record #s opposing needful legis-

lation and it is difficult to see how it can | P!

fail of its J)urpooe. Before the Ministry
resigns and appeals to the country the
electors will be given several new illustra-
tions of the hostility of the Lords to popular
legislation.

Four Mensures the Lords Will Rejecs,

The Evicted Tenants’ bill will contain
clauses which will ensure its rejection by
the Lords, and the one-man one-vote pro-
posal, which as a separate measure will be
introduced after the passage of the Regis-
tration bill, will alse E: of a character cal-
culated to securé for it the condemnation
of the House of Lords.

Then the Welsh Church Disestablishment
bill and the proposal to delegate Scottish
measures to a Scottish grand committee
will follow, and these two are relied upon
to awaken the enmity of the Upger House.
The almost certain rejection of these meas-
ures will have the effect to confirm the de-
termination of the people to shatter the
legislative power of the House of Lords,

“An Ifportant Debsate the Upper
House,

A decisive exposition of the attitude ot
the House of Commons towards the House
of Lords has been arranged, and this will
be put forth yery much in the form of a
challenge through the resolution which is
soon to be int.ros“aed by Mr. James Henry
Dalziel, a Scotch Liberal representing the
Kitkcaldy district.  Mr. Dalziel, who is &
pronounced Home Ruler and holds
advanced views on all political and
social questions, will unquestionably
secure for his resolution a strong
Scotch support. The resolution will be
iramed under the approval of the Govern-
ment, so that, Lhougg Mr. Dalziel may be
its father, it will have the sponsorship of
the ministry. The exdct terms of the
motion have not yet been decided upon,
but it will define with precision the inten:’
tions of the Government towards the House
of Lords and preuty clearly outline the
future status of that body as the opponents
of the hereditary house think it should be.
The measure will be seriously discussed
by the Cabinet before it is placed on
notice papers of the House preliminary to
its formal introduction, It is expected that
the debate on the resolution will be finish-
ed so that a division can be taken on April
17. In anticipation of the struggle over
the resolution all the Parliamentary whips
are mustering their forces. A full attend-
ance is agsured, and the eveni will un-
doubtedly be the most momentous of the
sension.

Gladstone Still the Real Liberal Leader,

Mr. Gladstone’s constituents don’t ac-
cept the ex-Premier’s letter to Mr. Cowan,
the chairman of the Midlothian Liberals, as
a farewell address, but merely as a defini-
tion of the political situstion as-affected by
bis retirement from active leadership.
Everybody is now satisfied that there is to
be not only no departure from the Glad-
stonian program, but that Mr. Gladstone
js still the leader of the Liberal

arty thou;h Lord Rosebery is nominally at
its head, The operation which will neces-
sarily be performed upon Mr. Gladstone’s
eyes will likely be delayed for three months,
and until that time the ex-Premier will
rest, though it is possible that he may make
his appearance in the House in the mean-
time should an important occasion require
it. The understanding is that if the opera-
vion is successful, and Mr. Gladstone is
essured that it will be, he will immediately
return to public life and lead the
election campaign as a candidate for re-
election from Midlothian, and after months
of perfect rest what is more likely barring
the trouble with his eyes and slightly de-
fective hearing, he is physically well and
strong. His return to active political
work would ensure him an ovation every
time he made his appearance on the stump
in the populous centres, and that, together
with his eloguence, would make such an
effective appesl to popular sentiment as
would carry the Liberals back to power with
a greatly increased majority. ‘This is one of
the possibilities that the Unionists dread
and ohe of the probabilities that the Liberals
are looking forward to with feelings of con-
fidence.
Will Be n Sharp Debate On the Budget,

The latess calculation of financial experts

Po'iticians  Mixed Up in an Alleged
Frandalent company.

The failure of the New Zealand Loan
Company has very seriously affected a pro-
minent and very useful member of the
Cabinet, the Right Hon. A. J. Mundells,
President of the Board of Trade, together
with two ex-Cabinet Ministers, Sir John
Eldon-Gorst and Sir JamesjFergusson, re-
spectively Solicitor-General and Postmaster-
General in the Cabivet of Lord Salisbury,
and Sir George Russell, ~member of
Parlisment tor Berkshire.  These gentle-
men were directors in the -company and
were largely instrumental in its gromotion.
The receiver of the company’s affairs, aiter
a thorough exaniination ot its condition
and the causes which led to its insolvency;
has made a report in which he arraigns the
entire Board of Directors as having given
their asseng t6 misleading statements of the
company’s assets, liabilities, prospeécts, etc.,
in their official reports, and has even hinted
at fraud in their issue of debenture bonds.
The receiver concluded the report with a
demand for the public examination of the
directors, and the court has decided that
the examination shall be Eroooedod with.
Mr. Mundella, after the publication of the
purport of the receivers’ report and thede-
cision of the court thereon, tendered his
resignation to Lord Rosebery, but the
Premier deferred his acceptance until he
could ascertain whether or not the de-
velopments of the examination in court
justified Mr. Mundella’s retirement. The
political career of every one of the gentle-
men named is involved in the outcome of
the court proceedings, and their political
future will inevitably be blasted if they
cannot clearly prove themselvesinnocent of
the charges of the receiver of the New Zea-
land Company.

