The Defeat Not Deliberately Planned, But 
Chamberlain Knew the Bopea

New York. June 23.—Isaac N. Ford 
cables from. London to The Tribune: The 
defeat of the Liberal Government last 
night is not directly attributable to Mr. 
Gladstone’s own equivocal vote of lack 
of confidence, but undoubtedly the panic 
caused by the rumors Of his disaffection 
opened the way for the unexpected re­
verse. Mr. Gladstone will return imme- 
daitely*to England, arriving on Monday 
by the Tantallon Castle. He will find 
the Liberal Government in dire extremi-, 
ties ami will have the consciousness of 
having precipitated their downfall. The 
Government defeat was unforeseen, ex­
cept possibly by Mr. Chamberlain. The 
result was not .brought about by the 
hostile votes ofNthe Parnellites, or any 
organized defection of Radicals; the only 
Liberal who voted against the Govern­
ment was 8ir Charles Dilke, and only one 
Parnellite was in the Opposition divi­
sion. '

The defeat of the Ministry was an ac­
cident ; it was not deliberately planned 
by the. Opposition bench, although Mr. 
Chamberlain undoubtedly knew what he 
was about. The result was not due to 
dislike of the Minister of War, who has 
earned the good will of his opponents, 
and is personally popular on both sides of 
the House. The Government whips had 
neglected the safeguards ' for securing a 
full attendance of members, and the 
Ministers had been tripped up when least 
expecting a pitfall.

Moreover, in spite of explanations and 
denials from Kiel, Mr. Gladstone is sus­
pected of resenting the Rosebery Govern­
ment’s lack of interest in Irish Home 
Rule, to which the closing years of his 
career were devoted. His attitude on the 
Welsh bill has a most demoralizing effect 
upon the Liberal members, who appre­
hend that he is secretly disaffected and 
out of sympathy with Lord Rosebery.

The only fire the party used during

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A GOOD PRECEDENT FOR TORONTO.
The House of Commons has just estab­

lished a precedent which the council of 
the City of Toronto should adopt. Some 
time ago the Dominion Government ac­
cepted a loan pi £300,000 at 3 per cent, 
from the Atlantic and Lake Superior 
Railway Company, out of which the Gov­
ernment agreed to pay the interest to 
the bondholders cl the company in re­
spect of an issue of £600,000 of 20 years 
debentures, which it' was represented the 
company, were going to place on the 
market. It now transpires that in ad­
dition to these debentures the company 
proposed to place £-1,000,000 worth ol 
bonds on the market at the same time. 
The matter was discussed in the House 
last week, and it was shown to the satis­
faction of every one that while the de­
posit was ostensibly left with the Do­
minion Government for the purpose of 
guaranteeing the debentures, it was 
really placed with the Government by 
the' promoters for the purpose of enab­
ling them to dispose of bonds to the 
amount Of £4,000,000. While any wide­
awake capitalist would easily see that 
the liability ol the Dominion Government 
was limited to the smaller issue, those 
who are not so wary might readily fall 
into the belief that the railway, in ques­
tion was approved of by the ‘Govern­
ment as a desirable and feasible under­
taking ; and furthermore, that the Gov­
ernment was guaranteeing the interest 
on all bonds that might be purchased. 
The House of Commons seemed to be un­
animous' that the placing of the money 
with the Government was a trick or a 
piece ol sharp practice on the part ol 
the railway, promoters 
try should repudiate. Hon. Mr. Foster 
explained that at «the time the deposit 
was made the Government desired a loan 
and they took the money from the rail­
way merely as a loan that was offered 
en advantageous terms. The Government, 
Instead of paying interest to the railway 
direct, agreed to pay the interest to thé 
bondholders at the rate of 4, per cent, 
during the current issue of the bonds. The 
Minister of Finance stated that had he 
known that the deposit with the Gov­
ernment might be used for a sinister pur­
pose he would not have consented to ac­
cept the money under any conditions. 
So far as be was. concerned he had taken 
every means to put the exact state of 
affairs before the British public, and the 
facts were well known on the market 
and had been for some time. But it was 
not a policy that the Government would 
adopt. If he agreed to accept money 
under the same circumstances again in 
any other cose it Would only be after the. 
Government had ample assurances a» to 
the bona fides of the project. He could 
quite see that investors who were not 
au courant with the market might be 
led to a conclusion which was not alto­
gether right, if the prospectus were in 
any way flavored on account of the de­
posit being made and the interest paid 
in this way.

The, policy which the House of Com­
mons has adopted: in regard to this mat­
ter is the same policy that should be ob­
served by the city of Toronto in similar 
transactions., Last year the so-called 
Georgian Bay Ship Canal and Power 
Aqueduct Company sought to entangle 
the city in its project for constructing 
this wonderful enterprise, 
ment was made with thq city under which 
the latter had the option ol taking its 
water supply from the Company, 
city, ol course, was not bound to take 
the water from the company, but the 
agreement could be: used by’ unscrupulous 
men to lead foreign capitalists to believe 
that as soon as the work was completed 
the city of Toronto would Use the water. 
The company never put up a cent to 
guarantee the interest on bonds or any­
thing else., The World repeatedly called 
the attention ol the public to the fact 
that the good name of Toronto was 
mixed up with this undertaking, and that 
if the agreement had been put through 
satisfactorily to the promoters the cre­
dit of this city and of Canada generally 

‘would have received a severe shock. For­
tunately the agreement was finally load­
ed up with so many conditions that the 
promoters would not accept it, although 
it contained the optional clause allow­
ing the city to take water from the 
company.. It is not unlikply a similar 
scheme will be introduced into the City 
Council before long and an attempt made 
to connect the city with the project as 
a means for floating bonds or raising 
money. We trust that the precedent now 
established unanimously by the House of 
Commons will be incorporated in' the mu­
nicipal government of the city of To­
ronto.

