Brooke Boy Makes
the Supreme Sacrifice

On Monday, Nov. 19th, Mr. and Mrs. 
James Acton, of the 6th line, received 
official notice from the Casualty Depart­
ment at Ottawa, that their youngest son, 
Roy E , had been killed in action on 
November 3rd.

Signaller R. E. Acton was born on the 
homestead, lot 15, con. 14, Brooke, 22 
years ago. He attended the Watford 
High School and after completing his 
studies obtained a position ou the staff 
of the Sterling Bank at Uxbridge, where 
he remained two and a half years, when 
he was transferred to Jordan Station, 
where he remained until he enlisted. He 
joined the colors on December 15th,
1915, enlisting with the 98th Battalion at 
St. Catharines. He was moved from 
there to Welland to take the course of a 
signaller and telegrapher and in July,
1916, went overseas with the 98th Bat­
talion. While in England he attended 
Military School until he graduated and 
before crossing the channel to France 
was transferred to the 21st Battalion.

Signaller Acton was a young man with 
many friends, and had he not enlisted 
would have quickly come to the front in 
the business world. But he felt the call 
of duty to home and country and in the 
discharge of . that duty gave his life. 
Thus another from our midst has ' made 
the supreme sacrifice so that others may 
live in peace and security.

doom, and the event may be indefin­
itely postponed.

Next to winning the war nothing 
inspires the people with greater con­
fidence in the Union Government at 
Ottawa than its determination to 
abolish patronage, which has been 
the curse of Canadian politics. The 
elimination of the heeler, the grafter, 
the office seeker, and the specie 
whose only interest is to milk the 
country, gives hope that there is a 
cleaner and happier era in prospect 
in the field of Canadian politics.

The world hears much more of 
martyred Belgium than of fighting 
Belgium, but Belgium is still fighting 
The Belgian army today is five times 
larger than it was when Germany1 
attacked the little country, and in­
finitely better organized and equipped. 
Along the twenty-five mile Belgian 
front 120,000 Belgians are on the 
firing line, awaiting the British push, 
which will enable them to go for­
ward. Back of this line there is a 
shell-swept stretch of Belgian terri­
tory about the size of the average 
Canadian county, which still flies 
the Belgian flag. But the vitality of 
the Belgian state can not be mea­
sured in terms of territory. Back 
of the firing line are 100,000 more 
troops in training or reserve.

So much of the artillery work in 
the present war is done by indirect 
firing, that is to say, at targets that 
the gunners cannot see, that the 
duties of the aeroplane observers are 
of unusual importance. The aeroplane 
that is in contract with a particular 
battery flies where he can see the 
effect of the shells and can also sign­
al to the battery. His duty is to re­
port whether the shells are falling 
long or short of the particular place 
they are bombarding, and it ought to 
be borne in mind that each battery 
keeps pounding away at a certain 
point, and nôt spraying its ammuni­
tion about like machine-guns on 
troops in the open. The laws of pro­
bability work out in gunnery as else­
where. No two shells ever fall ex­
actly in the same spot, and a certain 
nuuher of shot must be fired before 
the observer can conclude that the 
gunners have got the centre of the 
target. As a rule 60 shells are fired 
at a certain object. To destroy cer­
tain objectives ton times as many 
are fired. There is no firing at ran­
dom on the part of heavy artillery in 
this war. Each battery has its spe­
cial objective, and carries out its part 
of the programme without reference 
to what other batteries are doing.

Voters’ Lists Being Prepared

Most of the enumerators whose duty it 
is to prepare the voters’ lists for the 
coming election have been appointed by 
the- Returning Officers and are now busy 
compiling the lists, which will be posted 
15 days before the day of polling.

Those entitled to vote at the December 
election are as follows

(1) All those (except in the cities) 
whose names are on the Ontario voters’ 
lists as revised in 1916. In cities a 
special and entirely new lists will be 
prepared.

(2^ All women (except Indian wo­
men) who are wives, widows, sisters and 
daughters of the Canadian forces over­
seas and naval forces in Canada or 
Britain, whether the members of such 
forces have been at any time resident m 
Canada or not.

