28. The Danger Zone.
There is a danger zone on the ten-
nis court which is wider for some
than for others. For the player who
is gifted with a capacity to volley the
ball when it is below the level of the
net, and for those who can half-vol-
ley the ball or play the ball on the
rise as it leaves the ground it is not
so large. For those who can volley
downwards only the danger zone is
wide, being between the base and cer-
vice lines. :
When running in on a service if
you can volley only downward it is
essential that you run in at least
three yards inside the service lines.
The mistake most players make when
running in to volley is that they do
not get close enough to the net. They
have a habit of hanging back too far,
forgetting that it is difticult to win
with a volley unless you can drop the
ball out of your opponent’s reach.
You should understand that if you are
taking a low volley when you are run
ning in you cannot expect to kill it;
yon should, therefore, try for direct-
ion and lenght, placing it if possible
s0 that your opponent wili give you
an easier shot on his return. You can
often step back and convert what
would have beei a low volley into an
easy drive which can be made a kill
by placing it correctly or with paee.
29. Base Line Play the Best.

was Doherty as fine a volleyer as Til-
den isbut both of them were and are,
able to defeat the best hase line play-
ers of their day from the base line
without having recourse te volleying.

So that when you wan: to volley
you must learn to do so only at times
when it isto vour advantage and give
up the idea of trying to volley all the
®ime. The beginner usually imagines
every volley should be a smash. This
is not so. When you start to volley
hit your ball slowly until you become
thoroughly expert at it. Do not en-
deavor to kill everything tha: vou get
your racquet on. When watching a
ﬁrst class player you will always not-
ice that he does not attempt to kill
every stroke but is content to keep
the ball going back fast into *he other
man’s court and then kill when the
return is to his liking.

To judge from the number of in-
quiries I have had during the last few
years, there are still a number of per-
sons in Canada who believe that

County Council Takes No Definite
Action on the New Proposal

of the details of the scheme.

One of the major points on which
official information was lacking was
whether or not the countv would be

permitted to complete the program
mapped out for this year or be re-

quired to take up the new system at

once.

The covering letter received with
the map set out, among other things,
that the government would pay a sub-
sidy of 50 per cent under the new sys-
tem and that it would be advisable
for the county to pass an approving
bylaw at this session.

Reeve Fred Eastman of Arkona
inquired if the county would be able
to' go on until the end of the year
with the program mapped out in the
event that it was decided not to
adopt the new system. No one could
give a positive reply ‘on that point
but county clerk John Huey said he
believed that the county was obliged
to adopt the new scheme.

Expert Opinion

County road superintendent John
McCallum  was invited to give the
council some enlightnement on the
guestion. He said that pursuant to
the resolution of the council earlier
in the week he had communicated
with the department of highways re-
garding the possibility of having a
representative come to Sarnia before
the end of the session. The deputy
minister was away from the office at
Toronto at the time but he finally got
in touch with one of the engineers
and the latter suggested that if the
council could hold a special meeting
about the week after next a repre-
sentative would probably be able to
attend. The department would fix a
definite date.

Sveaking of the project revision of
said that
the county system-would be reduced
about 15.7 per cent. The original
aggregate mileage of the system was
842 miles and under the change the
county would retain 288.4 miles of
the present plan und would have add-
ed 23.2 miles heretofore no: in the
system.

The superintendent added that he
would like to map out a new system
and if it met with the approval of the
council, submit it to the department
and he was sure that the latter body
would give it consideration. Under
thé new scheme the county was los-
ing two of the principal roads, nine
and eleven.
