—A despatch from Paris received by a 

London paper last week says that the Beh­
ring sea arbitrators have decided in favor of 
Great Britain on every point at issue. It is 
further stated thrt the arbitrators were unan­
imous on all points except one, when the 
two American arbitrators dissented. As 
the meetings of the tribunal are strictly pri­
vate, and no official announcement has yet 
been given to the public, the iuformation 
contained in this despatch cannot of course 
be relied upon as absolutely correct. There 
is, however, every probability that it is, 
and that the decision when published will be 
found to be as stated.

Such a decision on the part of the tri­
bunal of arbitration would surprise no one, 
as it is just what has been expected, both in 
Canada and Great Britain. Indeed the bet­
ter class of American newspapers have them­
selves acknowledged from the outset that the 
United States had no case, and that the de­
cision was sure to be adverse to that nation. 
The claim set up by the authorities at Wash­
ington was a direct contradiction of one of 
the simplest and most elementary principles 
of international law, which acknowledges

The Crop Outlook.

The following are extracts from forthcom­
ing report of secretary for agriculture of the 
state of crops of Nova Scotia, at 10th July, 
1893:

The weather during seed time is an impor­
tant factor in the farmer’s crop problem. 
Paradise

—Work has commenced on the water 
works at Granville Ferry. By November 
the pipes will be laid and good pure water 
will be obtainable.

—Arrangements are being made by the 
Oddfellows of this and the adjoining counties 
for an excursion to Lunenburg to take place 
about the last of the month.

In violation of this law, vessels engaged in 
sealing over one hundred miles from the 
shore were seized, th,eir catch of skins con­
fiscated, the vessels condemned to be sold 
by a two penny ha’-penny judge in Alaska, 
and their crews left to find their way home 
as beat they could. This was piracy pure 
and simple, and at other times in the world’s 
history would have been followed at once 
by a declaration of war. Happily, we live 
in better times, and after many delays and 
a prolonged series of negotiations, the vari­
ous matters at issue connected with the seal 
fisheries of Behring Sea were submitted to 
arbitration.

The Washington government would prob­
ably never have set up the unreasonable con­
tention they did with reference to the seal 
fisheries had it not been that there is a cer­
tain section of the American electorate 
which is hostile to everything British. The 
Irish element in American politics delights, 
in imagination, #x> twist the tail of the Brit­
ish lion. With a view of pleasing this ele­
ment Mr. Blaine and others of his school of 
politics appeared to be anxious to keep open 
all subjects of dispute between the two 
countries. An amicable settlement of these 
questions would deprive them of material 
for agitation, and it was no.t until Lord 
Salisbury plainly intimated that hereafter 
the British flag would be protected in Beh- 
riug Sea, that Mr. Blaine consented to refer 
the matter to arbitration. Possibly, should 
Home Rule be granted to Ireland, this an­
ti-British feeling in the United States may 
disappear, as the Irish element should then 
be satisfied. If so, that will be at least one 
good thing resulting from home rule.

In addition to deciding the various points 
in dispute between the United States and 
Great Britain, the arbitrators have been en­
trusted with the duty of preparing rules for 
regulating the seal fisheries and the preser­
vation of seal life. This, it is reported, is 
what they arc now doing, having come to a 
decision in regard to the first part of the 
matters submitted to them.

The growing season commences when the 
seed is put into the ground. Separate re­
turns were asked for as to the effects of the 
weather on the growth of crops.

From Annapolis county there are some 
complaints of cold and drought, making 
crops late, yet crops grew fairly well, ex­
cept hay and grain, which the dry weather 
of June injured. At Bridgetown, crops 
grew well, except grain and small roots.

Antigonish—Latter part of May and June 
forced vegetation, favorable for hay and 
other crops till about 20th June, when cold 
northeast winds began, and continued about 
eight days, injuring crops to such an extent 
as to cause despair; however, rain and 
warmth have brought a great change, and 
we now look for a good harvest.

In Cape breton county the weather was 
exceedingly dry for two months, which re­
tarded growth.

In Colchester, hay and all early sown 
grains started well, and had a good appear­
ance until the continuous drought had stop­
ped it; no rain to speak of till 4th July.

In Cumberland, the grass made fair 
growth, which was increased by rains of the 
first week of July, but growth of plants 
generally was rather slow.

Iu Digby the snow went off early, but the 
weather continued cool and dry; vegetation 
started vigorously in the latter part of May.

In Hants, also, the season was backward 
until May 11th.

In Guyaborough the season was rather 
late, but grass started well and grew rapidly 
until the drought of June.

All returns from Halifax county show the 
spring season to have been later (mostly 
about two weeks) than usual; in Musquodo- 
boit, the grass suffered from drought and 
late frosts.

