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—Co-operative dairying in Bridge-
town has not proved a popular un-
dertaking though there has been am-
ple evidence that had farmers taken a
more general and lively interest in
the creamery it would have proved a
most valuable agent in tife uplifting
of their farms and a source of -a con-
giderable ready cash income. The
failure of the concern was due almost
entirely to the short supply of milk,
for a creamery is a manufactory that
can make a hundred pounds of butter
or cheese practically as cheaply as
one, if the cost of milk is not tak-
en into consideration. A certain sup-
ply must be had before the expenses
of the establishment can be paid, but
after this limit is past profits con-
tinue to increase till the fullest capac-
ity of the creamery is taxed. I1f the
Bridgetown creamery were supplied
with all the milk it could handle un-
der skilful and economical eperations
it would pay good prices for milk and
very substantial dividends to the co-
operative stock holders. The butter
and .cheese market is always strong
for a choice product and it was only
because of the insufficient quantity
that the local institution failed of
satisfaction to its stockholders. Since
it could not be run as a co-operative
creamery it is weH that the interest
of an individual has been attracted to
its possibilities, for the town can ill
afford to have any of its industries
remain idle. 1t has passed to the con-
trol of an enterprising man whose
business methods and life here have
earned him a strong popularity, and
we predict that he will do what the
co-operative system failed to do—
make the creamery a paying institu-
tion. With a fixed price for milk the
farmers know exactly what they may
expect from their dairies and it may
be they will take to the new plan bet-
ter than the old one of accepting the

rice they could earn. Co-operation
Eas never proved much of a success
in Nova Scotia farmjng communities
though it is the sign by which cap-
ital is conquering the competitions of
a great business world and earning
millions of dollars of  profits where
thousands . marked the limit before the
principle was practised and under-
stood. As it has been with the cream-
ery so it has been with agricultural
societies, farmers’ co-operative stores
and many other institutions that have
awakencd a monetary interest and
then been thrown away like a toy
that a child has tired of. These con-
cerns are all founded on the soundest
business principle of the day and un-
der intelligent co-operation of the in-
terests concerned are sure money win-
ners. The co-operative creamery ought
not to have been dropped but it will
someday be taken up again when a
better understanding of the objects
and possibilities of such an industry
prevails.

—The arrangement to extend the
town water service to Carleton’s Cor-
ner is one which will meet with gen-
eral approval from the townspeople
and ought to work out satisfactorily
for the other parties to the contract.
It certainly would have reflected on
some person’s good judgment had
two systems been established in so
small a community. Carleton’s Cor-
ner ought to'be able to secure a wat-
er supply from Bridgetown pipes at a
cheaper rate than would obtain under
the installation of an independent sys-
tem, and Bridgetown ought to be able
to make a good profit out of the sup-
ply contract at the rates quoted. The
pipe extension will be made in the

~—nost profitable direction that now re-

mains ;ﬁguo‘unuctcd with the system
and the immedi2te revenue will pay
adequate returns upou Iht‘_”l'USl ol
constructing the extension. 'L'héig are
also many chances of further develop-
ment of the system in that direction.
The town water service is & branch of
the corporate business established on
«a paying basis and, as long as exten-
sions of the pipe lines do not overbur-
den the source of water supply, in-
creases in that business will at this
time produce larger profits than were
realized fiom earlier operations. After
the improvements made in the reser-
voir last year there ought not to be
any danger of a short water supply
even if the number of service taps
were ' doubled. With Bridgetown wa-
ter at the corner we may look forward
with a brighter hope to the time when
the people of the last named commu-
nity will see so many advantages in a
corporate life that they will be will-
ing to consider an ammexation propo-
sition and take a hand in the crea-
tion of a Greater Bridgetown.

~There are signs of peace in South
Africa, but they are perhaps hardly
substantial enough to be the founda-
tion of a congratulatory message to
the empire upon the termination of a
long. disastrous war. That the Boers
are offering peace proposals must
mean that their well stocked arsenals
are failing of ammunition supplies or
their recruiting grounds hayeé been ex-
hausted. Whatever their condition it
must not count in the consideration
of a termination of the war. The
Boers forced the fighting and the end
of it all must be their submission to
British rule. Their dream of indepen-
dence has miscarried and the practical
independence under a British suzerain-
ty will be succeeded by a regime in
which the foreign influence will be
more strongly felt: For them, years
of careful preparation for the conflict
that seems now to be terminated have
been worse than wasted, and howevet
much the struggle has cost the British
the burden of the monetary loss will
be borne by the conquered country.
The death roll of the armies is a loss
that may not now be considered with
other feelings than deep and general
regret. The fortunes of war are ever
disastrous, and in the present instance
heavy as the loss of life has been,
there is some consolation in the fact
that seldom has so long a war been
attended by so slight a mortality.

