MR. ARTHUR HAWKES, OF THE PUBLICI-
TY DEPARTMENT VISITS NOVA 8COTIA.

The Halifax & South Western Rail-
way are evidently taking into serious
consideration the future of the tourist
travel from the United States to Nova
Scotia, and are looking into the matter
of transportation and hotel accommo-
dation.

On Friday Mr. L. H. Wheaton
arrived in towp, accompanied by Mr.

McKenzie and Mann’s railway inter-
ests.

President Spinney, of the Yarmouth
Board of Trade, who is on his annual
trip along the south shore of the Prov-
ince, telegraphed the Secretary of tie
Board that Mr, Hawkes would reach
Yarmouth on the night train. An in-
formal meeting of the Council of the
Board of Trade was held at the Grand
Hotel, where the committee met Mr.
Hawkes and Mr. Wheaton, and dis-
cussed, in an informal manner, the
handling of the tourist traffic to Nova
Scotia.

Mr. Hawkes did not wish to have
any undue importance attached to his
visit, and in a very frank and cordial
way invited the members of the Board
to give him their ideas of what should
be done to increase and care for the
tourist travel, and of the railway busi-
ness. He urged the members of the
Board to express their ideas as to the
possibilities of the business and the
best methods of promoting transporta-
taion and hotel accommodation.

While taking a very noun-committal
attitude upon the matter of increased
facilities for handling the growing
traffic from the United States the sub-
ject is ever before the minds of the
Halifax & South Western Railway
people, and they are laying their plans
to secure their share of the business in
the near future.
