Tho Great Western arrived at New
“York on Saturday last~—left Bristol on the

items, by these arrivals :—

INDIA—CHINA.

The Overland Mail from India reached
London, onthe 3rd inst., with dates from
Bombay to the 19th July ; Calcuua 8th,
Cundahar of the 19th, and Jellalabad of
tho 20th June, and_from China, to the
27th May.

An Official despatch states that on ot
tempt wus made by Akbar Khan, at the
head of threo thovsand men, with the as-
sistanco of the rebel torce, undor a son of
Shah Soojuh, to 1ake Candahar by sur-
prise, in tho absence of Col. Wymer, who
was detached with a large force to Ghilzie
province ; but General Nott routed them
completoly. Surtur Jung, fourth son of
Shiab Soojab, deserted®by his followers,
surtendered.,

From Jellalabad accounts aro conflicting
of 1he state of the noops, some exaggerat-
ing their want of comforts and the preva-
lence of sickness. On the other sido iba
fact is koowr, that instead of retiring,
General Pollock had sentout adetachment
10 attuck somo forts ten miles to the south-
ward.

the cmbarrassment of ownership. How
often was the pillar of stones like that

the centuries were untold, seem liko the
treo of Mambre, beneath which Abiaham
broke bread with angels !
