We enjoy the work
amongst them, and in trying tojhelp others have been blessed
ourselves. i

We were particularly interested in one little sick girl,§§
whose parents gent her to school for a few weeks this sum-|§
mer, but she had heart disease and we let her go home ; her}j
parents had moved to the hop-fields, taking little Magg:e
with them. There we found her lying on a mat in the tent, |
looking very ill. We have gone day after day, taking§
food and medicine ; she lingered longer than we thought.
A little while before she died her mother was crying ; she
said to her, ‘“ Don’t trouble for me ; Jesus is with me all the}
time,” then sang some of our hymns that she learned in Sun- |
dzy school, Though she was here only a few weeks, yet she §
learned of Jesus, and wasnot afraid of the valley and shadow H
of death.

Port Simpson, B.C., Sept. 23rd, 1897.

We have had thirty children for nearly the whole y»ear,
and hope to have at least thirty-five this winter. The people
are now returning from their camps, where they have been
drying salmon for their winter use. There are but few
children home yet.

And now I must refer to my furiough, as you will require
to secure a new worker. I would like to leave here as early
in April as possible, or at least not later than the 1st of May,
as home duties are calling very loudly to me just now ; were
it not so, I would prefer staying another year beiore going
home, as my general health is good, even now after the fever,
I am quite asstrong as usual,

I would suggest that a firat-class dressmaker be sent to
the home; we have long felt the need of this. What the
larger girls require is one who can teach cutiing and fitting.
They sew very nicely, but not one has been taught to cut
and fit or properly finish a dress, and some of them have
quite & talent for dressmaking.

We miss Mr. Crosby very much, but find in Mr, Robson &
good and true friend. We have already learned to love him
very much. We wish you a very successful and profitable
time at your Board meeting. May you be blessed and pros-
pered in all your undertakings. ’

JAPAN.

From Miss Munro.

Toxvo, Sept. 9th, 1897.

For some time all seems to have been hurry and bustle-
First cam. a telegram from Nikko, where Misges Crombie,
Belton and Wigle have been spending the summer, saying
that Miss Belton was ill. The next morning Miss Black-
more started for Nikko. Of course, this created no little
excitement. The day following, Miss Preston left. ns for
Yokohama, and the same day we heard of the arrival of
Mrs, Gooderham and Mrs. Large. We had not expected
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them for two weeks, and were greatly surprised and re-
fjoiced. We planned to return to Tokyo as soon as possible.
I think Mrs. Large looks very much better than when she
qwent away. Mrs. Gooderham seems a little tired. It must
have been very hard for her to take this step, but I think
no one could hear her speak without knowing that her spirit
{is at rest. She is (in my eyes) a sainily woman. May I
grow more like her. It helps me so very much to see her
and Mrs. Large, to remember their sorrows and to know
that our Shepherd has led them to the green pastures and
still waters.

Miss Alcorn left for Shizuoka to-day. It seems such a
pity that we should lose her. She has been a hlessing to us.
Last night we had a very severe typhoon, perhaps the
worst for several years. All through the city, trees and
fences are down and many little houses were blown over.
It was accompaaied by a terrific down-pour of rain. As a
result, there are again washouts on the railway.

Misses Cunningham and Alcorn will probably require to
go part way by jinrikisha because of these, and we are
j anxious for the party who are on *heir way to Kofu, Even
if the roads are not impassable, I am afraid some of them
may be sick after it. That Kofu trip is appalling to me.
1 Our work at Nagano will be very easily reached.

Our school opened yesterday. The indications are, that
we are going to have about the same number as last-
year. Three new pupils have entered. Tsuru Sakakura,
who had consumption last year, is very much better, and I
hope may be spared to our work for some years yet. .
We have had a very pleasant summer, but bave had so
few opportunities for teaching the gospel.

Of course, we had our usual little Sabbath school in Kar-
uizawa, and, besides, one of our girls taught a village girl
Japanese sewing, giving her three or four lessons a week ;
4 while another gave Ler a Bible lesson once a week, and took
{her to church with her every Sunday ; so we tried to sow
the seeds of kindness and ¢l God’s word side by side.

I neglected to say that Miss Belton is getting better.
