Another curious item is some-
times related by the pioneers of
British Columbia relating to the
“Heroic Times.” Sometime
about 1858, when the Indians
began first to use the articles
of food imported by the first
traders in the country, an Indian
came to the trading post, decided
upon procuring for himself a sack
of ¢“ Sapplel” or flour. He first
put his hand on a sack of sugar,
and asked ‘‘How much this
Sapplel?” ¢ Twenty Dollars™
was the answer. Then, pointing
to a fifty pound sack of flour:
‘*And how much ookook Saplel ?"
“Twelve Dollars.” At last he
took attentioa to a sack of salt,
and he came with the question:
““ And how wmuch this Sapplel?”
“Six Dollars.” “I will take
this;” and on the remark of the
trader that salt was not a very
good article to be used as
“sapplel” he said: ‘“May be
not good for white men, but for
a Savage, ayastloos, very good.”
So he took the sack of salt and
went his way. He was no'sooner
at home when he lit a fire and
prepared to make his pottage.
ile put a few handfuls of saltin
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his tin kettle, and began to make
it boil. After some time he
tasted his new fashion food; it
did not taste very good. ‘‘May
be it is not cooked enough,” said

he, and he continued to make fire
and to boil his soup, tasting it
everv now and then, until the
moment when all the water hav-
ing been evarporated, the salt
remained dry at the bottom of
his kettle.

St. CLEMENT, THIRD POPE!
67 to 76.

“St, Clement was born in
Rome, and was son of Faustin-
ian. He sat on the Pontifical
chair nine years, two months and
ten days, under the Emperors
Galba ‘and Vespasian, between
the consulate of Trachalus and
Italicus, and that of Vespasian
and Titus. He divided the city
of Rome mto seven districts,
each of which he ascribed to as
- many notaries or stenographers,
whom he appointed to register,
each one in his district, the Acts
of the Martyrs. Besides a great
number of writings which ‘he
composed in defence of the
Christian Faith, he wrote the two
epistles bearing his mame.
Blessed Peter to whom our Lord
had entrusted the Apostolical
chair, had revealed to him that
he would be elected Sovereign
Pontiff, and that he should ac-
cept the government of the
church notwithstanding his re-
luctance. Linus-and Cletus are
marked in the catalogue of Pon-
tiffs before Clement, because
* their episcopal ordination by St.
Peter took place before his.
Clement held two ordinations in
the month of Décember, in which
he ordained two'Deacons, twelve
Priests and fifteen Bishops for
different churches. He suffered
martyrdom the third year of the
reigh of Trajan, and was buried
in the land of Greece, the 23rd
of November. The Pontificate

Is not this clear enough ? Her
we see that the Pontificate of St
Clement was under the reigno
Galba and Vespasian, not men.
tioning Otho and Vitellius who
only passed on the Imperia
throne, between the consulate g
of Trachalus and Italicus and
that of Vespasian and Titus, §
that is between the years of O, L
67and 76. He was then sent ¥
into exile, and died in the land
of Greece in the year 100. He§
then abdicated the sovereign i¥
Pontificate, for the accepting of i§
which he had had a personal re- §
luctance, and would never have
allowed such a charge to be im-
posed upon him, had he not been §
as if it were compelled by the &
order of Blessed Peter.

We find several other proofs i
of the Pontificate of St. Clement §
having taken place during the i
above marked period, and can g
not understand how some histor- §

different period, viz., between §
the years of O. L. go and 100. i
Isit not regrettable that such §
divergencies have been allowed
to be printed so repeatedly and 3
still continue to appear in recent i
histories of the Chnrch? Surely
enough it can not have been M
more difficult to obtain correct §
records of the succession of the &
first Popes than of the reigns of i§
Nero, Galba, Otho, Vitellius, &
Vespasian, Titus, Domitian, §
Nerva and Trajan, who succeed- 3
ed each other on the Imperial @
throne at the same period. And §
wheu we have records of the §§
succession of the first Popes, in- ®
dicating their names, origin, |}
parentage, consular dates of
their accession and exits, mark- #
ing down even the number of @
years, months, and days, itis §
natural to admit that those are
genuine records, because all
those particulars would not, nor
could not have been invented.
