In Fermanagh
and Clere the docker contained only a
few trivial offences. Thus does Ire-
land answer the charge that it requires
the rule of a * strong ' Government.
We do not hear of white gloves in the
** black ” counties of the North-East.
whero all the salt and savor of Ireland
are supposed to bo collected.

A Papal (neyclical letter has been
addressed to the Brazilian bishops.
In it Ius Holiness urges them to edu-
cate and enlighten the people with all
tho means at their command. Ignor-
ance, he savs, is the cause of the cvils
of the day.

Glad-
stono has given up active work, but
bis Holiness still continues to labor
with the vigor and g_nthueinsm of a
man in his prime.

Bracebridge had put on its most
festive appearance, nwnerous flags
were flying over public and private
buildings, and mottocs such as ** \Wel
como to Sir Joln,” * Canada ,n
Nation," ¢ Bruacebridge Greetings,"
were hung across the street, 'Che
town was full of visitors, and at three
p.m. a large crowd assembled on the
pier to welcome the distinguished
vigitors. At five ninutes past three
Senator Sanford’s stcam yacht, the
Naiad, gaily decorated with bunting,
steamed up to tho landing stoge. The
party which landed consisted of the
Lieut. Governor, Bir John Thompson,
Senator Sanford, Judge Mahaffy, and
Mr. Geo. Tate Blackstock, Q.C. They
wero received with hearty cheers, and
tho Bracebridgo Citizens’ band played
# Seo the Conquering Hero Comes."
Father Meguire introduced tho party
to Mayor Hunt. A procession wua
formed, and headed by the band, the
visitors being in carriages, the prin
cipal slreets werce traversed to the
Town hell, where a halt was made.

A platform had been erected in front
of the building, and here tho Mayor,
on behslf of the Council and citizens
gencrally, presented the Premier with
an address of welcome.

In response, Sir John Thompson
expressed regrot that owing to the
illness of their little daughter Lady
Thompson wag unable to be present.
11e accepted the address as n tribute,
not to the wan, but the office he filled.
He was afraid too many kind things
had been said of lnm, but tho greatest
act of kindness was in stuting that he
was worthy to follow the footsteps of
the threo distinguished men who had
previously held that office—Hon. Alex.
Mackenzie, Sir John Mucdouald, and
Sir sohin Abbott. He had the honour
of serving under the two latter mon,
and appreciated their worth and
potriotism. Witlrregard to Hon. Alex.
Mackenzie, men, no matter how they
diffcred from his policy, admired lus
sterling integrity and dovotion to duty,
so that it was no mesn honour to be
told that Sir John 'Thompson was

worthy to follow in their footsteps. It
was a stniking fact that the Dommion
had no ex Promier, and he could
assuro them ho was not a candidate
for that oftice; he had no desire to fill
it for at least a long timo to come.

The Liout.-Governor was pleased to
see tho Municipal Council welcome
such a distinguished visitor, and he
was sure the welcome was not because
of party politics, for distinguished
Canadinns, irrespective of politics,
wore always welcome in Ontario Tho
people of Canada felt tho preasure of
hard times, but they snould thank God

for the happy lines in which their
lives wero cast,

‘T'he procession then reformed, and
marchod to tho Fxhibition grounds,
whoro a very Iar%o number of the peo-
ple wero assembled, who gave the
parte n vory cordial reception.

‘Tho Mayor took the ohair at the
mecting, aud more than two thousand
people gathered around the temporary
pintform. 1is  Wurslup expressed
pleasure at sccing all oreeds wimto in
8 good cause, that of helpiug the causo
of religion.

Bir John Thowmpson, on conung
forward to speak, was very cordially
received, He disclaimed any tention
of making a political epecel so soon
after leaving Ottawn, whero everyono
was tired of heanng overyone clse
apenk. o had only been accustomed
to ‘:lend at tho baraud to talls politics,
and had como to Muskoka to eseape
from all this, He had been so fur
delighied with all he had seen, and
when Fathor MoGuire asked him to
come to this pienic he could not re-
fuse, owing to the kinuness oxtended
to him ever sinco he onte=ed Muskoka.
The beauty and grandeur of tho scencs
around themn should remind Canndians
of the beauty and expanse of the Dom-
inion, n country of homes, a country
where overy honest individual could
find peace and plenty. Hero thoy had
overything whish could make a peopls
hagpy and great. e could semember
whon down in the East thoy were told
that Ontario cared nothing except to
get freo acceas to tho sca. Now the
peoplo of the Tast know better, and
they rejoiced that the magnificent sea-
board on the Atlantio was secured for
all of Cannda by Confederation. But
it was not only the eastern seaboard
alone Cannda had to be proud of, for
away to tho \West were the great and
fertile prairies, and still further west
the Paciic seabonrd, so that tho
Dominion had a double share of that
esscutisl of national prosperity, an
extensive geaboard. QOanada was just
now in a fortunate position. ‘The
Lioutenant Governor had previously
referred to the serious state of affairs
in the Republic, but it was not thero
alono where trouble existed. The chief
of n great nation had been struck down
by the assassin's knife ; in Britain the
agricaltural distress was most severe,
and almost every European nation was
being forced to take action againat
traitors and Anarchists. It was cause
for thankfulness that in spite of difli-
culties, Canada was happy and con-
tented. Tho English-speaking race
and French-speaking race havo both
agreed to govern themselves locally,
and to unite for the welfare of the
country. The desire of Canadiang
was to live in peace among themselves
and with tho neighboring nation, for
whom they had nothing but the most
kindly feeling and the best wishes,
but it was too Ilate to talk to us of
wedlock to the States, for we are wed-
ded to our own country and to the
great oountry which gave to us the
peaco we enjoy, and tho right to govern
ourselves. Ile had in his possession a
letter written nearly thirly years ago
by Sir Joseph Howe to his (the
apeaker's) father. That lotter described
o voyago from Nova Scotia to Quebeo,
and showed that in thoso days the
then provinces knew little of each
other, and had apparently no common
interest. All that had been changed
by Confederation, and Nova Scotians,
whilst intensely loyel to thair own pro-
vince, were equally loyal to Canada,
and ready if need be to die for the
Dominion. Nova Scotians had taken
their share of the burdens of the coun-
try, and wero said to be like the Scoteh,
particularly fond of all good jobs. Ha
rejoiced to be present because of the
demonstration. Such a gathering
gavo token of tho spirit of toleration
and good feeling which were so char-
aoteristic of Canadians. He was de-
lighted to hear from all parties that
Protestants wers as anxious to make

the pic-nic a succoss as was Father

McGuire, and woro a8 generous in
their donations as Cotholica. There
could bo no hiope for a country where
thero was no toleration in religions
matters. Prooceding, ho sud ho bad
uscd thego words before and was jeered
at by n great paper in Ontario, 1
was told I onPy asked toleration for
myself and my co-relyziomsts. I osk
no toleration for myself from any
man. I aek for no toteration for y
rehigious viewa. [ neither defend nor
explain my viows; nesther will 1do ro
toany man, W hion I sco Protestants,
as I sco thom to-day, helpiug o goad
cause 1 rejoico at tho tolerance exlnb-
ited.”  Sir John concluded after pay-
g a warm tribute to the peaple, who,
icrespective of politics or crced, Linu
given him such u kind welcome.

