Earth was bankcd 11> nroune
the boxcis three or four inches; a pailful or tyo o! water were pourod unl ti
the iuaîîd in the boxes, and the operation wns repcatcd e-.ery ton or fifteax
dsys. It was three inonthe before the plants blanched aval voire iu nice con
dition. The heartà were solid by Mlatch 15, wlien they were sold. At thi
tintie cf diggingt the amail Plauts were Ilheabed in :in a dark rooni or sot
collar agairtst slopin.- eartb.
