The Collegiate Courses of this School are a Winter Session, extending from the 1st of October to the end ot
March, and a Summer Sesrion from the end of the first week in April to end of the first week in July.

The fifty-ninth session will commence on the 1st of October, and will be continued until the end of the fol-
lowing March; this will be followed by a Summer Session, commencing about the middle of April and ending
the first week in July.

Founded in 1824, and organized as a Faculty of McGill University.in 1829, this School has enjoyed, in an
unusual degree, the confidence of the profession throughout Canada and the neighbouring States,

One of the distinctive features in the teaching of this School, and the one to which its prosperity is largely
due, is the prominence given to Clinical Instruction. Based on the Edinburgh model, it is chiefly Bed-gide, and
the student personally investigates the cases under the supervigion of special Professors of Clinical Medicine
and Surgery. Lol .

ThebPri"{nary subjects are now all taught practically as well as theoretically. For the department of Anat-
omy, besides a commodious and well-lighted dissecting-room, there is a special anatomical muscum and a bone-
room. The other branches are also provided with large laboratories for practical courses. There is a Physio-
logical Lahoratory, well-stocked with modern apparatus; a Histological Laboratory, supplied with thirty-five
microscopes; a Pharmacological Taboratory; a Jarge Chemical Laboratory, capable of accommodating 76
students at work at a time.

Besides these, there is a Pathological Laberatory, well adapted for its special work, and associated with it
are two ‘‘ culture” rooms, in which the various forws of Bacteria are enltivated and experiments on Bacteri-
ogy carried on, .

Recently extensive additions were made to the building and the old one entirely remodelled, so that besides
the Laboraiories, there are two large lecture-rooms capable of seating 300 students each, also a demonstrating
room for a smaller number, There is also a Library of over 10,00 volumes, 2 museum, as well as reading-rooms
for the students, .

In the recent improvements that were made, the comnfort of the students was also kept in view.

MATRICULATION.—Students from Ontario and Quebec are advised to pass the Matriculation Examina-
tion of the Medical Councils of their respective Provinces before entering upon their studies. Students from
the United States and Maritime Provinces, unless they can produce a certificate of having passed a recognized
Matriculation Examination, must present themselves for the Examination of the University on the first' Friday
of October, or the last Friday of March,

HOSPITALS.—The Montreal General Hospital has an average number of 150 patients in the wards, the
majority of whom are affected with' diseases of an-acute character.. The shipping and the large mannfactoriesf
contribute a great many examples of accidents and surgical cases, In the Out-door Department there is a daily
attendance of between 75 and 100 patients, which affords excellent instruction in minor surgery, routine medi-
cal practice, venereal disesses, and the diseases of children. Clinical clerkships and dresserships can be
obtained on application to the members of the Hospital staff.

REQUIREMENTS FOR DEGREE.—Every candidate must be 21 years of age, have studied medicine
during feur six monthy’ Winter Sessions, and one three months’ Summer Session, one Session being at this
School, and must pass the necessary examination,

Exposure to cold during menstrua-

may save.them from years of misery,
botly . corporeal and mental.

Masturhation and excessive sexual
intercourse are frequent causes, ‘as is
also frequcnt indulgence in  aleohol,
according to 'Olshausen.

It is quite common to have a young
married woman . consult you about a
pain in the ovarian regions, which has
only heen there the last thxee or four
months and has been steadily increasing
in constancy and zeverity.

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Dyspareunia is intense, not only from
mechanical injury by the male crgan,
but al.o from the congestion caused by
the act.of coitus.

