-THE custons resolution to allow packages valued at less
than 60 cents to come in free, lias been rescinded in committee,
and such parcels will now be subject to duty as before. It was
found impolitic to adopt such plan, because of the freedom this
would give consumers to import dutiable goods in amall quan-
tities and as often as required.

--HoN. MiR. FIsHERt's bill to provide for the registration of
cheese factories and creameries, and for the branding of dairy
products, is to be voluntary and not compulsory. If factorymen
do not wisli to register they have no need to do so. The penalty
is enforced only when a person wllfully and of knowledge makes
mnisrepresentatlon as to dates.

-IT is a commentary on the system under which the honors
of the Most Noble Order of St. Michael and St. George are be-
stowed that of the ten colonial premiers visiting London, four of
the strongest are untitled, viz.: Messrs. Laurier (Canada,) Seddon
New Zealand), Reid (New South Wales,) Kingston (South Aus-
tralia). The inconsistency which sometines overtakes the giv-
ing of honors ta whom honors are dite ls now and again re-
miarkable.

-VICToRIA, 13.0. up ta last week possessed a cigar industry,
but the new duties on raw leaf tobaccos have closed it up. The
employees of the late concern are talking of starting a co-opera-

tive factory but nothing definite lias been announced. The
cigar manufactory at Vancouver will still try to make ends meet,
but the severe handicap of Eastern competition and the feeling
against employing cheap Chinese labor on the coast makes suc-
cesas problematical.

-HAwAiiN sugar planters having a serious grievance with the
Spreckels combine regarding the excessive haulage charged,
namely n per pound, are considering an independent move
which will involve the establishment of a refinery at Vancouver,
B.0. The Canadian Government it is stated is willing to make
concessio a ta Hawaii, and the C.P.R. will make special rates
for transportation of the product to the Atlantic seaboard.

-THE lowest price in nine years is noted for Ainerican saffron.
For many years this article was a favorite for manipulation, and
in 1873 touched 85c. A gradual decline was brou ght about dur-
ing the next ten years owing to the monopoly being broken,
saffron in 1888 being worth 65c. The lapse of another decade
brought down the price to 45c, and still furi ber to 25e in June,
1896. Tu-day saffron is quotable on the New York market at
18c.

CRITICS AT BANK MEETINGS.

An aliost ainusing illustration of the tendency of
things inundane to assume a fixed type or to get into a
rut, is seen iii the established routine of several bank
mieetin)gs aniually held iii this city. We not only

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know the order of the business routine, but can foresee
by whvom speeches of a critical nature wifl be made,
and what these criticisms will be. The order in which
they are made and the remarks of the annual critics are
stereotyped. They miglit be printed beforehand, circu-
lated with the Report and "taken as read,'' at each
meeting ; a course which would save the time of the
Board, and of the General Manager and the sharebolders
in attendance. We should li.ke a breach made in this
custom, as if it continues, it may give rise to a prece-
dent for confining reniarks by shareholders to those
persons only who have enjoyed the monopoly for years.
At the Merchants Bank meeting theshareholders would
like to have had,among other large and influential share-
holders present, some comments by the new director, Mr.
Thomas Long, a gentleman whose extended, prosperous
career in the Georgian Bay district as a pioneer mer-
chant and business man generally, coupled witb the ex-
perience of bis later years in tihe capital of Ontario,
would bave rendered any remarks front a mind so well
stored with what makes or mars success in our com-
mercial life, of keen interest to everyone present.

The reforms urged by the principal critic at bank
meetings, are, a statement showing gross profits ; an-
nual charges ; and detailed losses ; the payment of
quarterly dividends ; the retirement of directors by ro-
tation ; the need of economy, and care in management.
Against any such exposure of the inner working of a
bank the several Boards appealed to have uttered an
empbatic protest, and given to suci proposal a decisive
denial as being highly impolitic, as well as useless.
There are accounts in al] banks which are being nursed.
The great probability of soie loss occurring fron such
accounts is very wisely anticipated by a provision being
made for sucb loss. Such an account being in sus-
pense may be known only to the bank, and the custo-
mer. Now if it were revealed that such a person were
in so critical a position that a loss by him was antici-
pated, his creditors would inevitably force him into in-
solvency. But, time and time again, a bank by judici-
ous nursing bas been able to restore such a customer to
a thoroughly sound financial condition, or to render his
estate more val uable if final collapse coumes.

Take a case in point. Some years ago, a merchant
who was rather prone to boldness in bis operations, and
to placing all bis eggs in one basket, got into a very
tight place by misjudging the course of the market.
He was literally ruined. After consulting with the
directors of the bank, to which he was beavily in-
debted, they determined to give him five years to re-
trieve himnself, and to prevent bis position becoming
publicly known. Meanwhile they provided a certain
sum to meet the contingent loss. Before the five years
elapsed that merchant had wiped out the whole of his
indebtedness to the bank, and to-day is wealthy. Sup-
posing the rule 1had been to reveal the details of all the
items charged against gross profits, that customer
*could not have been so protected froni bankruptcy as
-e had been, and lie would probably have sank into the
iranks of men whose credit was irretrievably ruined.

In many cases revealing the secret counsels of a
!Board would be an outrage as well as a folly. Indeed
were the custom adopted which bank critics advocate,
there would follow a withdrawal of that absolute con-
fidence between a customer and his banker which is so
essential to their mutual welfare and safety, There

was a joint stock Bank ini England some years ago
whose President, when badgered to reveal the naies of
those by whon losses had been incurred, forgot his
duty and gave away secrets he was bound to hold
sacred. There is no such Bank in existence to-day, as
confidence in it was so weakened by tlis foolish act,
that its business fell off until it was thought best to
sell out the remnant to another institution. Another
point is this : it would not be prudent to exhibit pub-
licly the amount of a Bank's losses year by year, as the
bulk of depositors are not familiar with business risks,
and might misconstrue the losses as evidence of a
Bank's bad management, or even of its being unworthy
of confidence.

As to rotation of directors, there is sonething to be
said in its favor. As a rule however it would be found
that the retiring ones vould be re-elected, unless some
obnoxious one vere desired to bedropped out, which can
be done under the present system, as bas been shown
in several well known cases,

Quarterly divideuds imply an exact knowledge of
each quarter's profits, which, as Mr. Clouston pointed
out, is not practicable in a Bank having a large num-
ber of branzhes spread all over such an area as this Do-
minion. The clerical labor, too, of this system is very
considerable, and in case of a Bank whose shares are
being actively dealt in, is liable to create trouble. The
advice given year after year to Directors and Managers
to act with caution and economy, is excellent in its
way, but is somewhat too elementary and vague to be
of practical value. He who gives such advice implies
that it is needed ; the inference from it is that caution
and economy have been neglected. A charge of this
kind, direct or inferential, should not be made without
some specific knowledge of such neglect. If this is
really possessed, it should be stated either at the an-
nual meeting, or at an interview with the Manager, or
with the Board. Generalities of this loose kind have
no weight, they are too vague to be relevant, they
therefore should be avoided.

There is a fine opening for criticism at the ann ual
bank meetings by some competent financier, and we are
satisfied that if it were ably doue, in a right spirit, it
would be appreciated by the Managers, Directors, and
shareholders.
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T1E IlARBOUIt PLANS.

The plan of the proposed harbour enlargement has
bean sent froi Ottawa, acconpanied by a letter frou
Mr. Coste, vritten by direction of the lion. Minister of
Public Works, and it nay now thorefore be expected
that the much neededi accommodation for ships in the
central portion of the harbour will be provided for at
an early date. It will be of interest to knov that the
plan adopted is on bthe lines recu nummended, in a general
way, by lIte Government Engineers-Messrs. Munro,
Coste and Anderson- -in tieir report of somte two years
ago, and more fuilly elaborated by Mr. Coste, Ciief
engineer of the Public Works Departinent.

Whilst the plan provides a large additional amounit
of wharf frontage and space it lias a free and easy look
about it that at once removes ail idea of overcrowding
or dilliculty of handling the largest vessels when en-
tering or leaving port. The plan provides for three
piers at a moderato angle, incliniig down streani, 230
feet wide and lengti of frontage varying according to
the angle of fron about 000 to near about 800 feetlonîg,
the basinsbetween then being froni 500 to 000 feet wide.
The distance of the outer end of the lower pier is 800
feet fron the lower end of the guard pier.

The upper pier is tu start froni opposite the Place
Itoyal and will we presune absorb the old Island wharf.
The ilower pier will start opposite .Jacques Cartier
Square, and the middle one about opposite St. Jean
Baptiste Street. The upper side of the Victoria pier,
or as it is generally called the long wharf, will be re-
miodelled lo suit the outline features of the general
plan, sonething like what was proposed in Plan Na. (.
The upper side of the highest up pier is to be 1,200 feet
fron tlIe outrance of the Lachine Canal, whiclh affords
muflicient space for vessels going to and coming out of
the canal.

The space between the piers is wide enough to allow
lthe largest vessels to berth at the breast wharves.
Tlese will doubtIess always he considered the favourite
beilis as the inconvenience of traffic oi the long piers
wili b)e avoided. The plan provides for the widening of
Comnuissioners streot to 100 feet. This .will be accon-
plished by pushing out the liresent breast wharves into
the river for that purpose and at tho sane time the
already cramped space on the wharves wili he wideied.

The ramnp roads to reacli the lower level of the
wliarves fron Commissioners and Cominon streets are
shewni in the sane position as tley now are. This
mteans that the whole work can and will he carried out
withoiut the nîecessity of disjointing the railway traffic
on the wharves during construction-a point we have
strenuously -been contending for in a series of articles
oni this subject. The plan which we have seen-which
we nay say by the way-reflects credit on the
draughtsnan who prepared it-shows the position of
sheds and railway tracks, which of course may readily
be adapted tu the requirements of trade. We think
the main feature of the schenie as a whole has been
accepted in advance by the mercantile conmnunity in-
terested in the harbour, and is sure to he satisfactory
if the work is prosecuted with vigour. If in the far
future it should he found desirable to lengthen the
upper piers, this can he donc by dredging the shoal in.
side the guard pier, but that need not now he dis-
cumsed. The important point is, that under the plan

proposed more roon for ships will be provided without
serions derangenient of trade in the harbour during
construction, and at the sane time flood protection can
be secured whilst the former enjoyable promenade for
the citizens on the river front will be restored.

GREATER NEW YORK.

The laudable ambition to be called the second city
in tie world, both in wealth and population, lias .re-
sulted in the cities of New York, Brooklyn and the
smaller adjacent cities on Long Island & Staten Island's
combining together, and in a Charter constituting
them one great city under one civic government, to be
known as the City of New York. This charter will
take effect on the first of January next. The election
for the first Mayor and higher officiais as well as the
councillors for the different Boroughs into which the
greater city is to be divided will take place early in
November, and as inight be expected, the struggle for
the control of the immense revenue of so large and
wealthy a city has already conmmenced, and the election
campaign lias become quite exciting. There are three
distinct parties in the field-the Tammany Democrats,
the regular Republican party, and the Citizens' Union
League, who desire that the new era shali start with the
elimination of ail State or Federal politics front civic
affairs.

