COSTS OF A PRESIDENTIAL ELECTION.
l1; is estiiate d, by those competent te fori an opinion,

that the expenses of the two great parties in the last Pre-
sidential election amunited to over $5,000,000>includ-
ing the general national organizations and those of tie
sibsidiary State organizations. To outsiders that looks
te bu an extravagantly fabulous sîum to pay for the privi-
Iege Of electing a ruler for the short tern of four years.
it is claiied that a comparatively simall proportion. of
tiat mîîoney vas spent in actually buying lie votes of cor-
ruipt voters. But it is admitted, tiat bribery was carried
on te a counsiderable extent. The chief items of expenidi-
iure Were for' speakers, printing and distributing cam
paign literature throughout the country broadcast. A
large sumi vent for baxnners and liags beariig fthe pictures
of the candidates floating in abuidance in all towns, vil-
lages, and cross-corners throughout the land. Money
was lavished alse over stereopticon views of a1ny or all
political pointeris thrown in for the evening amusemnent
of the intelligent, sovercign elector, with bands of music
le draw them together.

in the last Presidential election we arc assuîred that the
two national organizations lad under pay over 1.0,000
speakers between then spread over the country, and the
diferent States had lmore than four times that nuinber
Of stumIp speak'ers undler pay. These speakers were
mostly engaged for eiglit weeks, the pay r-anging accord-
ing te the calibre and inîportance of tle individual, fron
$250 te $25 per week, with $8 per week for expenses, .the
average being placed at $110 per week and expenses.

It is claimed that with the great issues at stake this year
that the expenses attendant on the coning election will
be larger than in any previous oe. The noncy will
doubtless be forthcoing, and the' people will cois(-
quently tbe so mlluch the more enfligitened, or at least gra-
tilied.

That ther are bit one ort two systeis of bookkeeping

ilecessary in ortder to have a ll transactions belween the
mlxicIuhalnt îand lhis cuistomers coarrcetly carricd out, is ant. es-
hxiblisheld faut; but IhliaI l e are variois otherni iethols
tuopted is cqually well kmvi to i large proportion o
those who do nef alwa.ys buy Ior spot cash. f book-
keepers mxuîa.y-be divided inuto tvo classes, the bad and the
good, what excuse is teefo' keeping the former emu-
ployed? In the iiyriiîds of reerences written for those
followinîg this cxlllinlg, if is safe lo p'resulie there is ne
degree ef eolarison, showing the holder to lie possessed
cf but a questionable knuowleidge which at best would ad-
mit of -errors.

Among those whon thel moder systein cf keeping ac-
counts lias not yet entirely gatheried within its protecting
lines may be mentioned the retail grocer. lis, of ail lines
is the most comxplicated, yet, fromiu the very .important
point of keeping correct account of credit transactions, is
often least protccted. The retail grocer'has compara-
tively heavy expeises in connctiona w'ith the lconduct-of
lis business. ie has many items of dxily xpense wlicl
the'dealer in shoes, drugs, dry goods, miiniiery, mnen's
furnishings, hardware, hats and furs, clothiing, erockery
or notions, may keep aloof froin without injury, yet
te the grocer tbey are as necessary as the lock on his door.
he protits on the grocer's sales are not collectively 'as

large, which works the wrong way against extra expense.
The losses by bad debts are leavier with. the grocei than
with any of the above-mientioned, which is another loop-
hole of escape for the money whichu shou1ld help to make
the grocer eventually independent. With these draw-
backs prcsenfting theinselves in all tlicir objectionable
promeinence day after day, it is scarcely to be wondred
at that niiîy groceris, whose customers are liiited in
number and generilly live witiin 'a few blocks of the
store, fail to sec a profit in keeping a regular boockeeper.
but content tieiselves vitli doing as best they can wiL
the limited knowledge they had acquîired iii earlier days,
and perhaps since ainîost forgotten.

Such cases tire, of course, the exception, flhe greafer
nuunliber O retail grocers hiavinug ii tieir elmaploy, if not
acquainted with the systemi .tlheimselvCs. soie persoi sut-
ficiently acquainted vith bookkeeping to cor'"ctly kecp
accounits. Many again have not, but arralge with a peri-
patetic imember of tiat order, one who goes from store
to store at certain hours or evenings, posts the books,
and makes out the accounuts regu larly or otherwise as bis