Exchange Brokers Who Acted for Ex-
Cashier May,

According to Btock KExchange gossip
several brokers of the highest standing
socially and financially have been discover-
ad to have had dealiugs with Frank May,
the deposed chief hier of the Bank
of England, and have been asked by
the Government Committee of the Ex-
change to explain_their violation of the
rule which prohibits any member of the ex-
change from transacting businéss with offi-
cials or clerks belonging to a public estab-
lishment without the knowlege of the lat-
ter’s superiors  or employers. It is said,
however, that as some of the members of
the Exchange committee are known to have
acted as brokers for May in some of his
transactions the enquijry into the matter is
not likely to be very exhaustive or very
disastrous to the culprits.

MAY BE RECONVENED AT THE CALL
OF MEXI100,

The Proposed Conference of the Bimetal
. 1lc Nations to Meet Next Autumn in
the City of Mexico — Whether the
United States Will' Participate 18 Not
Yes Known, ;

WasHiveToN, March 25, — There are
strong probabilities of a new international
monetary conference being ocalled to-
gether this time on the invitation of the
Repubiic of Mexico. The last conference
which met in Belgium and was called by
the United States adjourned subject to the
action of the Government that called it to-
gether. Positive assurances having been
obtained from our state department that
after the demonetization of jsilver by the
British Government in 1ndia this Govern-
ment would not take the initative in recon-
vening the conference, other countries have
taken hold of the matter.

1t is unofficially but authentically learned
that Mexico and the other Spanish-American
nations producing and using silver as money
have virtually decided to take the matter in-
to their own hands.

To Meet Next Autuma,

The Mexican Government, it is under-
stood, has been sonnding the Americanand
Asiatic nations which use and produce
silver for the purpose of ascer.
tainin, their views on the subjecs,
intending eventually to call for & monetary
conference of bi-metallic nations to meet at
the City of Mexico to discuss the subject and
take such action as theymay think desirable,
Thereis a belief in well-informed circles that
the proposed meeting will take place next
autumn and that the United States will
participate, although this cannot be officially
verified:

NO CHICKERING BILL,

As There Is No Discrimination There

WasHixaton, D.C., March 25, —There is
evidently some mistake regarding the re-
ported hearing before the House Committee
on Foreign Affairs on the so-called Chicker-
ing Renﬁ-tion bill.

New OrLEANS, March 25,—[Late advices
from Bluetields says: The English warship
Cleopatra has peen relieved by Canada and
the marines from the Cleopatra have re-
sigoed their positions as ecity police
to - the marines of newly arrived
English cruiser. Lacayo is still in com-
mand of the reservation and the establish-
ment of a government is at an absolute
standstill. Americans ganemllg' believe
that 8 most important trade has been made
between Lacayo and Capt. Howe, com-
mander of the Cleopatra. When the
Clecpatra  arrived  Captain  Howe
clasimed he was looking after the
interests of the natives of the reservation,
which under the Manague treaty of 1860
was hisduty, The rumor is that Capt.

koown, but the Cleopatra has been removed
from Bluefields, and the British Consul
states ihat she has sailed to Corn Island,
On the arrival of the Canada the marines
were sent ashore, but on last Tuesday,
the da the John Wilson set
sail for §ew Orlaans, these troops were
being removed. All these facts have in-
creased the Americans’ belief that the
rumor is true and that they prevail upon
the American consul at Bluefields to ecome
to the United States and lay the entire mat-
ter before the people at Washington, and
Consul Seas arrived here to-day with that
mission in view.

The United States Has Informed Britaln
That Some Agreement * Must ” be
Reached Without Delay-—Americs is
Not to be Ouiwitted by England’s
Policy of Inaction,

WasnivaTox, March 24.—~There are sub-
stantial grounds for the statement that a
new modus vivendi covering the sealing
season in Behring Sea will be agreed upon
by the United States and Great Britain
within the next 10 days.