THE PKOPOSED SALE OF BONDS.
It is hard to understand why any ef­

fort should be $oade to prevent the banks 
in Toronto from tendering for the 8 1-2 
per cent, bonds that the city is about to 
sell. It has been said that the banks 
here are merely brokers ; that they do 
not intend to put up the money them­
selves, ,but merely act as the agents of 
capitalists in England. But this is no 
argument why they should not be al­
lowed to tender. Some of the banka are 
apparently very anxious to put in a ten­
der. It certainly will be a mistake if 
they are not allowed to do so. When 
the tenders are filed it Will be an easy 
matter to compute which is the high­
est, as they, will all be based on 31-2 
per cent, bonds. The last time the ques­
tion was up there was some difference 
as to Whether the tenders for the 8 1-2 
or the 4 per cents were the higher* On 
the. present occasion there will be no 
chance, for quibbling of this kin<L The 
tender that offers the highest figure Is 
the one that should be accepted.: It is 
hard to understand why such persistent 
efforts have been made to shut out the 
Canadian tenders; If it is true, as is 
alleged, that the Canadian houses can­
not compete with those of England, then 
there need be no apprehension on the 
part of those who favor dealing with 
the English people direct that the Cana­
dians will secure the bonds.

The rear portion will be devoted 
to Shipping and receiving rooms, reserved 
stock rooms, lavatories and coat rooms, 
each of which ,will consist of an independ­
ent fireproof compartment.

The ground floor will consist of one 
large apartment, entered from both 
Yonge and Qneen-streets, and having the 
business offices in the southwest corner. 
The entrances will be spacious and ele­
gant, with three sets of. doors and large, 
roomy lobbies. A large light well, sur­
rounded with ornamental iron railings, 
will extend through the several stories

to the ground floor.
On the first floor will be placed the * 

millinery department, mantles, costumes, 
underwear, and there .will also be on this 
iloor a lunch room and a jiaudsomelyi 
fitted-.up ladies’ room, and lavatory in 
connection.

There will be two handsome electric 
passenger. elevators running from base­
ment to the top floor; also electric and 
hydraulic, goods elevators. The exterior 
design Will be a partial repetition oi 
that which was destroyed by the great 
fire, with some variations, which will 
improve the general effect. The material 
will be as before—brown stone, buff 
brick and terra cotta and copper cor­
nices.

The founda­
tion 6f each of the columns extends 17, 
feet beloiw the sidewalk line and con­
sists of great beds of concrete 12 feet 
square, surmounted by stone pyramids, 
which will each carry a load of 800,000 
pounds; The fixtures will be of the lat­
ent designs, finished in polished oak.

Though, in the destruction of Mr. Simp­
son’s building great loss was suffered, 
it will be a matter of congratulation 
to know that on the ashes of the old 
building, if lit is not a paradox to speak 
of a building six months erected as old, 
will be built immediately a great re­
tail store that will far outshine the 
magnificence of the former building. The 
plans and drawings, which have -been 
again executed by the fermer architect, 
Mr. Edmund Burke, and his partner/Mr.

Ottawa, Ont., June 22.—An important 
session of the Railway Committee of the 
Privy Council was held Saturday. Messrs. 
Haggart, Caron and Ouimet were pre­
sent. Representatives of the two prin­
cipal railroads were in attendance, in­
cluding Judge Clark, Mr. Thomas Tait, 
Mr. Peterson for the C.P.R., Mr. John Bell 
for the G.T.R., while the city corporation 
was represented by Aid. Lamb, Messrs. 
Fullerton and Caswell, the two solicitors, 
and Mr. Keating, the engineer. Mr. 
Arnold! appeared fop several property 
owners in Parkdale.

The question of enlargement of Queen- 
street subway was first taken up.

Judge Clark explained that the city 
had reached an agreement with the two 
companies for the construction of the 
work, and all. that was required now 
was to embody the details in the neces­
sary documents, after which it would be 
submitted to the Railway Committee 
for approval. In connection with this 
matter, however, there was a point 
which the city and the companies could 
not dispose of themselves, namely the 
opening of. Dufferin-street to the north. 
He suggested that that matter be de­
ferred to another meeting and only the 
question of the subway considered on its 
merits to-day. Before the matter of Duf­
ferin-street was taken up he thought 
the committee should send an engineer 
to look over the ground.

Chairmau Haggart naked how Duffer­
in-street matter came up at all to-day?

Judge Clark explained , that in the 
plan originally submitted by the city, 
it was cdntemplated to leave an open­
ing in the wall of the pubway for the 

^ purpose of opening up Dufferin-street 
northward. It is now agreed to build 
the wall solid.

Mr. Fullerton said that the city left 
• that matter in the hands of the Rail­

way Committee.
Mr. Haggart: Is there any application 

for the opening of Dufferin-street?
Mr. Fullerton said there was no im­