(3) All electors or voters, male and 
female, must be 21 years of age, and 
British subjects by birth or naturalization 
and according to the War-time Elections 
Act, 1917, section 32, the elector is to 
reside tor one year in the Province and 
have his residence and domicile in the 
electoral district for 30 days, both of 
said periods to be fixed by reference to 
the date of the writ of election, 1917.

The duties of enumerators, of which 
there will be one for each polling sub­
division, are clearly stated. In rural 
constituencies the ènumerators shall 
prepare the list from the revised pro­
vincial lists of 1916, which in turn are 
based upon municipal rolls. There the 
duty of the enumerators in the main 
particulars will be to remove the names 
ot those who are disfranchised as enemy 
aliens and to add to the lists the names 
of the women relatives of soldiers who 
aie to receive the vote.

Women and others not now on the 
list are asking how they are to make 
sure ot getting their names on. The 
enumerators are now preparing the lists. 
It is conceivable that some woman may 
be missed. How is she to know ? The 
answer is that 15 days before the election 
the lists are to be posted in two of the 
most public places within the polling 
sub-division, one being the postoffice. 
Anyone in doubt must read these lists 
and see whether her name is there. If 
not she must go before the enumerator 
on one of ten days before the election 
and make a statutory declaration of 
qualification. The enumerator must 
state, in a notice attached to the lists, 
where he is to be found and at what 
time of day for two hours consecutively 
every day for 10 days before the election 
and all day election day.

A Great Cartoonist.
The John Leech centenary has 

brought up a good many stories of 
the friendship which existed be­
tween Leech and Dean Hole. Hole 
often inspired Leech with sketches, 
and it was always amazing to Hole 
how humble a spirit the great cari­
caturist would show in accepting his 
suggestions. “Sometimes," says Hole 
in his “Memories,” “he would ask, 
with the meekest diffidence, if he 
were told an anecdote worthy of 
illustration, ‘may I use that?’ as 
though you were confering a price­
less obligation, instead of receiving 
a privilege in playing jackal to such 
a lion." It was Hole who inspired 
the sketch which related how “the 
coachman unaccustomed to act as 
waiter, watched with agony of mind 
the jelly which he bore, swaying to 
and fro, and set it down on the table, 
with a gentle remonstrance of ‘Who- 
°# who-o, who-o,’ as though it were 
some restive horse." Leech had one 
failure in hie representations of cur­
rent events; it occurred during an 
Irish tour. While in Cork harbor he 
met with a most offensive smell, 
and, thinking it “quite strong enough 
to sketch," he pulled out his book to 
get it down, but failed, though per­
fect success had attended his record 
of a sneeze made previously.

One of the shortest summings up 

j on record is believed to be that de­
livered by the late Commissioner 
Kerf at the Old Bailey in a case 
where a man was charged with being 
in, the unlawful possession of a gold 
watch and chain. The appearance of 
the prisoner certainly did not corre­
spond with the legitimate possession 
of such costly ornaments, but he as­
serted his innocence of the charge 
and declared that he had found the 
watch and chain on the pavement. 
The judge looked at the man in the 
dock and then at the men in the box. 
“Gentlemen of the jury," he said, "I 
have walked over the pavements of 
London during the last forty years, 
and I've never found a gold watch 
and chain there yet. Consider your 
verdict!"

NEW PRIVILEGE

Finance Miniate: Announces that all 
Vlcto y Bonds may be Registered

The following announcement has 
been made from Ottawa :—The fin­
ance Minister of Canada has issued a 
new instruction in connection with 
the Victory Bonds, which will be of 
much benefit and importance to 
many small investors. He has de­
cided to grant the privilege of the 
registration of all bonds, that is to 
say, that bonds of all denominations, 
including t)io $50 bond, may be reg­
istered ns to principal and as to prin­
cipal and interest.

In previous loans the privilege of 
registration was necessarily confined 
to bonds of the larger denomination, 
such as $1,000 bonds or more. 
Bonds of lower denominations were 
issued as bearer bonds, with counons 
attached, and while carrying equal 
benefits as to principal and interest 
were liable to become lost by the 
owners Under the privilege now 
given by the Finance Minister, the 
buyer of any bond (whatever the 
denomination), may have it register­
ed, in which case the interest will 
lx; paid by cheque, and the bond, if 
lost, may be replaced after proper 
evident:*.- has been shown.