In Inverness crops promised well in May, 
but fell back during the June drought. 
There was no rain of any consequence after 
the middle of April, until July 4th.

Kings county—Season rather late (about 
two weeks), but crops generally have stood 
the drought well.

In Pictou crops started fairly well, but 
growth was soon stopped by drought.

In Queens county, as in Yarmouth, the 
opened fairly and the latter part ef 

May being rather wet, crops made favorable 
growth. On the elevated district of Cale­
donia crops were rather late.

In Richmond cold weather in May retard­
ed growth.

In Shelburne the season opened early but 
the weather continued cold, and the crops 
are two weeks later than usual.

Victoria—May cold, June dry, rain on 5th 
July.

—The Siamese difficulty, which a few 
days ago seemed liable to be the one little 
spark likely to kindle a great war, is now 
virtually settled, and this, the latest war 
cloud has disappeared. Siam submitted 
unconditionally to the demands of France, 
so the Asiatic possessions of the latter nation 
will now be greatly enlarged. European 
despatches report that war between England 
and France was dangerously near, during 
the progress of the negotiations leading to 
the acceptance of the demands of France by 
Siam. XV itbout a formal declaration of war, 
the French government declared a blockade 
of the entire coast of Siam. V\rithout such 
a declaration of war other nations were not 
bound to observe the blockade. The British 
government therefore promptly notified the 
French ministry that any interference with 
British commerce would be regarded as an 
attack upon the British "flag. Just as mat­
ters were at this critical point, the Siamese 
government accepted the terms imposed by 
France and the blockade was declared off by 
the French government. Had this accep­
tance been delayed for forty-eight hours 
longer, some act might have taken place 
which would have brought the two nations 
into direct conflict, resulting in a war be­
tween England and France. It now remains 
to be seen whether the French government 
has gained enough prestige from this Siamese 
affair to pull it successfully through the 
general elections, which are to take place in 
a few days.

The school boards of several cities in the 
United States have decided that since fe­
male teachers have been found in all respects 
as satisfactory as male teachers that the 
same scale of salary shall be used for both.

At the same time the system of equal pay 
without respect of sex has been adopted in 
several towns in Great Britain, where the 
School Commissioners have been especially 
conservative. It will doubtless take some 
years before the justice of the decision is 
fully recognized, but in timc_ the right of 
women to receive the. same payment for the 
same work that men now perform and re­
ceive will be universally accepted, and when 
the idea spreads to our Province it will be a 
proud day for our Provincial teachers.

Butter for Children.

No dietetic reform would be more conducive 
to improve health among children, and es­
pecially to the prevention of tuberculosis, 
than an increase in the consumption of butter, 
says an exchange. Our children are trained 
to take butter with great restraint, and are 
told that it is greedy and extravagant to eat 
much of it. It is regarded as a luxury, 
and as giving a relish to bread rather than 
in itself a most important article of food. 
Even to private families of the wealthier 
classes these rules prevail at table, and at 
schools, and at public boarding establish­
ments they receive strong reinforcements 
from economical motives. Minute allow­
ances of butter are served out to those who 
would gladly consume five times thequantity. 
Where the house income makes this a 
matter of necessity, there is little more to be 
said than that it is often a costly economy. 
Enfeebled healt h may easily entail a far heav­
ier expense than a more liberal breakfast 
would have done.

Cod liver oil costs more than butter and it 
is beside often not resorted to until too 
late. Instead of restricting a child’s con­
sumption of butter, encourage it. Let the 
limit be the power of digesting and the ten­
dency to biliousness. Most children may be 
allowed to follow their own inclination and 
will not take more than is good for them. 
The butter should be the best and taken 
cold. Bread, dry toast, biscuits, potatoes 
and rice are good vehicles. Children well 
supplied with butter feel the cold less than 
others, and resist the influenza better. 
They do not “catch cold” so easily. In 
speaking of children I by no means intend to 
exclude other ages, especially young adults. 
Grown up persons, however, take other 
animal fats more freely than most children 
do, and are besides allowed much freer selec­
tions as to both quality and quantity. It is 
not bo necessary to raise any clamor for 
reform on their account.

Practical Talk.

The man who neglects to care for his 
machinery before it is stored away for the 
season shirks something that is as important 
as any portion of farm work.

The seeder, the spring harrow, plows and 
cultivators should be taken apart, thorough­
ly scrubbed clean of all dirt or dust. Then 
oiled or waxed and put away in a dry place. 
Especially is this necessary with delicate 
maçhinery. The habit some owners have of 
putting a plow away covered with rust and 
dirt to remain untouched and un thought of 
until wanted, is not only shiftless, but ruin­
ous. No piece of iron or steel is as good 
after it has become once rusty. No sports­
man would think of going out looking for 
game with a rust eaten firearm, and no 
farmer that is worthy of the name will ever 
be seen with utensils in his possession that 
are not well kept. Oil is cheap, and a few 
hour’s work will offset the ravages of the 
rust of a year.