GERMAN EXTENSION.

New York, April 19—A special cable
to the ‘Tribume’ from London says:i—
Germany’s efforts to extend and-ppen
up colonies are not very §ucoessful
from a financial point .of view. The
total annual revenue of the eight pro-
tectorates which are under the rule of
the Emperor William is only $2,000,-
000, and the Reichstag has to vote
$7,500,000 to support them. Kiaochau
revenue is $90,000 and a subsidy of
$3,000,000 is required to make both
ends meet. Again, the revenue of the
protectorate in South-west Alrica
amounts to $450,000 while the total
sum required for government is §2,-
000,000. But even these yearly sub-
gidies do not always represent the
full amounts that have to be provided
out of the imperial funds. The esti-
mates for the present year include the
sum of $800,000 to cover deficits that
occurred in 1898 and 1899 in the bud-
gets of the protectorates of East Af-
rica, the Cameroons and South-west

—The meeting to be addressed. by
Prof. Mitchell, Supt. of Dairying for
the maritime provinces, advertised
for last evening, was postponed on ac-
count of unpleasant weather, until Fri-
day evening at the same time and
place. It is hoped that a large num-
ber will meet Prof. Mitchell and hear
his able discussion of the subject of
dairying.

—Capt. J. R. Winchester, of Smith’s
Cove died at his home there on the
11th inst. He was fifty-five years of
age and had commanded vessels since
he was twenty-thrce. He had visited
nearly all accessible parts of the
world, and his sea career had heen
singularly free from disaster. A wid-
ow and daughter who reside at home
survive him, and another daughter
and a son reside at Everett, Mass.

—The directors’ report of the Hali-
fax Institution for the Deaf and Dumh
has been published, and the efficiency
and success of this admirable institu-
tion appears to be well sustained. By
an act of the provincial legislature,
any Nova Scotian deaf or deaf-mute
child of sound mind, between the ages
of eight and eighteen, is entitled to
free admission, on an order of the
Warden of the Municipality to which
the child belongs, but it is a lament-
able fact that, according to the state-
ment of the principal there are in the
province a considerable number of
deaf children of school age, not re-
ceiving the benefits conferred by this
school. It is suggested that a com-
pulsory law on the subject should be
vassed. The total number of pupils
in attendance during the year has
been 124, of whom 104 belong to Nova
Scotia. Principal Fearon is an ear-
nest and progressive teacher and to
him is due largely the credit of bring-
ing the institution to its present
state of efficiency.

—Considerable excitement was mani-
fest here last Wednesday afternoon
when the report was circulated that
the steamer Boston was quarantined
at Yarmouth, in consequence of hav-
ing on board two cases of smallpox,
the victims being passengers for
Bridgetown. When the true facts be-
came known, it was learned that Mr.
Loran Craig, son of Mr. Edw. Craig
of this town, having been discharged
as a convalescent patient from the
Boston smallpox hospital, and accom-
panied by a friend, likewise a small-
pox convalescent, was on his way
home for a visit.

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Practical Talks jland Plain Precepts
for Farmers.

DOUBLE PLANTING IN APPLE ORCHARDS.

Ungquestionably the business of
fruit growing in North America bas
made wonderful advances in the past
few years. It is equally without any
doubt that there arc many important
problems still to be solved. One of
the most important of these is the
greater economy of space in the lay-
ing out of orchards.. At the present
time it is generally recommended to
plant apple trees in a permaunent or-
chard - not less than 35 feet apart.
In New York state and central New
England 40 feet is regarded as the
minimum. In fact there are orchards
in New York where the trees are so
large that there would scarcely be
space to work among them if they
were 60 feet apart.