The Licutenant-Govornor expressed
Ins delight with the good fechng which
existed among the people of Muskoka.
Such toleranco exhibited was of the
most hopeful augury for Canada,
Ilo trusted that not only members of
tho Cabinet but politicians of both
sides would go nmong the people nnd
learn their wanta. (A Voico—*' And
give us reciprocity.”) Carsda was a
great country of which they wero all
proud, and if thoy were loysl to duty
n grand future lay bofore them.

Mr. George "'ate Blackstock and
the Rov. Father McGuiro gave short
addresses,

Mr. A. P. Cockburn, ex M.P., was
called for, He deprecated very
strongly the bitter scotarian feeling
exiibited during the recent provineinl
election, and especially 1 Muskoka,
and trusted it would soon die out and
be forgotten.

Cheors for tho Queen, tho Premier,
tho Lieutenant Governor, Father Me.
Guire and Mr, Cockburn cloged ihe
meeting.

Among those present, in addition to
tho Promior's party, were Sheriff
Beottes, Dr. Bridgland, Mr J. B.
Browning, Mr. Aubroy White, Ontario
Crown Lands Depnartment, the Itev,
Johin Jones, Orillin ; Judge MeCurry,
Mr. W. H. Spencer, J.P., ox.Mayor
3. H. Armstong, Mr. Robert Porry,
Dr. Topp and other Conservative and
Liberal leaders.

Mr. Frank Madill, M.P. for the
district, was not present, and Mr.
George Langford, M.D.P. for the dis.
trict, although in the town, did not
meet the Premier.

Lord Aberdeents Estater,

B-fore the royal commission on agri-
culturs, presided aver by Me. Shaw
Lefovre, Mr. Georgo Muithead, factor
for Lord Aberdeen'scstatesin Aberdeen-
shire, {n the course of bis evidence,
said that the acreagn of Lord Aberdeen's
cstato was 33 000 acrew, the rontal be.
ing ahout £10,000 ayear, Since 1872
Lord Aberdaen had apent over S2ih),.
000 in improvements on tho cstate.
In IKRQO £2]1,000 was returned to tho
{rnants, owing to the disastroun renson
of 1871 ,in 188G £3,088 wan roturned ;
and in 1892 £2,030. In 1836 a re.
valuation was offcred to every tenant,
and to those who accopted it it brought
a roduction of abeut 22 per cent., but
nothing like all the tonants asked for
a rovision, .

Tho now rents under tho rovision
woro to stand for five yoars, In 1&90
thean venta were raised 11 per cent.
All tho tenants were under lease,  flo
gavo details of the number of yeare'
rent at 1. anacre, which it took to
equip holdings of different sizes, rang.
ing from £120 for holdings of fivo
acres to £2,:100 for holdings of Hun
acres. Ho had at leaat 100 applica-
tions for furms lying in his oflice to day.
Tho farms which camo to ho let wero
generally let for lesa than some ap-
plicants wero willing to give. Judping
from tho regularity with which rents
wore paid, he had no reason to supposo
that the agricultural dopression was
folt in Aberdennshire. His opinion
was that tho depression existing gen.
crally wns duo to tho contraction of
tho currency and the conscquent ap-
preciation of gold. The only remedy
he could suggest was an addition to
the supply of gold.

Who Converls the Chinaman?
Tbe Nowcatle, Eng., Chronicle asks
tho above and answers the question as
follows: * Evidently, in so far as he
is converted at all, it is by the QOatho-
lic missionaries. They are first, like
Eclipse, and the rest are nowhere,
From the deconnial report of the
Chiucse Imperial Maritimo Cuatoms,
it appears that in Mowchang twenty-
thires Catholic missionaries have more
than 12,500 converts, whereas seven-
teon Protestant missionaries have con-
nregations numbering only about 2,000,
In Cheefo the missionary body com-
prises somo seventy-Gve [I’rotestants
with 500 converts, and 100 Catholics
with 100,000 converts. Thus, whilo
each Cstholic securcs 1,000 natives,
each Protestant secures only six or
seven. In Mengtoz tho situation is
oven worse from tho Protestant point
of viow,

“There aro, wo are told, twonty-threo
Catholic prieats with 10,000 converta ;
twelve mon and nino woman Prot.
estant missionaries can only hoast of o
dozen baptized ndberents. No clear
light is thrown upon the cauees of the
failure of the Protestant mission ; but
it is doubtless duc in great measure to
the faculty possessed by tho Catbolics
of identifying themsolves with the in-
torests of the nativez. In Ichang, for
example, tho Fathers have taught the
people to grow the potato, which in
many villages has superseded even rice
as tho staple food.”

Recovered Her Sight at a Tomb,

Tho blindness of Mre. Mary Coyla,
of Hazel stroet, Wilkesbarro, has beon
almost entirely cured, she avers, by a
remorkable process. She was almost
totally blind for years. On Wednesday
she visited the tombof Father O'Haven,
who was pastor at St. Mary's church,
which she atteuded, for twenty.five
yoars, and thern wept and prayed.
‘T'hon she applied the dust of the grave
to her oyes. Now she sers as woll as
beforo she was blind.

Those were indeed awful tunes in
Treland.

‘rathlessly cast upon the roadside,
without roof or shelter from the
clemency of the weanther, and without
food or adequate clothing, or provision
of any kind for nature’s neceasities.
Famine succeeded bunger and cx.
posure, and fever succeeded famnine ;

proposal of payment of a few pounds
of passage meney for every fumily that
consented to cross the Atlantic Ocean
in the floating hearse. This historical

Tho number who died of the ship-
fever iy Kangston in IN{7 M is variously
estimated, exact registers nat having
heen kept for o good part of thut
luborious und distreasing titmo regard
g tha Protestant vietimy, Good
Fuather Dollard, liowever, hags left be
lnud im a most cardfally kept diary
of the Cathiolics who sucenmbed to the
pestilence and were buried by him
religiously, giving the namo and sur-
nawo of cach. the nge and the date of
douth, and the purish or county in
Ireland from which the enugraut had
come.  Kingston wae thou a com
paratively snll place. It was only
in the previoua sear it began to be
atyled a city. Father Dollurdla tabu
lated register shows 62 to bo the num-
ber ot Catholic ettizens that died be
tween January 1st and June 30th in
1847, whervas in tho second half of
that year he buned 1,182 Catlolics,
of which nuwmber (8« jmmi-
grants' and . 41 * residents ’ were vie-
tims of the plague, The mortality
becamo gradually reduced after Winter
bad get m, und the record of 1848
ghows only 58 Catholics, styled ** last
year's immigrants,” to have died of
the dread diseaee.  Accordingly, after
muhing the closest approxmate caleu
Iation warranted bty the exieting Pro
tes.ant records, wo have inscribed on
this wnnumcent the total number of
vietims of the plague. Catholics and
Protestants, - about 1,100.”"