Simple rritability, says Balfour, is
the earliest mdwmon of what he calls
advancing senility in the heart.  The
patient complains of uneasiness in the

cardiac region, sometimes amounting to |

actual pain.  Along with this there may
be fits of palpitation, in the formn of
apid but not wsually forcible action,
which come on after exertion—such as
Tunning up stairs, upon an excitement or
sudden emotion, or during the night
from reflex causes, mostly of gastric
origin; or they may be fits of fremor
cordis  coming on  swddeunly,

The pulse is vceasionally Irreguiar in
force and frequency, or it may stmply
intermit ab regular or irvegular intervals.
These phenomena are always indicative
of cardiae dehility, which, left to itself,
sooner or later leads to dilatation of the
heart as well as to the other serious
symptoms which we find associated with
senile degeneration of that ovgan. These
sviptoms depeit upon struetiral “alter-
ations in the heart itself, in its vascular
and nervous connections, as well as in
the nutritive fluid, the blood,  Theve is
no regular sequence of events in any
case.  Not infrequently it may termi-
nate in a fatal attack of augina of the
ordinary form, or oceasionally in that
form of cardine failure which may he
called angina sine dolore.  Other patients
may sulfer for years from hrregnlarity ov
intermission of the pulse or futtering—
Frenor cordis— without any app,umt
detriment.  Dut, in Dy, Balfour’s experi-
ence, such cases, unless remedied by
treatiment, always ultinutely  develope
serious cardiac symptoms, though this
may be delayed even to extreme old age.

The senile heart is « term which com-
prehends many symptoms and a variety

of signs, hut whicl is at hottom a cardiac |

In examining such
a case with a view to tre \tment, the
pulse is one of those factors which

into any drains upon the system and sce
that these are remedied ; we mustein-
quire into the amount and nature of the
work done, and the exercise usually
tuken.  Kxercise is u useful tonic for a
musele, including the heart, yes with all
museles rest is often the best recupera-
tive, and with a failing heart this is often
markedly the case. The need for exercise
and the eapacity for taking it safely and
with advantage is often a point to be
carefully considered hefore a decision is
arrived at.

The question of diet is even more
important than that of exercise.  In
patients with weak hemrts and feeble

i civeulations the digestion ix slow and

the intervals hetween meals should not
be lexs than tive hours.  As listle fluid
as possible should be taken with the
meals, and no solid food of any kind
between them.  The most important
meal shodd be in the naddle of the
day.  The quantity of food should be
restricted, but the patient may choose
pretty freely as te the kind and the
nethod of preparation.

Dr. Balfour never advises aleohol in
any form for such cases.  Tobacco also
must be used in great moderation or,
given up altogether.

The drugs useful in the senile heart
are few in numhm, but of extreme value.
Digitalis is the chief and the most thor-
ouglidy reliable cardine tonic. It acts
by improving the elasticity of the heart
musele and restoring its tone, 1f the
dose of digitalis is moderate, this increase
of tone, accompunied by animprovement
in nutrition, may be kept up and con-
tinned indefinitely for months or years
without fear of its action ygoing farther.
Ten minims of the tineture once or twice
a day is sufficient.

Stryehnine is a very valuable remedy.
In many cases its continuous use is
sufficient of itself to promote a cure.
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Arsenic s extremely useful at times,
especially in cases of angina.

Next. to strengthening the heart and
improving the blood, lowering the blood-
presswee is the most important object
‘of our treatment. All the nitrites are
available for relieving spasm and lower-
ing- blood-pressure, but nitroglycerin
seems to act most rapidly and effectively.
When the high intra-arterial Dblood-
pressure is more persistent and more
distinetly, gouty in its character, the
iodide of potassium is to be preferred,
as its action, though less rapid; is more
permanent. . Two or three grains may
be given every eight or twelve hours,
and its use continued for some time. A
mild course of anti-arthritic treatment

‘is often of mguch service, and for this

purpose there is no better drug than:

colchicum. The bowels should be kept
moving regularly.  In case of flatulence
the compound galbanum pill often gives
relief.—N. Y. Med. Journal.

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TreaTMENT oOF CHLOROFORM ~ACCl-
pENTS.—In an article in. a Russian

surgical review, Prof. Bobroff recom-
wends the umpl()\ ment of hrpodermic
injections of the physivlogical solution
(0.6 per cent.) of common salt in case
of failure of the heart’s action during
the admninistration of chlovoform. He
has employed this method for four
years with satisfactory results, and con-
siders it decidedly preferable to the
subeutaneous nnc(,tlon of ether and other
stimulants.  With regard to ether, he
says that it stimulates the cardiac action
for a time only, afterwards having a
paralyzing effect.  Strychnine, atropine,