It is very properly contended by the latter organ -
ization ltat capacity and honesty in administration of
civic affairs ean hest be secured by independence of
general politics. It loolis now as if that may be ac-
coiplished. The regular party political machines will
make strenuous efforts to prevent this. It has beei
hinted that rather than have the independents succeed,
the two political parties nay combine iii some divi-
sion of offices that will keep so rich a stake as lite
revenue of thegreater city in the hands of the pro-
fessional politicians.

This consolidation of so nany cities into one was not
secured without some difficulties arising. Some were
separated by large bodies of water ; all had' different
interests, different bases for valuation of property and
rates for taxes. Finally, the objections were ail over-
come by the najority desirinig the distinction of being
the second greatest city of the world with the expecta-
tion that before long it will taike first place. I; is
clained that tie new city will start with a population
of 3,100,000, of which the present New York City will
furnisi 1,800,000 and Brooklyn 850,000.

The taxes on both cities are levied on both real and
personal property. In the former the rate was $2.14
per cent in 1896 and realized over $2,106,000, the real
estate being valued on a basis of 60 per cent of its mar-
ket value. In Brooklyn the rate was in the saime year
$2.90 per cent on both real and personal property-tie
real estate being taxed on 75 per cent -of its actual
value and the total realized vas about $583,000.

The new Charter provides that there shall be an
equalization in rates and basis of valuation over the
greater city, and the real estate interest in the present
Nev York, pointed out that under it that city would
be taxed $6,000,000 more than before and Brooklyn
some $6,000,COO less and that consequently tenants
would have to pay higher rents in the former city.. The
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tenants however did not seen to beed the warning, the
popular cry being for the Greater New York at all costs.
Another objection was that whereas the state laws ex-
pressly linit the borrowing powers of all cities in the
State to 10 ier cent on the value of real estate. Brook-
lyn and ail the sinaller municipalities are all well ap
to that limit, wlile the present New York is not within
$60,000,000 of the legal limit, and it was contended
that this was unfair to real estate in that city ; this
like ail the other objections hiad to yield to the popular
cry.

Notwithstanding ail the liard things that have been
said about the mnismanageinent of civie affairs in New
York in the past, the fact that the borrowing powers
have been so sparingly used is to the credit of the
management géierally. The figures we have before
us shew a large revenue spent annually, but it is a
large and fine city and there is much to shew for the
iimoiney expended.

A moral can be deduced fron this applicable very
much nearer home than New York. In Montreal the
limit of the borrowing power is 15 per cent on the
valuation of taxable property, that limit has been
fully reached. The inte levied in New York is nomin-
ally higher than it is bere, but it must be borne in
min d hlat the valuation is based on 60 per cent of its
market value there, whilst here the basis of valuation,
taking the city as a whole, is up to the full market
value.

IReal estate is looked upon in New York as
a safe investmient by the -wealthy classes. They
seen to have the utnost confidence in the city's future,
and in that confidence they have reason to feel
justified.

We have had before us for some time a carefully pre-
pared list of twenty proprietors of real estate in New
York, vhose holdings are valued at from $5,000,000
each to $110,000,000 the latter is in the name of W.
Waldorf Astor, the next highest in the list is John
Jacob Astor who figures for $70,000,000, followed by
Rtobert and Ogden Goelet with $35,000,000. The total
aumount represented by these twenty proprietors is
$352,000,000, wbich is more than 17 per cent of the
total assessed valuation for the city in 1897.

The article in the New York Hecrald, from which we
take these figures, claimns that thiese large holders of
real estate rarely sel], but are constantly buying when-
ever a favorable opportunity to do so offers. It is also
stated that this readiness to buy steadies the real estate
wbich does not fluctuate in value with any depression
of trade as other investients are liable to do.

-- IN the case of Thomas Doherty & Co. wholesale tea mer-
chants, Montreal, insolvent, a tirst dividend has been declared by
the curatora of the estate at the rate of 10 per cent on liabilities
already filed amounting to $68,460.69, and also upon liabilities
not yet filed amounting to $4,488.43 net. The cash account
sumnmary shows receipts amountlng to $12,292.86, and disburse-
ments $3,764.55 in which last privileged claims take up $1,759.42,
leaving a balance for distribution among the eighty enumerated
creditors of $8,528.31. The final dividend thus provides for a
further amount of $1,288.88 to be adjusted.

-CANAiAN lumbermen who before Uncle Sam placed his
prohibitary $2 duty upon sawn lumber lacked unanimity as ta
the advisability of placing au export duty upon loge and pulpwood, are now in line on the subject. Canada bas been a long
tiame screwing up its courage to take a drastic step against the
United States, and in the prideful boast that we have done It at
last, it Is in order ta recollect that the spirit of defence only came
ta us after we were hit. In reciprocal relation with our friends,Canada is proue over much to pose "cap In land,"

THE BANK OF COMMERCE.

In comparing the net profits made by several banks
it is necessary in order to be just, to take into account
the amount of their respective Reserve Funds. A bank
vith a large Rest, and one with a smaller one may have

been equally successful in earning profits on whatever
funds they had available, but, as the amount of the
Rlest in one case was large enough to yield an appreci-
able percentage of return ion the Capital, and in the
other the Riest yielded only a trifling percentage, the
difference in their percentage of profits to capital would
be accounted for solely by the one having had the ex-
tra advantages of a large Reserve Fund.

The Bank of Cotammerce probably made fully as high a
percentage out of its resources as some balks which
seemed to have been more fortunate, but the difference
may be accounted for as we have Fuggested. Anyway
the sain of $445,730 was cleared, which pays two divi-
dends of 3½ per cent, and leaves $25,730 for other pur-
poses. The bank holds a strong position, too strong
indeed for earning mioney, as it holds 13 millions of
assets readily available against $22,500,000 of liabilities
to the public. Deposits still pour in beyond the de-
mand, foreshadowing a still further reduction in rates
of interest, unless some great revival of trade occurs,
of which there is no sign. President Cox took a con-
prehensive survey of the situation in his very able
speech, hé regards the prospects of improvemnent favor-
able, owing to railway extensions, canal enlargemnents;
a fast line service ; cold storage arrangements; mining
developinent; and the still further widening of the
British market.

The address of the General Manager, Mr. B. E.
Walker, was, as usual, a mnost interesting, and per-
manently valuable review of the existing conditions of
our various enterprises, with an exposition of the causes
by which they have been produced, and statemnent of
policy nlecessary for the amelioration of whatever is
faulty, or obstructive to improvenient in business
methods. Mr. Walker regards the period we are pass-
ing through as one of "readjustmnent," more severe
and general than before experienced. Prices have
fallen ; profits of trade out down; the volume of busi-
ness been diminished. These causes have created a
necessity for econony in living, the effects of which
have been seriously feit in ail departments of trade.
More especially lias the retailer been injured by such
conditions ; indeed Mr. Walker spoke of the country
dealer being ini many cases obliterated by conpetition,
especially by tiat of departmnental stores. The record
of the cheese business for 1896-7 was very mnuch bet-
ter than in previous year, we shipped 2,538,000 pounds
less than in 1895-6, bat got more by $202,000 for the
sinaller quantity. Mr. Walker was very emuphatic in
warning farmers against raising hîogs on corn, as cer-
tain to ruin the reputation of Canadian bacon. The
free corn clause of the new Tariff seerms to be getting
nothing but censure. li reference to the duty of $2
to be imposed by the States on our lumber Mr. Walker
said, "It is the mnost narrowly selfish attemnpt ever
made by a nation to absorb ail the advantages of trade
withl other nations, and give iiothing in return."1 fe
fears this d uty " wil stop ail manufactures of lunber
and pulp in Canada less favoured than others for the
European trade, and it is for us to consider whetlher
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w- ý.tall submîit to such an unfair action by the United
States." If we have nothing but mere words to put
against such action, we shall have to submit, and the
States will laugh at our impotence, but, if we can give
a Roland for an Oliver, by an export duty on logs, the
States will reduce its duty.

Mr. Walker is nîot very hopeful over the prospect of
currency reformn in the States, while such narrow and
selfish influences prevail as are so rampant in tleir
Tariff. The essential difierence between the Anierican
and English market was pointed ont. The A nierican
reseits our offering goods for sale, and wishes to buy
nothing mahufactured in Canada, but only our raw
mnaterials. On the other hand, the ßritish people of-
fer an open siirket for anythiing we can produce, the
main condition they require being that, our goods shall
be of the highest, quality. Manifestly the latter mar-
ket is the oie we should cultivate niost, as it will imost
conduce to our industrial development. Sucl being
the circunstances, Mr. Walker urged the necessity of
adapting our products to the British market, which, he
was convinced, by being judiciously catered for, would
take a very nuch larger volume of our exports thian we
now realized. The speech of the Hon. Senator Cox
and the address of Mr. Walker, were in full harmony
witm the views expressed by the General Managers of
the Bank of Montreal and of the Merchants ßank, and
with those of the Hon. Senator Drunmnond. In all of
the comments by tiese eminent financiers on the exist-
ing trade conditions there is the sane tone of confid-
ence in the future of Canada ; the saine firni stand
against the "selfish and unfair" policy of the States ;
the saine assurance that Great Britain, after all, is the
market we can iost profitably cultivate.

T11 UNION BANK OF CANADA.

The Union Bank of Canada cleared $101.,248 in net
profits last year, which is 8.44 per cent on the paid-up
Capital. The usual half-yearly dividends at three per
cent absorbed $72,000 ; the sumn of $25,000 was trans-
ferred t the Reserve Fund ; and the balance of $4,248
carried forwaid. The Rest of the Union Bank is
steadily advancing; having iucreased fromn $250,000 in
1893 to its present figure, $325,000. Owing to a con-
siderable increase of business, and of more being attain-
able, the Directors have decided to increase the Capital
by in issue of new stock for $300,000, raising it to
$1,500,000. The denoiînation of the shares is to be
changed froi $00 each to $100. The new issues will
bc taken up promuptly, as they are not to carry any
premium. The bank is pushing its connection in
Manitoba by branches at Carmian and Deloraine, where
we hope a profitable business will be developed.

The amnount of Discounts has increased ten per cent
in the last few years; and deposits by a little over that
percentage. As the new Capital adds 25 per cent to
the amount in which future dividends will have to be
paid the Directors nust sec a good prospect of a propor-
tionate increase in the active business takinig place to
provide the extra amount of profits that will bc re-
quired. The enlarged Capital will correspondingly in-
crease the amount to which notes may be issued. The
Union Bank has a circulation equal to 85 per cent of
its Capital, which is quite large, as the average Of the

rest of bhe banks is only about 50 per cent. Its new
branches will add to its iote issues, so that, wlatever
extra profits will be derived fron an increased circula-
tion will be available for the increase in profits required
to pay dividends on the new stock. The Union Bank
is well represented in this city by Mr. Balfour, who is
very highly respected by all the local connections of
the batik, and a wide circle of our business mien.