Court of Arbitration has given rise to no
little discussion in diplomatic circles, and
the impression has grown up that the United
States have been outwitted by the British
(Government and that no action
will he taken by that country
this year looking to the protection of
seals,
Uncle 8am Says Thers ‘‘Must,”

The statement was made Saturday with
great positiveness that the impression is
not well founded that the United States
has been outwitted by Great Britain, nor
do they propose tbat they shall be. From
a high” diplomatic source it is learned the
State Depsrtment, with a full appreciation
ot the fact that no action will be taken by
the British Parlisment looking to the en-
actment of the necessary legislation,
has notified that country a modus vivendi
similar to that of previous years must be
agreed upon, and that without delay, This
request, from what can be learned, will
probably be granted.

A Vigorous Foreign Polioy.

It is stated in this connection that the
administration is determined upon a vigor-
ous foreign policy, not only with reference
to the protection of the sepls but in all
other matters, The sending of Admiral
Walker with a strong fleet of vessels to
Behring Sea is said to be the first step in
this direction, and it is intended as & quiet
intimation to Great Britain if she does not
join the United States in earrying out the
award of the court of arbitration this coun-
try will take ths initiative and perform that
daty alone, no matter what the consequences
be, either to the Canadian poachers or to
the maintenance of our friendly relations
with Great Britain.

- Another week remains before the
tariff bill can be. taken up in the regular
order. of business, but the silver men are
threatening that this week may be spread
into months of discussion if the seignior-
age bill should be vetoed.

Dentists for the NSchoonls,

According to The Lancet an examination
was recently made of the condition of the
teeth of 661 boys at the Industrial School,
Feltham, England. Three-fourths of the
boys were found to ‘have defective teeth.
The doctor who conducted the examina-
tion strongly urged the advisability of the
appointment of a dental surgeon to the
schools and that cleanliness of the teeth by
means of a tooth brush and powder should
be rigidly enforced. The state, which un-
dertakes to do so. much for the rising
generation, fails in its daty in not insti-
tuting some such inspection as that suggest-
ed. 'This city would be a gainer if a few
practical dentists were attached to the
Public schools.

That of Mr. A. F. Wood,
M.L.A.,, who has drawn large amounts
yearly in the way of fees from the Do-
minion Government, and of E. F. Clsrke,
senior member for Toronto, who has also
been feed to tfie extent of $14 a day by the
Dominion Government, Not only did Mr.

THE ESTIMATES

Lala Befors the Ex ive on
Morning—-Figuring on the Rate—
Ald. Shaw Eualogized.

Ald. Shaw wore the iook of a man whoe
was conscious of having done his duty as
he listened to the complimentary remarks
of the members of the Executive Committee
Baturday morning. For the first time in s
dozen years the drafv estimates of the city
are ready for the consideration of the alder-
men before April 1. The members of the
committee recognized that this was greatly
due to the energy and ability of Ald. Shaw,
the city’s finance minister, and they eulo-
gized him for it. Treasurer Coady also
came in for his share of praise, for the esti-
mates were never presented in a better or
more concise form,

- The sum which must be provided this
year by revenue and taxation is $3,243,050,
n.ccording to the estimates as they now
stand. This fixes the ratsa of taxation at
16§ mills, five-eighths of a mill lower than
last year. This is exclusive of the $76,000
asked for by the Pablic School Board for
building purposes. Should this amount be
included it will increase the rate by about
another half-mill. But if the request of the
School Board is granved it is not likely the
money will come out of the taxes,—de-
bentures will be issued. There is also »
strong feeling amongst some of the alder-
men that the rate when finally struck
shounld be less than 16 mills, and with this
object in view a big effort will be made to
lop off any items that can be done without
this year.

The Future Looks Brighter,

Mr. Coady, in his introduction of the esti-
mates, says the depression ot trade has been
felt in Toronto, but not to the same extent
as clsewhere. A better feeling now prevails
in financial circles, confidente is returning,
and there is an increasing activity in trade,
The outlook for the near future is much
brighter than it was a yearago.

The amalgamation of the revenue collect-
ing~ branches of the wateworks with the
Treasury Deparment has proven a success.

The revenue-producing property of the
city now yields about 4 per cent. upon the
total value of the properties.