It is believed that this privilege 
will he greatly appreciated by many 
thousands of small investors, who 
will thus be assured of the absolute 
safety of their investment even 
against fire or carelessness or any 
other accidental cause of loss. This 
improvement in the issue will involve 
extra work upon the Department 
of Finance, but Sir Thomas White 
considers that its benefits will more 
than offset the labor involved.

What the Food Controller Aims at.

The Food Controller is well aware that 
in many homes of the Dominion very, 
considerable economies in food have 
been effected voluntarily since the war 
beean. In thousands of other homes 
high prices of food have compelled the 
utmost economy in selection and in ap­
portionment to the various members of 
the family. The Food Controller aims 
that, as far as possible, there should be 
sufficient and suitable food for the people 
of Canada at prices which are no higher 
than are absolutely necessary under' 
present conditions of supply and cost of 
production.

Seventy per cent of the people ot Can­
ada are as thrifty and careful as any in the 
world. They consume but little or no 
more than is necessary to maintain their 
physical strength. The Eooçl Controller 
does not ask these people tp reduce their 
consumption below the amount necessary 
to maintain their efficiency, but he does 
psk them to substitute other toods, as far 
as possible, for wheat, beef and bacon 
which are needed by the soldiers over­
seas. There is still a. considerable min­
ority of the people of Canada who can 
and should reduce their consumption of 
food by simpler living. Substitution may 
involve some sacrifice but surely the men 
at the front are deserving that such sac­
rifice should be made. Elimination of 
waste is a patriotic service in which the 
most humble and the most prosperous 
can contribute. It is no éxaggeration to 
say that every ounce of waste is a con­
tribution towards starvation.

TUBERCULOSIS

LETTER FROM PREMIER HEARST

To the Young Men and Women of 
Ontario

In view of the uncertainty as to the 
end of the war it is essential to conserve 
and use to the best possible advantage 
all resources of the country both human 
and material. When peace comes the 
struggle for existence will not cease. 
Wasted lands must be restored and the 
economic loss which the world will have 
suffered must be made up. Science will 
be called upon to reinforce industry, to 
create the most favorable conditions for 
human life, and as far as possible to 
rehabilitate the world. There will be 
a great demand for leaders in every 
department of science, medical and 
applied, and in the other professions, 
including teachers in school and college ; 
for we must have educated people if we 
are not to fall behind in* the race. War 
has already cut off a large number of the 
best of those who were looking forward 
to such work, and as the conflict con­
tinues the number will greatly increase. 
It is, therefore, of the utmost importance 
that the young men and women of the 
Province who are now in the schools and 
who are preparing to enter the universi­
ties should show their patriotic spirit by 
using every diligence in thèir work, and 
that the young men should enter the 
universities, begin their career, whether 
in the Arts course or the professions, so 
that when the call tor military service 
comes to them at the age of twenty, if 
such a call is then necessary, they will 
have completed satisfactorily a portion 
of their university training. When they 
return, as I hope they will, after their 
active service they will then be able to 
resume, with the least possible loss of 
time and energy, their professional or 
academic career where they dropped it.

Board Pays Own Way

The Ontario License Board is self-sus­
taining. The Government was prepared 
to maintain this department of the civil 
service at a loss, provided that the pro­
hibition legislation which became effect­
ive in the province over a year ago, was 
properly enforced. The Temperance 
Act has now been in successful operation 
over a year and the Cabinet may be 
agreeably surprised to learn from Chair­
man J. D. Flavelle and his colleagues of 
the License Board one of these days that 
the revenue derived from prosecutions of 
blind-piggers and others who failed to 
obey the law will be more than ample 
to meet the expenditure of the board in 
enforcing the law. Nor does this take 
into account the substantial amounts 
which have gone into the coffers of the 
various municipalities of the province. 
In cases where the municipality pros­
ecutes the municipal corporation gets 
the entire revenue from the fines, while 
if the Board prosecutes the Board collects 
the fines.