I once knew a farmer who used to leave 
his plows and harrows turned up in some 
convenient fence corner of the field where 
they were last used, where they would re­
main exposed to the elements until the win­
ter, when he would gather them in and con­
sign them to a shed. This man used to 
wonder why he was poor and died with the 
mystery unsolved. Others seem to think a 
shed is as good a tool house as can be desired, 
and that a half hour’s use will clear away all 
the rust that accumulates all the year. This 
is wrong. It is a. well-known scientific fact 
that the best of iron and steel rusts, and it is 
easy to understand why neglected harrows 
wear out and break, and why neglected 
plows will become useless, through an unex­
plainable, and, to the owner, mysterious 
break. Just try the cleaning-up plan this 
year, and see if the bright, clean appear­
ances of your tools does not more than repay 
you. If you do it your neighbors will follow 
suit, and you will not only benefit yourself, 
but the whole section round about you. 
Remember, good as well as bad things are 
contagious.

MGOING EAST.FURNITURE BUSINESS Ea51
A Butter and Egg Farm.

Of all combinations I believe a butter and 
egg farm is the best, and to illustrate I will 
tell of a model farm, although I will not 
mention names. Six fine Jersey cows are 
kept, and which produce a lot of excellent 
butter; 200 early hatched pullets give eggs 
in fall and winter; and 100 mated fowls re­
plenish the stock of pullets each year, and 
besides give a generous supply of broilers. 
Each year the one-year old hens are fattened 
and shipped to market as roasting fowls. In 
this way a steady income is constantly com­
ing in. The proprietor does not pay any 
attention to gardening, except a small patch 
for family use; but all the available ground 
(aside from what is used by the stock), is 
used for growing such articles as serve for 
food for the stock. I do not know what are 
the profits on this farm, but I believe the 
proprietor has an annual surplus greater than 
any bank clerk could expect. Such com­
binations pay. Some combine dairying with 
egg farming, but as there is more labor 
attached to the latter than the former com­
bination, I should, for my part, choose a 
butter and egg farm. What more staple 
articles could be selected than butter and 
eggs, and if such a combination is rightly 
managed, and the markets met when they 
are at their best, I cannot see how it could 
be otherwise than a grand success, —if. K. 
Boyer in American Poultry Advocate.

Lime as an Insect Powder.

It is the best check that can be used for 
mildew upon cucumbers and the diseases of 
the potato vine. As soon as the vines show 
signs of disease powdered lime should be 
sprinkled over every part of the plants that 
are affected, and the operation repeated un­
til they have resumed a perfectly healthy 
and normal appearance. The application 
will not need to be repeated oftener than 
once a week, unless it should be washed off 
by rain. In that case it should be made at 
once, as mildew and other diseases of that 
sort spread most rapidly at such times. If it 
is used early enough it effectual!}' prevents 
such outbreaks. Lime water is also a good 
insect destroyer, and may be used to advan­
tage upon almost all the insects that trouble 
the fruit or vegetable garden, not even 
excepting the Colorado potato bug, if the 
application is made while the bug is yet 
young and tender. It is one of the things 
that may be used freely and without danger.

Direlicts of the Ocean.

As a rule the sailors on a direlict ship are 
promptly rescued, because the Atlantic 
Ocean is a busy ocean throughfare. It some­
times happens, however, that no vessel 
heaves in sight for a week or fortnight after 
and the unfortunate seamen (the decks being 
flush with water) are compelled to make 
dives into the cabin for scraps of food, or if 
this is impracticable, have to endure the slow 
torture of starvation up in the rigging if the 
waves are breaking over, or in the deck­
house or forecastle if the weather has mod­
erated. It is not an enviable position at the 
best, and Mr. Clark Russell’s pen is not 
equal to describing its horrors at the worst. 
The case of the crew of the Thekla will 
be fresh in the minds of all. But cannibal­
ism at sea is no new thing. It crops up now 
and again in all waters under such circum­
stances as those we have been describing or 
under slightly different circumstances.

A case very similar to that of the Thekla, 
only, if anything, more revolting, was that 
of the Caledonian which became waterlogged 
and unmanageable in a hurricane and drift­
ed for thirteen days with her cabin and pro­
visions under water. During these thirteen 
days some members of the crew had to fur­
nish food for the rest. The rescue of the 
remainder was effected by the mate of a 
Russian ship, who, in a heavy sea, went in 
a boat by himself to the doomed Caledonian 
and took off the hands. He was afterwards 
presented with a ship called the British 
Gratitude for his bravery.—London Review.