When an orchard is planted at these
distances, however, there is a good
deal of waste space left during the
early days of its growth. For 15 to
20 S'cars a considerable part of t'hc
ground remains practically unoccuplud
and ‘useless. Some crops are occasion-
ally taken off from between the trees
during the earliest years, but exper-
jcnce has generally been against this
practice. On the  other hand when
the trees have actually filled ‘up ‘the
space allotted to them and when we
say the ground is fully oceupied,
there is, in fact, still another waste.
This comes from the fact that the
bearing area of the tree has been
simply moved out with the growth
of the branches, leaving the space
next each tree trunk wholly unpro-
ductive. Apples never grow in the
tree. There is only a comparatively
thin ‘rim around the periphery where
blossoms open and fruit matures.
Thus while we waste space outside of
the orchard, we waste space inside
the tree when the orchard grows old.

This waste often amounts to 50 per
cent' of the land, sometimes more. On
land which is worth from $30 to $100
an acre (and there are always large
areas of land worth §100 an acre now
growing apples) such an. amount of
unproductive soil is a most serious
consideration.

There are two possible remedies for
this condition of things. The first is
pruning; the second is interplanting.

If we have a system of pruning
which gave us control of our apple
trees, we might be able to prevent
their. continuous and undue increase
in size. We could thus keep them
within bounds. Trees nsight be plant-
ed ‘20 feet apart, say, and not allow-
ed to overpass the limits set wupon
them. It is perfectly evident, how-
ever, that- we have not yet worked
out a system of pruning which will
surpass this end. That is one of the
pgreat problems resting with the fu-
ture of <American pomology, We
shall certainly have to solve the prob-
lem before we can pretend to have a
perfect system of fruit-growing; but
this solution appears to be still fur-
ther away from us than the one next
to be mentioned.

Interplanting, or the use of #ill
has been considerably discussed dur-
ing the past decads or two, and has
been occasiGhally tried. For the most
Dart the experiments which have been
made with mixed or double planting
have been unsuccessful, or at least un-
satisfactory; and there is at present
in the general horticultural mind an
undoubted and fairly rounded preju-
dice against it. The waste of land,
however, incident upon wide planting
is so pesitive and obvious a hardship
that many men are willing to face
the prejudice and the bad results of
earlier -experiments in order possibly
to find some improvement for this
condition.

The general object of mixed plant-
ing or interplanting is to increase the
revenue of the orchard during its ear-
lier years. Whatever method of pro-
cedure, therefore, will give the quick-
est and largest returns without dam-
age to the permanent apple orchard
is the method to be pursued. And if
double planting is te be practised at
all, the best method of mixing differ-
ent trees in the orchard comes to be
an interesting practical problem.

Before going farther with this
cussion, it seems necessary to consid-
er in detail the objections usually
made to double planting, and the ar-
guments commonly presented in favor
of it. The first and commonest ob-
jection is that the fillers aré never cut
out when they ought to be. In many
cases fruit growers seem to be ignor-
ant of the time when the fillers ought
to be removed. They do not appre-
ciate that any damage is threatened
from them until after the damage is
done. In most cases, however, the ne-
glect is chargeable to the disinclina-
tion of the fruit-grower to cut out
temporary trees which are giving him
some regular income. It has been re-
peatedly laid down as a rule that
fruit-growers will not do this. A
good old Nova Scotia fruit-grower
summed up the matter thus: “Cut out

dis-

the fillers? Yes! Cut off your head!” *

In answer to this objection it may
be seid that if a man is fairly fore-
warned of the danger of leaving fill-
ers too long in the orchard, and if
he is a man of moderate intelligence
he ‘ought to be able to realize that
what he is after is the maximum
profit from his orchard; and if he has
any way of knowing when the profit
from the fillers begins to be gathered
at a greater expense from the perman-
ent trees, then he should willingly de-
stroy the less for the greater income.
A man ought to have no more Tom-
punction in cutting out a tree from an
orchard than in cutting out a limb
at pruning time. In either case he
removes a part of his fruit bearing
capital for the sake ol getting hetter
returns from the remainder. It
doubtless a fact that the common
careless fruit grower will not remove
fillers when he ought to, and this is
sufficient reason why the practice of
double planting should not be indis
criminately recommended. It is not
any reason, however, why the intel-
ligent fruit-erower —the man who
knows. enough to really look out for
his own business—should not practice
it.,

The second objection is urged
against the somewhat common meth-
od of filling apple orchards with -the
trees of other speci especially stone
fruits, such as peaches, apricots, cher-
ries and plums. The obijection is that
these different types of fruit require
different methods of culture, and that
while striving to do what is best for
the peaches and plums, the grower
does what is best for his apples. This
objection, of course, rests upon the
same ground as the one previously
considered, namely, that the fruit
grower does not have the intelligence
or the courage to do what is for his
own good. If a-man fills his apple
with temporary peach trses, there is
no ‘reagson why he should not give the
apples, the best culture of which he is
capable, and take as a gratuity what-
ever may come to him from the peach

tPreesx. That is what they are there
or.

is

Some sticklers on orchard culture
have carried this objection so far as
to say that pears and early varieties
of apples should not be used for in-
terplanting in standard orchards of
commercial anples. They say that
pears and early apples require pecul-
iar methods of cultivation. So far as
pears are concerned, this-is largely
true, since high fertilization and thor-
otigh working of the soil is likely to
induce blight.