With thankfulness to the Heuveuly
Futher, * from whom are all boly
desires, nighitcous counsels and just
works,”” we commemworate on this
monument ** the unesuluous attention
and compassionare offices of the good
citizens of Kingston™ towards the sick
and dying wmmigrants, who were
thrown suddenly and in alarming
numbers upon the streets of this city.
In a single day a forwarder named
Grier lauded 1,800 of them upon Ins
wharf, now called Gunn's wharf. The
sight of their diseased and helpless
condition sickencd the souls of the
bravest. Man, were seized with panic
and fled to distant places, Bui, thank
God, there were alsomauny, very many,
among the [rish of Kingston who re-
ceived their poor, hopeless fellow-
countrymen inlo their homes and
cared for them tenderly. Their charnity,
alss | was the occasion of the spread
of the contagion through the city, and
hence the large number, 141, of the
¢ Catholic residents " who died of the
fever in the secoud half of the year
1~47. There were also in sufficient
number courageous and kind-hearted
gentlemen, of Irish birth mostof them,
who occupied civio positions or stood
high in social estimation, and werc
rendy to risk their lives i fulfilnent
of the sublime duty of religion set be-
fora us by the Chureh in the parable
of the good Samaritan, recited m
yesterday's Mass. The names of the
most prominent of those high-minded,
unselfish men sre familisr to most of
you. The members of the Municipal
Council of the city of Kingston were
indefatigable 1n their excrtions for the
relief of the plague-strickon strangers,
a8 I am credibly informead by our most
worthy City Clerk, Mr. Michael Fla
nagan, who was then, as now, the
first officer of the city, and who at the
samo time was Sccretary to the Muni-
cipal Board of Heslth. It will not
ba invidious to mention a fow who
distingmished  thewmselves in  the
work of charity by their exposure of
their lives in the fever shed, Lot mo
name Mr. Thomas Kirkpatrick, Mayor

of Kingston city at that time, the
respected father of George A. Kirk-

patriok, Lieutonant-tovernor of Qn.
tario to day, e wna a most intimato
and \‘n\uc& friond of the Right Rev.
and Hon  Alexander Macdonell, first
Bishop of Kingston, who appointed
him executor of his last will. Ho
always exhibited thoe kindhest feeling
towands his Catholio fellow-oltizena,
sod in the day of direful distress ho
atood gallantly by tho sido of his poor
Iriah compatriots, on whom tho hand
of aflliotion lind been lad heavily.
With himm were associated in overy
cffort of relief Alderman James Baker,
a fervent Catholic and most worthy
oitizon, futher of Mra, James Davis,
who still resides amongst us and is
reapected by all, also Allerman
Robert Anglin, a thorough Protestant
Irisliuan, universally esteemed by
Catholics ns well as Protestants, and
united 1 close fricudslup with the
venernble Bishop Pliclan.  Alderman
Auglin's brothers and sons are still to
the fore in this city, enjoying the
regpeet of all who know thom. Mr.
William Ford and Mr. James Meagher
have left after thom likewisoa tradition
of zeal and activity in alleviating the
puin ut:d gorrows of the aftlicted exiles
m 1817, All praise is given to the
medical profussion in this ety for the
courneons sorvices rendered by its
members during the pestilenco of 18147.

To none, however, is the tribute of
grateful remembrance and public
honor more fully due than to the
largo - hearted and  seif-gacrificing
Bisliop Phelan and his two agsistants,
Father Dollard and young Father
Patrick Neylon. On thew the chief
burden of the care of the sick, dying
and dead naturally fell; Leeause the
victims of the plague were for the
most part Catholics; and the more
helpless the sick, the more of time
and care and watchful solicitudo was
demanded of the priest in attendance
upon them for the beneficial adminis.
tration of the last rites of religion.
Therefore did they dovote themselves
to the dangers aud fatigues of the
fever sheds day and mght without any
regard to therr own safety. The
immense number of those poor people
whom they shrived and anointed and
buried with tho funeral rites of the
Catholic Cliurch—1158 ~besides thoge
who recovered frum the pestilence
after reception of th2 last sacraments,
tells, of itself, the measure of the
labor they underwent during that
half year of indescribable horror.
The Bishop and Father Dollard sur-
vived it; but the young priest, Rov.
Patrick Neylon, died mm the fever
slieds, a martyr to his priestly office
and the charity of Christ.

The Archbishop, addressing Prin.
cipal Grant, smd: ¢ To vou, sir, as
representative of tho Board of Govern-
ors of thie General Hospital of Kings.
ton, I now have the pleasure and
honor of presenting this monument,
as ray personal gift to your ingtitution
and this city, with full confidence that
you will pregserve 1t unto future geno-
rations 1n memory of the terrible
sufferings of my exiled compatriots,
and of the Chrnistian kindness and
heroic charity of the good citizens of
Kingston in the alleviation of human
distress in the year 1847."

Hon F. Geoffclon Dead.

Hon. Felix Geoffrion, Q.C.. M.P,
for Verchores, died of gastric fover at
his residence at Verchores on the
evemng of the 7th instant. By his
death thoe Liberal party loses one of its
veterans, and the Liberals of the dis-
triot of Richelieu thoir old time leader.
Mr. Geoffrion, next to Mr. Bourassa,
M.P. for 8t. Jobn's, wes tho oldest
member of the Federal House, having
occupied a seat there uninterraptedly
for 82 years, the next oldest member
being Sir Heector Langevin. The
membeor for Verchieres attended to his
Parliamentary duties as usual during

the last session. When prorogation
came he returned home in apparently

parsablo Lealth, but after a learty
meal ho suffered front indigestion and
had 1o tako to his bed, und remained
in it unti] hua death,  For <ome years
past My, Geoffrion had not been n
tha best of health.

Ainie Geoffrion, [nepeotor of
Regiatry Ofticrs, and Vietor Geof
frion, and of Mesdauiea Cusvon, Morin
and Chaovrette. e waas boen at Va-
ronnes on (ctober §, 1852, nud was
therefore in his 62nd year. After his
courso of studies ho chose the notarial
profossion, in which ho attained emin.
ance, In 1866 he married the
dnughiter of Lt Col. Joseph an
gercau. by whom hehad threo ohildren.
The wife and chiklren are now all
dead, Mrs, Geoffrion dying about
twelvo years ago,  His son died at the
ago of twenty, und the two daughters
at an early age. IFrom 1851 to 1843
ho was Registrar of Vercheres
County. He had beon President of
the Montreal, Chambly and Serel
Railway, and had oecupied nearly all
the positions of trust in the county
and district. e was first returned in
1803 to the Canadian Assembly, and
went through o score of contests suc.
cessfully. He was one of the best
stump spenkers ever heard in the Pro
vinee, though be rarely spoke in the
House. Hon. J. A. Chaploau, then
at the zemith of lns power as a public
speaker, undertook to face him in
vercheres, but was defeated at tho
polls. It is remarkable that \r,
Geoffrion was opposcd at every elec-
tion excopt at that rendered neceraary
by his entry into the Cabinet, when he
was returned by acclamation,

Though Mr. Geoffrion was seldom
heard on the floor of the Commons he
was active in committeces. In 187t
he moved the formation of a select
committeo to inquire into tho causes
of the difliculties in the Northwest
during 1869 70, of wbich he became
Chairman, and prepared the report
thereof to P'arliament. On July 8,
1874, he wag swa*r inas a member of
the Privy Council, and appointed
Minister of Inland Rovenue, gucceed-
ing Sir A. A. Dorion, appointed Chief
Justice of the Court of Queen’s Beneh,
Ho romained in office until December,
1876, when, owing to <erious illness,
Mr. Geoffrion resigned, retaining his
seat in Parliament. He was replaced
in tho CQabinet by Hon. Rodolphe
Laflamme.