111ej BANK OF H1OCHELAGA.

The annual mnceting of the Bank of 1-lochelaga was
the occasion of a most uinsual incident, as the oppor-
tunity was taken advantage of to express the gratefil
appreciation entertained by his colleagues, and the
shareholders of the valuable service of Mr. F. X. St.
Charles, the President. The testimonial took the fori
of a bust in bronze, a pecuniary present laving been
several timnes declined by Mr. St. Charles. This Bank
had somte trying experiences lu years long past. Its
advance since 1877 has been remarkable, as the follow-
ing- coiparisons show

The Bank indeed, twenty years ago, was one of the
most obscure, and its business very smnall, uiow it stands
well up amnongst our. more prosperous and strong fin-
ancial institutions. The net profits last year were
$78,211. Out of this two dividends eaci of 3½ per cent
were paid, leaving a balance of $21,161, this being sup-
plenented by $37,110 fromn preniuns on new stock
left $55,000 to be added to the Reserve Ifund, which
stands at $400,000, and $3,271 which provides $1,900
for interest on new stock and a simili balance to carry
forward.

The Report speaks of the prosperity so long looked
for as still in the future, and the business situation as
callinmg for especial watbchfulness by bankers, and thîeir
keeping heavy reserves. Of the new Capital of $200,-
000 called for in February last the sumn of $185,550 has
been paid in. The Board is likely to have the Provin-
cial Treasurer as one of its iwmembers, as Mr. Bickerdilke
who is a Director, will probably be occupying that of-
fice before next winter. We trust lie will administer
the Provincial finances like a banker, and especially
protect this city froni being made the nilch cow of the
Province. We beg to join the shareholders of the
Bank of Hochelaga in felicitating President St. Charles;
at the same time we congraltulateMr. Prendergast, the
Manager, upon hiaving done so well last year amid a
tinie of great difficulty.

-UNITED STATEts railroads are being pressed to concede re•
duced fares to merchants, and a formidable agitation la now
going on in support of the plan. The increased expense of com-
ing to market bas made the merchants realize they are the
largest freight patrons of the railways, and they believe they
are entitled to receive recognition. The movement covers aiso
the adoption of a reduced ticket between specified points for the
convenience of commercial travellers. It is found a growing
hardship In the present close financing in business to be obliged
to investin mileage books costing over and above.the Immediate
amount entailed by a single trip over short distances.
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THE ONTARIO BANK.

After the readjustment of the Capital of the Ontario
Bank, which vas effected last year there vas unusual
interest felt in the result of the year's business. .The
report is quite as satisfactory as vas anticipated. The
net profits were $74,133, which would have enabled a
7 per cent dividend to have been paid. It was deemed
better to start the dividend on' the re-adjusted capital
at 5 per cent, as the point to be aimed at now is, to
build up a Reserve Fund. Towards this the sum of
$15,000 was devoted, which raises the Rest to $65,000,
which we trust will accumulate by a good sum every
year. The Bank enjoys the use of a large body of de-
posits, amounting to $4,616,000, and lias an active
business which is capable of being made to yield excei-
lent returns. Mr. McGill, the General Manager, is an
experienced and prudent financier, in whom great con-
fidence is felt that he will eventually bring the Ontario
Bank into, probably, a better :ondition than it ever
before occupied. We wish him every success.

THE VILLE MARIE BANK.

The Ville Marie Bank reports having made net pro-
fits last year in excess of 1896. We trust this is the
initial step upwards to more prosperous conditions.

The net profits for the year vas $30,154, out of
which $28,776 was distributed by two dividends of 3
per cent each. The Bank has the use of a fair volume
of deposits in proportion to its paid up Capital, and
circulation over the general average of ail the banks, so
that,_with more favourable times it has a good prospect
of making satisfactory progress. Certainly if prosperity
is to be achieved by energy and continued close atten-
tion to business, the Ville Marie Bank ought to do
well, for the veteran president is one of the most active
of our citizens, and deserves even mucli greater success
than fortune lias favored him with. The race is not
always to the swift, but we trust Mr. Weir lias bis best
days -yet to comle.

THE TRADERS BANK OF CANADA.

The business of the Traders' Bank, like nost others,
did not produce the profits desirable in the interests of
shareholders. There was need found for transferring
$45,000 froi the Reserve Fund to a contingent account
to provide for bad and doubtful debts. Of course one
of the purposes of a Rest is to equalize the dividends,
so that the extreme leanness of the profits in one year
may be augmented by wvhat was laid aside out of more
fruitful ones. When the losses however take the
whole of the profits, it becones a question how far it is
vise to utilize one-half the Rest for dividend purposes.
We trust the re-valuation of the assets of the Traders'
Bank will result in the future profits being.all available
for dividends, 'and some reservations to build up the
Rest. The bank lias an ample supply. of deposits ; its
circulation is near the limit; and its loans utilize ail
the available funds ; so that the business is capable of
yielding good returns.

THAT CITY HALL SEIZURE.

Last Friday the Civic Officiais were mucli exercised
and the citizens generally were surprised on learuing
that ail the'furniture aud other moveables in the City
Hall were put under seizure by bailiffs, and to be sold
ta cover claims to the extent of some $10,000 or $12,-
000, which at first no one appeared to know anything
about. The cause of the trouble was, however, soon
made apparent. The unpleasant incident is the cil]-
inination of difficulties arising out of the change iii
the expropriation law in 1890, a law made by the legis-
lature when the city was asking for other amendments
to the Charter.

Previously proprietors on any street whiclh was on the
honologated plan of the city to be widened, lad the
right to claim payaient for the land required for the
widening at that point whenever he built back to the
new line, but had no claini for paynent for any build-
ing that might have been on it. In the late session of
1890 the clause in the law regulating this vas repealed,
and another substituted giving all such proprietors the
right to demand an expropriation of both land and any
buildings thiereon whicl, also, were to be paid for by
the city. This opened the way, and soon applications
began to pour in for these expropriations ; had they
ail been acted upon others would have followed at short
notice; and without any expectation or preparation for
it, the city miglit have been called on to make an out-
lay of several millions in addition to the expropriations
that had been ordered in the regular way.

Some of the citizens and inenbers of the City Coun-
cil becamne alarned at the financial prospect before
then, and the Council hesitated to give effect to the
law. Soine of the proprietors who had demnanded these
expropriations then endeavored by actions in the Civil
Courts to force the city to proceed, but the city con-
tested these cases, and they were delayed until, in the
early Session of the Legislature in 1895, the dangerous
clause was repealed ; and the former one that existed
previous to 1890 was re-enacted. At the sanie time it
was declared that ail the rights and claims for damages
that had been made by those who liad acted under the
repealed clause were reserved to theni.

It is to satisfy these claims for damages that this ex-
traordinary seizure has been made. They (the claims)
consist we are informed of law costs. It is said that
there weresomewlere about a hundred cases altogether,
but it is not clear whether or not tlhey are all included
in the present dispute. It is somnewhat strange that
ail this should have-if it bas-occurred without the
knowledge of the City Cou ncil. A sensational accouit
of it has gone abroad, and although it vill not not have
done harn to the city's financial credit, it will
not redound to the credit of the management of the
city's affairs. Fancy an individual or firm so indiffer-
ent or so circumstanced.

In view of the promnised revision and consolidation of
the City Charter, it miglt be profitable to find out how
it happened that that dangerous clause was slipped into
the bill of 1890. Who introduced it, or asked for it ?
And how was it mnanipulated without the sanction or
knowledge of the City.Council ?

Further, how and why, did tHie city's delegation-
always sent to Quebec to watch over civic bills-not
object to, and protest against that clause which was
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fraught vith so much danger to the interests of which
they were the supposed guardians P These are all mi-
portant questions and should be answered, if possible,
before any further legislation is asked for. It is evi-
dent from what lias passed that the new charter will
have to be closely scrutinised by those citizens who
are inost deeply interested in the matter, and whose
support will have weight witi the memubers of the
City Couacil disposed to do the right. In connection
with the new charter, and the lapse of time in its con-
sideration, we may have sonething to say on a future
occasion.

THE STANDARD BANK OF CANADA.

The Standard Bank Report speaks of its business
having been "fairly good", and under the circumstances
"the profits satisfactory" for last year. It would have
been very satisfactory to bank shareholders generally
had the Standard's percentage of net profits fixed the
standard for all other banks. The anount earned last
year, withi the usual allowances made, was $100,919,
which was over ten per cent. on the paid up Capital.
This was disposed of by two 4 per cent. dividends, and
a transferto Prolit and Loss of $20,919, the balance of
which vill in all probability allow of another $100,000
being added to the Rest next year. The Reserve Fund
is now $600,000, which lias been steadily built up, the
careful i management for which the Standard Bank ac-
quired so good a reputation under the late Mr. Brodie.
His successor, Mr. George P. Reid, is following on the
saine lines wibi success, and with much credit to hia-
self, and advantage to the interests in bis charge.

THE BANK OF TORONTO.

When the Report of the Bank of Toronto cont-
plains of bard timues we mtay rest assured there is a
pretty cloudy atiosphere in the business world, for the
tone of this Bank's Reports is usually more cheerful
than others. This bank occupies an exceptionally
good position for earning higher than average profits,
having a Reserve Fund of $1,800,000, which, if invested
to return only three and a lialf per cent, would pro-
vide over tbree per cent on the paid-up Capital. Its
circulation of $1,236,000 is above the average, and so is
the extent of its deposits, whiclt amount to $9,341,249.
At the same time the Bauk of Toronto keepsup a large
body of immediately available assets, whicb, thougi
not prolific in profits, constitute a strength which is
also considerably above the average. The Report at-
tributes the commercial depression uainly to the un-
settling influences of tariff legislation in this country,
and tariff and currency uncertainties in the States.
The net profits last year were $208,129, which covers
bwo five per cent dividends, lcaving a surplus of $8,129.
Mr. Coulsoi, General Manager, and Mr. Gooderiam,
President, were fully justified in complaining of bard
bines, but we venture to say that the Report for Iast
year of the Bank of Toronto gave theui considerable
satisfaction.

IMPERIAL BANK OF CANADA.
The Imperial Bank succeeded in clearing $189,196 in

net profits last year, which, thongh slightly below the
amount in 1895, was sufficient to provide for two divi-
dends of four per cent each, a bonus of one per cent, and
leave $11,800 to be devoted to reducing bank premises
account, with $582 to be carried forward. The Report
lias not one word of reference to any business matters
beyond announeing the results of its own operations:
When shareholders hear the word "bonus" there is a
satisfaction felt which makes anything else a super-
fluity. The Imaperial Bank stands in a strong position
in respect to its management, its resources, as well as
the extent and character of its connections. Its de-
posits amount to $9,782,609 ; its Reserve Fund is $1,-
156,800, and Circulation, $1,338,000, a total of $12,277,-
400, which affords an excellent supply of funds for
active service in loans. Probably however, judgiug by
the large amount of securities held, and of loans on
call, Mr. Wilkie vould like to exchange some of these
for trade bills. We note the opening of a branch at
Revelstoke, British Columbia, by wbich it is said, " the
chain of the bank's business has been strengthened."
We trust this will prove to be the case, but, it is doubt-
ful wvhether the numerous branch banks being opened
in the mining districts of British Columbia, will prove
permanently profitable. The Report of the Imperial
Bank annouacing 9 per cent to have been made last
year, is a very gratifying exhibit, and highly creditable
to Mr. D. R. Wilkie, General Manager.