The taxes for 1893 amounted to $3,300,-
000, of which at the close of the year only 16
per cent. remained wuncollected. City
rentals amounted to $75,000. Only 6 per
cent, remained unpaid, and less than 3 per
cent, of water rates is in arrears for the
current term. A number of citizens prefer
to pay their taxes at the City Hall instead
of tothie ward collectors. Over 60 per cent.
of last year’s taxes were paid as the City
Hall. i

The Oity Debt,

+ Mr. Coady repeats his advice of last year
relative to the issie of bonds. He says:
“On more than oneloccasion I have recom-
mended that, except for permanent works
likely to produce a revenue to she city and
for works of an extraordinary character,
the issue of bonds should be dischntinued.
That recommendation I must r repeat,
Nothing is more hurtful to the credit of a
municipality than too frequent appearances
on the money market as a borrower. While
street improvements are carried out on the
local improvement principle this is diffi-
cult to avoid. In my opinion local im-
provement bonds should not extend be-
yond a period of five years; the cost of
wooden sidewalks ‘and cedar pavements
should be collected in one assessment, and
the city’s share collected in the annual levy.
In several of the smaller cities of the pro-
vince the cost of sewers and pavements is
collected in one assessment. If the same
were done in Toronto expemse in many
ways would be saved and a large reduction
made in the amounts of the debentures
periodically issued for short and varying
terms of maturity, which have a tendency
to derange the market and injure the sale
of our long-dated bonds.” The total de-
bentura debt of the city on Dec. 31, 1893,
was $21,472,847.

Of the bonded debt about $6,000,000 is
beld in this country.

Local Improvements,

Although, as is generally admitted, the
lpcal improvement system has been pushed
too far, a large part of the expenditure was
absolutely necessary to provide tor the ac-
commodation and convenience of the large
accession $o our population during the past
decade, when the growth of the city was
unprecedentedly rap:d. Such improve-
ments as street extensions, widenings and
openings will rcmain after the bonds to
cover their cost have been paid off, and
sewers will last much longer than the 20
years over which the repayment of
their cost is spread. Such works as pave-
ments will, of course, require to be renew-
ed. In no respect is the improved appear-
ance of the ity in late years more marked
than in the case of pavements. The mud
and macadamized roads have been in many
cases replaced with cedar, and these are in
turn giving place on the leading thorough-
fares to the more durable aund sanitary,
although at first somewhat more expensive,
asphals. It is probable that during the
next few years the additions to the local
improvement debt will be much smaller
than the amount of meuring debentures.

Duticits from Last Year,

With reference to the deficits from last
year which Ald. Sheppard has referréd to
soveral times in council, Mr. Coady says:
The rate of taxation for 1893 was 171 mills,
the highest imposed for some years; but
even that rate “did not produce sufficient to
meet the city’s requirements. In these
estimates the amounts set opposite ‘‘un-
provided expenditures and liabilities”
aggregave $189,620, from which must be
deducted unexpended balances and surplus
revenues of the year amounting to $75,139,
reducing the amount to $114,481.  Of the
amount $35,000 for Paplic schools is uncon-
trollable. The Public, School Board made
requisition last year for $388,185, which
sum the Executive Committee cut to $342,-
565. Late in the year it became evident
that the amount provided would not be
sufficient, when the council was under the
necossity of voting a further sum of $35,000,
which must now be raised .in addition to
the amount required by the board for 1894
The sum of $132,920 is required by the
Committee on Works on account for 1893
for the fo'lowing purposes: Reconstruction
of cedar block pavements $10,000, Esplan-
ade $35,000, Esplanade land purchase $21,-
500, balance of cost of Dundas-street
bridges $156,000, construction of wharf at

Yonge.street $25,000, balance of cost of
street railway arbitration, cost of actions
arising therefrom, ete., $12,000. A consider-
able portion of this money will be expended
in 1894 i

Revenve Increasing.
The aggregate amount of revenue ovher
than taxation is steadily increasing. In 1893
the amount estimated was $711,873, while
for 1894 itis $722,516. Street railway mile-
Ar and E‘.I:m“.. show an increase of
$10,000. ere is a decrease of $4000 in
the waterworks rental. This is accounted
for by the meters not working riiht.n num-
ber of them having been injured -by sand.
The assessment of the city in 1874 was
$43,462,000; 1884, $66,192,000; 1894, $150,-
864,500 Notwithstandingthe recent in-
crease of income tax exemption to §700 and
the exemptiop of - machinery and plant,
amounting to $2,000,000, ' the assessment
for 1894 is about $98,500 in excess of 1893,
But no increase of revenue can be expected
from this source for some time.

The City’s Assets,
Although the city's debt is over $20,000,-
000, the value of the city’s property and
assets should not be overlooked. The esti-

mated value of this” property is $12,000,-
000, & large amount of which is revenue-
producing. This is exclusive of works
etc., required for public convenience an:
use,

In the estimates there is an amount of
$221,374 asked for for whatis known as
permanent works and similar to expendi-
tures which have  hitherto been met by
issuing debentures, Out of this sum $105,-
500 will be revenue-producing. Should
debentures be issued for these works it will
reduce the tax rate 11.2 mille. In the
event of the council deciding to submit to
the people a bylaw to provide for an issue
of debentures to meet the payments of
these works the rate should be less thian 15
mills,