Nevertheless, the objection to filling
apple orchards with other species of
fruit, especially stone fruits, should
be given carcful consideration; and in
most cases it is probably better prac-
tice to use apples for fillers in apple
orchards, if fillers are to be used at
all.

Another obijection which has not
been commonly presented in this con-
nection, but which seems to me to
have more practical weight than eith-
er of the others, is this—that the
planting of fillers in an orchard inter-
feres more or less seriously with the
necessary working of the ground,
growing cover crops and sprayiog
Room has to be left in the orchard
for the spraying outfit to pass read-
ily about within reach of all sides of
all the trees. If a row of fillers is
placed midway between two perman-
ent rows, there is always a certain
amount of land which is thereby kept
out of cultivation. If cultivation is a
good thing—and it certainly is—then
its benefits are mitigated by so much
as the cultivated area is reduced. If
cover crops add valuable «lements to
the ,soil—and they undoultedly do—
then the amount of these elements is
reduced in proportion as the fillers
occupy space otherwise available for
clover or peas.

In answer to thi¢ last objection it
may be said that inasmuch as culti-
vation, fertilization and growing of
cover crops are directed chiefly to the
end of furnishing to trees an adequate
food supply, the inroads made upon
the stock of plant food by the fillers
and by the reduction in cultivation
and- cover crops, may be largely made
good by the application of an extra
amount of fertilizer. It is, of course,
fully recognized that when fillers are
planted in an orchard, much more lib-
eral fertilization must be given. The
temporary trees must not be allowed
to feed at the expense of the perman-
ent ones.

Considering fully the arguments on
both sides of the question and entire-
ly without prejudice. I feel bound to
believe that the practice of interplant-
ing in apple orchards is desirable for
fruit growers who have the intelli-
gence to understand their own
fiess and the courage to attend to\i
I may add, furthermore, that I.ha
sufficient faith in the modern up-to-
date fruit growers to-believe that a
great many of them fulfill these re
quirements. If, then, mixed planting
is to be undertaken in certain cases
we come back to the important ques-
tion as to what methods are most
likely to give success.

We have already briefly considered
the question as to whether fillers
should be of the same species as the
permanent irees. It is doubtless safer
to have them so. There are certain
varieties which come early into bear-
ing, and-%ome of which are compar-
atively small trees, and these may be
put in the temporary rows. Missouri
Pippin and Winesap are generally re-
commended for the West, while in the
Bast experience has not settled upon
anv particular varieties. Iu localities
where Fameuse is a market var i
fills the requirements to a certain ex-
tent. In Nova Scotia I find that Ben
Davis is being considerably used for
this purpose, which will certainly be a
surprise to the men in the ‘“land of
the big red apple.”” In the northern
states and certain portions of Canada
Wealthy has been recommended; and
all persons who are inclined to grow
Wagener will find that suitable
to the purpose in hand.

In many cases it seems best to have
the temporary trees of the same vari-
ety as the permanent ones—that
if one is planting a permanent or-
chard of Ben Davis with trees 40 feet
apart, he may put in an extra row
of Ben Davis half way between. He
will thus have, during the first few
vears, a Ben Davis orchard with trees
20 feet apart.

It will be seen in the presentation
of the arguments above that the
writer does not believe it altogether
an impossible practice to use stone
fruits for fillers in an apple orchard.
While the peach has doubtless been
oftenest used and recommended for
the purpose, plums and sour cherries
would probably better answer the re-
quirements of the case. They are
slower growers, make smaller heads
and are much less likely to overtop
the permanent apple trees. 1f, as has
already been said, the erower will con
centrate his best efforts insbehali of
the permanent apple trees and will
make his cultivation of plums or cher-
ries a strictly secondary matter, there
is no reason why they should in any
way work against the best develop
ment of the main crop. The praatiee
usually recommended as being the
very best for apples comes . near
enough to satisfying the require
ments of the plum trees, at least near
enough so that good returns may be
expected from fillers of this sort.