Light years have gone by since M.
Heclan was au actvo member of the
Bhamrock team, and yot it scems only
yesterday since he was seon on tho
grounds seannyg the colors of the
club and evoking enthusiastio applause
from the thousands who watched and
admired his prowess. o was, physi-
cally, a splendid specimon of man-
hood ; lie was one of the most oxport
players of his day; when sent with
tho ball on his lacrosse rushing
townrds the goal of an opposing team,
many is the cheer that encouraged
him and that told how keenly awake
to the inportance of his triumph wore
all who took interest in the manly
game.

While occupying o place ot distine.
tion in the ranks of the amateur
athlotic men of the country, Lie was
foremost in the grand work of plasing
in the front every organization with
which Ins nationalhty was specially
connected or mn which his fellow-
countrymen wore particularly interest-
ed. In tho fivld of physical culture
ho nobly did his part. But apart
from thoso achievemunts, that will
not soon be forgotten, he devoted his
tiue to the ucquiring aml cultivating
of the qualitics of mind and heart that
tend to clovate & people. Ho was a
young Irishman of whom his fellow-
country could well be proud, and a
Catholic whose lifo and oxample
should not be lost upon his co-reli-
gionists. Socinlly, he was a charming
companion, and all who enjoyed the
privilege of an acquaintance with him
have ever folt better and bappier by
reason of his ussociation and compan-
ionship. And above all, to thess fine
characteristics we must add that of a
deep and solid religious spirit, a Faith
that no obstacle could shake and a
Charity that kept pace with the devo-
tion of his heart. In the last hours
and during the trying months that
preceded tho end this religious fervor
was his grandest consolation and the
truest guaranteo of a futuro of huppi-
ness.

"The chief mourners at the funeral
were the father of the deccaged, Alr.
William Heelan, and his brotber, Mr.
Patrick Beolan, as well as other near
relatives. The pall-bearers wereMessrs.
L. Kennedy, R. S. Kelly, James
Wilson, W. O°'Brien, F, Ryan and F.
Barret.

The large concourse of sorrowing
relatives, mourning frienda and grief-
stricken admirers that followed his
remains to that silent city buyond the
mountain is tho best avidence of the
esteen, respect and love in which he
was held by bundreds. In the words
of that service which the Church
chants over her faithful children, we
bid him farewell—* May bhis soul
rest in peace.”—Zrue Witness,

A Remarkable Curo for Diplitheria.

Tho I'ilt \Mall Guazette has & note
sbout a new diphtheria curs, about
which very littly bas been heard, but
which, it is snid, has been no firmly
established as a sound and trustworthy
romedy that it is about to be intro-
duced at once in one of the large Lon-
don hospitals. The history of this
cure i roughiy speaking, as follows :

Diphtheria was tirst studied as a zy-
wotic discave, nud its characteristic
bacillus was isolated by Lofller in
Berlin, and afterwards by Dr. Roux,
of the Pasteur institute. Roux found
that the symptows of the diseaso were
produced by a specific poison, secratod
by the diphtheria bacillus. Tho matter
was taken up afresh by Professor Buh-
ring, of Berlin, who discovered the
remarkuble fact that blood from any
animal which had been rendered im-
mune would actually cure diphtheria
and extirpate the noxious bacillus
This resalt is ono of the moat startliog
in tho wholo range of bacteriology.

It seems incredible, first, that by in-
jecting weak cultures of a disease into
living animals the animals do not be
come infected with the discase, but
siply become immuno to it, so that
one can inject without harm iato a
guinoa pig us much poison as would
have othorwiso sufliced to kill 8 whole
colony of guinea pigs; and, secondly,
that a fow drops of blood frow that
animal iojected into s humen child
suffering from diphtheria will arrest
and often curo the diseaso. Usualiy it
is a horse that is made immune, and
the process of bleeding is 8o simple and
painless that it will not oven look up
from the carrot it is munching to g0
what the operator is doing at its jugular
vein.

Ly and by, in all probability, a
means will be found of obtairing the
neccagary scrum without having re.
courss to living animals at all, and
then tho cure will have reached ita
highest attainment,

Thoro is & street car war on in
Savannoh, Ga., tho fares have been
put down to that point that prople
ride oven if they have but a couple of
squares to go. The charge is onu cent
for short trips and threo cents for very
loog ones. The President of one of
tho compauies is threatening to make
a uniform charge of one cent. Ho says
that his companyhas actually taken in
moro monecy during the past two
months, while tho war has been in
progress, than it did during the samo
months last year, when the charge was
five conta a ride. The incrcase in travol
has been moro than double.

Tha Cuthefie Missims published tho
following lotter of Rev. Father Carrier,
N.J., a miesioner in Trichmoply, East
Indive :

Tho Madeira Mission and tho Socioty
of Jesus can invoke o now martyr, tho
Rov. Ambrosa Awmirdam, who fell uun.
der tho strokes of an iron bar in tho
hands of savago pagans.

He was born at Hariscal on tho 3d
of September, 1858, in ono of tho best
families of the place  After having
accomplished his studirs with grest
succeas in the QCollegn of Negapatam,
Awmhroso was received in the Socioty
of Jesuw, whore ho was remarkable for
his pioty and charity. and atill moro fer
his ardeut zeal in procuring the con-
verision of pagans and promoting tho
spiritual welfare of Onristiane. Since
twolve yoars ho was u priest. He bad
done a great deal of good and had
converted a large number of infidels.

On the 9t of January bo left us in
good health, full of lifo and spirit. He
had been designated to bo the guide of
Rev, Arthur Allchin, an English Jesuit,
formerly an officer of the navy, a con-
vert, and who wished to visit our
stations beforo returning to Eogland,
where he was to ho ono of the writers
on tho Month.

Father Amniirdam was going to
Tuticorin, where ho would bave found
hig companion and pass through the
Pala Nagel, when mauy Obristians
cawe in hnste to inform him that a
priest of the idols, very much respected
and considered os a powerful magician,
had encronched on their rights by
building on the land around their
church, Without any other consider-
ation but his zeal tho missionary wout
immediately to examine the affair.
Ho ontered a protest agaiust the
usurpation, and sent for the police,
whose station was not more than fifty
steps distant. The Rev. Father spoke
calmly, and made his proteat with the
most admirable mildness. Whilat all
wero awaiting the police agents, a pagan
drew near and etruck him on the back
with an iren bar a little below the loft
shoulder with such a force that the
wooden handle broke into splinters in
tho bands of the assailant. The horri
ble blow, probably fatal, did not de-
prive immediately the good Father of
all consciousncas, He foll on his knees,
crossod hisarins on hishreast, and raised
bis oyes to heaven. No doubt in that
suprome monent ho gent a prayer of
bumble resignation and ardent love to
God, and asked mercy and forgiveneas
for his murderers.