THE TERM "AMERICAN."

The monopoly which bas been given the United States to
describe the people and the produets of that country Ameri-
can, to the exclusion of the rest of the western hemisphere,
is made pertinent in connection îith the report that the U.S.
Ambassador to Great Britain has stamped upon bis station-
ery the legend " Anerican Embassy." Without strenuous
assertion that the application is inaccurate, or considering at
all that the word is as mach the property of our own oicial-
dom in London. this monopoly of the term American by our
neiglhbors bas undoubtedly had some share in its immigration
success. lt is not a small thing for an individual nation to
usurp the name of a continent, and the lamentable renown
which bas so long been Canada's portion in teeming Europe
eau in part be traced to this overshadowing cause.
Nowadays, however, when the last of the free land across the
border bas been taken up, and Canada's opportunity has
comle, we can perhaps afford to view the usurpation of the
tern Aimerican with equanimity, and besides if Canada sue-
cceds for any length of time in retaining its prominence in
the world, whether politically, or by reason of the excellence
of ifs products, which in quite a few items have taken the
lead over American, we shall regard the sacrifice at no distant
date as nerely trifling, in the consciousness that Canada's
synonym "Dominion" conveys after all a imaterial as well as
a, literal ascendency. There is too, some concession allow-
able to our friends across the line in the use of the word
American, inasmuch as the title United States in the light of
present schism over its different parts on the money and tarifi
question looks dangerously like becoming an anachronism.

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PRENCII CANADIAN REPATRIATION.

The repatriation of French Canadians in the United State
which the Dominion Government is pursuing promises much
succes-. Already the exodus from Michigan is reaching fair
proportions, and the colony in the Lake St. John region is

growing fast. Branches have now been opened in New Eng-
land cities where the lot of the French Canadians under the
severe industrial depression of late years bas been anything
but easy, indeed in Boston, Bangor, Lowell and Lawrence
thousands of Frenchý Canadians are suffering extreme pov-
erty. The Governient offers to each settler one hundred
acres of woodland, and furthermore pledges itself to assist
the clearance by grants of money varying from $500 to
$1,000, according to the dificulty experienced. If the re-
patriation bas any analogy in prospective, similar ta the an-
tecedents of the French race when colonizing New France,
there is the best outlook for a thriving population in -the
splendid lands open to settlement in the northern limits of
the Province of Quebec.. Mr. Edward Farrer who is an
authority 'on such a question in an article touching upon
the fecundity of the French Canadians, whichl appears in
The Forim for the current month, says.:-Emigration from
France to Canada practically ceased about 1700. At the
census of 1695, the population was 14,000; and from this
handful the French-Canadian people have sprung. When
England took possession in 1763, there were 65,000 souls be-
tween Gaspe and Detroit. Very few emigrants have come
from France since. The habitant himself bas multiplied till
the race now numbers 1,300,000 in all Canada (exclusive of
100,000 Acadians in the seaboard provinces), and, counting
American-born cbildren of IFrench-Canadian parents, more
than 800,000 in the United States.

Germany, it appears, cannot resist attacking Britain's
commercial position, even in remote Iceland, where the im-
port trade in cottons, although still principally confined to
British goods, is showing an increasing quantity of German
iakes.

Flags and buntings for Jubilee decoration purposes are
just now a salable line.

Silk laces in black, cream and white are coming into more
general use. Should a general revival in this direction take
place in the near future black silk laces will be among the
very desirable mesh goods this fall. From the European
lace districts reports of an unprecedented season are heard.

The tendency of back stitching on fall kid gloves is some-
what narrower than was noticed in the early spring lines. It
seoins to bc generally accepted that self-colored stitchings
will be well thought of, and that most of the contrasts will
be blaek and white on colors.

TEE NATIONAL ANTHEM IN GAELIC.
Whether or not Gaelic was the language spoken in the

Garden of Eden-as some persons in the Highlands of Scot-
land affect ta, or really, believe-is a question which out-
siders can scarcely hope to decide, but there is no doubt that
the language, which is also that of the ancient Irish and
that which is still spokaen largely in the western districts of
E'in, is one of the oldest in the world. Scotchmen have, the
world over, taken a loyal interest in the Jubilee celebrations
and none more than those who centre round the Gaelic So
eiety of London, England, where many of them occupy higl
positions of trust both in leading banking institutions and in
the civie and general governments. At the recent annual
banquet of the Society in London, a new feature was the
silnging of " God Save the Queen" in the old language, whiel
we transcribe bore for the benefit of nmany of those who may
understand it, especially for our subscribers in the neighbor-
ing counties of Glengarry, &c., and as a matter of curiosity

to others who have no direct interest in the verses except as a

manifestation of loyalty to our Gracious Sovereign whom we

all join in honoring on this, the occasion of the Diamond

Jubilee:

THE SALE OF DRUGS.

In a test case recently which the Phariaceutical Associa-
tion of the Province of Quebec instituted against the depart-
ment stores, seeking to restrain these from selling drug,
judgment was given in favor of plaintiffs. An appeal from
the inagistrate's decision was thereupon entered, and after
lengthy arguments of counsel on both sides, this vas dismis-
sed for want of jurisdiction. Thbe question of departmental
concerns selling drugs opens up a debatable issue in which is
inyolved grocery and kindred tradesnen, It would soeni
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that if the law applies in one case it nust do so in the other,
and there are few grocers in the city, and still less in the
country that in vie w of this judgment are within the law. The
Pharinaceutical Association won a verdict upon the straight
point as ta the sale of patent medicines, the greater subject of
the right to dispense allopathie prescriptions not having been
infringed upon, forning no part in the complaint. In the law
aspect then, the sale of patent medicines unless by a licenti-
ate of the Pharmaceutical Association is actionable, and the
decision is an important one, interforing as it does with a
branch of business carried on by ninety-five per cent of gro-
cers and general storekeepers throughout the Dominion. The
department stores since action was taken against them, have
sold drugs in conformity with the law, by the employment
of a licensed member of the Provincial Association, and in
the case of a large u) town concern, a comnplete drug store is
now conducted, in whicl prescriptions are filled. The in-
tention of the Pharmnaceutical Association to confine the
sale of drugs to tie legitimate trade, wiieh undoubtedly
formed a not inconsiderable object in bringing the inatter
before the courts, has by the adoption of this imove by the de-
partient stores, been sonewhat frnstrated, and the feeling
which engendered the test case lence exists in ail its afore-
tinme strength. Druggists naturally iad no friendly feeling
for a coinpetitor whio cut upon staple patent medicines so
alarmingly-an item by the way which in these neuresthenie
days forns a considerable factor in profits-and it would not
be surprising, now that the burden of the complaint of the
Pharmacentical Association lias beaen technically removed,
butýpractically remains, if attention were given other de-
fendants, and in this event the outlook is not hopeful ta
grocery and general storekeepers, for it is improbable that
these last could undertake to employ certified help ta dole out
the cougli nedicines, etc., which, be it said, in the majority of
cases are kept on hand for custoners convenience alone. In
tiis connection too, it is worth while remenbering, when con-
sidering the eventual operation of the judgmtent now con-
firned iu favor of the sale of drugs by druggists solely, that
the publie has somethiing to lose in the avent of the thousand
and one advertised patent remedies being alone obtainable
through this source.

M USICAL MERCHANTS.

Homtîe timte last year Wheu the Montreal agency of the
Uhickering liano Co. was transferred fron A. & S. Nord -
ieiiier to 0. W. Lindsay, there were bruitings that it por-
tended fuirther changes in the sane direction ; and now
comtes the announcoment that Mr. Lindsay bas bougit the
entire business of the house in Montreal. The changes tlat
hava beecn taking place in the personnel of the Nordheimer
business in this city for years past do not appear ta have
met with the degree of success anticipated. Although there
are not wanting exaimples where men have succeeded in
amtassing a fortune in businesses with which they were but
little acquainted, it has, as a rule, bean generally supposed
that dealers in musical marchandise should be fairly well ae-
quainted with the character of the business in which they
deal-be aven sonewhiat tolerable imusicians. Fancy a book-
seller unacquainted with the contents of the volumes which
lie has for sale ; or the tailor going about in an ill-fitting
suit of clothes ; the grocer unacquainted with the qjualities
of sugar and tea ; the miilliner wearing an ill-trinmed bon-
net ; or the newspaper man unable to write respectable
English,-thoughl thera are, doubtless, sone few exceptions
to the rule. Lt 'was said of one musical merchant in this city
a few years ago that lie kiew the orchestra or the band was
playing "God Save the Quiaen" because the people lifted
their hats and stood up ; that iman lias failed' twice in the
musical business mesantiie. Knowledge of the business in
which one is engaged; however, does net always bring suc-

cess ; but we submit that in music éspecially, the conductor
of the business should be well acquainted .with what he lias
to sell and ha able to make it perform its work. A part of
the staff of the late firm is likely to be retained by the pur-
chaser, but another portion of it could very well be dis-
pensed with. Bowery ballads and other topical effusions,
with cheap-and nasty-pianos in the show-window, are not
exactly the class of goods to attract customers to a liné of
business that implies culture and sone degree of ineans in
the purchaser, especially in a city like Montreal where musie
of the better sort is much cultivated and where people do not
imbibe their tastes from the entr' acte or vaudeville perfor-
mances of cheap theatres. A correspondent complains that
he cannot buy a decent string for any of the violin family of
instruments at any of the music stores in Montreal-or a
comfortable piano-stool. But affluent Mr. Nordheimer, who
bas the foresight of a Waldorf Astor, muay be trusted to know
whiat he is about ; and bis nephew of the firmn is no less wise
in his own generation.

IN PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND.
That our friends in Prince Edward Island believe in the

saying that " all work and no vlay inakes Jack a dull boy"
is shown by the following from a correspondent : With
the advent of the Fisk Jubilea singers, the theatrical season
bas fairly comnenced, in the Island capital. The Bar-
kins Company which, makes an annual tour of the Provinces,
bas beau playing a three night's engagement here to good
louses. This is one of the best ceompanies Mr. Harkins has
ever brought here, and ha is more than ever assured of a
welcome when ie returns again. The Cbarlottetown Opera
House, which has only recently been conpleted, and which
is owned by the Masons, is as fine a one of its size, as there is
in Canada, and is not inferior ta any in the Maritime pro-
vinces. Some splendid companies visit it in the open
season, the secretary, Mr. Duncan McLean, laving dates
for the present season booked soene time since. The Opera
House management are bringing the celebrated Sousa's band
here, but have rented the Exhibition building, as it is to be
hoped that the whole province will take advantage of the
special trains secured, to hear and see the renowned Sousa,
on his first appearance in the smallest, but by no mneans the
most priiitive, of the Maritiie provinces."