Whatever species and varieties are
selected for mixing, the whole treat-
ment given the orchard from the first
must favor the permanent trees. They
must be urged to dominate the fillers.
In some cases, especially when the fill-
ers are apple trees, and still more es-
pecially when they are of the same
variety as the permanent trees, it is
a good practice to set the main or-
chard first, putting in the fillers one
or two years later. This gives the
permanent trees a start. In any case,
some - system of repressing pnminz
is to be recommended for the fillers
in order to keep them strictly under
control, and to prevent any one of
them overtopping a neighboring tree
of the elect. i
The arrangement of an orchard will
usually be more or less affécted by
the project of using fillers between the
permanent trees. Sometimes it hap-
pens to be best to adopt the quin-
cunx system. This is perhaps espec-
ially suited to those cases in which
apples are used for fillers between ap-
ples. The permanent trees are put
where they are to stand, say 40 feet
apart and in the middle of the square
equidistant from four of these trees,
a temporary tree is placed. This in-
creases the number of trees to an acre
by exactly 50 percent.

When plums or cherries or dwarf
pears are used for fillers, a much lar-
ger number can be put in to advan-
tage. Perhaps the best way then be-
comes to plant the permanent trees in
rectangles, say 24 by 32 feet, then an
entire row of fillers can be run through
the wide spaces, making the rows 16
feet apart one way and 24 feet the
other. The fillers would then be set
12 feet apart in_the row, and there
would be one and a hali times as
many of them as there are of p

practical, very enterprising, and thus
er’s attention in which a thoroughly
far successful fruit grower has gone
one step farther in this filling process.
He has planted his orchard with per-
manent trees 33 feet apart. He has
then put in fillers half way between,
making the trees 16} feet apart. The
fillers are mostly apples. Then in one]
direction he has filled these spaces
again with peaches, plums and sour
cherries, bringing the trces in one di-
rection 8 feet 3 inches apart. He has
a considerable orchard planted in this
way, and it has so far proved entire-
ly satisfactory. It is still young.
however, and crowding has not yet
become serious. Perhaps we shall
hear from this orchard again.

In conclusion 1 do not wish it un-
derstood that I would recommend the
use of fillers, especially of stone fruits
amongst apples. Tt is generally a
practice to be undertaken by the gen-
eral planter with much caution and
forethought. It is a perfectly reason-
able proceeding, hoivever, and the ne-
cessity for it is so urgent that the in-
telligent, progressive fruit growers of
North America must certainly keep
working in this direction. The exper-
ience which the next few years seem
likely to unfold will doubtless put us
in command of a more rational prac-
tice, one which will enable us to se-
cure ampler ¢ returns from our or-
chards without the long and discour-
aging wait which now intervenes be-
tween the planting of the trees and
their maturity.—Prof. F. A. Waugh in
Country Gentleman.

America for vears has enacted laws
which compel painters to remove old
wall paper before hanging new. No
such regulations exist on the British
Isles, and where the tenant poon
so that his protest carries no weight
the new wall paper is invariably put
over the old. i

The greatest danger to be appre-
hended from this comes from a gas,
deleterious to health, which is gener-
ated from old and decayed paste and
size, dirt and smoke. Possibly pa-
tients inflicted with contagious dis-
easess have occupied some of these
rooms, and the fact that instead of
being disinfected or removed the wall
paper is still there, although hidden
from sight beneath one or two more
layers, may account for many out-
breaks of contagious diseases the or-
igin of which had appeared a mys-
tery to the British health officials.

Tinware may be cleaned readily by
yubbimz it with a damp' cloth dfppcli
in soda; rub briskly and wipe dry.

Two tablespoonfuls of washing soda
dissolved in a gallon of boiling water
make an excellent disinfectant for the
kitchen sink. Pour in while hot.

To clean a kettle in which onions
or other rank vegethble have been
cooked rub with a cloth dipped in
hot, strong soda water, then wash in
soapy water.

Save the round shallow pieces of
cork that fit in wide mouthed pickle
bottles to use as scourers of fine steel
knives. Rub the corks first with sand-
paper to make them perfectly smooth.

The best dishcloths are made of
knitted cotton, for they wash again
and look like new. After using al-
ways wash a dishcloth with soap and
water, then rinse thoroughly and
hang in the air to dry. 5