A second ruffian more savage than
the first struck tho good Kather per-
pendicularly on tho head, inflicting &
largoe wound about three inches deep
running obliquely from the top of bis
beud almost to tho left ear.

Tho blood gushed abundantly and
formed a red pool on the sand where
lay tho martyr unconscious and nearly
dead. Still thoy struck repeatedly on
his chest. A pagan more crusl than
tho others arrived with a large pruning
hook, and was on the point of severing
the head and of chopping tho limbs of
the invinciblo soldier of Ohrist, He
would have accomplished this ghastly
work, but a generous Christian, a bro-
*her of ono of our best native priests,
expoeing his lifo, rushed in the middle
of the infuriatod crowd to prevent that

borritlo and sacrilegious butchery, and
took the dying martyr from tho hauds
of his torturers,

Tho Rov. Fathor Carrier describos
how ho had Lron summoned. lile
hurried and arrived before tho night
toadministor tho last Bacramenta to his
d{l:g brother, who though spitting
blood constantly and being sgitated by
a violent dolirium, caat occasionally an
imploring glanco on tho crucifix or the
imnego of tho Holy Mother of God.

Adoctor, who arrived in thomorning,
deolarsd thero was bardly any hopo to
zavo tho patient, and advisrd to have
bim conveyed to the next town, whoro
thosurgeonsprovided withtho ni cessary
instruments might attompt to do some-
thing to savo a precious life,

The martyr started, carricd on =
strotchor and surrounded by a largoe
aumber of Christians, when his soul
took its doparture from this world and
wont to receivo in heaven tho crown
conquered by his glorious sacrifice.

The Winnipeg School Board.

Miracles at St. Anne's

This famous Caundian shrine is be-
coming better known to the world as
each succceding year rolls by. During
the present year 21,000 pilgrims have
gone to it, and many remarkable cures
have been recorded in the columns of
the daily press. Tho * Good Saint
Anne,” as her faithful French olionts
bavo named her, has proved her good-
ness and love to many of the faithful
of all races; and thy teslimony of
miracles performed would be enough
to satisfy even Catholic Bishops, who,
of all believers, demand the most con-
vincing proofs on such a question.

It is unfortunato that there is not
at Ste. Anne de Beaupre a board of
competent physicians, to testify re-
garding true miracles performed. The
need of such an authority is shown by
the action of Senator Sullivan, who
found it necessary to deny ths an
nouncement of a miracle, which was
mads concerning one of his patients at
the Hotel Dieu, Kingaton. The Sen-
ator Dactor acted properly in denying
this report of a miracle which did not
take place. Catholics do not want
bogus miracles, and be sure St. Anne
does not waunt them either. There
are enough well-attested wonders
performed withoutimagination creating
more,

If doctors were present at the shrine
—Protestant dootors as well as Catho-
lic—their solid testimony regarding
miracles performed would have more
weight with all people than the records
of pious pilgrims or sensational re
porters. Some people seem to think
that the authorities of the Church are
pluased at the fanciful multiplication
of wonders. Not so. The lhurch
rejoicus ot all manifestations of the
power of God and the intercession of

the Samts, but it requires most tho-
rough and convincing proof before

performed,

Most of nur readers havo heard of
the Anglican clergyman visiting Romo
who was allowed to peruse tho records
of a prooess of beatification then going
on. After reading the evtdenco for
several miraoles, ho exclaited to his
host, a Roman pricst: *If your
Oburch could always produce such
testimony for tho wonders of your
saints, I ocould become a Catholic.”
The priest told him that not one of
tho miracles hio was reading had been
aocopted by the dJacred Counwil, vx-
plaining tho reason for thoir rejection.
Tho Anglican becamo a Catholic.

Woll.attested miracles arv tho kind
we want. Qur Protestant frionds rejeot
all post-Apostolic miracles with tho
word ‘¢ Impossible.” If hall-miraclos
aro advexncsl as  proof, thoy aro
strongtheaed in their beliof that Catho.
iic miranolos are inventions. Thero are
enough woll-authenticated miracles
verformed at the shrino of La Bonie
Sainte Aune to convince thoso friends
without strotching the word to cover
doubtful cuses.

All curnest Catholics in this Do-
minicn were grieved at the reports of
an attack madu on Protestant mission.
houses in a suburb of Quebeo last
weok. The Catholio journals of Que-
bec Provinco wero outspoken in their
condemnation of the affair. Trus,
the ciroumstance waa magnified by
sensational reporters, as everything
hurtful to Catholicity is magnified ;
but that only increases the evil to our
faith, since there are so many people
anxious to beliave the worst about us.

It is not long ago sinco we earnestly
advised all Catholics to avoid any such
cauee of scandal to our Protestant
friends. Catholics aro free from the
charge which lies at the door of certain
clergymen in every Protestant sect in
this country—the charge of endorsing
without examination overy lioe which
the desire of money or notoriety or
revenge can inspire abandoned orea-
turesto formulate against the Church.

But some of our people, and by no
means the most faithful, are not free
from the charge of using the primitivo
weapons of Protestantism against
itself, and of lowering themselves to
the level of a Belfast mob on account
of the silly utterances of a perverted
or a perverting preacher.

Wo are fully aware that our French
brethren have to suffer many insults
at tho hands of these itinerant gospel-
lers, we know that tney are treated
as being uncivilized, un-Christian,

Vo might remind
themof Orango and P.02, A, and Know
ing disturbances, and recur to the
treatment the SBalvation Army recoived
in Protestant London, whon Cardinal
Manning spoke nobly in its defonce,
But Catholics should aimn at a hjgher
lovel than being simply as gocd as
others, o havo tho faith of Ohrist,
and wo must oultivato I{is mock apirit,
and zocopt reviling and perscoution as
hlessings when suffored in Iis name.

It would redound more to tho glory
of the Laith aud bo moro beneficial to
our own sanotification if wo could imi.
tate the good Catholics of Arklow,
wko, according to tho teatimony of an
Englishi Protestaut momber of Parlia-
mont, kept off the main strect for two
successivo Sundays to avoid trouble
with two Protestant wministers who
woro driving up and down denouncing
the *errors of Rome.” [Ilosh and
blood cannot do theso thinge, but
grace can. Good Catholics who act
according to the teachings of their
faith aro tha most tolerant and loung-
suffering people in this world.

Where Should Settlers Go ?

Jolm Hughes, Archbishop of Noew
York, was undoubtedly a great man,
but there are mary who think he
mado a grave mistake when he urged
the setulement of Catholic immigrants
in tho largo citics near tho Atlantio
coast. D'Arcy McGoo advised that
thoy should be assisted to colomze the
unseottled lands of the North-1Vestorn
States ; but other policy prevailed, and
to-day what aro tho consequences ? A
pre-eminently agricultural people liko
the Irish were turned aside from their
usual labor and settled in crowded
streets of large cities. Coming from
a land where wealth could be acquired
only by tho aris of the traitor, and
whero learning was a crime, most of
them had neithe: tho capacity nor the
training for business or professions,
and wero forced to porform the bhardest
work at the lowest pay.