NAIL MANUFACTURE.
The progress in the manufacture of nails has bean soie-

what renarkable since, in the reign of Charles the First,
Richard Foley of Stourbridge returned ta his native place a£-
ter sonie time spent at the iron mines near Upsal, in Sweden,
whither he nad secretly departed to learn the then secret pro-
cess of nail naking.by nachinery, and laid the foundations
of the naie of the now noble family in England. Iron is
gradually being supplanted by steel in the manufacture of
nails, and has already beome a formidable competitor of the
iron nail. The eut nail, however, is in its turn being gradu-
ally displaced by the wire nail whicli, in point of output has
in 5 years advanced until there aie now four titmes as nany
wire nails made as there are cut nails, as shown by the fol-
lowing table :

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GROCERY- NOTES.

It is always the unexpected that lappens. There is a good
sized feeling now in well informed circles across the line that
the anticipated 10e per lb. duty upon tea is not likely to pass.
It is said that the getitlemuan who gave to the tariff measure
his naine, Dingley himself, is opposed to it, and undoubtedly
this will have some effect when the bill goes back for confer-
ence. It is moreover asserted that a highs Treasury official
has expressed himsself during the week that a duty on teawas
very unlikely. l view of such probabilit the Canadian
merchants who banked upon tea prior to the Fielding bonb-
shell, and got out niraculously by the growth of a similar
enithusiam to speculate in the States, have been voucbsafed
for once supreine good luck.
. Yokohama latter advices of May 20th state that a large

business lias been done in tea during the fortnight, purchases
amounting to 46,577 piculs. The quality of the crop, the
same report says, especially as regards the make of leaf ; is
deciJedly inferior to last years teas. The duty agitation in
the United States caused a good deal of speculation, and
prices in some instances vere f orced up $10 to $15 per picul
over last ycar's rates. The total settlements for this season
to date amount to 49,167 piculs against 52,214 piculs at cor-
responding date in 1896. The te% market at time of writing
was quiet and easier at the under mnentioned quotations.
Good medium, $28 to $29 ; fine, $31 to $32; finest, $84 to $35;
choice, $37 to $88; choicest $40 upward. Te exports of tea
fron 1st May to 20th, totalled 1,862,882 lbs. against 440,384
lbs. last year for saie pariod. Of this large shipmient for the
current season the United States took 1,781,178 and Canada
81,704, the latter showing a falling oil of soine 18,000 pack-
ages compared with last year and 35,000 packages coin pared
with season 1895-96.

The sugar schedule having practically become law in the
United States, brief comment as to its nature will be inter-
esting. it is generally agreed that the tariff will exclude
low grade refined yellow sugars entirely. No matter how
cheap these are. if the sugar has passed through the refining
process, nearly 2c per lb. must he paid on it, and this impost
is prohibitary at the competing price of Amarican yel-
lows. Foreign granulated bas howeverstill achanceto cone
in under the price of N. Y. refined. This aspect could no
doulit be altered if the Sugar Trust consented ta work upon
less mnargin. It is impossible for the Trust to revert to its
old practice of binding jobbers ta sell its sugars exclusively,
the laws relating ta the factor plan of selling being rigorous.
A bold suggestion has beau made to the U. S. Government
with the object of raising revenue from the enormous quan-
tity of raw sugar imported during the last few months to es-
cape the duty. It is proposed that the tariff measure pro-
vide for an internal revenue tax of $16 to $20 per ton to be
levied on all sugars refined in the United States for the next
six imonths. The enornous stock of raw sugar vhich the
Trust lias inported will have to be refined within that period
says the eerocerg ,r. The deterioration, storage and in-
surance and interest will forbid the holding of it over that
time. In this way the Government will get the tax which
the Sugar Trust hopes to colleet for its own treasury."

The fruit growers, canners and preservers of California
are just now very much interested in proving that the fig is
a ierry., Upon the establishment of that proposition de-
pends an industry which they think from experiments
already made wili add a considerable percentage to the
profitableness of fig culture, and in some years save the crop
irom almost total loss.

A new industry in (jalifornia is the packing of sardines.
The goods are claiad to be equal to French, but are sold on
their merits and not as an imitation of French. Prices are
about the saine as the latter or best Portugal. The fish are
packed at San Pedro, Cal., in pure California olive ail.

Grocers seldom look upon vinegar as a dentifrice, but the
tartar animalculae on huiman teeth is destroyed by its agency,
Vinegar itself contains eel like insects.

Late advices from Prince Eldward Island confirim reports as
to the searcity of lobster. The new pack will probably be
very light.

The Trieste mustard seed crop is expected to turn out com-
paratively large, owing to increased acreage.

Brazil nuts are getting into' a strong statistical position.
The receipts at New York are sreported to be only one-half of
what they were for the corresponding season a year ago.

The sugar duties finally (for this session at.least), passed
in Commlittee of the House yesterday, at the rates first an-
nounced in Mr. Fielding's budget speech, naiely, half a cent
per lb. on raw, and one cent per lb 'on refined. In answer to
a question, Mr. Fielding said they could not see their way at
present ta do anything to assist the West India merchants of
Halifax, who had conplained that their duties would interfere
with their importations of low test raws, but that at a future
time, they night base their duties either in values, or on a
polariscope test.

Intending purchasers of sugar woulddo well, perhaps to
postpone orders for a few days. It is probable that before
two more issues of the JoUnNAL oF CoMbmRnci reach oUr
readers, soine modification in prices niay take effect.

DRY COODS NOTES.

A new. duty bas been inserted in the tarifi, i. r., white cotton
embrodieries, 25 par cent.

Hon. Mr. Fielding lias found it impossible ta arrive at a com-
promise an uotton. fabrics that would satisfy both the mills and
the shirt maunifacturers, and the following lias :been struck ont
of the tariff -"cotton fabrIces, whlte printed dyed or colored
fronting linens, liien interlinings and flannel shirtings, wheu
nanufactured uto and exclusively used in the msanuîfacture

of shirts, collars, cuffs, shirt waists or blouses, and to be cut into
shape for such or any of such purposes li bond under regu-
lations to be made by the Controller of Customns, fifteen per
cent, ad valorem." 'This leaves the shirt induistry, which pays
25 per cent, on Its raw material, virtually without protection.

A stronger tone is noted in the print clatih miarket over the
border, values advancing 1-16r above the price ruling at the
end of last week. This is simultaneous with the advent of finer
weather, and as ummer seens to have come north during
the last few days, a stronger influence should likewise set in
vith us. Relief fron the burden of unsold seasonable sup-
plies, and the prosecution of general fall buying are two
things the local drygoods trade vant in 1 hie worst way.

The Shanghai market for cottons is overdone. Stocks at
the end of 1895 were light, and this fact together vith an ex-
pected large consumption after the war, induced importations
beyond the power of the country to absorb.

According to the Yokohama Chamber of Commerce the
total visible supply of raw silk for 1896-97 is 51,40 piculs
against 64,245 at same time last year. There is hardly any-
thing in that market at tie .present time, their being very
littlesuitable silk on offer.

Milliners will be interested in the amuended tariff whici
the United States bas adopted respecting feathers. Bird o
paradise, ostrich plumes, tips and aigrettes which were for-
merly admitted free Of duty in the crude statu, are now liable
ta a 35 per cent ad valorem. duty.

A patent bs been applied for in Connecticut on a process
and machinery for producing a lasting silk lustre on cotton
yarns. Thefact that a lasting silk lustre could be produced
on cotton yarn bas been known only a short time to European
chemists, but the process bas been so difflcult and expensive
as to discourage its practical introduction. "The silk lustre is
produced in all numbers, in single, two or more ply in celor

and in bleached or gray lustre. The gray lustered yarn nay
be bleached, dyod, scoured or washed without affecting its
high lustre quality, and the strength of the yarn is material-
ly increased througli the proces, fron 25 to 40 per cent.

IARDWARE NOTES.

Axle springs and axle bars of veiicles have now been placed
uider one head In the tariff dutiable at 35 per cent.

On the item of wire, single or several, covered with cotton
linern, silk,rubber, or other inaterial, including cable so covered.
n.e.s., 30 per cent, efforts were made ta increase this ta 35 per
cent, manufacturers ln Montreal having testifled that the businéss
couild not be conttinued at the roduction, The Minister of Cus-
tains is Iowever of the opinion that it can, hence tie new dt' ls
conifirned.

Agricultural and monving machines, upon which was souglt
the reduction of the duty, viz, : 20 ier cent, or total abolishmient
stands as framed in the Fielding tariff.

Ruibber belting lias been deirnitely fixed in the tariff ta pay 25
per cent duty. hlie old duty was at the rate of 32½ par cent,
and strenurous efforts were made ta make it ait least 80, but with-
Ont avail.

In deforence ta the appeals made by manufacturers of woven
wira fencing, the tarit bas been amended ta rend. Buckthornr
and strip fencing, woven-wire fencing, and wire fencing of iron
anrd steel, 15 per cent.

A seasonable demand for iarvesting tools bas set in during the
week, and good sized orders are going out froi local hoses.
Sereeni doors and woven wire are also items at present in de-
iand.

due to the liquidation which is going on tiroîghotut North
Ainerica. Against Wiese two itemis, aggregating $2,400,000,
wo have increased the funds in tbte hands of our agents in
tie United States by $1,600,0U0, and ouir holdings of bonds
by $800,000.

With over $13,000,OOU of resources practically immediately
avtillible, against liabilities to the public of $22,500,000, we
are adnittedly too strong fromt the point of view of: earning
power, 'but, on the other tandi, we stand ready ta avail our-
selves of the first real imtprovement in business. It should
also be borne in miiiid that although our bond investments,
do not directly yield kt large retirn, we are oonstautly buy-
ing and selling, and the total profit mtakes tMhis a sa.tisfac-
tory fetutire in our business,

A aignifleant feiture of' tl:e year is the interest whiplh
Great Britain is tatking lit Canada. This nay be gathered
fromu the culîtumns of their daliy papers, which give proni-
tent attention to items concerning Canada, lier resources,
lier developtment, and lier sentiments In relation te Imperial
interests. The action of the Gover;tmuent of Canada in

I inake
particular mention of this growing sympathy between Great
Britain and Canada becatuse i belleve it will have au import-
ant bearing 'tpon the profitable disposul of the increased
shitpuments of our produce which tare going forward ta Great
Britain.

i ami sure our people will view witl pecuiliar*'atisfaction
the great advauntauges t be àerlved fron the establishment
of the fast Atlantic steamtîsl.p service. Improved transpor-
tation facllities, and. a rediuction of the distance must re-
sult lit mare closely uîniting te business interestes of the
two countries.

'rite action of both the late and the present Government
of Canada lu taking t deep interet in the development of
certain branches of agricult>ure lias, doubtless, met with
widespread approval. Wille, I think, all are agreed that it
le not prudent for the Government te conduîct business
which properly slhould bc perforrued' by private capital, yet
In a young country wlere it le difficult to secure a common
interest anong fariers In any new effort, ilt seems wise for
the Governnent to undertake the responsibility of starting
the lore mporcnt tf such new movenients, In order ta

create ttat sense or confidence and security which will re-
suit lu private capital being invested af ter the experimental
stage is patseu, tOms leauiug to the establsiament of per-
tuanent induetries.