True, the natural genius and adapt-
ability of the Celt could not bs re-
strained under conditions so favorable
ag the United States afforded, and now
the sons of poor immigrants occupy
tho highest places in the professions,
while Irishmen take first rank as
skilled workmen in all branches of
manufacture., But still it is evident
that they do not, as a whole, fil! the
position for wiich their abilities
qualify them. With some the rural
virtues and rustic manhood of the old
land have degenerated under the cor-
rupting influences of city life, and
carcors which had in them brilliant
promises for Church and State have
been blighted by the street corner and
the saloon. Then, too, thoy do not
own the land ; and the ownecs of the
land are. in tho outcome, the true
people of a country.

A similar mistake has been made
by many of our Canadian compatriots
in Ontario and Quebeo who have
been foreed by hard times or excess
of population to leave their old homes.

In both cases they have followed tho
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oraving of the ago {or tho attractions
of city life, and havo settled i largo
manufaoturing citles aoross the bordor,
to pass through the same deteriorat.
wig influences us tho imumigrants of
fifty yeurs agc. This sclection of
locality 1« no doubt Inrgely due to tho
poverty of our emigrants, and the
readiness with which woney can be
carned in o wanufacturing city. But
fow will have any doubts that it is
doplorable to sco ouwr hardy, indus-
trious peoplo go to another country—
doplorublo both on acecunt of tho loss
to Cannds and the consequences to
themselves.

The present iz the timo to ap.
ply tho remedy. The hard times in
the United Stuates and tho striot Alien
laws keep our peoplo at howme, and
Canadians should aid them in finding
suitable homes in this great country.
Our French cowpatriots, who are aftor
all the trucst prtriots from a purely
Canadian standpoint, have applied
themsolves to solve tho difficulty. The
superflnous population of the sister
Provinco has been aided and directed
by enlightoned priest and statcsmen to
sottle tho unoccupied lands in the
northern part of both Provinces. Tho
efforta of Cure Labelle and others
cannot bo too mueh applauded by
Canadians of every race and creed.

The Impire had last week anartiolo
on rapid increase of French sottlers in
Algowa and Nipissing, whero little or
no capital is required, aud where the
rewards of labor are more certain and
more constant than in any other part
of America. Ve have published in
ourcolumnsa very able sories of articles
from the pen of the energetic and
far-secing lduther Ileming on the
same question  Hia lotters should be
studicd by all our readers, as they are
o good statement of the case by one
who i8 on the ground.

Canada is a large country, a fine
country, & fruitful country. It de-
serves well of its sons, as it gives
bountiful returns to those who wotk
its soil. A time will come—and that
soon—when the Northern and West-
ern gections of this country will be
great and prosperous, and we would
wish v.ar peoplo to share in that great-
ness und prosperity. ** Back to the
land * will be the cry of the twentieth
century ; and it will then be well for
those who lhave read the times, and
own the land.

The Late A. D. Macdonel!.

———

Angus Duncan Macdonell-—as was
briefly stated in these columns last
weok—doparted this lifo in the fulness
of yoars at the family residence, Pundas
street, on tho 8th instant. Mr, Mac
donell camo of pure Highland stock.
His father—a relutive of the lute
Right Rov. and !on. Alexandor Mac
donell, firat Bishop of Regiopolis, which
Dioceso at that time included all of
what was then known as Western
Canada—was, born at Forc Augustus,
Invarness shire, in 1762, Imbued with
tho martial spirit of his race, ho took
gorvice (as did many of his kin) in the
army of England, and fought on the
Royalist side in the war which ended
in the Declaration of American Inde-
pendeuce,

When King George lost his footing
in the Thirtcen Colonies many of his
soldiers crossed into Canadu rather
than romain under a Republicaa form
of Government. Amongst them was
Alexander Macdonoll, father of our
deceased friend. He figures promi-
nently in the early history of Upper
Canada, having been elected to Parlia-
ment, in which he sat « * momber for
Glengarry. In 1804 he was chosen
Speaker of the House; and occupied
successively the offices of Shenil of
tho Home District, Paymastor General
and Assistant Scoretary to the Indian
Department—his honors culminating
in lis elevation to tho Legislative
Council.

Of tlus typical clansman Angus
Duncan Macdonell was the third son.
He was born in Kingston March 10,
1815, and at the proper age was sent
for his education to those eminent
teachers, the Sulpicians of Montreal.
Hero he mado excollent uso of his fine
talents, and acquired that graceful
TFrench training which marked his
bearing throughout the whole course
of hig life. Arrived at man's estato,
Mr. Macdounell, with that active and
enterprising spirit which characterized
his fainily, engaged in business. Be.
ginniog in the general store of the
late George Munroo, be worhed up-
warda to the less laborious, though
more lucrative, duties of land agent.

About this time the troubles of
1887 began, and Mrz. Mazxdonell ac-
copted a Lioutenancy in Colonel

Gourlny's Regiment of Voluntleers,
then stationed at IHamilton, When
tho troubles ceased and the Reygiment
was disbanded Lioutonant llnedonell
was appointed Deputy Shoriff to his
Lrother Allan, who was thon Sheriff
of the Goro Distriot. From this posi-
tion ho retired in 1844; but two
yeara later ho is found engeging in
new speoulations whioh promised rich
rowards.

In 1840 tho mining intorcsts along
tho shores of Lake Superior atiracted
considerable attontion; and amongthe
first to embark in that entorpriso was
Allan Mucdonell, who, with the assist.
ance of some Awmerican capitalists,
organzed an oxploring party with tho
obyeat of selesting locations for mining
purposes. Un the locations thus
geleoted wero cstablished the works of
the Quebeo and Upper Canuda dlining
Compauies, in which Angus Mao-
donell held several ahares, Lhortly
after this a new outerprise sprang up
—the North - West Transportation,
Navigation and Railway Company, of
which he was Scorotary; and it is
romarkable that one of the principal
projectors of that Company — Mr.
Allan  Macdonell — foreshadowed at
that comparatively early date (18G63)
the limes and courses and stations
adopted and perfested and constructed
three decades later by the Canadiun
Pacific Railway.

This venture having failed—thropgh
tho treachery, it is said, of the Min-
istor of the duy, who killed the bill
guarantecing the Charter — Angus
Macdonell again turned his attention
to financiul matters, his agency there-
in continuing till he cntered tho
Inlund Revenue Department of this
district, in which he remained till ho
was superannuated a fow years ago.

In 1866 Mr. Macdonell married
Panline Rosalie, doughter of the late
J. P.Dola Haye, first French Master of
Upper Caneda College. Sho sutrvives,
as do also four sons and four daugh-
ters. 1lhig brother, Alexander, is the
estecmned Clerk of the Queen’s Bench,
Osgoode Iall,

In tho death of Mr. Macdonell
Toronto loses one of its oldest land-
marks, and the Church a faithful and
devoted son. \When the Catholics of
this city could all be contained within
the walls of old St. Paul’s, foremost
amongst them were the Macdonells ;
and although half a century has passed
gince then, it is atill remembered that
none wero more uncompromising than
they in defence of the Faith and thoso
who professed it.