The establiinent under Gov«rnment. patronage and aid of
a systeu of cold s'torage warehouses throughout the coun-
try, and the provision tur carrying perishtable products both
to the seaboard and acrose the Atlantic ln properly refrige-
rated cars and chalmibers, must be of great 'service to tie
community. .can see ou reasoub why, witdî these aide., par-
ticularly when -the last Atlantic hlue is, in operation, at
immense volume Of business, out ut ail proportion to any-

thing nOW generally thouight possible, should not be done.
between Canada and Great Britain in:chilled beef, in pork
and pork products, in dairy pruducts, in flh and fruit, etc.

ln tbis counection It will be iuteresting to note that from
the little country of Denmark, less than one-fourth. the
size or Ontario, the exporta of butter for 1896 amounted tu!
117,U0,000 pounds, valued at 107,10U,000 kroner, egual to
$28,686,,000, and ol bacon, 143,100,000 pounds, valued at 42,-
UU,000 kroner, Boual to $11U,,UU0. Practically the whol'
of these exports went to Great Britain.

Canadian producers, however, must remember that a per-
Mianent place in the British market for their pruducts can
ouly be sectred by absolute fidelity go high standards of ex-
cellence. Neither fast Atlantic steamers, nor refrigeratonl
service will couvert a poor article into good, nor slould
these facilities be made use of for the purpose of specula-
tion, but as a ineans of landing perislhable produbts of higi
excellence in perfect condition and lu the liortest possible
time, so as ta secure the best prices in a critical market.

Thiere has been a greatly awakened intereet in the devel-
opinent of Canada's minerai resources durisg the past year,
particular attention baving been directed to the provinces
of Ontario and Britishz Columbia, and evidence accumiulates
that the deposits of preclous inetala are of great extent
and, value. Whatever differences of opinion may have exist.
ed concerning the terms upon which railway facilities
shiould be afforded ta our mining districts, I am sure all
will unite lu a feeling of satisfaction that a definite policy
h»st been decided upon, and that li the near future the
binefits of cheap transportation will be assured.

For some years past the Governtment has 'been paying in
its post ollice and other savinge banks a higher rate of in-
terest Wban it pays upon its bonds and lnscribed stock,
and a higher rate than that paid by the leading banks for
the bulk of their interest-bearing deposits, Such a course

The readjtus,tment of our fiscal poli'cy, with, Its preferen-
tial clause, bringing us' nearer to the Mother Country; the
settlement of the school question, which lias so long agitate
the country; the inauguration of a vgoroqus immigration
policyi the etablishmenit of a fast Atlantic /service; thei
adoption of a systemu of cold storage; the deepening of ouir
canals; the extension of the Intercolonial Railway to Mont-
real; the construction of railways te our mining centres,
and the consequent employment of labor abl expenditure of
capital Incident to the' public improvenents referred to
seem te afford at least substantial ground to look for im-
provement in our general condition.

I nusti not close witthout saying a word regarding that
occasion, the thought of which is near te the heart of ail
of ius juest now, the celebration of the sixtieth year of the
reign of Her Majesty the Queun. It le not, only the occa-
sion of the tribute of' affection to a noble woman by the
greatest Empire the world L'as ever ýseen, it le also the cele-
bration of the progress of that Empire. To those Cana-
dians who recall the fact that in the first year of Her Ma-
jestl's teign we were fighting for the privilege of a govern-

country takes precedence of ail otlier colonial representatives

Few eau rscape the efiect of tihis, whiether they Le
farmiers, traders, manufacturers or bankers.

AGRICULTUIAL INTEESTs IN ONTARIO.
Those.who indulged a year ago, as many of us did, the

hope that a revival was not far off, are able now tu under-
stand why it lias been delayed. The grain crops in On-

tario varied conziderably. Vith a somuewlat better price for
isfactory yield, while the satisfactury crops in coarse graina
wheat, nu longer an important crop Iere, we Lad au unsat-
met about the worst market on record. In the dairy and
cattle feeding departments uf farming, the present much
improvede conditions came too late in the year tu more tian
mitigate an otherwise very bad situation. The one except-
ion-was enjoyp by those who were fortunate enough to have
a good supply of properly fed Jaugs tu sell.

Our busiaizss, however, l to address ourselves to tLe year
which lies before us, and wietier it be because we are ai-
ways hopeful at this time of the year, or not, there seem
to be many things working together for an improvement,
The weather, it ls true, has beau cold and wet, 'but while
this May not be good for some growing things in 'thias graz-
ing and dairying province splendid pastures and the promise
of a fine hay crop is one result, and-this will outweigh any
damage to grain cropa, althougli there is no reas.) tci
apprehtend vècy muci damage at the monent.

-reasonably certain,- theref ore, to inerease our. product of
chteese, butter and fat cattle, in viéw both of the abundant
grass and the improved prices, while ithe promise of fruit
la alimost as great asi last year.

It will be remembered that in our greats industry of
cieesenaaking we had.,to report an unfortunate, condition Ra
to prices last year, the first serious check we have ever
experiencefi. Ws hadj shipped' 165,381,000 pounds as against
147,039b000 pounds for thel previous yearh'yet had received
$570,000 less in moni3y. For the season 1896-7 the figuresw
are reversed, The year began with very low prices, reaci-
ing, indeed, the lowest 'point aines 1879. TLIs naturally
produced an increased consumption, and the sesson closed
with very small stocks on hand, the pries having corre-
spondingly improved. During the year we shipped 162,814.-
000 pounds against 165,882,000 last' year, but we received
$14,316,000 against $14,144,000 last year, or $202O more
money for 2,538,000 poundat less cheese. But, inaemuch as
a heavy stock of Canadian cheese was in the dealer'se bands
the close of 1895-6, whieh appears ln the retiurne as shipped
in the season of, 1896-7, while a very light stock existed' ate
al the close of 1095-6, Bic-lh appears l the returun as Bhip-
ped in th'e season of, 1895-7, it is establisbe4 'by some' ex-
perts thait thie quantity flape last season was, 8,000,000 or.
9,000,000 pounds less than. the' previous year, the higheet
ever reaohed.

The market opeued bthis year with active buying at old-
farboued. priceai, and, as we bave said, considering the price
ind ithe condition of the pasture,- we -may hope for a very
saOisfactory ason.

'Thuse who are able to make tinber, deals and
thin lunber for the Britisi market are in tihe4n respects
doing as well as ever. The cut of deias in the Ottawa dis-
district has been already soi at batistactory prices, and al-
thougi there is a larger quantity in this country than since
the season of 1889-90 this, is owing to the higi frpighat rat-
es deanded lasttautumn, and i- counterbalanced.by correus-
pondiLngly lower stocke in the yards o Great Britaln. -Tie
luinber wbich comes tromt the balauce uf the -out wire
deias are made and the entir.e cut in districts where the
plu le of interior'quality is lu the main propiired for the
United States, market. That su long as the vasit quantities
of Canadian-logs arp exported in order tu supply .lichigan
mille with sawing, our lumber should alsu go free of. duty
itO the Unitei utates, i a statemuent. which should be ac-
cepted by any fair mind if tariffs were based upon the prin-
ple Litat strade relarlon to be lasting must have re-
ciprocal advantlges. But we are face te face witn
perhaps, the most narrowly selfishî attempt 'ever mad
by af nation to absorbe all the advantages of trade.
sith other nations and give nvitîhig in return. If
the duty un lumber is pt at I, witht nu limport duty
on loge, we would doubtless inpose no export duty, but if,
a prohibItory duty Is to be imposed on ltmber and pulp,
while sawlogs and pulpwood are to be admitted free, this
will practically stop all manufacture of lumber and pulp in:
the portions of Canada less favored -than others for-thbe.
European , trade, and IL will remain for us to tconsider
whetier we arp to submit to such an unfair action by the
United States, In the meautinie, large stocks: of lumber
hre ield in Canada, and the cut of loge, whether inteunded
for manufacture into lumber at home or ln Michigan, le
m'.ich curtailed. As we have said, we are waiting boti for
a settlement of the- tarif! and a revival of trade with Unit-
ed States.

M-ANtIT-RA

IManitoba bas had a differcnt experience from Litt of
eûstern Canada, The grain crops were cunsidecalbly snaller
than tLe epormous yield of '1(95, but the price for, wheat
wais better. Tue cattle shipments were alsu snaller, and
îthe price unsatisfactory, but the results of ,the year as a
wnole, were not bad. Wlien we consider that about 25,000
farmers in. that province have received $2,000,000 for taeir
labor during the last, two years, we need not wonder at the
debt paying and purchasing power they have exhibited ata
time when thç,ability of others lu this respeo bas been de-
clining. fiarmers are paying, boti as to interest aund prin-
elpie, v'erygRtisfactonily, and paymentis generalI3 are 'des-
cribed as exceptionally good.. The volume of trade. ls ln-
creasing, aithugh ithe %armer buys ntow with- veryr muich
greater discrimination than in the days wien he could .. be
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got t obuy almost anything for whici he had only ta give
a note li exchange. The area under crop le from 10 to 20
per cent. greater thau last year; a large cattle trape le ex-
pected; the weather has been most favorarble; markets,
whether temprrary or permanent, are being opened up for
flour thsoughout the eastern and southern ptrter of the
world, quite largely In China and Australia, and altogether
the btisintess atmospiero lu that province le clirreful.

MININO.

Our Interest in British Columbia le yet indirect, the bank
having to establishments in the Pacille province, and having
regard to the great wave of mining development and mining
speculation whiclh le passing over the country literally front the
Atlantic ta the Pacifie, we are naturally more interested in our
province than elsaewhere. That there le gold In many parts of
Canada. including several districts in Ontario, is establisied
beyond doubt. That much of it may be mined at a profit we
believe ta be qulte true. Let us not, however, place our expect-
ations unreasonablyhigh. It is well to remeamber that if mining
pays fair wages to those engaged in it, and a fair dividend on the
capital employed, that ls all we have the right ta expect. The
world le full of men looking for only fair wages, and of capital
seeking fair dividend. It il aise well ta remember that mining
le a business requiring large capital, and apt to absorb the first
earnings as a further investnent of capital before settling down
ta the payient of steady dividends. It aiso requires, like any
other nanufacturing venture, absolute knowledge of the busi.
ness li all its details if succesa le to be confidently relied on.
But., like other mautifacturing ventures, if skill and capital are
properly applied, the resumlt will, in the mtajority of cases, justify
the venture. We hope, however, it will not lie taken amies if
we compare this kintd of mining with much that le going on in
Canada at present. Many of the ventures offered ta the public
do not seema to, backed up by skill li the particular business of
imiiiintg and adequate capital, and in such ventures Iundreds of
people are riskiig sums, not large in themselves, perhaps, but
of great consequeince ta the owtners, who, in the majority of
cases, we fear must lose. No one really interested in the great
future which iunitng doiubtless lias in Canada will, we think,
dispute the wisdoi of such at note of warning at the present

itte.

sTATE OF TRADE.