Good-natured and generous, Angus
Macdonell's heart was like his hand—
always open to the needy and distress-
ed. Ho never mado his neighbor the
subject of detraction; the faults of
others he covered with the mantle of
oharity. May his soul rest in peace.
]

BACKBITING.

Tbe tongue wrongly used is capable
of ctlecting & great deal of evil. St
James calls s cvil tongue & “ wozld of
iniquity.” Calumny, slander and back-
biuing arc but a fow of the msoy sns
of which it is the cause. Whencs,
indecd, come so meny disputes, quar-
rels, and as a constquence 30 much
animosity botween those who were
formerly, or who ought to be, on terms
ofintimacy! Ask your owa experieace
it charity was ever wounded while you
guarded agaiost idle conversation, vain
disputes and unkind remarks. You
may be certain that if the tongue be
carcfally watched othor sins against
charity will be fewer.

Such faults are not to be found only
among babitusl or hardened inners.
Some persons who consider themuclves
very pious and nearly perfect, who find
it bard to ocollect anflicient matter for
confession, do not always shun unchar-
itable couversations. Let them re.
member what St. James says: * Ho
who offends uot with bis tongue is a
perfect man.” No piely is solid and

genuine unless it Lr fouunded upon
charity, which is the queen of viriuea,
We deceivo ourevlivs in gupposing
that we are perfect, or sven really
pious, if we oontinue to gossip about
our neighbor.

Sins of the tonguu are ofton most
grievous, and aro often likowise irre-
parable in their consequences. Lot us
dwell upon a few such sins as offend
God by reassn of tho injury which
they do to our brother who is made
according to His image. Lo speak
badly of a person against whom we
untertain an unkind fecling may secm
to gome people trifling or at most only
venial. This is & great mistako if
what wo say does notable harm to
him. It is no less grievous to injure
our ncighbor in his good name thau in
hia propurty. To restorv lis goods is
not very diflicult if wo posscas them or
bave ti o means of procuring others of
tho same value. But when thers is a
question of repairing the injury which
wa have done by spesking falsely about
him, then the task assuines a much
greater dilliculty. It is about as
possible to stay thu progress of a
forest firo a8 to prevent this fire of an
avil tougue from spreading iu ull direc
tions. Nevertheless we are bound to
make every efforl in our power to
ropair the injury. \Ve need not hope
that God will pardon u» unleas we are
50 disposed.

But some one will say, [ do not
belong to the class which you have
now described. I never say anything
that is untroe of wmy neighbor, hut
simply mention to others those faults
of which he is guilty.” 1f you do so
in a grave matter, without nccessity,
snd to those who are not concerned
sbout the welfare of the person in
question, you are guilty of tho sin of
slander. By wbom have you been
authorized to make known his failingat
Are you perfect in virtuel Would it
please you if some ona were to make
your faults public? Do not then treat
others in this way, since you are un
willing to suffer it yourself.

If you have been thoughtless in the
past, let the future fiud you ore
gasrded. Cultivate & kind, charitable
disposition towards sll, even those who
offend you. Weix. your words with
care, think of your own sins, avoid
idle couversations snd gossip.

Breaxrast Murkins.—Tho ordinary
bsttor for rice griddle cakew, put into
muflio gem-pans and baked in w quick
ovon, makes & more featherly mullin
tban any of tho ueual receipts. Oat-
weal porridge, alav, stirred into flannel
cnko batter, in licu of flur, makes n
dolicato griddlo cake. In both of these
the chief ingredient having been cook-
ed before, mukes rapid bking effective,

Nur Cake.—Take four tablespoon.
fuls of flour, four tablespoonfuls of
brown sugar, one tablespoonful of
butter, oue cgg, one teacupful of
chopped nuts, a pinch of salt and black
pepper.  Grate and heat o Jong biscuit-
pau, mix aoll ingredients well and
spread thinly ou the heated pan length-
wige, then cut crosswive in  stripe,
Turn the pan over, aud when cool the
cakes shonld be quite crisp.

Porato Barrs witit CreEaM.—~Pare a
large nuwmber of round potatoes, and
cut balls from them with a vegetable
scoop. Cover the balls with boiling
water, and cook them 12 inutes;
then pour off the water, and add to the
balle a pint of hoiling milk. Into this
stir two tablespoonfuls of butter mix-d
with one of flour, and also & seasoning
of salt and pepper. Boil up once and
serve, Cover with a teaspoonful of
chopped parsely.

Mk Gravy ror Bakkn Bacox —
Add a pint of miik to the fat in the
pan, pepper and a little salt. Moisten
a tablespoonful of flour with a little
milk, and when the milk in the pan is
boiling stir in the thickening, but—
and there is the eecret—do not stir
round and round, for that makes the
gravy pasty, but with the edge of a
silver spoon stir crosswise. After
puttivg the gravey in the bow! or boat
add a lump of Lutter the size of a
hickory-nut.

Bakep Crass.—After cleaning the
crabs and seasuning them with salt and
pepper, dip them in melted butter and
sprinkle thickly withdry bread-crumbs.
Put them in o dripping pan and set
them in an int-vsely hot oven for five
winates. Serve immediately with
mustard cream aauce. This is made of
a cupful of milk, threo tabiespoonfuls
of butter, onc level teazpoonful of flour,
one toaspoonful of mustard, half a tea-
spoonful of salt aud a dash of cayenne.
Put the mitk on the stove inadouble
boiler. Beat the butter, flour and
mustard to a cream, and gradually pour
upon this cream the hoiling mit:. Add
the salt and pepper and put thesauce
on tho stove in the double boiler to
cook gently for threo minutes.

Presurvina.—Before preparing fruit
for cauning, the glasa-jars, new and old,
should be thoroughly washed and
partly filled with warm water, sealed
and turned upside down on the table,
to determine that they do not leak.
Fruit often spoils becauss care ia not
taken in sclecting perfect jars and
rubbers. To prevent cracking, the jars
should bLe thoroughly heated hofore
putting in the boiliag fruit; this can
be accomplished by having all the jars
to be filled standing in a pan of hot
water for a few seconds.  Pour out tho
water and stand the jar on a plato to
fill. Tho fruit should always be boil-
ing bot whon canned ; if it sbould cool
before pouring in tho cans it must be
placed on thostove and reheated bhefore
saaling  In canning all kinds of fruit

overflow the jars beforo sealing.

Cultlvate After BRain.

Tho surface soil should be stirred as
soon asg practicablo after & considerablo
rainfall, s soon as tho tools will work
woll.

has just fallen, but also a part of that
which the rain hos eaused to ho drawn
towurd tho surface from lower lovels,
and thus leave tho soil actually drier
than before the rain, even though it
may look more moist at tho surface,

When a succession of showers follow
each other at just the right intervala
and are of the right intervals to
strengthen the capillary flow into the
upper stratum from below each time,
without any percolation taking place,
it is evident that such soils left to
themselves under these conditions ay
lose not only the water which falls
directly upon them, but a considerable
portion of that stored below Cown to
at least five feot. On the other hand,
if each shower is promptly followed by
cultivation, there will Le at firat a
movement of wator upward, and finally
the same rains which under other con-
ditions wounid leave the lower strata
drier than before it foll, may contribute
a considerable amcunt by percolation
to the deeper layers.