Since 1890 we] have experienced, in comnon with other
countries, various phases of financial untrest and business depres-
sian, and we are not yet completly assured of an immediate
raturn of general industrial growth and prosperity. In Great
Britain, frot which came the first note of these evil days, pros-
perity has retuirned, aided no doubt by great public expenditture
in naval and ctiher works, but still it hats returned. The offect
o a revival it Great Britain generally reaches the United States
lirst, aud these two countries being our chief ctustomners, then
extends itself to Canada. Periaps it is nlot taking too sanguine
au view to belleve that the very consideablie advance la the price
of foodstutl's is the proi tory sympton of a revival liera. Bat
whil we muiay hope that botter prices for aur products and more
liberal treat'ment by us of importe fron Great Britain' may give
the ieeded immpetus to trade li that direction, we cen see little
grouind of hope In the direction of the United States,

Whetler ierchants, ianufacturers and other traders and
producers will be able to thrive when the tariffs of both countrie.
are settled or not, there can be little industrial acti.vity anil
practically nto new enterprise until the new conditions are known
That the present Govertnment of Canada desi'e ta extend our
trade with the United States and are willing- to' nake saime
sacrifices ta that und, thera le io doubt, and it le equally truc
that iianty Intelligent maen in the United States have the sama
desire. One of these intelligent men asks in an ably written
papitliet, "HIow are we to treat Canada-as an enent or a
friend ?" U1e shows clearly that we buy more from the United
States than the purchases of all of the South Ainerican republles,
ta whomi so nutuci attention lias been paid, and ie deritanstrates
the wisdomi of troating tus uas a friend. Tarit legislation l not
settled li the United States as yet, but from present 'appear-
ances, we tire tu be treated as an enemy. The first principle of
trade is very simple. The farmer will buy from the merchant
wto will take hlis products In exchange an the fairest terms.
Same of the gonds we buy froua the United States cannot,perhaps, be bougit elsewiere. Sane of the goods we have ta
sell cannot, perhalps, be sold elsewhere, but it le Well for the
people of the United States ta consider wiether they will drive
us t both buy and sell elsewiere every dollar's worth that we
can find It possible ta do. When tarif legislation le settled our
southern friands muet immediately, address themselves ta their
ctrrency problem. 'ite reformts, to be effective, muet be radical.
The tarif mteasure, li its present shape, represents a series of
compromises made with the representatives of varions sections
and interests. That theso sections in the Senate will le quite as
active when the cuirrency mneastures cone to be disaussed there
is little doulit, and we can but await with anxiety, the result of an
effort it great national reform surrounded by suci narrow and
selfisi Influences.

Our experience lu selling our products ta Great Britain and
the United States bits, of late years, brought out a few points
which we should study carefully. In Great Britain we have ouly

to demonstrate the quality of our goods in order to obtain a
permanent market at the world's pries, which, as a rule, she
makes. Individuals there who are competitors in the same
goods may dislike ta lie opposed, but the nation, as a whole, bas
learned the broad view that it is good to trade, that is, to buy
where you seil. We do not find that we offend wlien we take
high clases goods ta that market which we are willing ta sell at
the world's price. If anytlilng we confer a favor. I have
already referred to the narrower view which influences adversely
trade with the United States. There it is expected that we will
buy finished products, but sell none li that condition,

We have, by the recent action of our Governient, given
Great Britain an opportunity ta sell us as much as she can of the
kinde of finished product hitherto bouglit fron the United States
and our interest ls to sei lier as mach of our product as possible.
We muet not, however, blind ourselves ta the fact that this ls nat
an easy kind uf readjustmont ta make. ureat Britain and the
United States are not ta any great extent competitors for either
our export or import trade. Our trade with both countries is in
products which, in the majority of caes, are more naturally
dealt in with one of these countries than the other. Leaving
Great Britain, then, ta supplant the United States in selling lier
products here as much as ehle is able, how are we. ta do our part?

If we are turning out certain products which are only suitable
for the United States, but which, by tarif laws, are practically
excluded fron that market, we must clearly stop producing suah
articles. We are apt, however, ta conclude that we cannot make
a market in Great ßritain for many articles, when in reality we
have nat made a genuine effort. We have discovered, by the
mtanner in which our tariff proposals. have been received, that
Great Britain le not entirely without sentiment in trade. She
will not pay more for our goods than they are worth, but she will
give ta lier colonies the preference, all other things being equal.
Thiis is all we can ask. Unfortunately, however, in Great Britain
there are many who do not distinguisht very clearly between
Canada and the United States. Their close connection witk
Australia, India and the Cape le daily present in their minds, but
their kinship ta Canada is something to which they seem ta lie
only now awakening. We should study the British market with
reference ta our raw material, and make goods suitable ta British
tastes, and make then as well as it le possible. We should see
that they are sold as Canadian goods, not as English goods, or,
vaguely, as American goods. We should in every legitimate
manner advertise our country, and Increase the knowledge of
our importance ta the British Empire. A persistant and weli-
directed energy of this kind, with better crops and prices, and
the gradual lifting of the general cloud of business depression
will bring Canada back without doulit ta another period. of
national prosperity.

The motion for the adoption of the report was then put and
carried.

Moved by Mr. A. G. Ramsay: " That the thanks of the
meeting are dite and are liereby tendered ta the President, Vice-
President and other directors for their careful attention ta the
interests of the bank during the past year."

In moving the resolution Mr. Ramsay said: "Being myseif
engaged Iargely in the investing of money in this country I
think I nay call the attention of the meeting ta the difticulties
which the officers of an institution like this must experience in
investing the enormous amount of funds which passes through
their hands. That they) have done it with succoss I think- the
report fully demonstrates, and I iam sure they muet have devoted
a great anount of care, energy and skill in the management of
the bank's affairs ta have produced such results. These, I think,
fully warrant the thanks of this meeting. I have very great
.leasure in moving this vote of tianks."

The resolttion was seconded by Mr. Hugli Ryan, and
carried unanimouîsly.
. The President-"On behalf on my colleagues on the board,
and on my own ;belalf, I can assure the mover and seconder of
the resolution and the meeting that this vote of thanks le duly
aippréciated'"

Moved. by Mr. W. E. Massey, "That the thanks of the
meeting lie tendered to the General Manager, Assistant General
Manager, and other officers of the -bank for the satisfactory
discharge of their respective duties during the past year.' ,

Mr. Massey :-.I have very great pleasure in moving. this
rasolution, not only as a shareholder of the Bank, but also as a
customer. As large customers we have reason ta »know how
well the Bank's interests are guarded. I feel that as Canadians
we have reason ta be proud of the management of-our banks
generally. During the business depression in the United States
many banks there suffered severe loes, and it seens to me that
we can congratuilate ourselves that our Íinancial institutions have
been weil cared for and that we have escaped the financial
depression, or at least have not suffered from it Vo the saine
extent is other countries.' I feel patrticularly that this Bank
bas been well managed, and have great pleasture in moving this
resolution."

Mr. John A. Bruce, of Hamilton, seconded the resolution,which was carried.
The General Manager -" Mr. Massey, Mr. Bruce and Gentle-

men,-I can assure you that, although thera e i certain amount
of formality about this resolution, which comes up every year, it
is, nevertheless, much appreciated. Sa far as the staff is con.
cerned, these are years when our shareholders sBould, I think,
particularly remember what le due them, because they exercise,
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perhaps, even more zeal than usual, and with a loss prospect of
reward, both in the matter of increases in salary and in the much
more important matter of a betterment of position. While the
business of the country is restricted, banks do not offer the saine
chances for advancement as ln former years, and therefore it is
particularly desirable that the shareholders should not overlook
the staff at this time. For the general management 1 have
merely to say that the last year bas been perhaps the hardest-
certainly as liard as any-which we have lad to face since the
troubles of 1893. We have lad no doubt as to the policy we
should pursue, but it lias nevertheless required courage to
carry It ont. Wlen banks can lend their money readily it la not
liard to exercIse discrimination in selecting new eccounts. It is
not difficult te denand the best if you have plenty of openings
for your money, nor is it difficult ta arive out undesirable busi-
ness if the money withdrawn from it can at once be used in ac-
quiring good business. We have, however, had ta face entirely
different conditions, but we have nevertheless tried, and, 1 think,
successfully, to stand firmly by approved principles, i retaining
good business, in reducing business which did not come up to
our standard, and in forcing ont business which. might ultimately
cause a loss to the bank-the last, I think, without doing Injustice
to any deserving custoiner. We have pursued this policy at a
time when it meant taking our money from an investment where
it earned 6 or 7 per cent., not knowing where we could relend it,and, at best, putting it in investnents at a low rate. These con-
ditions, If they continue,-uîîst affect our earnings, but we believe
that we have followed, and are following, the wisest course. We
cannot create gond business, and we owe It to our shareholders to
get rid of tiat which is bad."

Mr. Plummer also briefly replied.
Moved by Mr. James Crathern, seconded by Mr. Mattliew

.Leggat, and carried, that the meeting do niow proceed to elect
Directors for the coming year, and that for this purpose the bal-
lot box be opened and reiaii open until 3 o'clock this day, the
polI to be closed, hIowever, whelnever five minutes shall have
elapsed without a vote being tendered ; 1 lie result of the election
to be reported by the scrttineers to the General Manager.

In moving the adoption of the report, the president refer-
red to tie past 11nancial year as one of more than usual
anxiety. The commîîercial depression which prevailed in
Canada, and to a greater extent lu the neighboring Repub-
lic durinig the past few yearsi had been intensified by un-
certainty as to tariff legislation, and so far as Canada is
concenned, the saine uncertainty will exist until it l known
whether the teris of the preferential clause will extend
[leyond the United Kingdom.

[ri spite of these adverse circumstances, the net earn-
lngs of the bank had been slightly in excees of those of
he previous year.

Referring to the prospects of the current year the presi-
dent said that, so far as the Province of Quebec wasi con-
cerned, the prospects of an abundant harvest were not
bright. The hay crop had suffered greatly by the winter
frosts, owIng te the absence of snow, while ýall crope had.
eiffered by the leavy rains and cold weather which prevail-
ed uap to the past few days. With fine weather fbr the next
two months, a rapid improvement niea take place, and the
inont recent reports are of a more satisfactory nature.

The action of the Governient in reducing the ýrate of
interest on post oflice savings bank deposits from. three and
a half to 8 per cent. is in accordance with the temdency of
the money market, and banks generally. are following a
a-milar course, the difficulty of finding safe investinent for
their funds lt any but a low rate neceesitating suc action.

The heavy daties imposed upon lumber and bay by the
recent "United States tariff will, no doubt, restrict our
dealings with that country, and it le fortunate we have
other fields where trade can be largely increased, and prob-
ably to greater advantage. S far as the hay trade la cou-
corned, hie Step whlch hie had been xr>gingjor some years
lid been, at least partially, realkzed, and one important
British lirm la now permanently establisIhed here, wiose
aperations will go far te repair the los' of the United
States market.