———
Stacking siraw.

Careful trials have proven that for
Winter feeding ouo ton of good wheat
or oat straw, ono ton of good clover
hay, and three or four bundred pounds
of good wheat bran are equal to the
samn weight of timotby hay. With
sufficient food of this kind given under
comfortable sholter growing cattle or
sheep can caeily be kept in a thrifiy
condition during the cold weather.
But muchof the feeding value of straw
depends on tha way it is stacked. To
mnake palatable food that the stock will
relish, it is very essential that the
straw be stacked so that it will kerpin
good condition.

A common mistako in stacking is to
make the rick or stack too largn at the
start, and then if thers isnot a suflizient
amount of the inaterial to properly
finish out, moro or less of the atraw is
damaged, if not entirely ruined for
feeding. The straw stacker now in
general use by threshers grestly lessens
tho work of stacking, snd if a little
caro is taken not to make the stack too
latge at the start, & rick can be built
that will keep in good condition aund
often help very materially in fecding
during tho Winter. Xeep tho middle
full, tramp evenly so that tho stack
will settle oveunly, finish off as nearly in
the center a8 possible so that tho water
will be carricd away, and the straw will
keep in good condition.

Pounds of Miik to a FPounad of Ruficr.

Other thinga being cqual, wo would
prefer for butter making the cow that
made tho most pounds of butter from
one buodred pounds of miik, because
it costs both titne and tnoney to mako
and handlo tho extra amount of water
in the milk. Tho Jerseys have the
best record of any as the rich milk
givors, a Tennosseo Jersey being re-
ported a8 having made one pound of
butter from five pounds of milk. This
is exceptional, but it shows how rich
conceutrated milk may be. Twenty
pounds of milk to ono pound of butter
may bo rogarded as very good milk,
and twenty five to ono is above the

average, taking the country through,
Since the Holstein breeders have been
turning their attention to breeding for
quality of milk as well as quantity,
this breed has wmado some fine records.
So many dairymen make the mistake
of judging a cow more by the quantity
of milk she gives than by its quality.
Now that chemical tests are becoming
such a comwon method of ascertaining
the value of milk at certaiu factorier,
more attention will be given to breed-
ing cows for the quantity of butter fat
they should put into their milk ; and
this is as it should be, for the amount
of butter fat in milk determines its
value.

————
JBouble Cropping ¥nor Land.

Theo reason thore is not maore double
cropping of land is because the sgoil
gonerally is not rich enough to warrant
it. It pays in the garden, which on
most farms contain more fertility per
square foot than can be found any-
where else. It will pay with field
crops if care is taken not tc crop
exbaustively, and to sow altercately
some leguminous plant that will ivcrease
fertility inatcad of lessening it. Clover
is geaerally sown with some graia srop
This, in one sense, might be termed
double cropping, as the grain and clovor
grow together uotil the grain is harvest-
¢d. But this iscertainly not exhaustive
to the goil. As a rule it is best to
have somne crop growing on the soil all
the time. When its surfaco is bare it
is exposed to greater losses than when
it is covered.

Toultry Notes.

Oleanliness i8 now the necessity on
which profit on the flock will hingn
later on.

Nglects now will be expensive.
Now ia tbe time when the flock must
bs made comfortable.

Shade and plenty of pure, fresh
water are essontisl ; without them the
poultry will suffer greatly.

It would be well for thoso who now
are getting plenty of eggs to try putting
gome away in salt, Put a layer of
salt an inch or 8o deep in & box and
place the eggs n, largo end down.
When the bottom is covered scatter
tho salt over the eggs until an inch
covers them ; then follow with another
layer of cggs uotil the box is full;
keep in the cellar on a awinging shelf
or table——not on collar bottom. It is
claimed eggs can be kept in this man-
ner for five or six months and retain
all their good qualities. Tt is worth a
trial.

Let the poultry have a cbauce fo
run over the stubbles of tho grain
ficlds on the farm. Thoy will for
gome timo get all the food they will
require, and it will uoly be neceasary
to give tho old fowls a light feed in
tho morning. The chicks will of course
require more attention and food. It
will be good judgment duriog the hot
period of mid-summmer not to over feed
tho old birds.

Ground bone is cssontial to success-
ful poultry-raizing. It contains the
elements of litin and animal matter g0
omential to liberal laying. When the

chickens run in the fields and pastures
they gut insects and other food that
the penued-up pouitry cannot get.
Tois is why bone-grinders have become
so popular among poultry hreeders to
grind up green bones fcr tho hena,
Bone-mesl is also good for young
chicks, and, like salt for stock, should
ba regularly supplied to tho poultry,
old and young.

Studying the habits of fow! and
noting their munuer of feeding and
their selection of dist will teach ono
wany thingi iu practical poultry-
raising.

Thoroaughbred ponltry poasess all the
practical utility points—the wongrels
only have them in due proportion to
| what degree of pure.bred blood there
is in the crogs from which tbey sprung.
The marked good qualities of the com-
mon fowls can bs traced directly to
pura-bred ancestors, remote as it may
be in many instances, As a breed
there ie no such thing as common fowls
—they are simply grades of the pure
breeds.

The pure-bred fowls will not thrive
on scrub treatment any more than will
a Jersoy cow if given no more chance
thank is often afforded common native
stock.

and 1t cost him a dollar and a half to havea
new one put fn. I presumo his noxt victim
will hoar of the faot of his losing four cents
on me by not beiug able to chavge a fifty
cent piece when ho returned mo from the
town, waich coneiats, as far as busincss is
voucerned, of tno usual goooral store aud
post office, hotel and blackamith shop.

Again wo aro ahboard the train; after arun
of twenty five wilea wealignt at the thriving
town of Campbeliford, which is aituated in
tho northcra portion of Northumberland
county, and has a population of 2,600.
Among the induatrics aro the Campbeliford
Woollen Mills, Smith's 1argo flour mill, and
the Rathbun Co.'s saw mill, The Treat
river runs through tho towa, and suppil s
some of the above with water power. Busi
ness acoms to bein™a fairly prosperous con-
dition in this towan, notwithstanding tho

general depreasion ; at feast I thiuk I heard
lcss grumbling about dull times in Campboll-
ford than auny town I have been in. 1
found the people kind and sociable, a pleasing
featurc that ia always remembered favorably.

But there are others of tho same disposi-
tion, and we find them at Hastings, ten
miles farther. This village is also situated
on the Trent river, and has a population of
about 900. Tho principal business placesin
Haatings are in tho hands of Catholic people
and are apparently conducted on sound
buoiness principles. The main industry is
the Tanaery in chargo of Mecasrs. Quigly &
Walsh, well known for their ability in ccw-
ducting business of that nature.

But ““on to Peterborough " is the watch-
ward—a town of which I have heard much ;
aud now I must seo it, and I hope to
appreciate it. AL