"T cannot close," said týie president, '"withouît a refer-
once to the ceremonlea In which, li a few days, the whole
British Tmpire will participate in honor of Ber Majesty's.
DlInmonid Jubilee. I well remember the joy bells which
greeted lier accession, andl I walked ln a procession at her
noronation. Coming to Canada a few yearsf later, IL has
been muy lot to witness the, wonderfuil progress of this
great Dominion îînder a reign bessed lth macy yeare cf
peace, and wlilch, largely tlrouglh the personality of our
Sovereignî, ninited sects, creeds and races In a patriotic.
ottiwenlship."

On the whole the volume of business tiIs
week spread pretty equally over all lines,
and rosier reports are given as ta. collec-
tions. Ii the grain markets most interest
Is centered ln oats prices hiavin'g advanced
ta 27e in store. The situation la dairy
products is lnfluenced by the views of·buy-
ers and sellers being apart, prices li' both
butter and cheese being beyond export
limits. In eggs and smoked meats there
is a stronger tendency due ta lighîter re-
ceipts on the one hand, and seasonable
consumption on the other. The grocery
trade shows a -fairly extensive distribution
throu'gh wholesalers, with tea importers
more active now that the higli opening
prices and advance in Japan has been
checked, and values waning.

Owing te the low
prices at which foreigir refined sugar cari
be laid down thera, is considerable atten-
tion being given to this phase of the sugar
question, and we liar of a purchase rmade
this week ias ar experirment. Canned
vegetables aire-liri and higher iuder do-
pressing n1ew croi prospects, which if con-
firmation li wanting, carr be found in the
unusual lemand for seeds for resowing,
corn li particular being in lively request
The rrovemient in hardware la satisfactory,
shelf goods and agricultural tools going
out froely. There is no change in paints
cils or leather ; dry hides are highier, vools
and clhenicals drill. In drygoods the turn
ta more suriirmerilike weather ias hiad a
good el'ect in nroving surplus spring lines
tirougi retailers, and consequently lias
inspired a more sanguine disposition to-
wards fall goods.

BUTTER EZTc-Irregularity prevails in
butter is in cheese. It is possible that
the Ilurry in the country wiere largo buy-
ing at good prices has transpired of late
will be found no more than a flash in the
pan. June crearnery is being boughit in
the country rt 160 to 10%c, whilst Old
Country cables state that they can get all
they want rt 16c. This apparent differ-
ence between the ton of buying on this side
and the other is expected to adjust itself
protitably to Canadiau investors in the long
ruin who are at tire present Mrne following
their nsual custorn of stocking up in ain-
ticipation of the enhanced values that will
transpire liter on in the sirmmrrer. The
egg market shows uiinrruishing receips and
prices ara lighrer for grocers quantities at
1034c. Maple products are weaker
Potitoc owing to increrased receipts'
casier at 40 to 45 in car lots.

COAL-The report in a ilocal daily that a
syndicate ias in process of formation tire
inception of whici would reduce the cost
of coal considerably the coming aitiumni,
lacks confirmation, and the mîerrbers of
the cumbine feel no apprelension on this
score, and have every confidence that short

of coal being supplied by a philanthropist
it ls impossible to undersell themu, and
comle out witlh running expenses. The
new duties it la believed vill have very
little naterial effect upon the situation,
the reduction of Oc per ton being upon
steamr coal of which the importation only
amounts to 50,000 tons annually, the rest
cominig from Canadian mines.

CulIæsE--N'ws from the other side re-
presents that between views of holders
liera and sellers there, there is quite a dif-
ference. The Canadian view averages
8%c whilst English advices only give 8c,
as the price for deliveries extended into
July. In this variance of ideas there is
naturally no eagerness evinced byshippers
to purchase at the prices ruling on spot
and in ihe country. The cheese at present
in Montreal have cost from 1s to la 6d.
more than English buyers are willing to
pay. We quote the range of values as
follows :-Finest Ontario 84 te 87, finest
Townshlip 84 to 8<, Iinest Quebec, 84 to
8%, and although inmediate buyers look
for less, cheese of these respective makes
is a bargin when sold ruder.

DRy Goons-A better feeling is reporte I
in retail circles, and this has influenced
brisker business by jobbers in sommer
goods. Travellers on the road also give
healthier advices of woollen orders for the
fall. Pertinent to the future outlook of
dry gooda lia the large receipts of dry
goods of every description which for
months has been the vogue In United States
importing centres, in order to stock up
before the high protection duties core in
force. This lends belief that wlen these
cone into competition witlh domestic
goods, an era of low prices will once more
crop up in the United States. In this
possibility tie Canadian market will be as
exposed as ever to the certainty of it
being used for slaughiter purposes. Every
inch of warehouse roon on the Atlantio
seaboard it la said, ls now taken up with
European importations.

Fisi-Receipts of Gaspe salmnon are
abundant, one bouse it is said having con-
tracted for 0000 pounds per week. An In-
teresting feature of the distribution
through retailers at the moment la the dis-
position to make of salmon a leader, sales
being made to consumera in many instan-

ces at cost, viz, 1l1. Fresh mackerel are
quoted at 12Y2c to 15e as to size. In salt
and dried lines there is practically nothing
doing.

FLOuRN ANN MEAL-The local demand la
very terne, and outside enquiry little bet-
ter. Foreign buyers also are displaying
only luke warn interest in the market.
Hopes however, of an improvement in this
respect in the future succeed in giving a
cheerful toue to things. There is a small
jobbing dernand for meal at $2.90 per bbl.
and 1.40 per bag.

FEED -There is an active demand pass-
ing for bran at firm prices, $10 per ton be-
ing asked and obtained for Manitoba, bags
included. Supplies of Ontario sorts are
generally absent from the market, holders
in that province finding more profitable
sale in the States. Baled lay la sonewhat
easier at $12 bid for No. 1.

GRtAiN-The statistical position in wheat
la becoming less and less ar important
factor to cause decided change to the mar-
ket, and neither unfavorable weather re-
ports or operations in the worlds wheat
pits sensibly rmake any difference to the
normal current of values. Econornists at-
tribute this to the growing Influence of
potatoes as a food staple, but however this
rmay be, certainly tire sole excitement in
grain leans to speculative gamibling rather
than upon supply and demnand. The dry
cold weatlher in Manitoba has given place
te rain, and crops are reported looking
muci better. The feature of tie week is
the strong feeling in cats, offerings of
which are small, prices have advanced to
27e In store, or l higierthan ruled a week
ago, but at this figure the volume of busi-
ness rs smrall, buyers views being about
26%c.

GRocEriEs-The demand for sugar ias
so far failed to come refiners way, and
stocks in jobbers hands are' still fairly
large with sales of round lots through
these going out at 4c, a cut of M8c under
refiners quotation for iundred barrel lots.
The reflned market in New York appears
indefinite as to vievs, the sugar schedule
passed this week iaving evidently caused
purchasers to hold off pending investiga-
tion whether this will sensibly make a dif-
ference In cost of foreign. Yellows on the

There is a very flat market te
report on tees, no sales of any account be-
ing recorded, and values while steady un-
der the advance made ail along the lino at
the height of the American demand, and
the bare stocks hore, are considered te be
ashigh as they will get, notwithstanding
the sanguine cables from primary markets
where forced buying owing to the
supposition that the U. S. proposed te put
a duty of àO per lb. on tea, sent quotations
up $6 te $8 per picul. This expectation
fortunatelyjfor the Canadian tea, trade who
have been small purchasers se far, l in
peril of turning out a fallacy, and prices in
Japan must experience a fall In consequ-
once, and particularly since the quality of
the crop is Inferior te last seasons in both
leaf and cup. In canned goods, tomatoes
are strong at 80 to 95c, corn firmer at 50 te
65c, and peas steady at 70 te 90c. Prices
of new pack should open high according
to present appearances of growth, but the
trade do not place over much confidence
in this, and belleve that with al canneries
having decided te place no limit upon out-
put, an average pack is assured. In dried
fruits, stocks are well cleared up, particul-
arly Californias, net a carload of good
stock raisins being in the city, prunes are
also depleted, and although the new crop
is likely te be a large one, the scarcity will
be complote between now and next Dec-
ember when this comesto hand. We quote
50s te 60s at 8 te 834c, 60s te 70s, at 7V4 te 8c
70s te 80s et 6%4 te 7e. The molasses mar-
ket during the week shows rather heavy
disposais, of both Porto Rico and Barba-
does, purchases by refluers being again
prominent. Rice is firm under a good
demand, and statistical outlook. The tariff
has now been revised te show a reduction
on the raw article which might enable the
mill te reaume.

HARDWARE. The scarcity of Canada
plates which existed lest week lias been
relieved somewhat by soe small arrivals
but the demand is active for these, and un-
til full sized shipments come to hand,
Canada plates will be nono too plentiful.
The price la still firm et $2.80. Tin plates
are aise scarce. A seasonable demand is
passing for harvesting tools aud wove wire
screens. The business doing in shelf
grades is of the usual sorting character.

LETIsusn-Dry hides having advanced
le, values of leather are firm, and the
trade look for ligher quotations just so
soon as demand springs np. In respect te
the assertion going the rounds that the
combine are getting considerably more
noney than Quebec merchants, outside of
the selling arrangement ask for sole
loather, and above the parity of quotations
in Boston, it la stated in rebuttal that
under the quotations given in nur prices
current, sole, and black leather cannot be
manufactured.

PAINTS AND OrLS-For mixed paints the
consumption continues fairly good, the ag-
gregate business doing comparing favor-
ably with last year at same date. The
chief source of denand is from points on
the main lino to Toronto, the Ottawa Val-
ley and Quebec, generally being rather
slow. Leads are firin, dry white, being
quoted at $4.50 to $5. Paris green for
the tire of the year is exceptionally slow
of sale, but with warn weather approach
the usual mnovement is expectedto begin.
We quote 1412c in 1 lb pkts, and 18•c.
bulk. The demand for linseed ail is of a
peddling character at unchanged values.
On 5 to 9 barrels however disposition to.
wards easiness ls apparent lu holders quot-
ing le under sinaller quantities, viz. boiled,
44c, raw 41c. Turpentine is steady and
unchanged, recelpts in New York are grow-
ing, and the feeling there in view of this is
indifferent, and may likely effect this mar-
Icet in retarding recovery from the decline
noted a fortnight ago. Stocks of fish oils
as before stated are practically exhausted,
values of lard oil at the moment are easy,
consistent witlh the dragging nature of the
markets nt primary points.

PRovIsIONs-If anything the tone of the
market is weaker on pork and lard owing
to Chicago depression but this has no evi-
dent effect on values on spot, the move-
ment being se small. The coming of
sumnerweather lis livened up smoked
mecats, and botter demand set in this week.
lu the Liverpool provision market lard ad-
vanced 6d on Wýednesday.

SEEDs-Thîe demand for late sowing
seeds,viz.
